The largest and most enthusiastic meet-
Log of the campaign thus far was iu-Wl[last

evening at the West side Turner hall. \N •*•-

iam Dlttman called the meeting to order at
6 o'clock and introduced Dr. Ames, who

spoke tot over an hour on the issues of the

campaign and reviewing in an impartial

way the Kepublican administration tor toe
past two years. The doctor was heartily
greeted and frequently interrupted by cheers
and applause. Among other things he \u25a0aid-

When he was first elected mayor in IMS ho
paid a visit to n number of the larger cities
of the East, and mane a study of the vari-
ous departments. He also noticed the differ-
ent methods of jobbery and schemes tor cor-
rupting officials, and returning has endeav-
ored to profit by his observations, and above
all other things to give an honest administra-
tion. He believed he had succeeded, and chal-
lenged any one to point a single act of his as
mayor which smacked of corruption. He
thought a law should be enacted which should
make the crime of malfeasance in ontoe a
crime punishable by Imprisonment from one
to luo years. ifcapital continues to oppress
labor In the past revolution is inevitable. If
the workingmen, however, willorganize and
Stand shoulder to shoulder tor their rights,

this calamity may he averted, and
in tins way only. Referring-
to the administration of Mayor
Pillsbury, he said that the trouble with Mr.
Pillsbury Is that be has gauged his auninis-
tratlon by his former experience us mayor of
Concord. H.. a sleepy little town of a few
thousand Inhabitants, and has been hampered
by unwise promises made during the cam-
paign, which he bad found impossible to
carry out. Unfortunately, too, he has not
been able to give personal attention to
certain matters of great importance, and us;
a result some designing persons have

to work their own aggrandizement. He es-
teemod Mayor Pillsbury very highly and did j
not hold him personally responsible forcer-
tain matters which have caused serious dis-
satisfaction. As to the candidacy of Henry

mayor, the doctor expressed his intention of
giving him his earnest and hearties! support,
provided he proves to he the choice of his
party.

11.- said be was not a candidate for any of-
fice, but wished to make certain explana-
tions.

He then referred to the meaner in which
designing Republicans, aided by certain
Democrats, bad occasioned a misunderstand-
ing between himself and Dr. Ames which had
led to bitter feeling. He was sure now that
this had been done to separate them and was
the result of a deliberate plot. Ithad taken
him twenty-twomonths to find this out, but
now be knew it be would endeavor to make
amends by giving his friend Ames his cordial
support. He had been led by autocrats, but
now. thank God, he was tack with the Dem-
ocrats.

The colonel reffered to the Pillsbury ad-
ministration sarcastically, saying that the
mayor was around about six hours a day
and that during the other eighteen the city
was in the bands police officials. He also
took occasion to denounce as slander the
statement made by certain Republican pa-
pers that a combination had been formed
looking to bis appointment as postmaster

Judge Lars M. Bard was the third
speaker, he gave the assurance that the
majority of the Scandinavians and working
people look to Dr. Ames as their friend and
the man who can give an honest and fair
administration of the affairs of
the city. The attendance at the
meeting was rmrprisingiy large, as
only a few hours' notice had been given,
the large hall being well nlied.the speeches,
which can be looked to as Bounding the key-
note of the campaign with facts and logi-
cal conclusions instead of platitudes, and
the enthusiasm with which they were
greeted indicates with no uncertain sound
that this year the Democrats are united to
a man.

WATER BOARD.

Nothing Hut Routine ISttsincss
Transacted I n«.i INi-rht.

At last night's meeting of the board of
water commissioners considerable business
was transacted. The committee on claims
and accounts, to whom ban been referred
the matter of W. W. Eastman, asking a
rebate, reported in favor ofdenying the
petition, ami the report was adopted.

The superintendent was instructed to
draw a warrant in favor of Baker, i'otterdc
Co. torsß.so, the same being a rebate.

The rapertetondent reported thai pipe for
the summer campaign had been distributed
as follows: Twenty-four cars of six-inch
pipe weighing 3J0.570 pounds; 10 cars of
eight-inch pipe, weighing 279.695 pounds;
6 cars of ten-inch pipe, weighing 10$, 135
pounds; 11 cars oftwelve-Inch pipe, weigh-
ing 310,520 pounds; 10 cars of sixteen-inch
Dipe. weighing 483,250 pounds. Tears of
twenty-four inch pipe, weighing -11. 1..".
pounds; making a total of 1,007 tons,
amounting to $373.50.

The superintendent reported the amount
of moneys retained on pipe-laying in the
season of ISSS. the same being referred to
the committee on claims, as follows;

The board adjourned to meet again Sat-
urday afternoon at 'J o'clock, to listen to
the annual report of the superintendent.

Origin of the Sly Doom Tower Behind
til.- I In ..lie.

An Old Manipulator Telia How the
Alderman May Become Mayor.

Ifthere be one man in the city who can
be always relied upon to attempt the im-
probable and accomplish his purpose when
within the range of possibility, that man is
Ed A. Stevens, "the power behind the
throne under more tlian ono administra-
tion." During the last fifteen years he has
been the active manipulator of many a jk>-
litical enterprise, ami again "bobs up _•>
renly" in an unexpected quarter. It is now
an open secret that he originated the phe-
nomenal boom lor Aid.
