ANTI-LAWRENCE.

Cliarlcti Filfeiiu !\oiuinated Affainitt
I lie Prohibitionist.

Asufficiently large portion of the Eighth
ward to entitle it to respectability and a
hearing is decidedly opposed to the candi-
dacy of Aid. Albert Lawrence. Itholds
him to be unfit tor the office and will leave
no .stone unturned to secure his defeat.
One of the grounds for this belief is the
great straddle act he performs on the pro-
hibition question, leaving the people in
doubt whether be is a high license BepahU-
can or a Prohibitionist. This anti-Law-
rence sentiment found expression in a meet-
ing held last night at the Twenty-eighth
street rink, called for the purpose of nom-
inating an aldermanic candidate to knock
Lawrence out. About 200 voters assembled,
including a number of Lawrence men
who came with the avowed intention of
capturing the meeting. After some little
difficulty George Cook was made chairman
and George W. Turnvelle secretary. The
Lawrence men tried to adjourn and essayed
other filibustering tactics, but the nerve of
the officers, aided by sundry cries of "rats."
finally worsted the obstructionists. The
name of Charles FUteau was introduced
and he was speedily nominated. Mr.
FUteau is a Frenchman and a bridge-
builder, he owns a good deal of land in the
Eighth ward and is regarded as an influen-
tial man. The crowd called him to the
front, where he made a little speech. in-
dorsing the patrol line and high license
system and pledging himself to stand by
the motor.

The Lawrence defection is largely in the
second and third precincts, and it is suf-
-1)' lent, with the aid of the Democrats, to
elect FUteau.

AGAIN IN Till: FIELD.

Alderman Sly's Champion Once More
on lie Warpath.

One of the most active individuals at the
Republican convention Tuesday was Ed A.
Stevens, who, although not a delegate, was
indefatigable in his efforts to advance the
interests of his pet candidate for mayor.
He personally approached a large majority
of the delegates and urged them to Jay aside
all personal feeling, in the same manner as
he had done, and unite in the nomination
of William Walter Sly. The assurances lie
received were such as to make an embryo
politician confident of a nomination on the
first ballot, but Ed is an old campaigner,
and remembering the B iblical saying that
"all men are liars." kept hard at work. He
was astonished, however, to find that on the
Informal ballot Mr. Sly only received eight
votes; more astonished when the firstformal
ballot showed a falling off of three; morti-
fied when on the next only one vote was re-
ported for his friend, and nearly dumb-
founded when he dropped out of sight al-
together. Even then he was not completely
disheartened, but set to work to regain lost
ground, and made such headway as to war-
rant him in ott-repeating the statement that
"my friend Sly is the dark horse— lie will
come to the front when the convention
realizes that Mayor Pillsbury will not ac-
cept." Alas! "the best-laid schemes of
mice and men aft gang aglee," and Ed,
who had wagered 850 that Mayor Pillsbury
would hold out in refusing to be a candidate,
lost his money and his candidate at the
same time.

After the convention Mr. Stevens was
asked how the Sly boom worked and an-
swered:

lam chagrined, mortified, humiliated; I
could not have believed Mayor Pill-bury
would have treated us to. He repeatedly as-
sured Mr. Sly and myself that under no pos-
sible circumstances would ho bo a eaudidute;
that he could not honorably do so in view of
the pledges he had made. Then I looked
around for ' a likely candidate and settledupon AM. Sly, because I knew him so well,
and wot 1 1 take groat pleasure in telling the
people what Iknew of him. I did not con-
Milthim in the matter, but. sinking lor the
time all revengeful feelings, and realizing
that the grand old Republican ship was in
danger of betas* stranded unless the man at
the wheel know all the rocks und shoals, went
to her rescue. Mr. Sly at first hesita-
ted, but relying on Mayor Plllsbury's promise
not to be a candidate entered on the campaign
fully assured of success. Had the mayor
been true to his pledges Sly would have been
nominated altet the convention had become
satisfied that no one else would accept. As it
Is he had the satisfaction of having Mr.
Farnham withdraw in his favor and of forc-
ingMaj. Camp off the track alter the pre-
liminary skirmish.

Your Republican platform is a very
orthodox kind of document. The original
plan was made about twenty-live years ago
and from it there lias been no departure.
That is to say. no departure until Tuesday.
A departure was mado then. This ortho-
dox platform has three salient features:
It "reiterates faith,"' "points with ride."
and "views with alarm." Without these,
none is genuine. In drawing lie platform
on Tuesday, Col. Hicks forgot the last.
The rules reiterated faith in the party and
duly pointed with pride, but somehow or
other it neglected to view with alarm. This
was a grave omission, and will doubtless be
properly resented by the rank and fileof
the party.

***Col. Hicks is a prominent member of the
Union league and consequently near the
fore of the blood and brains of the party.
He helped prepare the elaborate primary
election system which was afterward
adopted by the Windoin hall conference
and reported upon by the county commit-
tee. Col. Hicks was wrapped up in that
plan and cherished it as a man might the
memory of his first love; so, when lie was
appointed on the committee on rules, in
Tuesday's convention, he saw his oppor-
tunity. When the platform was reported
it contained a paragraph indorsing these
rules. It chanced, however, that Col.
Gordon was an. enemy of the plan, and was
in the convention. Like Pinkerton's, his
eye never sleeps, and it at once pounced
upon this paragraph. It was only necessary
to point out to the convention thai the
Union league was at the bottom of it. i
Smelling of silk hats and kid gloves was
enough, and the paragraph was knocked
out. Another black eye lor the Union
league.

***Talking about Col. Gordon, what a parti- !
san he is, to be sure, and how he can stand ;
the hard knocks forparty's sake. It was :
cruel, however, to knock anybody about as i
he was knocked in that convention. Just
as ho would get himself in good shape to
talk the chair would interrupt him to an- \u25a0

nounce a ballot and the crowd would lauirh.
It was cruel, too, the way they laughed at tho
manner in which vthe thunderer was taken j
from the Pillsbury committee without his
knowledge. But he beat the Union league,
and that was enough for him. Nothing
could disturb his serenity.•••ItIs not at all likely that Mayor Pillsbury
willaccept Dr. Ames' challenge to a joint
discussion before the people. There are |
many reasons why he should not. In the
first place, his record willnot stand the test
and nobody knows it better. There have
been notable occurrences in his administra-
tion that can neither be condoned nor ex-
plained. Should the discussion come on, it
would develop the fact that there are many !
things in his adtninistraticiii of which he is
in total ignorance. No, it would hardly do
for the mayor to meet Dr. Ames, and he
knows it.

barrels of flour. Tie use of stecm has been
discontinue L except in one instance, and un-
doubtedly tor the season, as the water power
is expected to be ample for all needs from
this on. The heavy decline in wheat has had
a bad effect on the flourmarket and stopped
the free movement reported a week ago.
