Itwas reported early
in the day that the Pennsylvania company
had securel control of Jersey Central, com-
pelling the Baltimore & Ohio to accede to the
Pennsylvania's terms regarding an entrance
into New York. On talk of this kind, Jersey
Central advanced 1% per cent. The story
was atrain given out that the Pacific
roads were trying to secure the con-
trolling interest In Pacific Mall stock,
in order to be abbe to fix transcontinental
rates. The Grangers were weak in spite of
the strength of the rest of the market. The
new agreement to advance rates was a
uisappoiutment. No one beliveJ it would
hold, and besides ,the projected fast train

arrangement to St. Paul, it was considered,
would antagonize the Rock Island, and cause
a disruption of passenger rates. Variousrumors were current towards the close
regarding the action taken by the Granger
roads. Itis stated that the Illinois Central
had finally consented to become a party to
the new agreement. This, itwas considered,
materially improved the situation in the
Northwest. The decision of Judge Gresham,
refusing to appoint a receiver for the Chicago
& Atlantic, was interpreted as a bear argu-
ment on Erie. Richmond &Danville advanced
four points, and Richmond & West Point,
and Milwaukee, Lake Shore & Western each
made a big score in favor of the bulls. The
general market slumped offtowards the close,
last quotations being a fraction below the
