Hl'li»£l POINTERS.
Inexpensive Yet Dainty Dishes and

Useful Hints to Housekeepers.
Agreat deal of coal may be saved during

the winter in the kitchen. When the tire
is not wanted forcooking it should be cov-
ered with cinders or fresh coal and all the

i draughts opened. If it burns too quickly
then a little tine ashes should be sprinkled
over the top;

Cold boiled rice may be utilized to make
hot cakes for breakfast. To every two cups
of rice add a quarter of a cup of flour, one
egg, a tablespoonful of suirar and enough
milk or water to make into a batter. Fry
in hot drippincs in small round cakes and
eat with maple syrup.

Acapital substitute for maple syrup is
made by boiling a pound of good brown
sugar in a pint of water. A quarter of a
pound of maple sugar and a half pint of
boiling water will make nice syrup.

A palatable yet simple dessert is made
out of apples— greenings are the best.
Pare and core them and set in a pudding
dish. Put a half cup of water on the bot-
tom and till the center of each apple with
cinnamon, brown sugar and a little molas-
ses. Cook until tender: serve cold or hot.

Agood substitute for coffee is chocolate
made with three-quarters water and one-
quarter milk. Four square Inches of bakers'
chocolate willmake four cups. When the
milk and water boil mix in the chocolate,
which should first be melted m hot water.
Add a little sugar. A few spoonfuls of
whipped cream put In just before serving
adds to the taste.

Rolls and biscuits that have become cold
may be made as it fresh by dipping in hot
water for a few moments and then putting
in a hot oven.

Tomatoes stewed and poured over but-
tered slices of toast bread willbe found
very palatable. Season with pepper, sal:
and a little sugar.

A little baking soda and hot water
should be used for cleaning all kitchen
utensil*.

Boiled potatoes should never be left in
water, or they immediately become soggy.

Abroom whisp is the best thins with
which to test a cake. Ifitcomes out clear
the cake is baked.
