Mistakes of Cubital and Labor--
Largest Meelius of the Series.

Every chair was tilled at the opening of

the Labor lyceum last evening. The presi-
dent, J. M. Minor, announced that in order

to shorten the, meetings somewhat remarks

would hereafter bo limited to live iniuutes
for each speaker.

J. C H.uiley read an interesting paper
on Mistakes of Capital and Labor, of which
the following is an abstract
Capital makes a mistake by refusing to recog-

dlm organized labor, and insisting that tiio
employes shall not be members of labor orga-
nizations. Capitol makes a mistake by not

going to tbe bottom of the principles upon

which labor unions are built and becoming
acquainted with the real motives of diffloul-
ties. Capital should not arrogate to itself tho
right to make rules whereby employes are
rendered to the verge of starvation.
Capital should i:ot reduce wages with-
out duo deliberation and with-
out real necessity, arising from a de-
pressed condition of trade. When difficulties
arise between capital and its employes, it
should dives! itJOlf of all stilted dignity, and
cowing down to a common plane, listen toauy

grievance that may bo presented, without
subjecting its employes to mortification by

aotsof impatience or imperiousness. When

ditfioultiea are adjust d lot cupitul live iaith-
iullyup to its agreements. Capital does not
scruple to out wage* in times of depression,
an.: it should be «is ready to advance wages in
times ot prosperity.

MISTAKES OF LABOR.

lii consideration of the mistakes of labor I
take for my text the manifesto issued at the
commenoemeut of the Southwestern strike.
Labor unions make • mistake by not recog-
nizing the fact thai there is a bare possibility
that there Is a large community of people
outside of Labor unions who most earn a living.

Labor unions make a mistake when they say
to these people, "You must become one ofus
or you cannot work with us. Labor in asking

an advance of wages should not do so in a
conspicuous manner, but only alter thor-
oughly investigating the conditions of their
industry, and should give a reasonable notice
before the demand goes into effect. Exor-
bitant demands should be avoided. The set-

tlement of difficulties should not, as is often
done, be intrusted to a committee of intlam-
Diatory and strong-minded individuals who
precipitate a strike. The labor organiza-
tions me credited with the spirit they
Bhow and the mistakes they make. Such men
are labor's worst enemies. No threats should

la made, and settlements should bo moo's
fairly and dispassionately. Alter a settle-
ment labor should not gloat over its victory

and the power of its aider. Demands should
be explicit and to the point. Labor unions
make a mistake by insisting on ono schedule
of wages for all their members. Another
mistake is in allowing all kinds of individuals
to join them, some Of whom have never
learned their trades and who me the union as
a cloak to cover their shortcomings.

Labor has tho right to quit work, but
has no I'.iiht to prevent others from taking

their places. Labor is scarcely ever plunged

Into difficulties on account of its principles,

but generally ou account of a violation of its
principles. The worst feature that labor
unions permit is the presence of the dema-
gogue, the crank and tbo blatherskite, who
use labor organisations to advance their own
interests, and who pose us intellectual giants
and reformers, regarding themselves self-
appointed delegates to rcpreseut the labor
element on tilt occasions. My remedy is to
Ire them at once and act only on the princi-
ples upon which labor unions are built.

GENERAL DISCUSSION.
G. A. Lafayette rose to reply to some of

the points. He said:
Every precaution advised in tbe paper had

\u25a0been anticipated by trades unions at least
three years. There are but very few men in
labor organizations who can be charged with
being demagogues. Tlie representative of
organized labor cannot speak as frooly as he
might wish because he remembers tin-
injunctions imposed by bis order.
Iti- untrue that any man may join a trades
union. Melon a man can become a member
Of a trades union, his skill and standing in bis
trade, as well us his moral standing, are care-
fullyinquired into by a committee. The prin-
ciple of trades union is not a Bclflsb one, but
they seek to benefit each other in every way
and humanity In general. The bricklayers
pay $75 on the death ofa member's wife and
$5 a week us sick benefits. The present con-
flictis not between capital and labor, but be-
tween monopoly and labor.

A. L. Robinson said:
The gentleman's essay Is way behind the

times. Ihave belonged to a trades uuion
since 1850, und I know that there is as much
difference between trades unions then and
now us between day and night. 1 don't know
but what Iam one of those blatherskites, but
my tongue will keep wagging in the interests
of labor a- long as itis able to Jle 8 '.id that

Abstract of tbe Itcv. S. G. Smith*
Sermon Last Evening.

Dr. S. G. Smith, pastor of the First
Methodist church, preached last evening to
a very large audience on the Rise and
Progress of the Workingman. At one time
during the sermon a murmur of applause
went through the audience and the dap-
pling of hands was heard, which is at
least an unusual occurrence. in a Methodist
church. Dr. Smith took no text from
scripture.. Following is an abstract of his
remarks:

In any adequate sense the world has only
learned to live within the last century. Wo
may anally affirm that the progress of
the world during that time has surpassed all
the rest of the ages in everything that relates
to physical comfort. The average American
house is v far i ore pleasant plane to cat ana*
sleep than the palace of Charlemnnge or the
boudoir of Mario Antoinette. Modern com-
forts are so commonplace that wo not only
underestimate, we even complain of them.
This lightning, steam, innchino era has made
the luxuries of the past seem but buds.
which lor the llrst time have blos-
somed out into the ordinary life of the
common people. The anarchist and
Socialist would have us believe that the
fruits of this progross have been confined to
a favored few, who yearly become richer,
while tbo poor lieeome poorer. Tho great
need of the present vexing problems of labor
and society is a knowledge of tho facts. The
science of statistics is of recent birth, and
even the most elaborate compilations must bo
treated skeptically because they fail to
properly account for modifying eircutn-
Btanccs. At the present time itis simply im-
possible lor any partisan on either aide to
bring forth a complete solution of tbo difficul-
ties which oppress us, because no man in any
country has yet collected sufficient facts to
establish any theory. Wo are on the edge of
far bettor times lor both labor and
capital, but no man can yet pre-
dict the precise form of the solution.
In this country, at any rate, whenever it can
clearly be shown what ought to bo done, 1
have faith to believe that tbo people willdo it.

INCREASE OF WAGES
% great principle has been established, name-
jy: that higher wages and better living arc
»n actual saving to the employer as well as a
jourco ofcomfort to the laborer. Tboenbol
has shown that in tho cotton industries ol
America, England and Germany, tbe amount

of cost per yard is precisely the reverse from
what would be expected from the price
labor per week. The American is paid better
than tho Englishman, and tbo Englishman
better than the German, but the American by

reason of his better living and cousequont |
greater alertness is able to produce so much i
more in a week than jus competitors that :

America controls the markets of tbo world.
Another proof of tbo principle both aides are
slow to learn, that Hie interests of employer
and employed are Identical. Alongwith th j

increase of wages, and their purchasing
power has also irone the decrease of
the hours of a day's work. It
has boon discovered that thero
is a normal day's length in tho different
branches of labor, at which the workman can
do his best Here again employers and work-
men have a common interest and the number
of hours lor a day's work is strictly a matter

forscientific investigation. Not only has the
wealth of the world vastly Increased, but on
the whole, it has become more widely dif- |
fused, (irittin shows that them were ten
times Mmany depositors In savings banks in
1880 as in 1830, and valla tho number of es-
tates admitted to probate had doubled In the
same period, their value on the average was
but 15 per cent, greater.

In this country conditions of life have been
and still are so free that the utmost emphasis
is placed on all economic virtues. Moot of
tin' rich men of our time were onco very
poor, and it the laborer and mechanics of this
country would combine to stop the use of ;
whiskey and tobacco and save the money, in
twenty years they could buy all the railroads
and factories of the United States. [Ap-
plause.] A now element has been introduced
into the problem of labor by the largo dum-
ber of inventions of labor-saving macbiuory.
One man may now do the work which
formerly required a score or a hundred.
For example: The thought prevalent among I
American girls that kitchen work is degrad-
ing, has put domestic service in the hands
of foreigners. The same fact has operated
without any combination or labor union
whatever to so far raise the tho wages that
the majority of servant girls have, liter-
ally, more money to spend than their mis- |
tresses. The diffusion of wealth may also ,
be shown in tho longer average life which is
now possible lor the race. heron* 33 years
aasi to be the average for the civilized man, ]
it has now como to bo ulwnit 4:2 years for j
man and 45 years for women. Tin- spread of
knowledge, popular education, above all pop-
ular suffrage, and the rise of the democracy
promise, the emancipation of the working-
man, ifho willbo intelligent law-abiding, &elr-

N. Truman of the Kyan
for his hospitality extended to the club, and
adjournment was taken for one week, the
next place of meeting to be the Merchants
hotel. A substantial lunch, which the pro-
prietors of the Kyan had prepared, was
then in order and was duly appreciated.

A Resolution Favoring 1 ItPatted by
tbe Socialistic Labor Party.

The Socialistic Labor party met at
Turner hall yesterday afternoon. The cir-
culars announced a mass meeting, and to
the call some less than 100 responded. In
eluding half a dozen ladies. An address
in English was delivered by Otto iiaese,
the substance of which was afterward em-
braced in a series of declarations presented
by the speaker and adopted by the meeting.
The resolutions discussed the high license
question somewhat, expressing a belief
that the excessive use of stimulants is not
the cause, but the effect of a "system of
society whose sole motive power is self-
interest, and whose only regulator Is. com-
petition." The adoption of high license,
the, resolution* said, would not diminish
the use. but create monopolies for the sale
of intoxicants. The workingman must
bear the burden of this monopoly,
email saloon-keepers would be crushed
out of society. The resolutions recite that
prohibition does not prohibit, and it it did
it "would be more tyrannical and worse than
all the evils which are claimed to take rise
from the use of intoxicating liquors," be-
causo, where light drinks cannot be Had,
"whisky will be substituted, and where
the latter cannot be had the use of poisons
like opium and morphine will take its
place." In accordance with these ideas the
resolutions recommended:

First -Ft trade in drinks as a cure for
drunkenness.

Second —Severe punishment for adultera-
tions of liquors and the destruction of all
adulterated goods.

Third—Mnnly self-control to protect family
relation* and public morals.

To bring about these results two things
will be necessary says the resolutions in
closing, namely, to less over-work and
strain the energies of the working man.
and better food and shelter for them.

This
iron pipe is lour inches in diameter and one-
eighth of an inch thick. This onlinanco I
consider a very unwise one. Inf. Isee
not not how it can be properly characterized as
anything but adMgraee to tiio city of StPaul.
as it would bo to any other city that would
adopt it in thin enlightened ago. Itseems to
me that the inspiration which led to the
original adoption of this unwiso ordi-
nance and which secures its continued
inforccmcnt, is nn inspiration cither of great
ijrnoranco or of gross wick^\u25a0dne^B. And
which horn of this dilemma must wo take?
Everybody knows that simple moitturc causes
iron to rust, and that scwerago and sewer gas
in contact with iron pi| graotly accelerates
the oxidation or ru-tinsr. and that a coating
of tar or pitch over the Iron pipe under such
