The soul of a man who draws
aloof from his fellows becomes twisted and
distorted. It is necessary to share the joys
and sorrows of others to complete this growth
of manhood and womanhood. No matter bow
busily occupied people are, there is always a
cord of sympathy in their hearts for others.
How grandly was this illustrated by the quick
response from all parts of the country to
the suSerei \u25a0of the Chicago fire. And when
recently the c> clone swept down upon Sauk
lii pida and St. Cloud, briujriug with it death
and -variation, how nobly did tho people of
HlaaehPOlli and St. Paul, and other cities and
villages of the slate, go to the rescue. And
bow proud was I, Mr. Mayor, to see that you
were one of the first to rush to the rescue In
your professional and officialcapacity.

GOD BLESS YOU FOB THAT.
We shall remember you, and we shall re-

member the citizens of Minneapolis and St.
Paul and all the state generally." As an-
other of the phases of the subject of Human-
ity, President Northrup considered tho pres-
ent attitude ofcapital and labor toward each
other. He plcadud for reason, for the ab-
senco of bitterness, and for ar-
bitration in adjusting their did-
culties. Ho took occasion to com-
dliinent President Cleveland's message,
recommending the appointment of a court of
arbitration as timely and feasible. Capital
and labor are inseparably connected, and
tho question of sharing tho profits
should bo adjusted so that the laborer
shall receive enough to enable him
to live lite a man and not like a boast. Who-
ever is honest and willing to work is entitled
toreceive what is necessary for him to live
temperately and uprightly. The awakening
of distrust in capital must result disas-
trously, for by the influence of coercion
it will bo driven away and will
only seek such investments as will insure
peace and security. What Is wanted is for I
capitalists and worklngmen to mutually con-
sider the welfare of one another in accrdanco
with tbc broad principle of humanity, which
teaches us not to consider our own welfare
alone, but our neighbors' also.

After music Capt. Robert Stratton de- |
livered the address to the Patriarchs mili-
tant.

In1619, he remarked, the first lodge of Odd
Fellows in America as Instituted: in 1623,tbe
ttrst grand lodge; in 1$31, the first Odd Fellows
hall was built. While the antiquityofthe order
cannot perhaps bo a matter for boasting,
still it is highlygratifying ;o know that it
we* born in the light of the intelligence of
th» nineteenth century. Within a little more
than a half century its membership has In-
creased from live members to over three-
quarters of a million. The militarybranch
of the order is ofrecent origin, and now num-
bers 300 . cantons and 12,003 chevaliers.
These are men who have taken the high de-
grees and who must be looked upon as the
