This like many other
reports that have been sent out from New
York lately proved to be incorrect,
and if it was started to stiffen the
market it was a boomerang, for
the slight advance scored during the first
hour or two of trading was not maintained.

Considerable business in. that
near-by option passed to-day and fuitlier
liquidation was witnessed, but the trade
was nothing to what it lias been for the
past ten days. As a matter of fact trading
in other futures was not excessively heavy.

St. Louis poured in an unceasing stream
of dispatches relating to the glorious crop
prospects of the Southwest, but the under-
lying secret of tho weakness was on all per-
vading fear that the laboi agitation would
grow to such proportions after May 1, as to
paralyze the business interests of the coun-
try. This uncertainty unquestionably
tends to demoralization in lines of business
likely to be iirst affected by interrupted
transportation. Arguments are not nec-
essary to emphasize the points of this
phase of the situation and the bears are dis-
posed to let the facts speak for
themselves and not harp on the dan-
gers that confront certain industrial
interests. The report that lake charters for
100,000 bushels more wheat had been taken
in addition to yesterday's engagement,
braced up the market slightly, but the drift
was downward, and these tidings only
served to check the current, not to stop it,
and opening figures were very nearly the
lowest of the morning. The irrepressible
Nightingale telegraphed that a further drop
of 4c would be necessary before the export
movement

but this soug has been heard of so often
from the same source that the statements,
whether correct or otherwise, only excite a
smile. Deliveries of wheat will probably
be large, and the belief prevails that it will
go into strong hands. A majority of the
elevator companies have been bending their
energies to getting the receipts placed with
individuals and linns friendly to their in-
terrets. Several of them have made it an
object to investors to agree to hold the
property just beyond the reach of shippers.
At least three concerns have offered to
guarantee the receipts, being satisfied that
the condition of the wheat willwarrant
them in carrying it through another season
without risk. They want to collect all the
storage on present stocks possible not feel-
ing at all certain that they can fill the bins
again.
