Another Swipe From Gen. Baker.

The Globe is inreceipt ofa communica-
tion, from Gen. J. H. Baker, in which he
pays his respects to the Mankato board of
trade, but the crowded condition of our col-
umns this morning precludes its publication
In full, lie expresses profound respect for
the great body of the Mankato board of
trade, and singles out what he denominates
"a little coterie ofa half a dozen politicians
Aho have deftly managed on more than one
>ccasion to use good men and a useful body
torignoble purposes" as the special object
of his caustic pen. lie alleges that at the
meeting when the report concerning the St.
Cloud, Mankato & Austin railroad matter
was promulgated there werepresent only 13
men out of a membership of about 100 and
a directory of 35, and that tut few of even
these voted upon "the farce of a transac-
tion," and that the names of those who
voted donot appear upon the journal. He
then says:

"When Ipresented my statement before
the board of trade on Monday morning', it was
whollyunknown to me that a small and secret
conclave, who run the politicaldepartment of
that body, had already passed upon my case.
Before proceeding with my speech, 1 cau-
tiously asked lor the specifications against

ime; there were none. 1then asked lor the
evidence, sworn or official documents; none
were produced. Ithen asked for any papers
affecting- mycase, and was informed that there
were none.Ithen proceeded withmyremarks.
1now advisedly charge that at that verymo-
ment the secret plotters had the complete and
final report in my case in their possession,
and that was it wickedly,and with cowardly
connivance, kept from my knowledge. Ihad
no information, dir?etly or indirectly, that
such a document was in existence till two
hours afterIhad spoken and the meeting ad-
journed. ,Then the St. Paul papers arrived
with the published infamy of these secret
assassins of character. Iwas amazed at the
evidence of their trickery and duplicity.
They had as a committee deliberately deceived
ice and lied./"It appears now by the uncov-
ered facts,"that Iwhs invited todefend myself
onthe 26th inst., and that a pretended finding
was already had on the 19th iust."

This action of the board is characterized as
"the veryessence of cowardice." He refers
to the fact that the report is signed by but
one man, and then follows with a billof in-
dictment against this individual, charging
him with being guiltyof various delinquen-
cies and alleging that he is unworthy to be
pushed forward as a representative of the
good people of Mankato. The general next
pays his respects to Mr.J. F. Williams, who
is charged with being the originator of this
matter and suggests that if the board of
trade wants to supply its time with investiga-
tions itought to take up Mr. Williams' con-
nection with the Angaria Copper Mining
company. The next charge is that "the
little coterie" mangled the letter of Mr.
Camphell and a vitalpart was suppressed to
protect "the conspirators." The letter con-
cludes as follows:

Now in reference to a statement which has
teen made, that there was uo evidence that
the directors received the authority of the
stockholders i'ori their act, after a careful
examination of the records, itis found that
every meeting preceding each and all of
their acts was duly and fully adver-
tised according- to the by-laws, inthe local
paper, and that a very large majority of the
stock was eittier present Inperson or by duly
authenticated proxies. But little of the
Mankato stock was noted, because no one
took interest enough to attend, and its stock
was too small to cut any figure, The recoi d ;
explicitlyshow that the directors' authority
for each and every act was perfect and com-
plete. Irepeat thatIhave a great respect
for the board of trade proper, andIaffirmthat
Ihave ever been loyal to every interest of the
city of Mankato. But for the miserable
coterie of politicians, whose conduct is bring-
ing the board into un?erited reproach, and
tainting the good name Of a nobio city,Ihold
them in perfect contempt, spit upon their
pretended findings and defy their malice.

NATURAL,GAS AND DAKOTA.
Ina region which experience has demon-

strated to be capable of developing so many
wonderful things, where every day serves
to show more clearly the far-reaching pos-
sibilities and varied extent of the territory's
natural resources, the report of any new dis-
covery inDakota is worthy, ifnot of credul-
ity, at least judicious examination. For
tin's reason the statement that evidence
has been found of the existence of
natural gas in the vicinity of Fargo
deserves serious consideration. It goes
without saying that in a country com-
paratively devoid of satisfactory fuel and
far from fuel producing centers, the discov-
ery of natural gas would be a tremendous
factor in the speedy advancement of the
territory's material prosperity. Nor should
the idea that natural gas may be found in
Dakota be cast lightly aside. It is quite
within the bounds of possibility that the
gas does exist and in quantities
sufficient to render experimental bor-
ing advisable. The same conditions
which exist in Pennsylvania may not be
found in Dakota, but it is not absolutely
determined that those particular conditions
are always essential to the existence of the
gas. Though the rock-ribbed ranges of
hills and mountains are not to be found in
Dakota as in the Eastern state, the same
carboniferous formation is pretty generally
distributed. Where this is to be found
there is the possibility that in nature's
laboratory itmay have been utilized in the
formation of gas. It is this possibility
which should be either proven without
foundation or demonstrated to be a certainty.
Dakota has produced other equally wonder-
ful things. She may yet astonish the
country with natural gas.

CONFEDERATE GOVERNMENT.
To the Editor of the Globe.

Who constituted Jeff Davis' cabinet and
in what essential features did the Confederate
constitution differ from the constitution of
the United States? A.N. W.

The provisional: Confederate government
established at Montgomery, Ala., in Feb-
ruary, 1861, embraced the following execu-
tive, officers: President, Jefferson Da-
vis of Mississippi; vice president, Alex-
ander H. Stephens of Georgia; secre-
tary of state, Robert Toombs of Georgia;
secretary of the treasury, C. G. Memin-
geb of South

"Carolina; secretary of
the navy, S. B. Hallory of Florida;
secretary of war, L. P. Walker of Ala-
bama; attorney general, Judaii P. Ben-
jamin of Louisiana; postmaster general,
J. H. Reagan ofTexas. The special fea-
tures of the Confederate constitution were
that the presidency was limited to one term
of six years; the importation of slaves and
the laying of a protective tariff were pro-
hibited; congress was .denied the power to
make appropriations for internal improve-
ments, except that local duties could be
laid for local improvements; cabinet offi-
cers had the right to seats on the floor of
the senate and could participate in de-
bates relating to their special departments;
a citizen of one state was denied the right
to sue a citizen ofanother state in the Con-
federate courts, the state courts being given
exclusive jurisdiction in such cases. In
view of the recent contests between Presi-
dent Cleveland and the senate the most
interesting feature of the Confederate con-
stitution was that which provided that the
president had power to remove from office
for special cause only, and in all cases of
removal was required to report to
the senate his special reasons there-
for. \u25a0 With the exception of the
points above enumerated, the Confederate
constitution in the main was copied after
the constitution of the United States, ex-
cept that the providence of God was dis-
tinctly recognized in the preamble to the
Confederate constitution. In the conven-
tion which framed the Confederate consti-
tution a motion to insert a clause to prohibit
Sunday mails and the running of Sunday
trains was lost by only one vote. Ifthis
motion had prevailed itwould have been a
considerable embarrassment to the subse-
quent militarymovements of the Confeder-
acy.

TREE CULTURE.
The department of agriculture, in its

forestry division, has prepared a schedule
for the observations of tree life, and accom-
panying it, of weather conditions, for the
purpose of aiding an interest in forestry
work. Everybody interested in tree cul-
ture is invited to apply to the department
for these blanks, as the forestry division is
anxious that these observations should be
noted bya verylarge number ofpersons. The
objects of the department are, first, to note
progress of local developments in tree life
for the purpose of enlarging knowledge of
biological conditions; second, to arrive at
conclusions as to relative climatic condi-
tions as expressed by phases of plant de-
velopment; third, to determine penocf-ot
vegetation of different species; fourth, to
ascertain the relative dependence of dif-
ferent species on climatic conditions, deter-
mining relatively time for planting; and,
fifth, to enable comparison of behavior of
same species under climatic conditions of
different localities, thus allowing prelim-
inary estimates of capacity of the species
for acclimation. The season is too far
advanced to obtain all the points required
this year, yet the department gives assur-
ance that even partial reports will be
acceptable. As this is a matter of special
interest to our Dakota friends, we would
urge them to avail themselves of the oppor-
tunity toaid the agricultural department in
a matter of so much importance to their
territory.

TIIENEGIiO'S FUXUitE.
Like the fox in the faWe, who suffered

the loss of his tail from the incisiveness of
a steel trap, and then went around among
the tribe of foxes endeavoring to persuade
them that it was fashionable for foxes to
wear short tails, Fjied Douglass writes
an article for the Maynumber of the North
American Review in which he takes the
position that amalgamation is the solution
of the problem of the negro's future.
Having been successful in getting a white
wife himself, Fked attempts to induce his
colored brethren to believe that it is the
proper thing for them to follow his example,
He expresses an apprehension that incase
the two races remain distinct there will
arise antagonism in the future between
them, which will result just as ithas been
with the Chinaman ?by the negro being
expatriated or annihilated. He does not ap-
preheml that this danger to his race is so
much to be feared from political complica-
tions as he does from the fact that as the
negro applies himself to industrial pursuits
and acquires wealth and education and be-
comes over-prosperous he will excite the
jealous hatred of the white man. As long
as the negro remains a poor, ig-
norant creature, argues Mr. Doug-
lass, he is more a source of amuse-
ment to the white race than an object
of resentment, but that malignant resist-
ance will be augmented as he approaches
the plane occupied by the white man. The
only remedy, according to the Douglass
theory, is in the assimilation of the two
races, which he thinks wiJl be more easy of
accomplishment as the negro advances in
wealth and education, and that within the
next 200 years the Americans will appear
"as the Phcenecians now appear on the
shores of the Shannon, in the features of a
blended race." Douglass insists that it
willnot do to judge the negro of the future
by the negro of to-day, who is only in the
twilight of his freedom, and has not yet
outgrown the marks of slavery, to
which he attributes the twisted limbs,
shattered feet, deformed body and distorted
features of the black man. His argument
that sleeping on a dirtfloor in a cabin, cold
on one side and warm on the other, a forced
circulation ofblood on one side and a chilled
and retarded circulation on the other, has
been a check to both his physical and men-
tal progress, does not hold good in the light
of facts connected with the history of the
races and the white pioneers of the frontier
settlements. The Indians have slept on dirt
floors all the year round for centuries, and
yet so f?r as physical development is con-
cerned they are among the highest
types of the human race. From the hardy
white pioneers of the frontier who lived in
log cabins, slept on the ground, and en-
dured all the hardships and privations that
are possible to be borne came the AndrewJacksons, the Henry Clays, the Abra-
ham Lincolns and a long list ofAmeri-
can patriots and statesmen whose names are
resplendent withglory. There are natural
causes which make the amalgamation of

the races impossible, and no amount of
sophistry or false argument willobliterate
them. We are hopeful for the future of the
colored race, but that future does not lie in
the direction that Fred Douglass makes
out

SMALLER BUT ULAI/I'IHER.
The entire Northwest is interested in the

settling up ofDakota, inasmuch as the de-
velopment of that territory means an exten-
sion ofthe markets to meet a larger and
more varied demand, and at the same
time a wider demand for those markets to
satisfy. Therefore, while Dakota may be
vitally concerned, the Northwest in general
is interested in the amount and character
of each year's immigration. While the
number of immigrants coming during the
present spring may not have reached the
proportions which those enthusiastic agents
whose daily bread is earned by painting the
attractions of the Northwest may have an-
anticipated, there is, nevertheless, cause for
congratulation of the heartiest character.
There may be fewer people look-
ing for uew homes in the North-
West, but they are persons whose presence
is, as a whole, more than usually desirable.
Hitherto the flood of immigration which
lias astounded the country has been made
up of some not altogether satisfactory ele-
ments. People, almost penniless, some of
them withlittledisposition to undergo the
hardships incident to founding a home and
wresting a livelihood in a new country,
have rushed into the Northwest inswarms.
Naturally they have found their fond
dreams ofeasily-acquired wealth not real-
ized. If made of the right kind of
material they have become hard-working
and valuable citizens, but more frequently
they have either become charges upon what-
ever community may have had the misfor-
tune to be selected by them, or else have
returned to their former homes with
untruthful stories of Dakota's attrac-
tiveness. The people who are going into
Dakota this seasion from Tankton to
Devil's Lake and from Fargo to Dickinson
are of a totally different class. They are
as a general thing from other sections of
the country and from either previous per-
sonal inspection or from reliable informa-
tion know what to expect. They are gen-
erally possessed of some means, without
which the location anew ina different por-
tion of the country is indeed a difficult task.
They emigrate, therefore intelligently, with
a fullknowledge of all the advantages and
disadvantages whichlie before them. This
is the kind of people whose value to
Dakota can not be over-estimated. Itis the
kind of immigration which should be en-
couraged by allmeans possible. Though it
may not be as large as that of former years,
it is healthier.

CAROLAN'S HARP.
At the Irish musical festival held

inSteinway hall. New York, last Monday
evening, the most attractive feature of the
entertainment was the harp once owned by
Carolan the Blind, the last and most
famous of the Irish bards. The harp was
presented to Carolax in1780 by a wealthy
Irish lady, who was charmed with the
genius of the blind boy, and also making
him a present ofahorse and an attendant,
she started him out into the world as a pro-
fessional musician. Owing to the fact that
his songs were composed inIrish, most of
them have been lost. Among the few that
have been rescued from oblivion is "The
Last Rose of Summer," and a few other
exquisite airs, to which Moore wrote his
most famous Irish melodies. Like mauy
another child of musical and poetical genius
Carolan had a weakness for the flowing
bowland believed with Horace that the
poetry of water-drinkers never acquired
permanent celebrity.

New .Brunswick, N. J., April80.?
of the most brutal, prize fights that lias ever
taken place in Middlesex county came off
this morning. at Florida Grove, a short
distance frem here, between Tommy Gil-
itiartin of Newark and Jack Barnes, alias
'"The Pug," of lia'hway. The light was
for $5250 a side and a purse of $500, sub-
scribed by ten young society swells of
Newark and .New Brunswick, who were
anxious to witness a mill without appearing
in public. Gilmartin and Barnes succeeded
through the efforts of their society backers
in raising the necessary $250 stakes on
Sunday morning, and on Monday word was
sent to :the live young society men
of Newark to meet at a quiet
resort near the Market street depot. At
midnight last night' they started for New
Brunswick in carriages, arriving there in
the neighborhood of 8 o'clock in the morn-
ing. The principals were already on the
ground. Considerable time was lost in
choosing a referee, but finally a prominent
New Brunswick saloonkeeper was decided
upon, and the first .round of an eighteen-
round fight, which was fought on the broad
floor ofa barn, began. When time was
called at four minutes after 4, the society
men sat around the twelve-foot ring on bar-
rels and boxes, and every one of them wore
high collars and kidgloves. As soon as the
referee called out "time," Gilmartin and
Barnes, whose hands were
'...... . BARE AS THEIR BODIES,
stepped toward each other, directly in the
sickly rays thrown out by two lanterns,
which swung from beams at the sides of
the barn. The first round was uneventful,
both men watching for the others weak
points. After a half minute of cautious
sparring, Gilmartinled out with a terrific
left-hander, whichlanded on Barnes' chest
.Then there was some hard short arm fight-
ing done, and in getting away, Gilmartin
caught a stinger on the nose which drew
blood and sent him to the floor. Inthe
rounds up to the tenth,both men were terri-
bly.punished, their faces were cut and bleed-
ing and their bodies blue and bruised.
In the tenth round Barnes, who seemed
about ready to drop, seemed to gain
istrength, and made a terrific lunge at Gil-
martin. who stepped aside, and Barnes fell
heavily tothe floor, where he lay, unable
to move. He was carried to his corner,
where itwas found his nose was broken.
When time was called for the eleventhround, he managed to walk out and meet
Gilmartin. Both fought cautiously.
Newark's representative sent one of his
awful left-handers at Barnes' head, but it
was nicely stopped, and the Rahway boy's
right shot out, landing on Gilmartin's chin,
and sending him to the floor amid the
subdued

CHEERS OF THE DUDES.
The fighting in the next six rounds was

weak, more damage being done the men
when they fell than by the blows. The
eighteenth and last round, however, was
the bloodiest and most horrible of them all.
Both men seemed to have gained renewed
strength, and as soon as "time'' was uttered,
they sprang at each other like wildbeasts.
Each blow left its mark, and the hands,
body and faces of the fighters 'were literally
dripping with gore. Gilmartin's lip was
split by one of Barnes' right-handers, and
his cheek laid open by another. Barnes
was equally as bad off, and
looked as if he had been dipped
ina pot of red paint. Finally he caught
Gilmartin withhis guard open and drove a
sledge hammer blow into his face that sent
him against one of the uprights of the barn,
his head striking with terrible force. He
lay there groaning, and- when . examined it
was found his jaw was broken. This
ended the fight as he was unable to come
to time and Barnes was handed the stakes
and purse. He walked over to Gilmartin
and placed 8100 in his hands. Both men
are now under a doctor's care in this city,
and itwillbe some time ? before they will
be able, to say "good morning" intelligibly
to their friends. ?

Greece Notifies Them That She is Beady
to Disarm,

Butthe Nations Assert T liat They are
Not Satisfied,

Gossip Concerning Mr. Gladstone'!
Irish Measures.

A Pacific Reply.
Athens, April30.? Greece, inher reply

to the ultimatum of the powers ordering
her to disarm within eight days, points to
the fact that she has notified the powers
prior to the receipt of their ultimatum
that she had accepted the counsel
of Fiance, thus giving formal as-
surance that she, yielding to the desire of
the powers, would not disturb the peace.
Consequently she willmaintain her arma-ments, but will gradually reduce them.
Greece trusts, the answer adds, that the
ultimatum of. the powers willbe now re-
garded as having no further object.

THE POWERS DISSATISFIED.
Berlin, April30.?The powers have de-

cided toreject the queen's reply to the ulti-
matum and insist upon an unconditional
disarmament. The fleet remains in readi-
ness for action. The North German Gazette
says that the latest news fails to improve
the situation at Athens. The semi-official
papers declare that ifEurope persists inex-
acting an object surrender the great nation
willlose patience and the situation become
critical.

TURKEY TO CEDE TERRITORY. [33
London, April80.? Although the pow-
