» prohibit the opening of barber shops on
he Lord’s day, commonly called Sunday.”

After reciting that a majority of the bar-
Yers of the eity of St. Paul have petitioned
he Common Council for the passage of
uch an ordinance, section 1 provides that
X shall be unlawful to keep open a barber
gaop or place of business on that day, or to
0 or perform,or to permit to be done there-
n, any *‘barber business of any kind,”
jither by the owner, a journeyman barber
or any other person, whether an employe or
stherwise, within the limits of the city, on
Sunday, and in section 2 the penalty pre-
seribed for a violation of such ordinance is
30t exceeding $25, nor less than $10. This
would preveut a barber from shaving him-
self on Sunday, either in his own shop or
elsewhere; a traveler or a sick person
zould not have the services of a barber
powever urgent the necessity, nor serve
pimself even in a barber shop. The pro-
yision is more stringent than the law of
lhe state, which is as follows: ‘‘Section
225 (Code) Servile Labor: All labor
» Sunday is prohibited, excepting works
» necessity or charity. In works of
necessity or charity is included whatever is
needful during the day for the good order,
health or comfort of the community.” I
think the ordinance in question should
make an exception in favor of travelers
and sick persons, and be in effect as broad
as the law quoted. I understand that the
barbers claim that they are overworked,
and need the rest, recreation and oppor-
junity to participate in divine worship
wvhich that day affords. My sympathy is
with them, and if they are of one mind
ihey can arrange with their employers to
30 adjust their business by laying off a por-
tion of their employes each Sunday, as
to give this privilige in turn to
them all. The employers ought to
consent to this without any ordinance
on the subject. Public sentiment would
gustain them. Their sympathy should be
vith all their men who perform their duty.
The barbors are an important and worthy
class of men and their skilled services are
very necessary to the cleanliness, comfort,
and health of a large portion of the male
publie, a majority of whom, I doubt not,
are in sympathy with them also, and will
as far as is reasonably practicable, conform
to their wishes. It isa verv diffcult thing
to draw a line where necesslty begins or
ends on the subject in question, but
there cannot be much question about the
necessity of travelers being accommodated,
nor where the needs of invalids commence.
Itis said that the barbers employed will not
complain nor prosecute when only travelers
or invalids are served, but to make it safe
for those who do serve them against prose-
tution, that stipulation should be in the or-
finance itself, because it will be readily
seen that the ‘‘Barbers Union,” nor any
person, can preveut any citizen who choeses
!0 do so, from making a complaint and
prosecuting for violation of the law. It
would be better, I think, for the employer
and employes to agree upon terms satisfac-
lory to themselves and the patrons of the
former, if possible, rather than rely upon
a law of compulsion, the consiStution and
applieation of which must be left largely to
circumstances.
