Capt. Thomas Barney in His Will Directs
Tuat His Body be Disposed of by
Cremation.

The Secretary of the Chamber of Com-
merce Makes a Lengthy and In-
teresting Report.

CAPT. BARNEY’S WILL,

¥e Directs That iis Remains Be
Consigned to a Crematory.

The will of Capt. Thomas J. Barney was
filed in the probate court yesterday.

1t directs that his body shall be eremated in
such erematory as may be dqumed advisa-
ble by his executors. It also du-ccts.thut.lns
real and personal property be divided into
ten equal shares. Two shares are be-
queathed to the lawtul surviving chil-
dren of his twin brother, James qu}lsut\ Bzgr—
ney; one share to the children of his half sis-
ter, Cynthia Barney; one share to the chil-
dren of his half sister, Sarah Barney; one
share to the children of his sister, Teresa Mc-
Nitt: one share to the children of his brother,
Penus Barney; one share to the children of
hiz brother, Hart Barney; one share to the
children of his brother, James K. Barney;
one share to the children of his brother, Mx_l~
ton Barney: one share to the children of his
brother, Albert Barney. A provision is made
that if on the settlement of the estate th':\t
any of the brothers and sisters hx!.\-e no chil-
dren living at the time of the division, the
share that should have gone to them shall not
descend to the children or other heirs at law
of such deceased child, but the share slm]} ‘he
equally divided among the mh(-.r sl}urcs. !he
intention is exprefsed that his sister, Eliza-
beth Bennett of this county, or any of her
children, shall not have auy part of the es-
tate. The nephews and pieces mentioned in
the will are charged to hold their share of the
estate unto them, their heirs and assigns, for-
ever.

The will was witnessed by Harvey Ofil-
cer and Louis Leech.

THE FUNERAL SERVICES.

The remains of the late Capt. Barney
will be removed to the chamber of com-
merce this afternoon, and religious services
will be held there under the auspices of the
chamber, assisted by the board of trade,
the members of which voted yesterday to
at end the funeral in a body. 'l‘huse.serv-
ices will be held at 4 p. m., and will be
conducted by Rev. Dr. Dana, after which
the remains will be removed to the Union
depot, where they will be placed in charge
of the American Express company, 10. be
by that corporation transported tu. Plt.ts-
burg, where his body, according to his will,
will be eremated.

THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.
Resolutions Passed on the Death of
Capt. Barney.

At the meeting of the board of directors
of the chamber of commerce yesterday
morning, a communication was read from
the Frank Leslie Publishing company re-
questing assistance and co-operation, and
the same was referred to the special com-
mittee on systematizing advertising with
Prof. Phelps added. Several amendments
to the by-laws were adopted. A preamble
and resolutions on the labor question were
offered by Gen. Sanborn. The document
was quite lengthy, and some desired to have
it published. After a brief talk as to what
should be done with it, Mr. Nichols made a
motion that the paper be laid on the table
for one week without being printed,
which was adopted. Mr. MeClung, chair-
man of the state fair committee, re-
ported verbally that a meeting had been
- held at the Merchants hotel, at which were
: present the officers of the State Agricultural
",society, and they had decided to draw up
{ three notes for $10,000 each and procure
. seventy-five signatures to the same for the

benefit of the state fair. Capt. Blakely of-
ferred the following resolutions in regard to
the late Capt. Barney, which were unani-
mously adopted:

Resolved, That the chamber of commerce
has heard with feelings of profound regret of
the sudden death of Capt. Thomas J. Barney,
for many years a hard-working, influential
and respected member of this body, and in
his death is recognized the loss 10 ourselves
and the communitv of a publie-spirited citi-
zen, & man of the highest integrity,and a gen-
erous and faithful friend.

Resolved, That a committee of three mem-
bers of this board be appointed, who, in con-
junction with his relatives, shall make proper
arrangements for his funeral, and that the
board attend his funeral in a body, at such
hour and place as may be appointed and an-
nounced.

In compliance with the above the presi-
dent appointed as the committee Messrs.
Blakely, Drake and Ingersoll.

OUR MANUFACTURING INTERESTS.

The following report of Secretary Phelps
was intended to be presented at the meet-
ing of the board of directors yesterday
morning, but owing to the pressure of
other business and the necessity of rewrit-
ing a portion of it, it was omitted:

To the President and Directors of the Cham-
ber of Commerce: The special committee ap-
pointed at & meeting of the chamber held
Marce 15 to aid in obtainiug subseriptions to
the capital stock of the St. Paul builders’ ex-
change and trade exhibit, respectfully report
that the work assigned has been accomplished
and articles of incorporation have been filed
for record. The organization of the company
is expected to be completed within the next
two weeks, A large and commedious build-
ing on the corner of Jackson and Tenth
streets has been leased for a term of years, is
now being suitably fitved up and arranged for
the uses of the exchange and will soon be oc-
cupied with a fine display of the varied ma-
terinls used in the construction, finishing and
furnishing of buildings of every description.
I'his enterprise will doubtless prove useful in
stimulating our munutacturing establish-
ments and be of great convenience to build-
srs, contractors, architects and all others in-
terested in building improvements,

As seeretary, I beg leave also to report in
ihis connection, that the movement inaucu-

_rated by the chamber for the increase of man-
ufactories in St. Paul is beginning to bear
fruit. Negotiations pending for the past two
months have been coneiuded. which result in
bringing to this eity immediately the Delaware

Machine compuny of Wilmington, Delaware.

The concern will be organized with increased

=apital, as the Warner & Hough Manutactur-

Ing company. Their business is the construe-

tion and repairing of stationary steam engines

and other machinery. including also the opera-
tion of a foundry. They will locate on the
property of the Bryant & Clark Syndicate, in

West St, Paul, the gentlemen composing that

syndicate having granted the company gen-

erous concessions as an inducement to that
end.

PHELPS, Secretary,
BAKERS’ BOYCOTT.
Will Not Come to Terms.

At a meeting of the St. Paul Bakers’
union, May 2, the following resolution was
adopted:
Whereas, Some of the baker bosses have

refused to recognize the just richts of the
bakers by refusing to grant the reasonable
wages and hours demanded by the union,

Resolved, That Union 21 does hereby de-
clare a boycott on all shops that have not
agreed to the terms of the union.

The union asks that the hours be reduced
to twelve hours ana that wages be, foreman,
$14, for bench workers $11. So far thir-
teen bosses have signed the agreement, but
two  have not. The publie wlll
understand that a baker cannot support a
family on $1 or $1.15 a day, and the long and
unreasonable hours he puts in leaves him
no time for his family or his own business or
pleasure, Some parties not only refused to
agree to the reasonable wages and hours asked
but insulted our committee. The baker bosses
who refuse our terms are Fred Duzius, 166
West Third street, ard John Bowden, corner
Bradley and Seventh. The public, and espec-
ally the organized workingmen,are invited to
boycott these houses. We hope they will
recognize the justice of our course and sym-
pathize with us.

UNIVERSITY REFORNMS.

The State University Opens Its Doors
a Littie Wider.

The board of regents of the state univer-
sity held a special meeting at the oflice of
the governor yesterday, lasting from 10:30
a. m. until 5:30 p. m. There were present
President Northrup, Gov. L. F. Hubbard,
Gen. H. H. Sibley, C. K. Davis, D. L.
Kiehle, J. S. Pillsbury, Greenleaf Clark
and Judge Buckman. A large amount of
routine business was disposed of and sev-
eral important steps taken. The report of
the executive committee was read and ap-
proved. This included its action in estab-
lishing a course of farmers institutes
throughout the state.

The relation of the high schools of the |
state to the university was discussed and |
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somewhat changed. Heretofore certificates
trom high schools have admitted applicants
on particular studies, a eertiticate being re-
quired for each study. Yesterday it was
arranged to admit to the freshman class ot
the university on diplomas from high
sohools of the first class, from the high
school board and from the high schools of
St. Paul and Minneapolis, which are not
under the control of the high school board.
Extensive changes were made in the eurric-
ulum, providing for a systematic course
in  history, an  enlarged study
of biology and physies, and an
extension of the elective system to cover
the whole of the senior year. The agricul-
tural department was thoroughly over-
hauled and discussed at great length. The
entrance examinations to the agricultural
course will hereafter be much simpler, for
the benelfit of farmer boys who wish to avail
themselves of it. English grammar, arith-
metic, geography, history and composition
will be the requisites for admission to this
course. Provision was made for instruction
in practical agriculture at the experimental
farm where twenty boys can now be ac-
commodated. The instruction here will be
wholly practical, and is intended to precede
the agricultural course in science and litera-
ture in the university proper, Students will
have the free use of the university library
and chemical laboratory. This practical
instruction will be mainly confined to the
summer months and no definite limit in
years is fixed. The fees will be light and
the boys will be paid for work done on the
farm. The next meeting will be held on
Monday, May 31.

Charles Lightbourn Still Absent.

Charles Lightbourn, the youth who fatally
shot his sister on Sunday evening, has not
since been seen or heard from. The revolver
has been foung, having been dropped in the
yard near the spot where the accident oc-
curred.  Owing to the absence of the boy, the
coroner decided an inquest could not be held
over the bady of the girl. The funeral of
Miss Mary will take place from St. Paul's
church, corner Ninth and Olive, on Wednes-
day morning at 10 o’'clock. The associates of
Mr. Lightbourn in the GLOBE composing
room, yesterday afternoon passed the follow-
ing resolutions:

Will Probably Rebuild.

The insurance on the Athensum building,
which was burned early yesterday morning, is
$8,500, principally placed in the St. Paul Fire
and Marine. There is also an insurance of

2,500 on the contents. Asked yesterday as to
the prospects for rebuilding the structure,
Mr. William Bickel stated that it was too early
yet to make any definite statement. The Ger-
man society has been considering the feasi-
bility of joining with the Turners in the erec-
tion of a new building such as would serve
the purposes of each. The location of the
Athenszeum has long been felt as too incon-
venient and far away from the central por-
tion of thecity. It has been proposed to sell
the present site, if a fair price could be ob-
tained for the property, and this seems to be
the desire of a majority of those interested.
The residents near the old Athengeum have
long regarded the structure as unsightly, and
once made an offer for it to getit away from
the neighborhood.

Conferring with 3. J. Hill.

For some time there has been some diffi-
culty between the Manitoba road and the
city of Grafton in regard to several streets or
highways ‘in that city. The city claimed
that they were really open highways, but
finally concluded that one only was a legal
street, while the others were not streets at
all. The Manitoba railroad therefore deter-
mined to block them up with depots and other
buildings. For the purpose of settling themat-
ter amicably, a committe of the city council
of Grafton came down yesterday, consisting
of A. H. Goode, J. Toowmbs, R. Weagant, J.
L. Cashet, O. M. Omiee, D. N. Yorkey, W. A.
Oelard and H. L. Hausanner, for the purpose
of conferring with Mr. Hill, the president of
the road. They had a long conference with
him, the resultof which was perfectly satis-
tactory to all the parties.
