NEW Yorxk, May 8.—The World pub-
lishes a column interview with Herr Most
in which he applauds Spies’ course, adding,
however, that he ought to have kept him-
self out of the hands of the authorities, as
it is the duty of the leaders of all great
movements to keep themselvesin a position
that they command the force. He says
Spies would surely have remained away
from the meeting at the Haymarket in
Chicago if he had anticipated the inter-
ference of the police.

"Then you suppese the outbreak on the Chi-
eazo haymarket was not premeditated.”

“I don’t suppose it—I know it,” seid he
most firmly. *If the police had not

DISTURBED THE MEETING
then there would have been no bomb throw-
ing nor shooting.”

Most says the New York anarchists are
abreast of those of Chicago in their views,
and adds:

**We have our bombs and revolvers as well
as they, and you will see them fly and go off
in the streets of New  York be-
fore long, perhaps, but at the very
time when the volice give us
provocation. The battle at the Chicago hay
market took place too soon. 1t has cdst us
some of our best generals, but it cannot kill
us; its effect on the anarchists is elevating.
They have not only shown to the police what
they can do, but they have also proved to
their own satisfaction that their strengih is
superior to that of the police.

SOCIALISTS IN COURT.

States Atterney Grinnell Causes a
Sensation,.
Socialists in Court.

CricAGo. May 8.—This forenoon Adolph
Fischer, for the last five years a compositor
on the Arbeiter Zeitung, Gerhardt Liziers,
a reporter, and Mrs. Lizzie Holmes, an edi-
torial writer on the same paper, were taken
before Judge Rogers on a writ of habeas
corpus. Liziens, the reporter. was dis-
charged. In the ease of Mrs. Lizzie Holmes
State Attorney signified his willingness that
she should be allowed to depart under $500
bonds, and expressed his hopes that
further investigation would prove her
innocence of any complicity in the great
crime. The three habeas corpus petitioners
were seated in front under the desk of
Judge Rogers. The little woman and the
lesser reporter of the socialistic organ were
on either side of the central figure, Adolph
Fischer, who sat as erect as though he was
on the judgment seat instead of in the bar.
Fischer is a very tail man, with faded
blonde hair,unkept and inprofusion around
both head and face. His forehead retreats
and he has a suilen and determined appear-
ance. His counsel, Mr. Solomon, asked
for his discharge or his immediate
trial. Ie boldly asserted his elient’s
innocence and pleaded against
a remand because he was a married man, a
workingman who had a family {depéndant
on him for their living. Prosecuting attor-
ney Gritmell fnterrupted, ““Yes, and so had
those gallant policemen who were laid low
last Tuesday evening by this man,” (sen-
sation) ‘‘and his friends.” Mr. Solomon
continued with the usual arguments of the
rights of a party to a speedy trial. ete. Mr.
Grinnell addressed the court briefly and
with suppressed emotion. The court room
was as silent as

THE IIALLS OF DEATH

and the friends of the anarchists sat with
bated breath. He said he must ask the
court to refuse to set at liberty a man whom
he believed he could prove to be guilty of
murder. [Sensation.] It would be im-
prudent for the state to go into an exami-
nation of this man’s case at the present
time, because it would disclose prematurely
its case against some of his co-conspira-
tors.

“*We have carefully guarded our evidence,”
said Mr.-Grinnell, “and have kept it so care-
fully that even the newspapers have not got
hold of it. T have important evidence and 1
assure the court thatI am confident that
that man (pointing his finger at Fischer, who
raised his eyes) assisted in the throwing of
the bomb (Fischer half rose from his seat and
motioned to his counsel, who did not see him
as his eyes were rivited on Mr. Grinnell).
andif t id not throw the bomb in person,
Lie was aecessory to the whole plan and con-
spiracy. This we can be able to show by a
weelk from next Tuesday or Wednesday, and
the state asksin behalf of justice, that
Fischer shall be beld without bail nntii that
time. If he is ro: chief we will prove him to
be the accomplice in the slaughter of the po-
lice.

Mr. Grinnell spoke in very measured
tones and his confident assertions produced
a great sensationin the court room. Judge
Rozers said that in ecriminal cases and
especially in one of so great magnitude as
the present, the court mustrely very largely
upon the

REPRESENTATIONS OF THE STATE,

and it was the duty of the court to give the
state every opportunity to investigate this
great erime. He would accept the sugges-
tions of the state’s attorney and would
postpone the hearing until a week from
next Wednesday. Mrs. Parsons sat
upoen the front seat reserved
for the spectators and was dressed quite
pretentiously. A white sack lavishly
trimmed with lace and long kid gloves,
which were somewhat soiled, were the
marked characteristics of her costume.
Her bonnet was richly trimmed and with
taste. At every stage of the proceeding
she was consulted by the attornevs for the
defense, and she informed Mr. Zeisler that
bail would be provided. When the judge
had delivered his opinion, a reporter for the
Journal went over and took his seat beside
her and said **Good morning.”

Mrs. Fischer, the
wife of the man who was held, sat with
apparent calmness through the whole pro-
ceeding. She is a hale, hearty woman.
Mrs. Fielden was a quiet and reserved
spectator, but sat aloof from the regt with
a man, apparently her brother. Mrs Par-
sons asked permission for herself and Mrs.
Fielden to see the prisoners Spies, Fielden
and Schwab, but was refused and referred
to the sheriff.

and held a consultation.

RAILROADS .;LL RIGHT.

The Various Chicago Lines Receiv.
ing Freight as Usual.

CHicaco, May 8.—A visit to the various
freight offices to-day found most of them
receiving all freight offered, though at
some of them not much is offered. The
striking workmen with the exception of
two yards, the Wabash and the Grand
Trunk, no longer hang around the yards
in  squads, and indeed there is nothing
in the freight department to indicate that
a strike had ever occurred. X verything
was quiet this morning at the Forty-first
street crossing of the Western Indiana
tracks, and though the striking switch-
tenders congregated there in numbers, they
did not attempt to interfere with new
hands, who. under protection of a squad of
speeial deputy sheriffs, threw the switches
for both freight and passenger trains, and
the business of the road proceeded without
delay. The Northwestern is handling all
the freight offered, All the striking em-
ployes, except the freight handlers, re-
turned to work this morning. The Baltimore
& Ohio is handling freight slowly, but by
Monday Manager Abbott expects to be pre-
pared to receive perishable and all other
freights offered. A few -of the striking
freight handlers of the Michigan Central,
eight or ten in number, returned to work
this morning and all freight offered is
promptiy handled. From what could be
learned by a visit to a number of freight
houses and yards, there seems to be a general
idea that the backbone of the strike of the
freight handlers is broken. No change was
noticeable at the freight houses of the
Chicago & Atlantic road to-day. A few
loads of freight were offered and delivered,
but the force of men was very small and
did not appear to have increased any since
vesterday. The force of men in the out
freight-house of the Grand Trunk was not
any stronger to-day than yesterday, and
cars were considerably delayed in being
unloaded. Considerable freight was of-
fered, and it was being received with as
much dispatch as the circumstances will
allow.

LOOKING FOR MOST.

The Notorious Anarchist Fails to
Show Up in Chicago.

Cricaco, May 8.—Information was re-
ceived at police headquarters late last night
1o the effect that Herr Most, the propo under
of anarchist principles, would arrive in this
city this morning. The dispatch stated
that he had boarded a Pan Handle train at
Cincinnati and would reach Chicago at 7:15
o’clock this morning. 7The authorities im-
mediately determined to arrest him as soon
as he arrived, and detectives were - detailed
to work the capture. A good description
of the notorious anarchist was obtained
and early this morning the officers were
driven to Western avenue and Twenty-sec-
ond street, where with a reporter they
boarded the train. The conductor pointed
out the person supposed to be Most, but
the detectives failed to recognize him from
the discription they had of him. The dif-
ference was so great that the officers knew
at once they had been misinformed.

METAL MANUFACTORILES,

Chicago Employers State Why Eight
Hours Can’t be Conceded.

CurcaGco, May S8.—The association of
metal manufacturers to-day made a formal
statement of reasons why, in the opinion of
employers. the eight-hour system could not
be conceded to the workmen in the metal
manufactories of Chicago. Competition
east and south of here, in none of which
places _the -~ eight-hour system has been
adopted, is the first reason assigned. The
address to the workmen then says:

It has been evident that this city should
“‘lead the van,” and that others would soon
follow. Were our faith equal to the occasion,
it would be an expensive, even disastrous ex-
periment, and Chicago would suffer a loss
that could not be recovered. Some of us
have tried shorter hours and double shifts,
but the experieuce is general that, with very
few exceptions, they are unprofitable, even
more 80 than double overtime.

The address argues that prices for goods
cannot be advanced at one single jump,
such as the men propose to the manu-
facturers of the city, and in regard to
wages, says that if prices were advanced,
the cost of living would then also advance.
Employes working less hours would be
compelled to deny their families their
small wants, because they had been cut
down 40 or 50 cents a day, and for what
reason? To make /room for a very large
inrush of European labor. In eonclusion,
the members of the association think that
the movement can have but one ending
from the unfortunate way it has been
thrust before those who could have done
so much good had their co-operation been
secured.

PRECAUTIONARY MEASURES.

Troops Ordered to Cincinnati Be=
cause of Alarming Discoveries.

CiNcINNATI, May S.—Outwardly there
is very little apparent change in the strike
situation. The city employes have been
voted ten hours’ pay for eight hours’ work,
and a number of individual manufactories
have made settlement with the men, but
the great mass of strikers remain idle.
There is but little indication of a strike on
the streets. There are no erowds, and busi-
ness seems to be progressing as usual. Or-
derly processions of strikers have passed
through the streets every day, and the
pronounced denunciation of vio-
lence, and particularly of socialistic meth-
ods, has given to the public a sense of free-
dom from danger of riot. This feeling has:
not been shared by the authorities.  For-
several days the First regiment of Ohio
National guards has been on duty night and
day at its armory near the court house, sey-
eral hundred special police have been ap-
pointed, safety organizations have been
made all over the city at the mayor’s re-
quest and four regiments of militia have
been ordered here by the governor. The
explanation for all this preparation is
made to-day for the first time. It is that
the police commissioners have discovered
that socialists to the number of 600 are
organized and

ARMED WITH EFFECTIVE RIFLES
that they control here the manufacture of
dynamite bombs; that the one used in Chi-
cago was made here, and they have now on
hand for use a supply of the infernal ma-
chines. Thecommissioners claim that they
have found the name of the manufacturer—
William Haines of Covington, Ky. This,
in connection with the rumor that Herr
Most was in Covington last night, gives
some plausibility to the fears of the authori-
ties, and accounts for the apparently un-
usual precutions taken.

The Seventh regiment, Ohio National
Guards, has arrived at the Hamiiton county
fair grounds, and gone into camp. The
other regiments are expected before night.
They will all be quartered at the fair
grounds or in that vicinity. It is distant
but about six miles from the city. The
force will have two field pieces and nine
Gatling guns. Col. Fred Moore of the
First regiment has been placed incommand.

Milwaukee Rioters.

MILWAUKEE, May 8.—Nineteen social-
ists and anarchists, including Paul Grottan,
Frank Hirth, Carl Simon and Gustav Ross-
ler, the ringleaders, were arraigned before
Judge Mallory this morning on a charge
of riot and conspiracy to kill and murder.
Bail in each case was fixed at $5,000, and
all the prisoners remanded to jail. It is
reported that the grand jury, which meets
on May 18, will indict a large number of
others, including many well-known per-
sons. The number to be indicted is es-
timated at over 100. Order now prevails
in the city, and no more outbreaks are an-
ticipated.

A MANTA FOR MURDER.

The Chains of Evidence Drawing Closer
and Closer Around Mrs.
Nason.

Examination of the Remaius of Other Rel-
atives Proves That Death Re-
sulted From Poison.

St. Louis County, Mo., Excited Over
the Commission of a Myste~
rious Murder.

Terrible Treatment of a Number of
Unfortunates by a Ruflianly
Negro Sailor.

RuTrAND, Vt., May 8.—The lines are
tightening around Mrs. Herbert E. Nason,
now undaer arrest for the alleged poisoning
of her son-in-law, Don C. Parker. He
died about a month ago under mysterious
circumstances, after exhibiting several of
the usual poison symptoms. An examina-
tion of his remains, brought about by sus-
picions of foul play, resulted in Mrs. Na-
son’s arrest. Parker and his wife
had suppliod a plausible motive for
the alleged crime by threatening to
leave the mother, and removing to Bos-
ton. It soon came to the ears of Mr. Ken-
dall, the state’s attorney, that other rela-
tives and close friends of Mrs. Nason had
died in a sudden and mysterious way. He
was so impressed with the

SIMILARITY OF SYMPTOMS

in these cases that he obtained leave to ex-
hume the bodies of the dead. Accordingly
three bodies were exhumen; that of Herbert
A. Nason, the woman’s husband, who
died in September, 1882; that of a young son
of Mrs. Nason's sister, who died six months
ago, and that of Mrs. C. S. DeBritton, who
died suddenly about the same time. The
body of Mrs. Nason was found in that pe-
culiarly fine state of preservation usually
produced by arsenic in the system. Mrs.
DeBritton was one of the suspected
woman’s closest friends. They were for-
ever together, and there seems no reason-
able motive for foul play in her ecase, nor
-in that of the infant nephew, unless the
evidence may develop a Borgia mania for
poisoning on the part of the suspeected
woman.

A MYSTERIOUS MURDER.

Intelligent Jurymen Return an
Equally Intelligent Verdict.
Special to the Globe.

St. Louis, Mo., May 8.—A mysterious
murder occurred at Benton station, St.
Louis county, on Thursday evening last,
which has been kept as secret as the murder
is mysterious, At dusk that evening Con-
tractor Horens was going along the Man-
chester road, just west of the schoolhouse.
A short distance from the ity
limits he noticed a human form on
the 10adside close to the beaten carriage
way. There was a large bullet wound in
the right temple. The vietim was a young
man fairly well dressed. The first impres-
sion was that it was a case of suicide, but
closer inspection showed that the face bore
no powder marks, which it would have done
if the man had shot himself. A crowd soon
gathered, and Justice Caffrey of Webster
Grove organized a jury, and with the assist-
ance of Dr. Brown of Fairview

INSPECTED THE REMAINS.

Investigation of the pockets revealed one
nickel, but no paper or mark on the cloth-
ing that would give a clew to the identity
of the man. No one was found who had
seen him before, or had heard the shot that
kifled him. It was a puzzling case, and
after racking their brains for some time,the
jury declared that the deceased was *‘killed
by murder in the first degree.” Aeccording
to a law that prevails in the country, where
inquests are held on unknown paupers.
they must be buried within sixty feet of
where the body is found; they dug a hele
in the earth a few feet from the roadside,
rolled him in and covered him. This
summary manner of dealing with the case
is somewhat surprising, and the matter is
involved in mystery.

A BLACK SCOUNDREL.

Terrible Treatment of Unfortun=
ates by a Negro.

BosToN, May 8.—A story of extreme
disregard of human rights was told to-day
in connection with a case that came before
United States Commissioner Hallett. Last
fall John Gomez, a Portuguese negro, char-
tered the eighty-ton fishing schooner Spring
Bird, of Provincetown for atrade eruise to
the Cape DeVerde Islands. Being unable
to get a cargo, he shipped as passengers
seventy-five islanders of both sexes and all
ages. They paid him some $20 or $30
each, and still others in miscellaneous per-
sonal property. No provision had been’
made for passengers, and the people were
turned into the hold upon the rough ballast
without beds of any kind. Four girls,
from 13 to 15 years old, were given
accommodations in the ecaptain’s little
cabin, and serious charges are made against
Gomez for his treatment of them. There
was not enough food for half the number
on board, and after the third day out the
daily rations consisted of only a ecake of
coarse meal and water, and a little weak
tea and coffee. Men crawled about the
vessel bent double with hunger, while
women and children could only lie and
moan. The trip was expected to last
twenty days, but was lengthened out ten
days. When the schooner reached New
Bedford ‘on* May 1, nearly everybody on
on board was starved to the point of ex-
treme exhiaustion. Gomez was arrested to-
day charged with violating the requirements
of the passenger carrying act, aud was held
for further examination.

THE BROADWAY STEAL,

Testimony Taken by the Senate Ine
vestigating Committee.

NEW YoRK, May 8.—A sub-committee
of the senate railroad investigating commit-
tee, appointed to take the testimony of
Distriet Attorney Martine’s witness, John
Scott, and other witnesses, regarding the
Broadway franchise steal, met here to-day,
Among those who tectified were W. J. Bis-
sell, President Cleveland’s law partner,
and Lawyer Francis L. Stetson. Senator
Fassett, without explaining exactly what
he meant, had stated in the senate a few
days ago that the investigation has been
brought to an abrupt close and that
its  continuance could have exposed
Bissell and Mr. Stetson as connected with
the crooked Broadway franchise doings.
John Scott, a contractor, testified to a
series of conversations with George Alter,
then aclerk in Ald. Jaehne’s jewelry store.
Alter is the man who subsequently bonght
Jaehne’s business at a nominal figure and
is now believed to be in Canada. The sub-
stance of Scott’s testimony was that he was
in the city in December. 1884, and visited
Jaehne’s jewelry store and had a conversa-
tion with Alter in which Alter said Jaehne
had made about $30,000 out of the Broad-
way deal. Jaehne, Alter said, had been
very active in the deal, and would be very
foolish not to

SEE HIMSELF WELL FIXED.

The other aldermen did not get so much.
Some only got $10,000 or $15,000 and were
*kicking.” Alter said the boodle had been
kept in the safe in the store over night in
Alter’s care. On Jan. 18 the witness again
visited the store and saw Alter there. Alter
said business was poor, and the witness re-
plied that he ought to be poor to let such a
chance slip as was presented when the
boodle was in his care in 1884. Alter said
he did not know as much then as now.
He had never before seen such money as
was in the bole. He had never before seen
a $10,000 bill. Jaehne sent him out with

! two $10,000 bills to get changed. He had
to go to the treasury department in Wall
street to get them changed. If another
such chanee was presented he would know
how to use it. Such chances might come,
as every month there came up before the
aldermen things in which there was money.
Jaehne, he said, had put his money where
no one could get it. He was not fearful of
the results of the Broadway investigation,
as no one could
GET A HOLD ON HIM

unless one of the aldermen squealed, and
that would be foolish, as it would only put
himselt in a hole. Jaehne and Delacy,
Alter said, made the most money out of it.
There were twenty-two aldermen paid and
also some outsiders. Franeis Lynde Stetson
was then called, and testified at length as
to his connecion with Broadway Surface
railroad bilroad bill as counsel for Jacob
Sharp, but said that when he found that
the franchise was to be given to the Broad-
way company instead of being sold at pub-
lic auction, he refused to have anything

more to do with the ecase. He
knew mnothing whatever about any
bribery in connection with it,

and was surprised at Senator Fassett's
statement. Wilson S. Bissell was next
called. He said he was glad to be given an
opportunity to make an éxplanation in re-
ply to what Senator Fassett was reported
to have said about him. He had never any
connection with the Broadway railroad,
nor had he ever had any personal or busi-

be connected with it. Even with Mr. Stet-
sen he had never had any business relations
of any kind. He could not imagine how
his name could have been mentioned in
connection with the matter. The hearing
will be continued on Monday.

Killed by a Pauper.

PrrTsBURG, Pa., May 8.—Ernst Bouch-
ter, an imbecile pauper, died this morning
at the city poor farm from the effects of in-
juries received yesterday at the hands of
Martin Doular, a violent maniae, also an
inmate of the institution. Doular had been
in a straight-jacket for several days, but
vesterday was released. During the after-
noon he called Bouehter into his room and
as soon as he entered assaulted him. He
first knocked the poor fellow down and
then jumped on him until he was insensible.
Doular was finally pulled off by the keepers,
who were attracted by thenoise. Bouchter
never recovered consciousness, and at 4
o'clock expired.

Doomed to Die.

RicamoxD, Ind., May 8.—The trial of
Nathaniel S. Bates, for the murder of his
wife Kittie, at Hagerstown, on the 2nd of
March, ended this evening, when the jury
went out. At half-past eight the jury came
in with a verdict of murder in the first de-
gree, and fixed the death penalty.
Bates was slightly pale, but showed
no emotion save the gritting of his
teeth, and a settling down in his chair.
Sheriff Gorman and Deputies Dormer and
Murray surrounded they prisoner, and after
the verdict was read to him, ironed his
wrist and led him back to jail. He said
before the verdict was read that he would
thank the jury if they hung him. One of
the jurymen said they had arrived at a ver-
diet three minutes after reaching the room,
but did not want to show too much haste.

Canadian Customs Frauds.

MoNTREAL, May 8.—At the suggestion
of Judge Tascherous the customs officers
have decided not to proceed any further in
the matter of the seizure of the stock of
Paterson, Kissock & Co., until certain legal
points have been settied. The judge con-
siders that the customs officers have
exceeded their powers in the
premises. The following  is an
example of how ¢uitoms_ frauds are ac-
complished. A buyer goes to England to
purchase from one firm £500 worth of goods
which will be entered in the invoice as
number 160. From another firm he buys
£20 worth of goods, which he orders to be
sent to the firm from whom he bought the
first stock, and numbers the second invoice
also 160. 'When the goods arrive in Can-
ada the second invoice is used to pass the
whole consignment, the first invoice being
suppressed.

Grave Robberies in Indiana.

RocHESTER, Ind., May 8.—A sensation
has been created in this place by the dis-
covery that grave robbers have been operat-
ing extensively in this vicinity recently.
Some time ago Hudson Stiles died from the
effects of a blow he received in a drunken
row. He was interred in what is
known as the old cemctery, a short dis-
tance west of this ecity. While an
interment was taking place near where
Stiles was buried, the earth about his grave
had the appearance of having been recently
moved. and on investigation the body of
Stiles was found to be missing. Several
other graves had the appearance of having
been tampered with, and it was also learned
that the body of Ernest Hartell, who com-
mitted suicide a few days ago, had been re-
moved. The investigation still continues
and it is feared that the ghouls have stolen
many more corpses.

Arrested for Libel.

Siain by His Son.
GALvesTON, Tex., May S8.—Monroe
Cyrus went into Winnsboro recently and
got on a protracted spree. His father
went after him and took him home. While
the father was upbraiding his son for his
conduct, the latter seized a gun and shot
his father twice, inflicting mortal wounds.
After the shooting the son fled, but a posse
isin sharp pursuit.

CARELESS LEGISLATION

President OCleveland Makes Suggestions
to Congress on the Subject of
Pension Bills,

A Veto Message on Two Such Measures
Serves to Emphasize His
Remarks,

Secretary Manning Finally Persuaded
to Retain His Portfolio and Act
as a Whipper-in.

Indiana Democrats Said to be Dis-
satisfled with the Chief Exec-
utive’s Course.

The President’s Surprise Party.
Bpecial to the Globe.

WasHINGTON, May 8.—The president
surprised the house to-day by vetoing two
private pension bills. When the first mes-
sage was read it was received as a good
joke on the committee which had recom-
mended the passage of the bill, and mem-
bers of the committee took 1t good na-
turedly. In that case the pension of a
widow had been raised from $8 to $12a
month, and the president disapproved the
bill because he feared that if it became a
law, the old lady might lose the increase of
pension between the date of the
general law, under which she was
already entitled to the increase, and the
date of the approval of the special act. In
the second case the reading of the message
by the clerk was followed with the closest
attention. Every sound but the eclerk’s
voice was hushed, and every ear turned to
catch the meaning. It was quite a novel
thing for a president to take the trouble to
examine for himself the merits of a private
claim, and everybody recalled the fact that
during the present session congress had
passed hundreds of pension bills almost
without knowing

WHAT WAS BEING DONE,
aud that the senate had actually passed
nearly 400 pension bills in one day without
even going through the formality of read-
ing them. The president disapproved of
the second bill upon the merits of the
claim, and because the name given in the
bill was né6t the name of the person in-
tended to be benefited, which is another
evidence of the carelessness with which
pension legislation is enacted. The mes-
sage stated that all the bills had been re-
ferred to the pension office for report, and
he had been able to examine one
class, numbering eighty-one bills, in which
the evidence had been sufficient, in the
judgment of the pension bureau. These
cases he has approved and the rest, with
the exception of the two vetoed, he was
obliged to allow to become laws without
his approval, because he had not time to
examine each case, but he ventured a few
general remarks in regard to them that
may have a wholesome effect on congress,
although some self-sufficient members are
inclined to resent the unfavorable compari-
son between the capacity of the pension
committee and that of the pension office to
justly dispose of
CLAIMS FOR PENSIONS.

At any rate it is believed that the presi-
dent’s moral support will strengthen the
purpose of those members of congress who
have lately evinced a desire to check the
passage of special pension bills for the
benefit of individuals whose claims have
been rejected by the pension office after
full and careful examination, with all the
war records at its command. The feeling
that a halt should be called in the pension
craze is not confined to one party, but the
difficulty is to find determined and influen-
tial men who are brave enough to take the
lead in the face-of the certainty that they
would become the targets of political as-
sault by the demagogues who assume the
role of champions of the soldier element.

Pension Bills Vetoed.

WAsHINGTON, May 8.—The president
has vetoed the private pension bills. One,
which is for the increase of a widow’s pen-
sion, is vetoed on the ground that the gen-
eral law would give the increase from the
date of its passage, while the special act
gives it only from a date about two months
later. The immediate reason for the
other veto is 2 mistake in the name of the
beneficiary. In it the president takes oceca-
sion to state his views with regard to the
subject of special legislation by congress.
He cannot see that a congressional commit-
tee has better facilities for examining pen-
sion claims than the burean ereated for that
purpose, and suggests that if it has better
facilities the law should be changed: or, if
it is found that the bureau is unjust in its
action the organization should be changed.

SECRETARY DMANNEING.

PresidentCleveland Persuades Him
to iRemain in the Cabinet.
Special to the Globe.

WasHiNGgTON, May 8.—The Critic prints
a batch of gossip touching Secretary Man-
ning. Among other things it says:

On Wednesday Mr. Cleveland and the
assistant secretary had a conference with
Mr. Manning. The affairs of the treasury de-
partment were briefly reviewed and plans for
the future discussed. Mr. Manning,
urged thereto by his family and per-
sonal friends, had about made up his
mind to retire from the cabinet and seek rest
and renewed vigor in foreign travel. This
determination the president firmly combatted.
He pointed out to Mr. Mnnning the chaotic
state the the New York Democracy would be
thrown into by the loss of Mr. Manning, and
it is believed, explained that having already
taken two members of his cabinet from New
York, he could not elevate another New York
man to a secretaryship without stirring up
violent opposition in the South and West. Mr.
Cleveland is understood by those

WHO KNOW HIM BEST
to rely very much on Mr. Manning’s political
sagacity. The one man Mr. Cleveland enter-
tains a wholesome respect for, and credits
with designs on the party in 1888, is Davia
Bennett Hill of New York, and Mr. Manning
isthe only man who can outmaneuver and
outweight the governor. The administration
Democrats, with Cleveland at their head, are,
therefore, very averse to permitting Secretary
Manning to withdraw from politics. As to
the department. that is a vast machine, which,
now that Mr. Manning’s policy has been well
defined, will run itself, as it has frequently
done m the past, under the able guidance of
the secretary’s assistants. So it has come to
pass, it is affirmed, that Mr. Manning is to re-
tain the portfolio and whip in the boys, while
Assistant Secretary Fairchild is to do all the
work. In pursuance of this plan, immediate
steps for ridding the secretary
OF HIS OFFICIAL CARES

are being taken. His private secretary, Mr.
Brennan, has gone away to make arrange-
ments for the comfort of his chief at some
quiet place, old Point Comfort it is stated,
and will not return until Monday, which is
the day Mr. Manning will leave Washington,
it i3 believed. The summer will be passed
by the secretary with his family at his
old home in Albany. Several orders for fur-
niture and one for a pair of coach horses for
the secretary’s Washington establishment are
said to have been canceled, which goes to
confirm the belief that, not for many months
at least, will Mr. Manning be domiciled in
thigeity.”

DISSATISFIED DEMOCRATS.

Congressman Cobb on the Situation
in Indiana.
Special to the Globe.

WasHINGTON, May 8. — Congressman
Cobb of 1ndiana said to the GLOBE corres-
pondent to-day:

“I think we Democrats will have consider-
able difficulty in carrying Indiana this year.
The party was never in a worse condition in
the state than now. There is no kind of har-
mony between the workers and the adminis-
tration. The policy of the president
is not satisfactory, and neither will there be
much enthusiasm for the success of the
state ticket soon to be nominated. The party
was never in a more demoralized condition
than it is to-day. If the election was to take
place within the next two weeks, the Repub-
licans would carry the state by thousands.

Something may transpire between now and
election time to turn the tide in our fayor, but
a happy circumstance of that nature does
not seem probable. I have no doubt that
many of those prominently identified with
the party would be glad to see a° Republican
victory for the purpose of rebuking the ad-

ministration. Ihave no idea what policy the
Democrats will employ in their cam-
paign, but imagine the prospect

for brighter hopes will be based upon
a line of policy in opposition to the
president. The representation in congress
will not be effected much, though we may
lose possibly two out of our nine Democrats
now in the house. There are thousands of
the opinion that every Republican not pro-
tected by the civil service law should have
been turned out of office months ago. There
are now in our state hosts of Republicans still
retained, and until they are removed the
working Democrats will not be satisfied.”

Mr. Cobb will, with the expiration of his
tern!, retire from congressional life, after a
service of ten years. Unless a radical
change takes place within the mext two
years he can without doubt receive the nom-
ination for governor.

House Proceedings.

WASHINGTON, May 8.—After the pas-
sage of a bill authorizing the Kansas City,
Fort Scott & Gulf Railroad company to
construct a line through the Indian terri-
tory and a bill increasing the pension of
Louis Burrett of Pennsylvania from $72 to
$100 per month, the house to-day went into
committee of the whole on the military
academy appropriation bill, and after some
debate the committee rose and the house ad-
journed.

Washington Waifs.

The president left Washington yesterday
afternoon for a short visit to Representative
W. L. Scott’s stock farm on the shore of the
Chesupeake bay. He was accompanied by
Representative Scott, Col. Lamont and Mr.
William Woodward of New York. The trip
was made on Mr. Woodward's steam yacht
Wanda, which was brought from New York
for the purpose. The party expect to return
to Washington on Monday.

The secretary of state has received dis-
patches from Gen. Phelan-at Halifax and
Commercial Agent Robinson at Yarmouth,
announcing the seizure at Digby yesterday of
the American schooner Daird J. Adams,
Capt. Allen, for purchasing bait in Canadian
waters, and her subsequent removal with her
crew to St. John. The matter will be care-
fully investigated at once and acted upon as
promptly as the circumstances will permit.

A curious evasion of the payment of duty
on imported wool was reported to the treas-
ury department yesterday. - A fiock of sheep
was driven across the Mexican border and
duty assessed on them as live stock. They
were sheared and the wool placed onthe mar-
ket without having been subjected to duty.
This arrangement resulted in a saving of
about 50 per cent. in the matter of the duty
alone.

United States fish commission car No. 2 is
en route with 1,000,000 shad for stocking the
Colorado river of the West. Car No. 3 will
leave Havre de Grace station to-morrow with
1,500,000 shad for Portland, Or., for stocking
the Columbia river basins, half to be placed
in the main stream and half in the Willamette
river in Central Oregon.

Acting Secretary Fairchild bas issued acir-
cular to customs offi cers directing a strict en-
forcement of the regulations, making the
hours of work of employes of customs houses
from 9 o’clock to 4 o’clock, with a half hour’s
recess at noon.
