At the ministers' meeting yesterday
morning, which was not particularly well
attended. Frank Praudell, representing a
Christian labor organization spoke in favor
of an agricultural co-operation institution
as a solution of many difficulties now
present. A committee consisting of Revs.
Pitner, Van Anda, Colwell and Wagner
was appointed to devise methods for work.

Rev. Mr. Chamberlain presented apaper j
on religion in politics. Ho thought itwas i
theduty of all pastors to talk to young men
just entering upon manhood upon the re- j
sponsibilities of voters in regard to public
welfare. Ministers, he said, should attend
the primaries and do what they could to
secure good men in positions of honor and
trust. The laws should be enforced or re-
pealed he said, and if the head of any
government, be itfederal or municipal, did
not enforce them the people shou'.djtake care j
never to elect such a man again.

Rev. Mr. Fisher thought ministers should ]
attend primaries more, and lend their in-I
fluence card good citizenship.

Rev. Mr. Palmer was of the opinion that
the way to reach the men who elect was to
call a big mass meeting and address the
workingmen there, showing them that the
ministers were their friends and were work-
ing for their interests.

Rev. Mr. Hobbs thought it was hardly
the thing to take up any part of the Lord's i
day by discussing politics, but on any other
day he thought it was a good thing and
should be encouraged.

Rev. Mr. Fisher said he was sorry to say
that it was not the men the ministers
preached to who elected officials, and he |
thought that until there was a great reform
in this direction the lower classes would be
in the ascendency and elect their owncandi-
dates.

Rev. Mr. Pituer compared the law and
order faction to a calf which had been driven
a long distance and then given out. "That
is the way withus, he remarked, "we give
out too soon ami too easily."

The next meeting willbe the last of the
season. Just when they will begin again
lias not yet been decided, but will be next
Monday. Atthis meeting Rev. Mr. Hobbs
willread a paper on Sin and Its Conse-
quences, or Righteousness and Its Results.

THE SMOKE NUISANCE

Again Before the Board of Trade?
Bonded Warehouse Report.

At the board of trade yesterday morning
the attendance was unusually large, and
besides the regular and familiar faces those
of Dorilus Morrison, John S. Pillsbury, 11.
C. Morse and others were seen in their
places. The committee on city affairs re-
ported back the ordinance on smoke con-
sumption withan interpolation, made at
the suggestion of certain of the committee,
who deemed the first one impracticable.
"With the interpolation the ordinance de-
clares dense smoke a nuisance, after suffi-
cient time has elapsed to raise
steam. A motion to send the
ordinance to council, with the
urgent request for its adoption, failed after
a long discussion, and on motion "of Mr.
Morrison the matter was referred back to I
the city affairs committee, with the addi-
tion of three practical men, to obtain full
information.

Messrs. W.D. Washburn. 11. E. Fletcher,
SV. S. King, James A. Byrnes, J. I.Wy-
man and Anthony Kelly were, on motion
3f H. G. O. Horrison, appointed a com-
mittee on stock yards, to act in conjunction
witha similar committee from the chamber
of commerce.

Inthe matter of a bonded warehouse for
Minneapolis, Anthony Kelly made a verbal
report. Atpresent Minneapolis importers
dealing through the St. Paul custom house
are compelled to pay extra freightage be-
tween the two cities, and handling in St.
Paul. The large bulk of Minneapolis im-
ports comes through New York, Philadel-
phia and Boston to avoid this extra ex-
pense, and the system is inconvenient and
burdensome. At the next meeting resolu-
tions will bo introduced callingupon our
congressional delegation fora bonded ware-
house.

A communication from the chamber of
commerce asking the co-operation of the
board in furthering the state fair, was re-
ferred to the committee on city affairs.

Some little time was devoted to board
matters of business of no public interest.

Motions for>cw Trials and Contin-
uance the Rule.

When Henry Roth, convicted of robbing
Charles Erickson, a Swede, of $20, last
winter, by forcing a worthless watch upon
him ina snide auction store on Bridge
square, and exacting 520 in return, partly |
by force and partly by threats, came up for j
sentence yesterday morning, Mr. Woolley i

and Mr. Donahue, Roth's attorneys, moved I
for a new trial on the ground that an in-
justice had been done Roth in convicting
him of robbery when he should have been
convicted, if convicted at all, of simple
fraud. They proposed to show that rob-
bery had not been committed, as Erickson
made no protest or outcry at the time he
handed over the $20 for the watch, and that
he was satisfied until he was told that the
watch was almost worthless. County At-
torney Davis opposed the motion on the
ground that Roth had been found guilty of
robbery on the testimony introduced. Judge
Young took the motion under advisement.

The case against M. Nuson, charged with
selling beer at Crystal Lake without a
license, was tried and the prisoner acquit-
ted.

August Drummond, the Bohemian ar-
rested last winter for stabbing Fred Ken-
eedv during a drunken row, appeared look-
ing white and scared. His bail was fixed
at $500, and the case reset forJune 23.

The following cases were reset for the
same date: 11. Clay James, keeping house
of ill-fame; Mary Wilber. killingher infant
child; George Tanner, keeping gambling
house; Chris. Hanson, illegitimate parent-
age; S. B. Hazzard, W. W. Tnpp and
James Monroe, sellingoleomargerineas but-
ter; Shaw & Wacutta, keeping gambling
house.

The case against George nowzek. Andrew
Tarasaw and John Miller,charged with as-
saulting Watzlof Sicklow, was called, and
was still on trial when the court adjourned
for to-day.

\u25a0was experienced ingetting their testimony.
The trouble grew out of a dispute over po-
litical matters, Siskow espousing the Ames
faith while his alleged assailants had voted
the Pillsbury ticket.

At a meeting of Union 34
last evening at 111 Nicollet avenue,
some twenty-five new members were ini-
tiated. The feeling of the men seemed to
be that matters would adjust themselves in
a few days. The plumbers' trouble re-
mains unchanged. Johnson &Hurd, sash,
door and blind manufacturers, have re-
sumed cperations again with ninety men,
who are working ten hours at the old
"wages.

The labor question partly explains itself

and throws the greater blame upon the
workingman because of the manner of the
disposition of their earnings in sustaining
the Cheap John stores, which are also as-
sisted by a number of so-called respectable
business firms. These Cheap John con-
cerns offer articles for sale at prices far be-
low the market value in order to mislead a
class not using fair judgment regarding mer-
cantile honesty, and the workingmen in
patronizing them force the manufacturers
to cut by degrees their entire profit to
pieces, or surrender the same altogether,
which certainly obliges them to reduce
wages or shut down their factories. In
many instances itshows that the poorest
paid mechanic has an income far above the
wealthiest manufacturer, as many, hop-
ing for a favorable reaction inmatters, only
keep their establishments running for ap-
pearance sake, and through that they are
subjected to the. most disgraceful treat-
ment .by those they so protect to
the utmost of their ability. There
are perhaps capitalists to the
number of one out of every hundred,
who don't deserve the fresh and pure
air they are breathing, but friends, don't
allow the solitary one topoison your blood
against those who wouldsuffer beyond your
own limits if their so doing would be of
any assistance to your welfare. Consider
and reconsider your actions, and you will
find that you are the direct tool yourself
causing the difficulties, through adding to
the destructions of our great factories, and
through that, your earnings, by swarming
to those so-called department stores, or
rather tornadoes to public welfare, in which
you draw your own blood. Patronize busi-
ness men who are .willingto pay a living
profit to the manufacturers for your toil,
and shut down on the trappers at once, and
you willfind that itneither requires strikes
nor bloodshed to improve our deplorable
condition in the near future.

THE JURY'S VERDICT.

Fixing the Eesponsibility Por the
Brackett Block Disaster? The In-

quest Concluded.

Inspector Pardee, Architect Orff and
Contractor Putnam Guilty of "Gross

Negligence."

George A. Brackett, Owner of the
.Block, Exonerated After a Care-

ful Investigation.

The Last Day's Testimony and the
Statements of Mr. Brackett and

Architect Orff.

The coroner's jury in the inquest over
the victims of the Brackett block disaster
met yesterday morning, and made another
examination of the ruins as a preliminary
to the day's work. When the jurymen had
assembled at Connolly's morgue Coroner
Hillstated that the county attorney had de-
cided that the jurycould legally pass upon
the death or John Simmons, who died from
injuries received by the same accident since
the jury was impaneled. Frank Chabat.
proprietor of the French hotel
at 201 Island avenue. identified
the remains of a man who had applied
for accommodations the day before the ac-
cident. Later on Rev. Father Petrus Dag-
nault testified that the deceased before
death had told him that he was unmarried
and hailed from Three Rivers, Canada.

The investigation of the cause of the
fallingbuilding was then taken up. W. J.
Larkin, the stone contractor, was recalled
and was first questioned concerning Hans
Peterson, who is about to commence a suit
for damages against Mr. Brackett. Mr.
Larkin stated that the man was not em-
ployed by him about the building and he
knew nothing of him. Continuing. Mr.
Larkin testified that he had called Mr.
Peterson's

ATTENTION TO A SAO
of about three- fourths of an inch on each
floor, but was toldit was only the settling
of the joists into the false work. He did
not remember seeing Architect Orff on the
roof, but thought he must surely have
known of the pilingof the brick upon it.
He supposed also that Mr. Orff knew that
the battering ram was tobe used. He was
positive that none of the stone removed by
the ram were in contact with the joist.
The testimony of Messrs. Orff, Larkin,
Putnam and Seebar was then read in the
presence of the expert witnesses, subse-
quently to be called. The first of these
witnesses was B. W. Fisher, the architect,
who, in answer to hypothetical questions,
stated, among other things, that if each
floor had settled three-fourths of an
inch there must have been some-
thing wrong with the false work,
probably with the "keying" and founda-
tion of the piers. The settling of three-
fourths of an inch to each floor would tend
tocant the 3x14 plank set on edge, throw
ttie posts out of plumb and let the floor
down. He thought the footings should
have been made at a lower point than the
stone foundation. The principal cause of
the accident he attributed to the removal of
the foundation wall, but there could have
been no settling of the floors if the false
work was properly putin. The supports
were sufficient in size ifproperly used; the
use of a ram would have a tendenc yto
shake the building. The witness also
thought the use of pine shingles for wedg-
ing purposes was wrong.

IX THE AFTERXOOX
the hearing of expert testimony was re-
sumed.

Fred Keyes, the architect, testified that
from his examination of the building that
he did not think lur. Putnam had obtained
as good a foundation for footings as he
might have. Ifhe had any doubt as to
what was wanted of him as an architect he
would have inquired just after drawing the
plans.

L.S. Bnffington stated inreplyto inquiry
as to the sufficiency of the false-work that
lie considered the upright timbers plenty
large enough, sufficient timber in the gird-
ers ifproperly constructed, the footings in-
sufficient and not large enounh, being sim-
ple 2x14 timbers placed on 4x4 sleepers,
twenty inches from the center.
He thought the girder should
have been a solid piece or else bolted to-
getber. Ifthe battering ram was used on
the wails below ihe joist the stability of the
buildingwould not be affected. The build-
ingprobably was also overloaded, the piling
of brick on the roof and floors helping to
brpak it clown. The shoring was strong
enough to have held ifthe brick from the
fire-wall had been removed and the brick
piled on the floors.

W. P. Schaffer, a carpenter, who was
employed in the construction of the false
work, gave a description of the work which
did not differ essentially from that of pre-
vious witnesses. He had never heard any-
one say anything about danger of the
building falling because of the settling.

Coroner Hillstated that this concluded
the testimony with the exception of that of
Chris Gallagher, Assistant Building In-
Bpecter Hazen and some witnesses that
Architect Orff wished to have introduced for
the purpose of showing the nature of his
instructions. Mr.Xeil stated that he did
not see the necessity of hearing the testi-
mony of Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Hazen, as
neither had any personal knowledge of the
cause of the building's fall. Mr. Brackett
stated that he had requested Mr. Gallagher
to be called for the reason that he had ex-
i)licitlystated at apublic meeting that the
buildingwas poorly constructed by cheap
workmen. Ifthis was so he thought the
jury ought to know it. However, he had
no idea that Mr. Gallagher knew from per-
sonal observation what he was talking
about. The jury decided not to call th?se
witnesses, and it was decided to conclude
the inquest with the testimony of Messrs.
Brackett and Orff.

?WINDING TJP.
Mr. Brackett repeated forcibly his testi-

mony concerning his instructions to Mr.
Orff, and said: "my understanding was
that he was to have entire charge through-
out. Iexpected that he wouldbring in a
bill for superintending the construction as
well as for drawing the plans. lam en-
tirely unacquainted in the details of build-
ing and cou?i not even decide the strength
of a single timber. All bids have been
addressed to him, and Irelied upon him
solely. Mr. Orff suggested that Mr.Put-
nam should go ahead with his assistance
and superintendence. lam entirely satis-
fied with Mr. Orff as an architect. and think
ifhe made a mistake itwas because he like
others is not infallible. Imay have pushed
him too hard to get out the plans for the
iron work, so that he may have neglected
some important point. Inever directed
Mr. Larkinto place brick on the roof and
did not know he was putting them there
untilIsaw them."

Architect Orff was next called and stated
that he had considered that he was engaged
to draw the plans, and presumed that "he
was to superintend the construction. He
had not been consulted as to the tearing
down of the old blacksmith shop at the
rear and supposed it would be the same
with the tire wall. The carpenter came
some times to my office, and Iof course
advisedrwith him. Ithinkmy position was
something like this. Iused to go there oc-
casionally, and if questions wese asked me
of course answered them. Itwas just as if
a doctor had called on a patient aud some
one else should ask him what was good for
a headache. Iunderstood that 1 was to
have charge of the new building, but
that Ihad nothing to do with the taking
down of the wall, Idid not know either
Mr. Putnam orMr. Larkinbefore they com-
menced work. Xo one ever told me that
the building was sagging or that there was
any danger of its falling. Ifeel that I
have been somewhat misrepresented by the
newspaper reports, especially that of the
Tribune. Ihave a feeling that there is a
disposition to shift the responsibility for
this accident upon me. Whatever in-
structions Igave were concerning the per-
manent workand not to tearing down.

This concluded the testimony and the
jury after deliberating for almost half an
hour returned a verdict that John Yannish,
Hans Peterson. W. D. Mnsen and James
Conneli died from the effects of injuries
received by the falling of the floors and
roofs of the Brackett block V/ednesday
afternoon and that the accident resulted

from the gross neglect of Walter S. Pardee,
building inspector, Georee W. Orff, archi-
tect, and Charles 11. Putnam, . carpenter in
charge of work.

The inquest has lasted three
days and the jury's verdict
is rendered after a thorough and painstak-
ing ;investigation. Although nothing .is
said as to the probable cause of the falling
of the building, it is understood that the
idea entertained is that the , false or tem-
porary work, put up to support tha floors
and roof during the removal of tho wall,
was faulty in construction and rested upon
an insecure foundation. Upon this viewit
is likely that the jury consider Architect
Orff and Putnam, the carpenter in charge,
at fault. Inspector Pardee probably comes
in for his share of the blame because
he allowed the removal of the wall togo on
after lie had refused to grant a permit.
George A. Brackett, the owner of the build-
ing, stands exonerated, itappearing that he
relied upon his architect and assistants,
not assuming any personal supervision of
the work, nor issuing specific directions as
to how the work should be performed.

? .
CVURENT COMMENT.

Those who are personally acquainted
withGeorge A.Brackett will rejoice in his
exoneration from blame by the coroner's
jury which investigated the recent accident.
Mr.Brackett is said to have a heart as big
as a hilland has suffered tortures since the
disaster occurred. Anintimate friend said
Sunday night brought him the first sleep he
has had since the building fell. With him
it was not a fear of consequences, but a
feeling of genuine sorrow for the havoc
created by the fallingstructure. The ver-
dict of the jury was expected byhis friends,
who willrejoice accordingly.*** .

The board of trade must have taken the
Globe's criticism toheart yesterday.for the
meeting was an unusually large one.

Then
came the relapse, and for a time sports
were frowned down. The police recuper-
ated and back came the sports, with re-
newed force and in additional numbers.
Winter and summer join hands with the
presence of base ball, and the sporting edi-
tor becomes an object of general public
envy.
