Since then we have
act -ien her. Her name was Mary Tooker,
Olr, aud sue had dark hair and a slight sear
on her upper lip. 1have told the police and
Ilia\ >searched for her everywhere Icould
think of liiuiiii^ her, but no clue has been
found. Ididn't know, if you put it in the
paper, but somebody would read it who could
tell where Mary is. poor soul," and his eyes
were damp with tears as ho rose from his
seat, and Invoking the blessings of God on
the reporters, went out.

And this adds another mystery to the
many that have already marked the annals
of mis city, yet young aud immature.
Whether Mary Tooker ended her own ex-
istence in the non-committal bosom of the
river, or was lured away to fate far worse
than death, may never be known, and the
aired father willperhaps go down to his
pave withhis burden of sorrow uulifled.
And perhaps it were better so.

and builder on Fifth street, the check be-
ing in favor of"William C. Knovvltou. The
tailor accepted the check, giving Knowlton
several dollars change and the suit of
jlothes. The man then called at Bank's
uarket and purchased a ham and two
pounds of steak, presenting in payment a
?heck on Doyle for ?18.67. Mr. Rank
pive him?10.47 in change. He next called
itJohnson Bros.' place and purchased an-
jlherham and several pounds of steak,
riving another Doyle check in favor of
William C. Knowlton for?21.48.

PAVING DAYTONAVENUE.

The Dayton Avenue Paving Ques-
tion Discussed.

A well attended "and quite enthusiastic
meeting of property holders and business
men and residents on Dayton avenue was
held last eight in Strehlein's hall, corner
Dayton and Western avenues, to take action
regarding the proposition to pave that ave-
nue. Dr.Leusure was called to the chair,
and Newton U. Frost chosen secretary. Stan-
lord Newel ottered the followingresolution:

Resolved, That this meeting recommend
the passage by the council of the resolution
referred to that body by the board of public
works, oideriuga cedar block pavement, with
granite curbs, thirty-eight feet wide, on Day-
ion avenue, from a point 260 feet west of
Summit avenue, to Dale street, and that this
meeting recommend that the paring bo be-
gun and pushed forward at the earliest pos-
sible time.

The resolution was unanimously adopted.
The discussions were chieflyin regard to

sewerage and water and gas. pipes being
placed and connected before the pavement
was laid. The sentiment of the meeting was
Strongly in favor of the early paving of the
avenue with cedar blocks, but it was an-
nounced that a remonstrance would probably
be mr.de against the proposed step.

Alnieriu 11. Winvlow of St. Paul
Dies inSt. Louis.

DAlmerin H. Winslow.of the firm|of Auer-
bach, Finch &Van Slyck, died Monday
night. lie went South several weeks ago,
accompanied by his wife, for the benefit of
his health, but was taken withgastric fe-
ver, which resulted fatally. His wife, son
and daughter and his partner in business,
G. B. Finch, were at his bedside at the
time of his dea h.

The deceased was born in the northern
part of New York, and was 54 years of
age. From 1557 to 1875 he was a leading
wholesale dry goods merchant in Chicago,
being a member of the linn of Bowen, Hunt
&Winslow. In1875 he came to St. Paul
and became the credit man with the firm ofAuerbach, Finch &Van Slyck, and after-
wards a member of the firm still holding
the responsible position of financier of the
immense establishment. The remains will
be brought to St. Paul for burial.

KILLED BY GNATS.

Horrible Death of a Colored man
in Arkansas.

Special to the Globe.
Memphis, Term.. May 11.? several

days past the buffalo gnats, the pests of the
lower Mississippi valley, have been doing
their workof destruction among the stock
of this section. Kepoats of horses, cattle
and mules having been goaded to death by
these insects are received daily. Yester-
day information was received here tlui.Bill
Sneiss, a colored tenant on President
Hadden's plantation, in Cnittenden county.
Ark.,had been stung and choked to death
by these pests. He was found dead on the
McDonald. place on Friday, evidently a
victim to the gnats, which swarmed
about the corpse. Gnats were crawl-
ing in and out \u25a0; of his ears and
nose. His mouth and nostrils were
filled withgnats. Swarms of gnats had
settled inhis wide-stretched eyes and were
feeding on the sightless orbs. His cloth-
ing was filled with gnats, and a halo of
gnats hovered around the dead man. Sneiss
had beed in the L'Anguille swamps and it
is supposed he tried to run away from the
gnats. The insects were so thick, however,
that they drove him wild, and - finally be-
coming exhausted he tell prostrate, then
was smothered by the swarm of gnats. The
death of Sneiss must have been horrible,
choked into eternity by seething, living
myriads of insects. This is the second case
"on record where buffalo gnats have des-
troyed human life. In 18S4 a man met
death in!the same horrible fashion that
Sneiss did, near Haynes station, St. Francis
county, Ark. .
WRECKED IX THE

'
MOUNTAINS,

A Freight Train Smashed and Three
men Killed. HF99

Pittsburg, Pa., May 11.?A freight
wreck in the mountains on the Pennsyl-
vania railroad last night demolished
twenty-five cars, killed three men outright

and obstructed the tracks so badly that it
will take twelve hours to clear them. The
accident was the result of the heavy storm,

which swept along the Connemaugh valley
last night, uprooting

"
trees and blowing

down fences and outhouses. Near Coune-
maugh a number of empty freight cars
were standing on a siding. The tornado
picked them up and carried them over to
the main track. A heavy west-bound
freight train of twenty-five cars, going at
\he rate of thirty miles an hour, came
along about midnight and

CRASHED INTOTHE OBSTRUCTION
before the engineer had time to reverse his
engine. The twenty-five cars were totally
demolished and the wreck strewn along the
track for a distance of several hundred
yards. Conductor Thomas Connors, En-
gineer Thomas. Mowrey and Fireman
MichaelDiffers were killed almost in-
stantly. They were caught in the wreck
and terribly mangled. The balance of the
crew escaped with slight injuries. The
men killed were all married and lived in
the neighborhood. of Deny. Pa. All east-
ern and western, bound trains have been
delayed twelve hours. The loss willreach
several thousand dollars.

A DEVILISH DEED.

AuUnfortunate Man Attacked With
';;.-' a Dynamite Cartridge.

Detroit, Mich.. May 11. The startling
disclosure that dynamite is playing a part
in the strike of the city has just come to
light,although all efforts have been made
tokeep ita secret. Last Saturday after-
noon aman, whose face and .hands were
covered with blood, hurriedly walked into
a drug store on Michigan avenue. He gave
his name as John Wizell. and said he had
been shoveling coal in the rear of the De-
troit steel and spring works, where there is
a strike. He had walked to the pile of
coal, and when there felt something strike
him in the back. . .
"Iturned around," said he, "and on the

ground behind me on the track was lying an
elongated cylindrical shaped cartridge, about
the size and diameter of a human linger. I
stooped over, picked itup and ithits hurt me
terribly."

On the mail's hands, face and body were
found holes and cuts of all shapes and
sizes. Some of the sores were cut to the
bone, and the man presents a most piteous
sight. lie was taken to his home. Itwas
at first thought he could not live. He,
however, has rallied, and is much better
to-day. The explosion of the cartridge
was heard several blocks. It has caused
much consternation in Spring wells, where
itis believed to be dynamite used by the
strikers.

She Kindledthe Fire With Oil.

afternoon about 5 o'clock Addle Steinbach,

the daughter ofan aged family in North
Leavenworth, in attempting to kindle
a fire with coal oil was burned to death.
There seems ,to have been embers in
the stove from which the fire ignited, envel-
oping the entire room In flames, and from
which the girl's clothing caught lire. In
her perilous position she rushed into the
street, where the swift breeze fanned tiie
flames until

it was impossible to save

her life. A young man passing by
grabbed a blanket ..and ? endeavored to
smother the flames, but?to no avail. He
was badly burned in his efforts tosave the
lifeof Miss Steinbach. nearly every piece
ofclothing was burned from her back, and
when an examination was made her flesh
was charred to a;vcrisp. She died at 6
o'clock.
