Organization and Adjournment of

me Special Council Committee.
%,The special committee of the citycouncil,
appointed to investigate into the causes
leading to the Brackett block catastrophe,
met yesterday morning. but ad-
journed without taking any testimony.

He would show that inas-
much as a case was already in appeal to the
supreme court on an issue as to the legality
of this same ordinance, he (Pardee) had
been instructed by the city attorney not to
bring any more actions in court under this
section until the matter was settled. The
cityattorney here interposed, saying that
Mr. Carleton had had charge of the cases in
the municipal court. Mr. Carleton is the
assistant city attorney. Mr. Benton then
asked that Mr. Carleton appear before the
committee to give testimony. . Owing to
the fact that the coroner has not yet con-

cluded his Investigations the '-. committee
concluded to adjourn until to-day.

A HOARD OF GOLD.

TUo Existouco of l?l rates' Treasures
Ilevouled by a C'liart.

AKindFriornl Ki:;s up a Small Sloop
to Find :lie Wt-ulili

Fernandina (Fla.,) Mirror.
Somewhere about the year 1810 a pirat-

ical craft, which hud been cruising along
the Spanish main, having met with con-
sidcrablo Buocesa among tho Spanish '

mer-
chantman and obtaining Borne riclihauls of
specie, was running up along the lower
Florida coast when she was caught in
a sudden gale just below Hills-
boro inlet and wrecked on a coral island.
Nearly all the crew got ashore safely,- and
before the ship broke up they succeeded in
getting out eighteen of the twenty casks of
gold they had captured. The casks being
too heavy to carry easily, the captain or-
dered his men to make bags of the sails,
and in these the gold was carried to a spot

Iin the center of the island and there buried,
tho captain making a rough chart of the
location, after which all hands went to the
lower end of the islaiKl and camped. The
same night they were discovered by the
Indians and all were killed excepting one
person ?the steward ?a young fellow, who
happened to be a little apart from the
others when the raid was made, and thus
escaped the fate of his companions. But
even he was discovered the next day and
was kept in captivity for several weeks,
when he escaped, and wandering along the
coast, finally arrived in St. Augustine.
The steward of all sailing craft at that time
also acted as the captain's clerk, and kept
ship's papers, etc., and he, among other pa-
pers, kept the chart which the captain had
made of the hiding place of that gold. He
continued to reside in St. Augustine, and
for a long time intended to take some good
opportunity to go and take up the treasure,
but circumstances prevented; the Indians
were troublesome, and the Spanish settle-
ment was In turmoil, and the chart became
mislaid or lost, and then came the war of
the Confederacy; in the meantime the stew-
ard was getting tobe an old man, and hav-
ing accumulated a considerable of
wealth, he gave up all idea of go-
ing after this treasure till a few
months ago.

TOXiDBYCOJL. WATXERSON.

APenniless Rebel Soldier in Cincin-
nati? His First Position.

The last time Col. Henry Watterson was
inNew York he told a story about his ex-
perience inCincinnati. He said:
"Iarrived iiiCincinnati one blustering

winter night, a ragged, hungry stranger,
just out of the rebel army. . Ihad just
enough money to pay for a night's lodging.
How wellIremember wandering about the
streets of the city, wondering what the
next day would bring me. Ibelieved
that Ihad ability as a journalist, and 1
was satisfied that ifIhad an opportunity I
could prove it. Iwas in the act several
times of entering the different morning
newspapers and applying for work, but I
was so downhearted that Ididnot have the
courage to do so. Itook a good sleep that
night, and did not get up until late the
next day. My case was a desperate one,
and Ifelt that 1must secure employment.
Inever felt more determined in my life. I
feltas ifIcould face the sternest editor in
the land without a quiver. In this frame
of mind

'
Istarted out to make

a tour of the various oftices. At
the first ? office the editor, 'in a
blunt way toldme that his staff was crowded
and then resumed his work. Ivisited all
the newspapers with the same ;result, ex-
cept the Times office. That paper had a
large job printing office attached to it,1

which did a great deal of theatrical print-
ing. Ialso noticed that the paper had a
miserably written dramatic column. I
called on Col. Starbuck, the editor and pro-
prietor, and asked if there were any vacan-
cies on his staff."

'There are never any vacancies on a
good paper, but there is always room for a
good man,' said the colonel.
"Ishall never forget that reply, and itis

one Ihave always made to applicants for
positions on tho Courier Journal. Itold
Col. Starbuck that Ithought 1

-
could im-

prove upon his dramatic column, and pro-
posed to write it for nothing if he would
give me 25 per cent, commission on all the
printing and advertisements Isecured from
the theaters. He declined the proposition.
As Iwas about to leave he -turned to me
and said he would give me 812 a week to
perform that service. What a change came
over me. Iimmediately felt myself rich.
Itold him Iwould accept it. He
then said Imust not feel offended
if at the end of the week he
foundIdid not suit and dismissed me. I
knew Iwould suit, forIknew the fullex-
tent of my abilities, and 1 told him that if
1 was not competent Ishould consider it an
offense ifhe did not discharge me.

"This was the first of the week, and I
started in that day. Inever undertook a
task with more enthusiasm. Iattended
the theaters every night. Before the end
of the week Col. Starbuck expressed his
approval. On Saturday afternoon Iwent
to the theaters to collect the money for
printing and advertising due the Times. At
the National theater, after collecting the
money, Iwas handed an envelope ad-
dressed to me. Supposing itcontained an
item of hews or a ticket, I
put it in my

f
pocket unopened.

At Pike's another envelope bearing
my name was presented me and the same
thing occurred at Wood"? theater. When
Ireturned to the office Iopened the envel-
opes and found the ones presented to me at
the National and Pike"s each contained SlO.
The one received at Woods contained ?5.
ItoldCol. Starbuck the circumstances and
tendered him the money. He said that it
did not belong to him and he would not
accept it. Isaid itcertainly did not belong
to me and thatIwould not accept it. I
returned the donations to the theatrical
managers. They said the money had been
given in consideration of the favorable no-
tices Ihad given their performances. ..

"Col. Starbuck a short time afterward
made me managing editor."

CHINESE EXECUTIONS.
An Appallinc Scene in Hong: Kong

Witnessed by anItalian Duke. " '

The criminals
stood bolt upright, but each one, as
his turn came, bent down his
head so as to give the executioner
as fair a chance as possible of cutting
itoff at a singLe blow. The executioner
proved himself to bo a master of his busi-
ness, and his huge sword had in no single
instance to be raised a second time upon
the same victim. \u25a0 The duke himself pos-
sessed considerable coolness and presence
of mind, for he held his watch in his hand,
and found that the work of destroying 100
lives was accomplished by one man in ex-
actly the period of two minutes and a half.
1 felt very thankful that Ihad not been a
witness of the sight, and 1found the simple
narrative quite appalling enough, Iassure
you. IfIhad ever in my lifehad a curi-
osity to see a Chinese execution, the ex-
