Little Johanna is the j
daughter of an intielligent Norwegian
farmer living near Maple Grove, and has
for sonic time past been attending school
there. After kissing her mother good-bye J
Tuesday morning she started out for school
inahappy mood, singing as only an inno-
cent child can sing. An hour later she |
came rushing into the house again, her I
lonsr, yellow hair rivingaround her head,

her face pale and her eyes brimming over
with tears. She cast herself into her moth-
er's arms, sobbing bitterly and moaning !
withpain. Her mother finally succeeded
in quieting the hysterical child, and got

from her lips the followingstory:

The child, in taking a short cut across
the fields to the school house, which stood
at some distance from her parent's resi-
dence, had become lost. While wondering
which way to turn,she had seen Louis Mar-
seilles plowing in the next field. She went
to him and asked him the way to tlie school
house, which he said be would show her.
Leaving his horses, he took her hand and
led her in the direction of a patch of woods.
Upon reaching the thick wood, the child
6aid, Marseilles threw her :upon the
the ground, placed one hand over her mouth
and accomplished his fiendish purpose.
A moment later, she said, he threatened
her withdeath if she made any noise or
ever told any one what had happened.
The child lay on the ground for some time
after Marseilles left her, unable to rise.
When she regained her feet she ran direct-
lyhome and informed her mother of the
occurrence. A physician was called in.
who examined the girl, and on his testi-
mony the warrant was issued. Mr. Hanson
is nearly insane with anger and grief, and
it is feared he will make short work of
Marseilles in case he gets his hands on him.
Marseilles, the alleged fiend, is the son of a
fairly well-to-do family at Maple Grove,
and has lived at home and helped around
tlie farm. He has always been looked upon
as a tvitle fast, though no one has ever said
anything, as far as known, against his
character. The inhabitants of Maple
Grove are mainly French, and excitement
runs high. The Hanson child is rather
pretty. She has a brother in this city, who
called at the police station, and in a broken
voice asked if Marseilles had yet been ar-
rested.

ROBBED WHILE DRUNK.

A Litchfeld Farmer's Rough Exper-

AJi ODD DIVORCE CASE.

Leaving; His Second Wife and Re-
turning to tlie First Love.

Marie Stenbeck yesterday morning filed
papers in the district court beginning di-
vorce proceedings against Peter O. Sten-
beck, to whom she was married in this city
on Nov. 1, 18S4. In her complaint Mrs.
Stenbeck alleges that her husband lived in
the same house with her until Jan. 28.
1885. but during this time did not fulfill
any of his marriage obligations, but treated
her very cruelly, at times threatening to
shoot her. She alleges that though Peter
has considerable money in the bank he
made her go out among strangers and earn
money, which he would take and spend for
whisky, coming home in a beastly state of
intoxication. OnJan. 28, 1885, Mrs. Sten-
beck declares her husband left her aud
went to live with Gustava Smith, a former
wife of Mr. Stenbeck, from whom he se-
cured a divorce a few days prior to his mar-.riage with his present wife. Here she says
her husband lived with the Smith woman
as her husband. She further says she has
not condoned or forgiven tlie offense, and
never will.

Of tlie Dissolution of tbe millers'
Association? Cause and Effect.

Every year, while the new crop of wheat
is pushing its way from the ground, has
come a story of the dissolution of the Min-
neapolis Millers's association. The rumor
made its appearance on 'change yesterday,

'

and the reason alleged was that non-asso- i
ciation millers have been able in the past to
purchase to better advantage than the

"
as-!

sociation men, aud that reasons which
brought about the organization have now
ceased to exist. Some years ago, when
the wheat country tributary to Minneapolis
was small, the association of millers was
formed for the purpose of directing wheat
this way. Of late years the natural
channel of wheat has been through Minne-
apolis aud the necessity of such an organi-
zation largely obviated. Its existence ha 3
been almost one continual warfare with thefarmers, who charge it withcrowding down
prices. If the association should be dis-
solved, its present members would buy
wheat on the open board, as non-associa-
tion millers do, and the business of city
commission and country elevator men
would be increased accordingly. Speaking
of the rumor, Mr. C. A. Pillsbury is quoted
as saying:

There is nothing particularly new in this
talk. It has happened every year since the
association was formed. Some one finds
fault and it makes talk, but it does not
amount to anything. There has been no meet-
Ingof the association to consider the ques-
tion ofdissolving1,andIdo not anticipate one.
You understand that the association was.originally formed when the wheat country
tributary to Minneapolis was quite small and
the millers had to devise some method for
bringing all the wheat here. This state of
thingsno longer exists and Ipersonally be-
lieve that wecan do as wellto buy our wheat
directlyas in the old way. If this should bo
a good crop year,Ishould be in favor of let-
ting the association lapse, but ifitshould bo
a small crop Ishould favor continuing it. I
do not think, uowover, that there is any dan-
ger ofits dying. Ithink woshall get wheat
cheapor now by buying directly than by
using \u25a0 the association. It-has been a good
thing for the farmers.

VISIBLE WHEAT SUPPLY.

Tales to the Effect That Chamber
Reports Are Largely Incorrect.
Considerable interest was created in mill-

ing and grain circles yesterday morning by
a claim by the Northwestern Miller that
the wheat in store, as shown by the cham-
ber of commerce reports, was less by

500, 000 to 2.000,000 bushels than that
really held. The market is largely con-
trolled \u25a0\u25a0'\u25a0by ? the visible supply, and it is
maintained that in reducing the supply
nearly *2,000, 000 bushels a heavy bull
movement is assisted. The last chamber
report places the wheat in store at Minne-
apolis 4,510,074, which the Millerclaims is
short by at least 1,500,000. Secretary
Stnrtevant of the chamber goes on the
record as saying he willvouch for the ele-
vator reports as correct:

'

"Ican conceive of no
'
object they would

have inmisrepresenting matters," he said,"

as thoy would easily be dotocted, and detec-
tion would forfolt thoir rights on 'chunge."

Allelevators but three are "regular,"
and those throe have not abote 100,000
bushels in store at the present time.

Manager Zeidler ofthe Columbia millin-
dorsed the Miller's claims and says an ex-
amination showed 1,700,000 more bushels
in store than the chamber's report pave,
without countlug what is in private eleva-
tors. Other millors corroborate the state-
ment and the affair willno doubt receive an
official investigation. Telegrams poured
in from other cities inquiring concerning
the rumor, and were answered, in most
cases, by statements similar to those givon
above.

Atthe particular reception to which I
refer, says a Chicago News correspondent,
quite a number of articles were stolen from
the rooms. The character of the thefts
showed that itwas not the work of profes-
sionals, but rather of the class.; of ameteur
thieves, who, seeing a handsomely bound
book that pleased their fancy, or some
dainty ornament that they thought would
add to the attractiveness of their own
homes, quietly pocketed it and satisfied
their consciences with the reflection that
the host was wealthy and could well afford
to lose it:

Of course, this kind of petty stealing is
confined \u25a0 exclusively to the large social
gatherings, inasmuch as at the more select
affairs ot this kind the person of a stranger
would be instantly detected.

The Brackett Block Disaster.
The council committeo and the coroner's

jury met yesterday morning at the city hall
toresume the investigation of the Brackett
block disaster, which had been reopened by
the iuqucst over the remains of John Sim-
mons. The council committee adjourned
until this morning, and the inquest pro-
ceeded. Building Inspector Pardee was
tho iirst witness, and testified substantially
as follows:

Mr. Brackett was not subject to arrest, and
Iwas advised by the city attorney or assist-
ant that nomorn oases should bo proseoutod
until the ordinance had been amended. I
persuaded Mr.Brackett to go to the council,
which saved me the necessity of arresting
him. The ordinance was found to be de-
fective Intho prosecution of L.I). Putnam,
wheu tho penalty was discovered tobe be-
yond the jurisdiction of the court. Judge
Buileyheld thas the ordinance was

good UP to $100,
the limit of the jurisdiction of the court, but
Mr. Carleton advised me not to bring any
more actions until the penalty clause had
been amonded, O3 he thought' it would
have an injurious effect to inako pub-
licthe fact that the ordinance was defective.
The reason the permit, which was made
out, was not issued, was because of the re-
moval of tho flrowall. Ihad the Impression
that tho foundation was not tobe touchod. I
knew that the post and girder construction
was tobo used in repairing1,and as an archi-
tect Ithought the basoment was sufficiently
strong1. There ? appeared no element of
danger, since Ibelieved that the basement
wall was not to bo moved. Inever knew,
previous to the accident, that the wall was
removed. Idid not know of tho passage of
tha amendment to tho ordinance until the day
of the accident. The amendment was passod
by the city couucil tho

', previous
Friday, but Ifailed to find it in
the paper designated for official
publication. The city clerk also failed to no-
tifyme andIascertained the fact only a few
hours before the buildingfell. Ihas never
been customary to issue a permit for tearing
down a building,as it was not in tho ordi-
nance. Anopiniou to this effect was ad-
vanced to me by tho city attorney. Accord-
ing tosection 2,1ought to have issued aper-
mit to build tho addition. In my construc-
tion of the ordinance refereuoe is only made
to an addition to a building: and not to the
tearing down. Ihave been to the city attor-
ney many times, butImust confess that 1
have had too littleadvice. Tt has been nest
to impossible to get an opinion from City At-
torney Cro3S. He almost always referred mo
to his assistant. What Ihave secured has
been exceedingly littleand exceedingly vexa-
tious to procure. lam sorry to say this, but
such is the fact. There isno feeling in this
matter. The city attorney told me it was his
province to try cases, but not to interpret
the ordinances. .. ; '.

CKOSS PUTS IK AST OAR.
By the request of City Attorney Cross

Mr. Pardee was asked ifhe had named the
Brackett case as a reason for urging the
passage of amendments to the ordinance,
but did not remember that he had referred
to that particular case.

Whenever 1found Mr.Carlton, tho assist-
ant city attorney, he always gave me allthe
information in his power, but itwas a hard
matter for me toget any opinion out of Capt.'
Cross, and Ihave been often forced to act
upon my own judgment in matters upon
whichIfelt that 1should have legaladvice.
To get any information out of the city attor-
noy was one of the hardest jobsIever had.'.

The jury here retired to dine, and upon re-
assembling in the afternoon. Deputy Clerk
Daly of the municipal court produced the
records and testified that

'
Mr. Carlton had

suggested that the cases then commenced
should be dropped until the ordinance had
been amended.

FRANK H. CARLTOX,
assistant city attorney, next took the stand
aud testilied: , :.\--:

Mr.Par-Jee at no time previous to the acci-
dent spoke to me concerning the Brackett

'

block. Capt. Cross drew up the amended
ordinance, which was approved April30 and
published May 1. \u25a0Inmyopinionthe amended
ordinance covers cases similar to the Brackett
case, and is strengthened in tho amended
ordinance. Mr. Brackett could have been
prosecuted to the extent of 535 up to May 1,
and the new law became operative after that.

Mr. Carlton then explained the Putnam
case, and said:

He had argued that the penalty clause was
voidonlyfor t tie amount in excess of $100,
which is the limit of the jurisdiction of the
municipal court. Only the judge and clerk
of the municipalcourt can prevent the issu-
anco ofa warrant, and the city attorney can
not when the clerk is

-
disposed to issue one.

The county attorney has the right to nolle
pros, casos, and the city attorney has been
allowed bycustom to exercise the same priv-
ilege.

"AXOTHER PROUD DAT."
City Attorney Cross requested that he be

called again to make an explanation regard-
in? Mr.Pardee's statement. Wesley Neal
replied:
Idon't think weare hore toinvestigate the

entire city government, but wo willhear you
for fiveminutes.

Mr.Cross then went on to state that he
had never heard the Brackett block men-
tioned in connection withany building or-
dinance until after the disaster. In reply
to Mr. Pardee's assertion that he had found
itdifficult to get any opinion from the city
attorney, Mr. Cross said that the building
inspector had called upon him for advice
more frequently than any other cityofficial.
He thought Mr.Pardee had spoken hastily
and would not have said what he did under
ordinary circumstances.
"Iwish to assert

-
that Mr.Pardee was al-

ways given legal advice when he requested
it. Ihavo even gone out of the way toin-
spect tho forms that he used In his office ? a
matter that embraced more bookkeeping' than
law." . .

"Could Mr. Pardee have restrained Mr.
Brackett from tearing out that wall? That's
what wo wouldlike to find out," said Coroner
Hill.

THOUGHT HE MIGHT.
Aftera good heal of hemming and haw-

ingMr. Cross intimated that he presumed
that he might.
"IfMr.Brackett saw fit to disregard the

order what couid Mr. Pardee have done?"
asked Dr.Hill.

"WelL ho mighthave brought him before
the municipal court, but just at that time I
think itwould have been inadvisable ?to have
done it. IfMr.Pardee had eomo tomyself or
Mr.Carlton about the matter we might|have
instituted an action, but under the circum-
stances Idonot think he was to blame. If
Mr.Brackett had paid a fine there wouldhave
been ground for an injunction. This must
necessarily have been ordered by the council.
There is only one class ofcases that ca& be
instituted without the authority of the ooun-
cil,and that is the right of tho mayor to ask
a mandamus to compel an official to do his
duty.

AFAITHFUL OFFICIAL.
Inclosing his testimony Mr.Hicks volun-

teered the information that he considered
that Mr. Pardee had been a conscientious
and faithfulofficial. Aid. Johnson next
testified as follows:

The controversy between Mr.Brackett and
Inspector Pardoe was not in regard 'to any
danger of taking down tho wall,but concern-
Ing the removal of the fire wall. The manner
of taking down the wall was not considered.
ItoldPardeo that

could go ahead under tho ordinance. '1
never told . Mr.

-
Brackett to '.. go

ahead without a ? permit. But he said
to me, 'Well, this willbe one buildingwithout
a permit. Pardee can bringsuit ifhe wants

to.' ItoldMr.Pardee that he had better not
cause any more suits tobe Drought until the
ordinance was amended. Mr. Pardee did all
in his power

'
to.have these amendments

passed by the city couucjl. Previous to these
amendments Inspector Pardee said he was

UNABLE TO PREVENT

the tearing down of the walls of tho building.
Ithink that section 19 of the ordinance was
Intended to cover cases of:dangerous walls,
but the insertion of the words "forthe pur-

pose for.which it is used" rendered itdefect-
ive as applicable to the Brackett |case. 11Mr.
Pardeo . did

-
make the remark that)he would'

not remove the wall in.the ,way.that >itwas
being,.done, -but:seemed to,think that the
danger wouldbe from wind, and not because j
the floors could not be supported by.the false

work. Ido not think that under the ordl-
iiauce Mr.Pardeo could have prosecuted Mr.
Brackett before the passage of the amend-
ment.'

i The jury retired for deliberation shortly
after 5 o'clock, and within an hour agreed
upon a verdict in effect as follows:.

John Simmons came to his death from an
accident that resulted from the grc?i neglect
ofGeorgo W. Oi-ff.architect of the building,
and Charles It.Putnam, carpenter IIn charge.
Itisfurthor found that "Walter S. Pardeo.
citybuildingInspector, was sorlously retarded
in tho dlsoharjtu of bis duties by the existence
of an imperfect building ordinance, and by
the opinions of his legal advisers and others."
