Of the many national conventions of
whichMinneapolis is this year tobe the the-
ater, the ranking gathering gathering willbe I

the tirst, the Presbyterian General assembly

ofthe United States which begins its ses-
sion on Thursday, May SO, at Westminster
church. This is the first time the assembly
willhave ever met in the Northwest) and
its coming is largely due to the efforts of
Dr.Robert F. Sample, at the last general
assembly which was held at Cincinnati last j
year. There are 196 presbyteries within j
the jurisdiction of the assembly, and it is

'

probable that over 500 lay delegates and j
clergymen willbe present, besides repre-
sentatives from every mission field on the
globe. Among them willbe clergymen, j
editors and authors of more than national
renown. Rev. Herrick Johnson of Chicago
willnot be present, but the list includes i
Drs. John Hale and Howard Crosby of!
New York; J. S. Marquis of Chicago; E.
K. Cronen ofNewark, N. .1.; C. A.Dickey
of Philadelphia; P. A.llorton of San Frau-
cisco and others.

willbesrin at 8 o'clock on Thursday morn-
ing, and scarcely concluded before Sunday, |
May 80, making a full ten days' session. "

Dr. Elijah K. Craven, moderator of the last
assembly, with Rev. Dr. William 11.
Roberts, of Princeton, as stated clerk, and
Rev. Dr. W. E. Moore, of Columbus, 0.,
as permanent clerk.

COMMENTS OUT SALISBURY.

Roger Vail Delivers an Interesting:
and IntelligentAddress.

The meeting of the IrishNational league
at Windom hall last evening was fairly at-
tended. The vice-president, Mr. Steele,
occupied the chair, and after the transac-
tion of routine business called on Miss
Maggie Kennedy for a piano selection,
which was rendered in exquisite style.

After repeated calls for Roger Vail for an
address, "that gentleman came forward and
commented at considerable length upon the
telegraphic! synopsis of Salisbury's speech
on home rule published in yesterday's pa-
per. Inreply tothe ex-premier's statement
that "Ireland was not a nation, because it
contained two different and deeply
divided races." Mr. Vail. quoted the
words of Samuel 'NFerguson, the
Irish poet and an Ulster man, that "Ireland
is not a colony of Great Britain, but an an-
cient kingdom, entitled to its distinct na-
tionality and determined to have it." As
regards the men _of y

Ulster who protest
against Irish autonomy the speaker said
they were the descendants of those to whom
was given the land of six Irish counties in
the reign of James 1., confiscated from the
Irish occupants, who were ejected without
a cent of compensation and driven adrift
without a place to rest their heads.

'
The

men of Ulster have been the pets of the
British government and they are loath ,to
be on an equality with the rest of their
fellow countrymen. They are only Irish
by accident of birth, but In
feeling and sentiment they are
more English than the English themselves.
Their representatives in parliament com-
prise but one-sixth of the members from
Ireland, and notwithstanding their boast of
being from the most iutelliglit and enter-
prising province of Ireland, not a man of
them possessed ability above mediocrity.
In fact, history does not record that the
malignant clique called Orangemen has
ever produced a man of more than ordinary
ability, and certainly there has been no
statesmanship exhibited by any of those
now having seats at Westminster. When
compared with the Parnellite members they
were very insignificant indeed.

Mr. Vail said that in case of Ireland ob-
taining her own parliament the Protestants
of Ireland would bo justly and generously
treated by the majority, Parnell himself
was a Protestant, as he had recently de-
clared, and so were Messrs. Grattan Es-
nionde, J. D. Pyne, Dr. Tanner and others
Who were elected by Catholic constituencies
The Irish people were the most tolerant in
the world in matters ofreligion. They had
suffered too grievously themselves to op-
press others. In the reign of "Bloody
Mary"' the English Protestants sought ref-
uge inIreland, and according toLeckie were
perfectly unmolested there. The same his-
torian says that the massacre of 104:5 was
notowing to religious animosity, and that
in religious toleration they far surpassed
the English aud Scotch of those days.

" He said the Protestants of Ulster could
have fair representation ;n the Irish
parliament according to their numerical
strength, as they have now in .the
English parliament, where they stand in an
insignificant minority. If they were not
satisfied with being on an equal footing
with the rest of their countrymen, and in-
clined to build up the nation and develop
its industries, and restore it to the dignity
of a nation once again, why they could em-
igrate and return to the land of their ances-
tors from whence they came, unsolicited by
the Irish people. IfGladstone cannot get
passed the home rule act. can Salisbury,
with tho disgrnnted secessionists from
Gladstone, pass a coercion

—
the only

substitute offered by the Tory leader? He
doubted if another coercien act could pass
in the British parliament, con-
stituted . as it is at present.
The house is now more democratic
than ever before, and the National mem-
bers from Ireland can block legislation by
obstruction as before. Parliament will
have to deprive the Irish members of tho
right to speak and vote, and eventually ex-
pel them from the house before imperial
matters can be successfully attended to.

Andwhat then?
They will finallygain their end. Incon-

clusion Mr. Vail referred to the document
sent to the Presbyterians of this country
by their brethren in Ireland to inflame the
former against granting Ireland a native
parliament, lie always held the Presby-
terians of Ireland in high esteem as patri-
ots, many of them having suffered martyr-
dom aud imprisonment for advocating Irish
rights. But itappears the ministers from
whom the document has emanated
are degenerated. He would await
with curiosity the action of
the Presbyterian assembly, who willmeet
inMinneapolis this week in reference to
this communication of the moderator of the
general assembly of the IrishPresbyterians,
and hoped they would join the rest of the
American people in wishing Godspeed to
Gladstone, Parnell and home rule for Ire-
land.

SUNDAY SHAVING.

The Barbers Are Organized, But
the Great Question is Unsettled.
Atthe meeting of the barbers at the

hall. No. 220 Nicollet hall, last evening a
permanent organization was effected; with
the same officers, published some time ago,
as presiding over the temporary organiza-

tion. Some twenty-five new members were
admitted, making now a total membership
of over 200. and leaving but about lit"
barbers in the city non-unionists. The old j
question of Sunday shaving was brought j
up again and argned at some length. The
journeymen barbers and a majority of the
bosses are in favor of closing on that day,
but the objection is being made by the
proprietors of shops in the various hotels, I
who argue that in case they closed Sunday j

Ithey would lose the custom of the traveling
men, who generally arrive in the city late !
at night and get shaved Sunday. The
journeymen have signified their willingness
tokeep open until 13 o'clock Saturday nurht I
if they are allowed Sundays for them-
selves. They take the ground that as the
last .train gets into the city before 11
o'clock at night the traveling men could
find plenty of time to get shaved before
closing time. The matter is not yet settled
and probably willnot be for sometime yet.

"We barters." remarked one of them,
"work the most hours for the least money
of any class of tradesmen Iknow. Take
Sundays for instance. As a rule we are
obliged to get down here at 7 o'clock in the
morning. Ifwo live a long way out and
.ire a little late, there is a c kick.
After getting to work we are kept
here until12 o'clock, when the doors are !
closed. There are always enough custom- i
ers in the shop at that time to keep us busy
until1and sometimes 2 o'clock. Then
when we get fixed

'
up and reach home it

is well on toward 3or 4 o'clock. Itis then
too late to go anywhere, or take our fami-
lies out to the lakes or anywhere else. Next
morning begins again the weary grind.
Some people say we don't have to work
hard, but just let them try it for a month."
THE EDEN PRAIRIE! ROBBERY.
Detective,Qiaiiilan Captures One of

the Three Masked Men.
Friday night the postoffice at Eden

Prairie inthe store of Miller Bros, was
burglarized by masked men. At 11o'clock
Frederick Miller, one of the mem-
bers of firm, had just closed
the safe and was preparing to leave
the store for the night when two men wear-
ingmasks entered with drawn revolvers.
They commanded him to open the safe,
which he did, and then abstracted all the
money and stamps in it, amounting to
8575 which one of the men placed in a
small sack. After overhauling the other
papers in the safe and deciding they were
of no value to them the men bound Mr.
Millerto a chair. One of them coollypro-
posed killinghim as a sure plan of getting
him out of the way, but the other objected.
The first man then struck him several
blows withthe butt of his revolver and they
departed, leaving their victim In a semi-
conscious condition. It was fully two
hours before Mr. Miller succeeded in re-
leasing himself and giving the alarm and
by that time the men had disappeared,
boarding a freight train for Minneapolis,
which passed about midnight.

ONE OF THE ROBBERS CAPTURED.
Detective Quinlan of Minneapolis was

sent for and early Saturday morning visited
Eden Prairie and looked over
the case. From what details he could
pick up he learned that three
men had been seen hanging around
the depot previous to the burglary and
obtained a description of their dress as
nearly as itcould be given. s Ithappened
that the detective had been watching the
movements of a party of safe blowers, and
when he observed all of them in front of
the Nicollet house - Saturday evening he
quietly arrested him and walked him to

police headquarters. On the fellow's per-
son were found two revolvers of large cali-
bre, and inhis pocket was an official envel-
ope addressed to the postmaster at Eden
Prairie in which were stamps to the value
of $150. Besides this a quantity of silver
money was also found, which leaves no
doubt as to his connection with
the robbery. A search- was made for the
other two men whichiius thus far. proved
unsuccessful, and it is thought that they
have succeeded in setting away. The man
arrested pave the name of O'Connor and is
about 80 years old, of medium height with
closely shaven face. Itis thought he is the
one who proposed to murder Mr. Miller,
and who afterwards struck him on the head
with the revolver.

CURRENT COIUIfIENT.

"I would be sorry lor the position in
which John West finds himself, if it were
not for one thing," said a prominent gentle-
man, yesterday, speaking of the mayor's
veto of the workhouse resolution. "During
the Catholic fair, last fall, in the contest
between the police and lire departments for
the silver tea set, the money in the police
relief fund, or some of it. was used to buy
votes for West. Itwas bad enough to use
that money for such a purpose, but to make
itworse Iam told that John West signed
the order that drew the money, which could
nor. otherwise have been drawn. Ifthis is
true, as 1am told, itis simply disagreeable
and Icannot feel sorry for West ifhe.V
euchred out of the workhouse."***

night Aid. Johnson stated that Master
Workman Powderly is opposed to the
eight-hour system.

The Tribune was very unfortunate yes-
terday in calling attention to the difference
In time in taking out licenses under the
former administrations of Mayor Ames and
Pillsbury. The books of the city comp-
troller show that at no time was there as
much laxity in taking out licenses promptly
as under Mayor Pillsbury, many well-
known liquor, dealers being allowed to run
for months without license only be-
cause of negligence by the dealers, but by
express permits from the mayor and chief
of police.

THE OLD STORY.

1). A.Ross of tho Dun Agency, H«ro of
anEmbezzlement Case.

Another Good Man Gone Wrong:—
Win. and Women the Cause.

Yesterday's Gloub announced tho resig-
nation of D. A. lloss, niumurer of the Min-
neapolis branch of tlie mercantile aeency
of It.G. Dun &Co. A well-deiinod rumor,
which was carefully traced down yesterday,
develops tlie probability that Mr. Ross'
resignation was not offered as a matter of
choice upon his part, but was given upon
tlie demand of John J. Cocran of St. Paul,
who is Northwestern manager for the mer-
cantile company. Mr.Ross, itappears, lias
been actiuji in a rather gay manner of late,
and a deficiency in tlie receipts of the oftice
was traced directly to him. His resigna-
tion was asked, and Saturday night a war-
rant was sworn out upon which he
was arrested about 9 o'clock.
He protested his innocence vehemently and
offered to give bail in any amount rather
than to be incarcerated in tlie lockup.
About midnight Judge Mahoney of the
municipal court, was routed out of bed and
after hearing such details of the case as
could be furnished, piaced the bail to be re-
quired at 51,500. This was promptly fur-
nished with B. P. Duuuington and S. B.
Lovejoy as surities, and Mr.Koss was given
his coveted liberty. The amount stated to
have been embezzled in tho warraut is 53.--
-700, and it is understood that Koss
practically admitted taking this much from
the funds of his employers. Itis appre-
hended, however, that the search of the
books that is being made will prove that
the amount is considerably in excess of this,
probably reachiug tho neighborhood of
54.000. Anevident effort was made by the
police department to prevent the arrest
from being made public, probably to shield
Koss from publicity in event of a settle-
ment. Detective John Hoy, who is ac-
credited with having made the arrest, was
called upon at his residence at a late hour
last evening by a Gi.ouk representative.
When questioned about the matter, he not
only refused to talk but shut the door in the
reporter's face, with the remark that he
didn't think the reporter "knew what he
was talking about." No further deta.ls
could be learned last night, save that Mr.
Koss has apparently disappeared from the
city, not to return, perhaps. He came to
Minneapolis eighteen months ago from Lit-
tle Kock, Ark., aud has been in the employ
of the Dunn agency for ten years. "Un-
fortunate speculations in wheat" is the
