THE SEASON OPENED.

Though somewhat early the summer re-
sort season ';may be considered fairly
opened. The inevitable yacht catastrophe
has been reported this time from Coney
Island? and fivepersons have become vic-
tims to an amateur and inexperienced
sailor's carelessness. Minnesota is a state
peculiarly liable to be the scene of accidents
in this form of outdoor sports. Thousands
of visitors annually visit her many delight-
fullakes, and hundreds of them are unable
to resist the fascination of skimming over
the surface of the lakes in more or less
cranky catrigs and sailboats. While with
a staunch boat and experienced yachtsman
there is no more safe or more .pleasant

method of taking an outing than sailing, it
is yet an incontrovertible fact that the
average man fancies himself quite compe-
tent to manage a small yacht, and the
average owner of yachts to let is over-
ready to allow the first-comer to hire them.
Under these circumstances many persons
were intrusted with boats who know no
more about their management than they do
of a bucking broncho. Then the sport be-
comes dangerous in the extreme. Itis safe
to say, indeed, that most of the accidents
which annually occur through the capsizing
of sailboats are due to inexperienced or
careless sailors. At the different Minne-
sota lake resorts, particularly, provision
should be made against permitting boats to
go out, except in charge of competent men,

I unless their owners are satisfied that the
j would-be sailors understand the art. Some

\u25a0 such precaution may seem uselessly restrict-
! ive, but it is better to err on the side of

safety than to render possible any repeti-
. tion of the sailing casualties which have

unhappily have been too numerous upon
Minnesota lakes.

Narrow Escape of Patients In a St.
Louis Hospital.

St. Louis, Mo., May 20.? The inmate
of the female hospital was thrown into con-
fusion yesterday afternoon by a hasty sum-
mons fromDr.Hurlbert, the superintendent,
tovacate the east wing of the building and
seek more secure quarters in the western
wing. The occasion of the cemmotion was
the swaying of the main floor and the
cracking of the eastern wall, which has
been in a shaky condition for some time,
withevery indication of a general crash.

TOiracnlons Escape ofa 1oung Lady
From a Watery Grave. .

Being a good swimmer.he Instantly jumped
overboard torecover the oars. The wind,
meantime, was freshening. here was also
a strong curreut setting In from the lake.
The boat was fast drifting beyond his
reach, and he was compelled either to
swim for the land or sink. Miss Journeaux
alone in the boat drifted to sea. The boat
almost filled with < water, and for forty
hours she livedin & solitary state. Atlength
she was rescued by the French vessel, on
board of which she received great kindness
from the captain and officers. ,The violent
off-shore wind prevented the Frenchmen
fromreaching Jersey, ad the lady was car-
ried across the Atlantic to New Foundland,'
The gentleman, Mr. Fame, reached St.
Hilaire's harbor safely, but his story was
disbelieved.

stepped into the center of the ring
and announced that the first feature of the
evening would be a three round sparring
match between J. S. Barnes and Professor
Hadley. The exhibition was a pleasing
one, Barnes, as usual, winning a majority
of points.

Dempsey appeared to be in fine condition
stripped as he was to the waist ex-
hibiting his brawny shoulders and
full chest. His lower limbs were
incased inblack tights, biack stockings and
black shoes. He tipped the beam at 140,
and as he sat passively in his
corner rubbing his chest with his almost
feminine hands, his boyish face wearing
a pleasant smile.

Fol-
lowing this custom, they engaged a Vic-
toria and driver this afternoon. As they
were proceeding through Central Park the
horses became unmanageable and
ran away, dragging the driver
from his seat. The park police,
assert that when the horses bolted
the two ladies becoming frightened leaped
from the carriage, one from each side, the
elder lady striking on her head and receiv-
ing a compound fracture of the skuil and
concussion of the brain. The park officer
who first reached her found her
dead. The daughter, a little dis-
tance away, lay unconscious upon the
ground. She was taken up aud carried
to the Presbyterian hospital. The body of
Mrs. Pendleton was borne to the arsenal
station in the park and thence after an in-
quest to the home of her son.
