Congress Proposes an Amendment to the
Constitution of the United
A States.

The Idea Recsived With Much Favor
by the Law Makers at the
National Capital.

Polygamy. ,

WAsHINGTON, May 21.—Thehouse com-
mittee on judiciary to-day instructed Chair-
man Tucker to report favorably an amend-
ment to the constitution declaring polyzamy
nuiawful. There was but one member of
she committee who did not agree to the
@ction of the committee, and he only de-
sired further time to consider it. The fol-
lowing is the full text of the amendment as
it will be reported:

Resolved, ete., That it is deemed necessary
by the two houses of congress to propose an
amendment to the constitution which shall
be voted to all intents and purposes as part
of the constitution, when ratified. as hereby
proposed by the legislatures ot threq—fourl'hs
of the several states, the proposed” amend-
ment to be numbered and to read as follows,
to-wit:

Article 16. First—The marriage relation
by contract, or in fact by oue person of either
sex and more than one person of the .other
sex shall be deemed polygamy. Neither
polygamy nor any polygamous associations
or cohabitations between the sexes shall
exist or be lawful in any place within the
jurisdiction of the United States or any of
the states.

Second—The United States shall not, ‘nor
shall any state, make or enforce any law
which sball allow polvgamy or any polyga-
mous association or cohabitation between'the
sexes, but the United States and every state
shail prohibit the same by law within their
respective jurisdiction.

Third—The judicial power of the United
States shall extend to the prosecution of the
crimes of polygamy and of a polygamous as-
sociation or cobabitation between the sexes
under this article, and congress shall have
power to declare by law the punishment
therefor.

Fourth—Nothing in the constitution nor in
this article shall be construed to deny to any
state the exclusive power, subject to the pro-
vision of this article, to make and enforce all
laws concerning .

within its jurisdiction, or to vest in the
United States any power respecting the same
within any state. i

Judge Tucker, chairman of the judiciary
committee, said to-day:

The committee will report the amendment
on Monday, and will then probably take up
the Edmunds Utah bill. The sub-committee
have considered the Edmunds bill, and will
submit their views to the full committee,
which will meet thereafter as often as prac-
ticable. The Edmunds bill will be very greatly
modified, but I am not prepared to say until
action by the full committee in what respects.
I will say, however, that it will not be ina
way materially to change the policy of the
government in reference to polygamy, but
the effort will be, while condemning the crime
of polygamy, to do so in consistency with con-
stitutional law and with respect to the liberties
of the people affected. The amendment to
constitution proposed by the committee was
intended to define the crime of polygamy and
the like, as treason is defined by the constitu-
tion itself, so that no element in the definition
of the offense would be left to congressional
action. Having defined the erime, lestit
should continue or be revived in a new sisate,
when it ceased to be a territory, the amend-
ment gives congress the power to punish the
crime created by this article,and to the courts
of the United states the power to try it. Then
in order to prevent any inference of itin
favor of the power of congress to interfere in
the 4

as to marriage and divorce, the amendment
further provides that no construction shall
be given to it which would deny to each state
the exclusive power to regulate that class of
questions, or to give any such power to con-
gress. The amendment, therefore, while
serving as a remedy for the crime, even in
the states themselves, is entirely conserva-
tive of the power of the states over the iwm-
portant domestic relations of the family.
The amendment was framed for the purpose
of throwing the weight of the constitution
itself against polygamy. As the present con-
stitution makes it essential that every state
that comes into the Union, as well as those
already in it, shall be republican in their
form of government, so this amendment pro-
vides that every state inthe Uaion shall be
American in its type of society and not
Asiatiec. That is, the states shall be republi-
can as to their form of government and
monogamists as to their social life.”

Judge Tucker said that he had given the
amendment thorough and mature consider-
ation: the sub committee and then the full
committee had agreed to it after full econ-
sideration, and it had met with general ap-
proval from perhaps fifty members of con-
gress to whomn it bad been shown and on
whose judgment he could rely. He in-
tended to try and secure speedy and
thorough consideration for it by congress.

l_N’l’En.\'A'qONAL COPIRIGHT.

Another Bill as a Substitute for
Those Alrendy Reported.

W ASHINGTON, May 21.—Senator Chace
to-day reported from the senate committee
on patents an original international copy-
right bill as a substitute for the bills on the
subject before the committee. It amends
section 4,952, Revised Statutes, by striking
out the words *“*éitizen of the Uniled States
or resident therein.” This is the section
which confers the copyright, and the pro-
posed amendment will extend the right to
foreigners. The provision of the same sec-
tion relating to the right to dramatize or
translate is amended as follows:

Authors or their assignees shall have the
exclusive right to dramatize or translate any
of their works for which copyright shall have
been obtaided under the laws of the United
Btates.

Section 4,954, governing the extension of
the term of copyrights, and section 4,967,
relating to da for infring 1t, are
also amended by striking out the words
which limit their benefits to citizens of the
United States. Section 4,971, declaring
“that nothing in the chapter relating to copy-
rights shall be construed to prohibit the
publication of the works of foreign
anthors, is repealed. Sections 4,964 and
4,965, prescribing damages for printing,
publishing or importing works protected by
a copyright, are amended by limiting their
application to the printing and publication
of such works, the word “‘import” being
struck out of each. The following pro-
vision is added to section 4,957:

That if the author, designer or composer of
the book or other article, for which a copy-
right is applied for, be not a citizen of the
United States, or resident therein, then the
name of such copyright book or other article
shall be recorded in the office of the

not later than the day of its publication in
the country of its origin, and in case of a
book printed, musical composition or photo-
graph, two copies of the best edition of the
same, printed in the United States, shall be
deposited with the librarian of congress
within the term of three months after the
date of recording such copyright, in default
whereof such copyright shall be held void
and of no effect, and after the recording of
any copyright during the existence of such
copyright the importation of any article so
copyrighted into the United States shall be
and is hereby prohibited, and officers of cus-
toms and postmasters are hereby required to
seize and detain all copies of such copy-
righted articles as shall be entered at the cus-
tom houses or transwitted in the mails of the
United States, but in the case of booksin
foreign languages, of which translations in
English are copyrighted, the prohibition of
jmportation shall apply only to the transla-
tions of the same and the importation
of the books in the original language shall be
permitted unless the original shall also be
.eopyrighted, and an American edition

thereof shall be issued within three months
after the date of copyright.””

* The secretary of the treasury and the
postmaster general are empowered and re-
quired to make and enforce such rules and
regulations as shall prevent the importa-
tion into the United States of articles copy-
righted under this act. A section of the
bill provides that for the purpose of this
act each volume of a work whose volumes
are published separately, and each number
of a periodical shall be considered an inde-
pendent publication. and new editions of
foreign works, containing alterations. re-
visions or additions, shall be held capable
of being copyrighted unless they formn part
of a series in conrse of publication at the
time this act shall take effect. The act is
to take effect July 1, 1877.

SENATE PROCEEDINGS.

New Life Saving Stations
Established.

WAsSHINGTON, May 21.—In the senate
to-day Mr. Dolph endeavored to secure the
sitting of a day for the consideration of
the bill repealing the pre-emption and
timber culture act. Objections were made
by several senators among them Mr. Sewell,
who said he would object to further special
orders till the Fitz John Porter bill was
taken up and disposed of and that he would
ask the senate to take up that bill when the
bankruptey bill should have been disposed
of. On motion of Mr. Hoar the senate
took up the bill providing for eclosing up
the business of the court of Alabama.
After some discussion the bill was passed
in the form in which it came from the
houe—yeas 29, nays 13. The urgent de-
ficiency bill being reported by Mr. Allison
from the commitiee on appropria-
tions, it was passed without debate.
Mr. Plumb moved that the senate insist
on its amendment -to the postoffice appro-
priation bill. The senate agreed to the
motion and the chair appointed Messrs.
Plumb, Makone and Call as the conference
commuttee. On motion of Mr. Dolph a bill
was passed providing for the forfeiture of
wagon road land grants in Oregon. On
motion of Mr. Conger a house bill was passed
establishing life saving stations at the fol-
lowing places: One at Plum Island, Lake
Michigan; one at South Manitou Ilsland,
Lake Michigan; one at South Chicago; one
at Bois Blanc Island, Straits of Mackinaw;
one at Dulath, Lake Superior; one at Point
Adams, Oregon; one between Point Keys
and Point Daible, California; one between
Point San Jose and Point Laboscal, and
one on Lake Ontario, New York, at or
near the mouth of the Niagara river. On
motion of Mr. Blair the senate then pro-
ceeded to the consideration ot fayorably re-
ported pension bills standing on the calen-
day. After the passage of a numberjof such
biils, Mr. Beck suggested 'that once in a
while, once in ten times or so, it might be
well to have the committee report bearing
on the case read, just to show that some-
body had looked at the case. The expres-
sion, ‘‘read a third time and passed,” gave
very little information. After some debate
the senate went into executive session, and
when the doors reopened adjourned.

ANGER AND MIRTH.

How Two Southern Members Ar-
gued the Steamship Sabsidy.

WASHINGTON, May 21.—After the dis-
cussion of the subsidy bill in the house,
there was an exciting scene at the National
hotel concerning the measure. You see the
Republicans wanted to repeat the appropri-
ation for the subsidy of ocean steamers for
carrying the mails, and the Democrats stood
by the postmaster general in a refusal to
grant the subsidy., The question took a
political turn, and several hard words were
said by both sides. When Mr. Pettibone,
a Republican member from Tennessee, and
Mr. Dou ¥, @ Demoerctic member from
Florida, entered the hotel, they resumed
the discussion. It culminated it M.
Dougherty saying: *“‘You are a scoundrel
and a rascal. I want you to keep away
from me.” Mr. Pettibone followed him to
the steps, trying to say conciliatory things,
but he was again answered with, *‘I tell
you you had better keep away from me,
you infernal scoundrel.” Mr. Pettibone re-
plied: *‘You cannot insult me nor make
me angry, but you must hear me.” He fol-
lowed the irate member from Florida to the
top of the first flight of stairs, when he was
confronted with a clenched fist and another
warning. But, although ecalled upon by
friends to come away, he persisted in talk-
ing to Mr. Dougherty for ten minutes, when
that gentleman finally allowed his face to
relax into a.smile at something the Tennes-
sean said, and then the cruel war was over.
Pettibone poured forth a couple dozen
jokes a minute, illustrative of the situation,
and they went to supper in a very friendly
mood. 1t is safe to predict that those gen -
tlemen have now become acquainted, and
will be fast personal friends. It sometimes
takes just such a row to get strong per-
sonal and political characters acquainted
with each other.

WAsHINGTON, May 21.—After the dis-
posal of routine business to-day the house
resumed consideration of the bill prohibit-
ing the importation of mackerel during the
spawning season and after a long debate
the bill was passed; yeas 120, nays 80, The
consideration of private business was then
proceeded with and several bills reported
to-day and on previous Fridays from the
commiiftee of the whole were passed.
Among the bills passed was one removing
the charge of desertion from the record of
Franklin Thompson, alias E. E. Seelye
(this is the case of a woman who for two
years served in a Michigan regiment as a
soldier without disclosing her identity).
The house then took a recess until 7:30.

The house, at its evening session, passed
thirty pension bills, and at 10 p. m. ad-
journed until to-morrow. 7

The Dingley Shipping Bill.

WASHINGTON, May 21.—The house
shipping committee met this morning and
concurred in part of the senate amendments
to the Dingley shipping bill and non-con-
curred in several amendments and author-
ized Mr. Dingley of Maine to report back
the bill to the house with a recommenda-
tion that the house agree to the conference
asked by the senate. The committee were
unanimous in support of the senate amend-
ments to the shipping bill designed to meet
the action of Canada, but formally con-
curred in the amendment simply to make a
verbal change in conference. Several other
amendments non-concurred in met the ap-
proval of the committee in the main and
non-concurrence is recommended simply to
secure some slight changes in the text.
Mr. Dingley will report back the bill to the
house at the earliest opportunity next
week, when the house will at once act upon
it, as the report will be privileged. {

THE JAP THE WINNER,

Muldoon Makes a Stern Struggle to Throw
Sorakichi, the Celestial, Three Times
in an Hour,

But, After Securing Two Falls, Admits
the Time to be Too Short for
a Third,

Oshkosh Does the Heaviest Slugging
Yet Reported in the Northwest-
ern League.

One of the prettiest and most entertain-
ing Greco-Roman wrestling matches ever
witnessed occurred in the Leland rink,
Minneapolis, last night between Matsada
Sorakichi and William Muldoon,and it was

won by the Jap aceording to the handicap
conditions of the match, which were that
Muldoon was to win three straight falls in
sixty minutes. Muldoon won two falls,but
he had only six minutes to win the
lost and abandoned the contest. The audi-
ence was of goodly size, and everybody was
deeply interested in the struggle as it pro-
gressed. Whenever a brillia..t feat was
accomplished the audience cheered vocifer-
ously. This was particularly true of the
Jap’s bridging, twisting and turning in self-
defense. At times it would seem that a
fall was inevitable, that no amount of work
or - strategy would save him, but
the lithe form of the Celestial by some
means generally got away. Tom Cleary,
the pugilist, seconded Muldoon, while Jerry
Murphy, the Jap’s trainer, filled the same
office for the Jap. Muldoon stripped at
208 pounds and the Jap at 150 only. Mr.
Hilton of St. Paul acted as
MASTER OF CEREMONIES.

and announced that Muldoon was handi-
capped for the reason that he was to at-
tempt to win three straight falls in an hour.
Prof. C. J. Duplessis was chosen referée,
and the principals stopped upon the stage,
stripped to the wais:. Prof. Duplessis an-
nounced that ten minutes’ rest would be
given between each bout. Time was called
at precisely 9:09 o’clock, and the ball
opened with the usual sparring for
a lock. The Jap sprung around
like a colt in a spring pasture,
and kept on the defensive. Mouldoon sought
an opening for a straight back hold. Mul-
doon repeatedly took a cross-arm lock, but
the wiry little Jap invariably broke away
amidst the wildest enthusiasm. Muldoon

took an arm-lock and the Jap sprang with |

vigor and alacrity backwards, throwing
Muldoon off his equilibrinin so much that
he fell to his face, but he quickly sprang to
his feet. Muldoon’'s next maneuver was to
try a flying fall, but the tactics failed.
The wily  Celestial was up in
all such tricks. Regaining theis feet a hard

w*
fight ensued. Muldoon caught the Jap by
the hand and with a strong twist whirled
him around and seized a body lock from

the rear. Here fun began. The Jap
jumped about and danced like a cyclone,
and succeeded in finally reaching the stage
face downward. After ten minutes’ des-
perate struggling the Jap broke away again
and was standing up with a sar-
donic smile playing on his features.
After another minute’s work the Jap was
on all fours for protection. Muldoon took
A HALF NELSON

and an arm lock combination and through
main strength forced the Jap over. The
latter formed a bridge, but the giant broke
it down and the Celestial was full upon his
back. Time, 18 mmutes and 26 seconds.
The master of ceremonies here
announced that Evan Lewis, the
strangler, and Muldoon were to wrestle a
Grzco-Roman mateh in Minneapolis on the
27th ot this month. The second bout was
much longer and was more stubbornly
foughf by the Jap. Instead of remaining
on the defensive all the time he occasionally
moved on the aggressive. Muldoon opened
by seizing a neck lock, and giving the Jap
a vigorous twirl, but it was uanpro-
ductive. Then he followed with a
full chancery. The Jap wiggled and
twisted and broke away. Again andagain
this was repeated. Each time the Jap
proved too slippery. Here came the ludi-
crous feature. The Jap lost his temper,
and slapped and butted with his shoulders
wildly, butit was like butting the side of a
granite building. Muldoon smiled good-
naturedly, and paid back in the same coin.
At the eénd of seventeen minutes the Jap
slipped and fell. Muldoon sprang wupon
him, and tried in vain to work half-nelsons
and arm locks. In just one minute the
Jap shook him off, and

to his feet. Shortly thereafter Muldoon
twisted and got a back lock, but the Jap
worked around instantly and fell upon the
carpet. Muldoon took an arm and ham-
mer lock and the Jap made a splendid
bridge. One shoulder touched the carpet,
bat the other was clear. The Jap twisted
completely over. The crowd was on its
feet in an instant, yelling *‘fall,” and “‘no
fall,” but the referee was reso-
Inte and refused to give a fall.
The same thing was repeated and the au-
dience applauded the Jap’s cleverness.
Muldoon now had but ten minutes in which
to win two falls. It looked discouraging.
'The Jap broke loose, and when they came
together again Muldoon offered his back as
abid and then went to the carpet. The
Celestial jumped upon him like a demon
and it was comical to see him tug away
on the mountain of flesh trying
to secure a fall. His friends

relled *‘get up!” but he turned a deaf year.

and made a flying fall, but the Jap bridged
all right. Muldoon won the fall in 86 min-
utes and 5 seconds by & hammer and arm
lock.

Jaehne’s Sentence.

As early as 6 o’clock a crowd of people was
gathered about the Tombs exits to see the
prisoner off on his journey, accompanied by
a deputy sheriff, to whom he was hand-
cuffed. Jaehne left the prison and entered
a carriage, which was occupied by another
deputy sherifft. The party was driven to
the Grand Central depot, where they took
the 8 a. m. train for Sing Sing.

STARCHING SHIRTS.

SiNG SiNG, N. Y., May 21.—The train
which brought ex-Ald. Jaehne from New
York was met at the depot by a mob of a
thousand men and boys, all anxious to see
conviet No. 1 of the New York board of
aldermen. Jaehne was hurried into a close
carriage and driven up the hill to the
prison. He entered the sombre gateway in
company with three burglars, and was
made to answer the usual questions. The
four prisoners were then ranged in line,
Jaehne bringing up in the rear, and with
his right hand on the prisoner in front of
him and his left hand resting against his
side the ex-alderman took his first practice
in the lock step. He was then tsken to the
state shop, given a new prison suit, was
shaved and had his hair eut, after which he
was put in a cell. He was soon after taken
out and put to work in the laundry starch-
ing shirts.

A Religious Embezzler.

Murder of a Man Overa Charge for
Ferriage.

LittLr Rock, Ark., May 21.—Particu-
lars of a bloody tragedy, which occurred in
Lawrence county, have just been learned.
‘Tuesday last a man named Picket leased a
ferryboat from a Mr. Jones of the above
county, but before doing so, another resi-
.dent of the community, named John Lane,
had assisted Jones in raising the sunken
boat from the bottom of the Tiver, and
agreed to'take his charges for so doing out
in ferriage across the river. Tuesday,
when he with his family drove down
to the ferry, Picket, hearing of his
assertions about crossing the river
free, demanded payment in advance. Lane
told him that would be fixed after the cross-
ing, and started to drive into the boat,
when Picket stepped before the team and
prevented him.

A Delaware Farmer Gives up His

18 William Green, known as ‘*‘Billy the
Joker,” an odd genius who made hisshome
in an old barge on the bank of Back " creek,
near Chesapeake City, Md., was found in
his hut insensible from wounds on his head.
Near by was a heavy mason’s hammer cov-
ered with blood. On March 20 Green died
without being able to tell who his assail-
ants were. No positive clew to the mur-
derers was obtained until yesterday, when
Alfred Mannon, a farmer, brought his son
George, a weak-minded boy of 19 years, to
Elkton and lodged him in jail. It is very
hard to get a straight story, but it is said
that someone had heard Mannon and a
negro fnamed Doe disputing about the
division of money that had been stolen
from Green. The elder Mannon was in-
formed, and he promptly arrested his son.
The prosecuting attorney refuses to say
anything, and he has likewise sealed young
Mannon’s lips. Mannon is said to have
made a full confession. Doe has not yet
been arrested. The matter has caused ex-
citement in the vicimity. Young Mannon
and others had been in the habit of going
to Green’s cabin for whisky on the sly. It
is supposed that knowing that the, old fel-
low had money, they assaulted and robbed
him without intending murder.
