The Canadian

Law Under Which

Ottawa; Out, May 21.? The depart-
ment has .'received thy .'official report from
Capt. \u25a0 Scott :of the ,Landsdoune of ? the
seizure of the Adams. Itconfirms inevery
respect previous ;advices . received by
telegraph. The fact ,appears to be
that the vessel, even if L ii .be
proved that she

was buying bait,
cannot under existing laws be held answer-
able forsuch contravention of international
agreement. The '.law:providing for the
seizure of foreign :..vessels lor certain
offenses is so worded that buying bait isnot
an offense under it. Hon. Peter Mitchell,
ex-minister \u25a0-of '. marine and fisheries,
who prepared the legislation under
which the !; seizure *'.was presumably
made, purposely omitted the buyingof bait
from the list ofoffenses, believing that the
bait should be regarded as an article of
commerce,' and

commercial transaction. The seizure of
the Adams has Opened the eyes of the gov-
ernment to the weak points in the law
under which it was made, and a bill
amending that law has been hurried through
the house, having passed its

THIRD BEADING TO-DAY.
Itwillprobably pass the senate and be-

come a law within a week. The old bill
provides for the seizure of any foreign
vessel, ship or boat, which has been found
fishing or preparing to fish within the
limits; the amendment adds the following
words referring to punishable offenses:
DOr which has entered such waters forany

purpose not permitted by the law of nations
by treaty or convention, or by any law of the
United Kingdom,or of Canada, for the time
being in force, orhaving entered such waters,
has failed to comply with any such law of the
United Kingdomor ofCanada,

This wording has the.effect .of making
the buying of bait an offense, since it is in
contravention of the terms of the treaty,
The Adams may, of course, be held to an-
swer for a breach of Canadian revenue
laws, but the prosecution will hardly make
much out of the charge of buying bait

Portland, Me., May 21.? Gov. Robie
said to-day.

To my mind the seizure of the David J.
Adams and the Ellen M. Doughty was a
blunder on the part of the Canadian govern-
ment an outrage on our flag, and a gross in-
justice to the fishermen and the owners. I
am very confident that there is in the main
but one sentiment ?we desire peace.
We regret that a shadow of war
should have been fora moment cast upon us,
but at the same t'me we desire to have the
rights of our fishermen respected, and weask
of the national government the same protec-
tion toour property when inCanadian waters
as when at home. Wise statesmanship is de-
manded to carry us through the present
trouble without loss of dignityor sacrifice of
right. We look to Washington for that
statesmanship. The administration has yet
todeclare its policy. 1have no criticism to
make inadvance of that declaration."

DR.DIO LEWIS.

HisDemise Results From Erysipelas
ina "Wounded ?eg.

Special to the Globe.
New York,May 21.?Dr. Dio Lewis

died this morning at his home in Yonkers,
oferysipelas. ;About six weeks ago he was
thrown from his horse inBroadway, Yonk-
ers. and the horse stepped on his right leg.
He was laid up for several weeks from
this injury. The wound finallyhealed and
he was able to get about again. Last
Thursday Dr.Lewis dined in town with his
publisher. On returning home to Yonkers
he was carried to Hastings, the station four
miles beyond Yonkers. Bather than wait
twohours for a train Dr. Lewis walked
back the four miles. The exertion re-
opened the wound in his leg and he caught
cold in it Erysipelas developed, which

-caused his death this morning. He died
at 8:30 o'clock. His end was peaceful. Dr.
Lewis was married, but leaves no issue.

Dr.Dio Lewis was born at Auburn, N. V.,
March 2, 1823. He received his professional
education at the Harvard medical school,
and practiced at Port Byronand at Buffalo,
N. Y. In the latter city he published a
monthly medical journal, inwhich he depre-
cated the use of drugs, and advocated the in-
troduction of physical exercise as a part of
public instruction. In 1863 he settled .in
Boston, where he established a school for the
training of teachers in his System of physical
instruction. In. 1864 a ladies* school was
opened at Lexington by him,the peculiar fea-
ture of which was that all rules for govern-
ment were abandoned. He was Widely knownas a writer on hygiene and kiukred topics,and
as a worker and lecturer In the temperance
cause. Hisbooks onhealth were written in
a popular style, and have been read by many
thousands of people. ?
