Tlic Corner Stone of the Exposition
—The Mexican Hand.

At yesterday's meeting of the board of
directors of the exposition several miscel-
laneous communications were received and
given reference. The grand master of the

state accepted the invitation to conduct the
corner-stone-laying ceremonies. Lieut. Col.
J. J. Van Horn of Fort Snelling communi-
cated his regrets at being unable to accept
the invitation with his command. Capt.

Marshall of the St. Paul cavalry also re-
gretted his inability toparticipate. K. L.
Opheim, captain of the Normania infantry
of St. Paul, however, accepted, as did Col.
Bend of the First Regiment, Minnesota
national guards. He said he would at once
notifythe St. Paul and Minneapolis com-
panies. The railway companies communi-
cated their willingness to furnish transporta-

tion for the troops. George L. Dale re-
signed as amember of the board ofdirectors.
Mr. Blethen moved that the secretary in-
form Mr.Dale that itis the feeling of the
board that Mr.Dale would prove of value
to the exposition, and that he be requested
to withdraw his resignation, and this pre-
vailed. 11. W. Foote submitted a
proposition to furnish the board
with Babcock fire extinguishers,
at 537.50 each, and offered to boom another
foreach one purchased. Referred to the
executive committee. Mr. Palmer sug-

\u25a0 pested that the city government of St.
Paul be invited to participate in the corner-
stone . ceremonies, and the secretary ex-
plained that the matter had already been
taken care of. The committee on music
reported that it had a proposition
to furnish a large pipe organ
for the use of the exposition, "to
be built for the express purpose
and an organist also supplied for $500. It
was also reported 1 that itis impossible for
the Mexican band to get a leave ofabsence,
and also that the Mr. Foy who represented
himself as an agent for the baud is an im-
poster, and should be arrested. President
Washburn stated

\u25a0

that he had importuned
the minister to Mexico to intercede in tne
behalf of the exposition, and felt confident
that the band could yet be secured. The
report was accepted and adopted.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY INVITED.
Mr. Gilmore stated that he had tendered

an invitation to the general assembly to
participate in the ceremonies of the corner-
stone laying. An excursion to Minnetonka
had already been completed for the same
day, but most of the members of the as-
sembly preferred to remain inMinneapolis.
Itwas thought by Mr. Gilmore tobe just
the proper thing to procure carriages and
convey the $00 ministers of the as-
sembly about the city to the sur-
rounding resorts, but this would
necessitate considerable expense, perhaps
$500, and he thought itbest that the money
be raised by private means. Mr. Blethen
was inclined to the opinion that the adver-
tising committee could well afford to bear
the expense. Mr. Morrill moved that a
committee of three, one from the exposi-
tion, one from the chamber of commerce,
and one from the board of trade, to act in
inconjunction with the committee onamuse-
nts. be appointed to take the matter in
charge, and the following committee
was so appointed; D.M.Gilmore from the
board of directors, George A. Pillsbury
from the chamber of commerce and W. E.
Steele from the board of trade. The follow-
ing vice presidents of the association had
been selected in executive session: J. Russ,
Wisconsin.

L. S. Coffin, Fort Dodge. la.; J. S. Clark-
eon, Dcs Moines; Gov.

THE PRESBYTERIANS.
Consideration of Home Missions and Aid

for Colleges by the General
Assembly.

The Cities the Homes of Infidels, Social-
ists, Communists and allClasses

of Criminals.

Dr. Howard Crosby Continents Upon
tlie lteport of the Committee

on College Aid.

.Evening Session.

Tho Presbyterian general assembly of
the United States yesterday started in by
Singing the hymn, ••Spread tho Gospel
from Shore to Shore," as a preliminary to
the consideration of home missions and aid
for colleges. After disposing of a report
from the committee on bills and overtures,
Dr. 11. P. Ilickokopened the first order of
business at 10 a'clock by readme the report
of tho standing committee on home mis-
sions, in which the work in great cities is
spoken of as follows:

The perilwhich threatens to-day witH de-
struction ourcivilorder, ourpeaco and purity
of homes of the people, comes from the great
Cities of tho land; criminals of every sort,

free-thinkers, infidels, socialists, communists,
and the high priests of every specios oferror,
make the large cities their hidingand abiding
places, and the scenes of their ceaseless
activities. Ifthe laboring classes have be-
como infidels, we need to kuow whyitis so.
If we are told by them that they stay away
from the churches because of their inability
to dress wellenough to appear in the average
Protestant church, or that they believo that
the churches aro mainly under the control of
capitalists, aud in sympathy with them, we
must meet these quostions and make the
necessary adjustments. Tho unsettled and
disturbod condition of affairs in our cities
duringthe winter past, the conflict between
labor and capital, seem to make itmore than
evor our duty to apply the remedy; to gtvo
the gospel more fullyto alt the people inour
great cities as the only panacea for tho social
and all the other ills that aro caused or
fostered by them. We cannotact too prompt-
lyor vigorously.

AS TO SELF-SUPPORT.
The report also called attention to the

necessity of more rigidsupervision of home
mission work within their own bounds, and
that whenever possible, feeble churches
should be induced to assume self-support.
That in view of rapid growth of population
in the West the necessity of awakening all
churches to the tremendous importance of
prosecuting the home missionary work with
greater vigor than ever before, itis believed
that not less than §750,000 should bo pro-
vided during the coming year, this amount
to include the balance of debt; that the
Woman's Missionary society and Sunday
school be urged todo all in their power, and
that Sunday, July 4, an especial collection
should be taken.

FINANCES.
As to its financial status, It was stated

that the receipts from all sources amounted
to 3671,728.70; expenditures, §707,226.92.
The board began the year uuder an indebt-
edness of §139,705. The amount con-
tributed last year has been §071,728.70; for
current work, §526,434.10; for the debt,
§117,531.51; for permanent and trust funds,
§12,148.39; for sustentation department,
§15,614.70; leaving the total indebtedness
at end of year. §43,634.50. The number of
missionaries employed during the whole or
part of last year was 1,307. As a result of
their labors, 15,695 have been gathered into
the churches, 9.561 by confession of faith
and 6,134 by letter. Since 1880 the con-
tributions from the churches have increased
from §285,000 to §452,000. InMormon
Utah the board is waging war vigorously.
It has 19 missionaries, 70 teachers, 38
schools, 2,000 pupils and 411 church mem-
bers. The board has in all 89 schools and
199 teachers

—
24 Indian schools, 25 in Mex-

ico, 38 inUtah and 2 among the Southern
whites. The report recommended further
that Dr. T. S. Hastings, Dr. Alfred Yeo-
mans, Messrs. J. F. Joy, J. D. Vermilge
and Walter M. Aikman be appointed mem-
bers of the board for three years. Dr. W.
C. Roberts spoke of the emergencies to
which the board had been pushed forneces-
sary funds. They had tried to avoid com-
ing to the assembly with a debt, but it
could only have been accomplished by tak-
ing away the very necessities of life from
missionaries and their families. The
board is §35,000 in debt, but he was grati-
fied to know itwas no more. Fifty dollars
given to home missions meant a soul saved.
Rev. R. M. Page, a missionary, spoke a
good word forDr. Roberts and the board
for their uniform kindness and impartial
treatment Rev. J. D. Hewett of Kansas
spoke of the increased need for missionary
work in that section. Rev. L. Mar-
shall of St. Claire county, Illinois,
said that missions should be sustained just
as beacon houses are placed on shores to
guide the mariner. He spoke mournfully
of the manner in "which whole slices of
Germany" had settled down in his country
and proceeded to turn Sunday into a day of

SOCIAL ENJOYMENT
instead of a day of fasting and prayer.
Elder Warren Van Norden, who is a suc-
cessful merchant ofNew York, said in ref-
erence to the indebtedness he did not ex-
pect soul savins to be done onbusiness prin-
ciples. Too many complain of hard times
when they are able totake trips to Europe.
This same expression,

"
'hard times,' is a

cunning device of the devil used as a mask
when the plate is passed." This assertion
created loud applause. Rev. W. W. Toth-
erah said he wished the board
could have §1,000,000 instead of $750-
--000. Rev. E. N. Murphy of Utah
described the terrible evils of polyDamy
graphically, saying that too many had
treated it as a matter of indifference, little
dreaming that a kingdom had been estab-
lished there and disloyalty is paraded. Men
like Henry Ward Beecher had gone out
there, and being hospitably received by the
Mormons, had been deceived into reporting
that Mormonism was not so bad as it had
been painted. Rev. J. V. Guenther of
Newark, N. J., a German pastor, made a
telling defense of his countrymen and gave
a forcible illustration of the practical value
of home missions by telliiig how some-
thing like twenty German Presbyterian
churches in that section have grown out of
a little mission which he started thirty
years ago. The report was adopted by a
rising vote.

AID FOR COLLEGES.
In the afternoon Dr. Howard Crosby

presented the report of the standing com-
mittee on aid for colleges and academies,
which appeals for the most generous pro-
visions possible, that the work of increas-
ing Christian educational institutions may
keep pace with the tide of population. It
is stated that the receipts have been:

Contributions of 522,711.77 from churches,
$23,849.39 from in dividuals and $60.33 from
legacies were received, milking- a total of
$45,621.49. There are twelve institutions now
under charge of the board, with property-
valued at $346,229. There have 1,529 churches
contributed to this cause during the year.
In making appropriations for this year of
1885-G, the board found that three-quarters of
a million of new educational property was
asking help of our church upon the condi-
tions on which the church had made offer of
helping it. The list of appropriations for
1885-6 includes five new colleges and seven
new academies. When the immense region
through which they are distributed is consid-
ered, and the rapidity with which population
is increasing inevery part, it willbe seen that
for twelve new communities to provide their
own schools aud to offer them to the church,
does not indicate a zeal so inordinate that it
ought to be checked.

In commenting upon the report Dr.
Crosby said:
Ihope the report will not be regarded as a

mere form. The tide of infidelity is rushing
through tho educational institutions of the
country and it is a great danger that the
church has only recently awakened to.

Dr Hervey D, Ganse next made a very
earnest address, saying:

We must aim to give Christian education the
predominance. The secular schools flaunt
their infidelityin the face of those who weep
over their deflected children. Letus say that
we willbo pioneers in the new Western coun-
try not to subordenate other schools, but to
gain the controlling influence. If wo can't
putin the saving salt in this new ground,
where is the safety of the future people? The
safety of tbe nation lies inthe bulk of safe
opinion, notin the police or rifles. Itis a
hopeful sign that we are not alone, and are
onlyone factor in the great undertaking.
Such sectarianism as we propose is ahealth-

The Evening Meeting.

Westminster church last evening proved
too small to hold the vast throng which de
sired to be present at the second of the pop-
ular meetings. The subject for discussion,
Home Missions, was especially interesting
and the national reputation of the speakers
proved an attraction whichdrew out a con-
gregation that iilled every nook and corner
of the vast auditorium. Dr. John Hall,
who had arrived in the afternoon, presided,
and made a brief address, speaking in a
general way of the duty which
he communicants of the church are to their
pastors and spiritual advisors, and seconda-
rily to the outspreading branches of the
church

—
the city missions, the country

churches, aud the missionaries in the field.
Dr, Howard Crosby next made an address
upon mission work in New York, relating
how twenty-three years ago he was in-
strumental in starting a little mission at
Mackerelville, which was considered to be
one of the darkest districts in the great city—

the haunt of criminals, and the aban-
doued classes. This mission is still
in existence, and has been the
means of bringing thousands to grace.

Key. F. A. Horton of Oakland, Cal.,
spoke of the work in California. W. It
Terrett, of Saratoga, N. V., followed with
an eloquent plea for the churches of small
towns which need assistance because they
are old, because they are new, or because
they are poor. These are like the foun-
tains that feed the mighty rivers.

The Doctrinal Disagreement.
The fact that the Presbyterian confer-

ence did not supply ministers for liberal
churches, coupled with the fact that Rev.
Dr. Sample urged the conference to visit
the state university on the ground that the
"institution is now under the control of
evaugelican religion," has stirred up the ire
of uumerous liberal ministers, particularly
Dr. Tuttle, who expresses itas his opinion
that the conference is doing all it can to
slight the liberal demonstration, and even
goes out of its way to do so. He wants to
know ifthe Key. Mr. Sample means to say
that the university has set up a creed foritself, and means to make all the students
conform tothis one creed. Numerous min-
isters have been interviewed on the subject,
and the general impression appears to be
that Dr. Sample has made a rather strong
statement, and one which is liable to cause
ill-feeling.

Referring to this little cloud of feeling
which has arisen, Dr. Ganse yesterday, in
speaking of Christian education, said in
the assembly:

Anyman who has read to-day's Minneapo-
lis papers willsee at a glance the kind of
scrutiny that is likelyto be turned upon the
head of an educaticual institution ifhe were
to teach gospel truth as wo understand it.
Wo do not want to make the church supplant
the state as the promoter of education. Butwedo want the same chance lor religious

education all over this land that has long ex-
isted In the oldo rparts ofIt.
