DONEBY THE ASSEMBLY

Presbyterians Complain That Their
Methodist Brethren Make Ministers
Easier and Quioker.

A Dishonest Treasurer Who Brings His
Sather's Gray Hairs in Sorrow
to the Grave.

A Movement on Foot to Permit the
Election of an Eider as a
Moderator.

Last Evening's Concert--The Annual
Meeting of the Woman’s Foreign
Missionary Board.

The Presbyterians.,

The discussion of the recommendation of
the board of publication to pension its retir-
ing secretary, Dr. Schenck, came up before
the Presbyterian general assembly in ses-
sion at Westminster church at Minneapolis
yesterday morning after the disposition of
certain routine business. General Shields
of the publication committee moved that the
resolution be stricken trom the report, thus
preventing the disagreement from becom-
ing a matter of record. Similar disposition
was also made of the resolutions to separate
the Dbusiness and missionary depart-
ments of the board, and a resolution
to refer the matter wo & special committee
was adopted.

EDUCATION.

The report of the board of education was
the next order of business. The report
stated that the year was begun with a debt
of $6,700. Expenditures amounted to $81,-
799.17, leaving a balance of $600.92, de-
spite the fact that the nnmber of students
under care of the board has increased.

The number of candidates received has
increased to 638. They are distributed as
follows: 262 in the the theological semin-
aries, 308 in colleges, and 68 in the academic
and primary departments. Classified ac-
cording to nationality or race, 29 are Ger-
mans, 5 Bulgarians, 96 negroes, 1 Hindoo,
1 Indian, and 2 Spamish. The remainder
are Scotch, Irish, English and Americans.

There was a falling off of §2.877.71 in the
amount contributed by churches the past
year, compared with the year before.

The roll of churches for 1885 shows that
out of 6,093 there were 1,197 vacant—less
by 5 than last year, while 68 of those tabu-
lated last year have been dissolved—a num-
ber altogether unprecedented. Twenty-
eight vacant churches report a membership
from 200 to 700: 17 a membership from 200
to 250; 25 a membership from 150 to 200;
62 a membership from 100 to 150, and 217
& membership from 50 to 100. In all 349
report a membership of over 50. Then
289 rank between 50 and 25.

The report concluded with the declara-
tion that the church must either limit its
work of expansion or multiply its mem-
bers. There is a promise of larger num-
bers in the future. The sum total of
candidates has grown from 600 in 1SS0 to
839 in 1885. Yet the sum total of churches
and population is increasing likewise. We
must increase our rate of enlistments in
order to overtake it. :

The report of the standing committee on
education was presented by Dr. Tryon
Edwards, who urged the need of the church
taking greater interest in the work of edu-
cation. Of 5.000 churches over 3.000 had
not contributed one cent to the board. He
briefly summed up the report in the follow-
ing resolutions: (1) That the board of edu-
cation be allowed to exercise its judgment
in the prosecution of educational matters;
(2) that Presbyterians be enjoined to see
that the sabject of education is brought be-
fore all churches; (3) that ministers and
parents work more earnestly to secure
young men for the ministry.

The retiring members were recommended
to re-election, as follows: J. F. Dripps, D.
D.. R. M. Patterson, D. D., J. S. Meln-
tosh, D. D., William Fewsmith, Samuel
Field and R. N. Wilson. Adopted.

Dr. D. W. Poer, secretary of the board,
next spoke upon this report. He regarded
education as being the underlying founda-
tion of evangelical work; unless provided
for all the other branches must be propor-
tionally crippled.

NAVAL AND MILITARY SCHOOLS.

Rev. J. E. Nourse, United States navy,
from the committee on education, intro-
duced the following resolution, which was
amend by Dr. Crosby to include West
Point academy:

Resolved, That this general assembly ex-
presses its highest appreciation of the con-
tinued watchful care exercised by the pas-
tors and sessions of our churches at Annapo-
lis and West Point over the cadets from
Presb terian families found in the naval and
mihtary academies; and the assmbly urges
upon every parent of our church, whose son
is in either of those institutions, or who may
secure appointment therein, to see that his
child be specially commended to the care of
the churches respectively herein named.

The resolution was warmly supported by
the mover and by the Rev. Mr. Gibbons,
now of Philadeiphia, formerly pastor of
the church at Annapolis. The Rev. R, H.
Williams, the present pastor of the An-
napolis church, by invitation, also urged
the adoption of the resolution, which was
unanimously done.

Dr. Howard Crosby moved to recall the
resolution relating to the lowering of the
standard of education from the committee
on church polity and refer it to a special
committee, and backed his motion up with
one of his brief and forcible addresses
which rarely fail to call out applause from
the commissioners.

*“We have to first catch our men,” he said,
*and then it takes seven years to educate and

ut them in the fleld as ministers. The

ethoaists have been running away with the
Beld the Lord intended for us. 1 have known
many young men, noble-hearted capable fel-
Jows, who have not had the time to finish the
course, being 25 years or so old. They have
gone over to the Methodists and were in the
field within six months. Why can't we let
these men preach; withholding from
them only some of the peculiar
ministerial  duties—for instance the
administration of the sacrament. Call tnem
lay helps or something like that, and let them
go to preaching. I presume there areat least
twenty young men in my own church who I
could send out.” The motion was adopted
and referred to a committee of three min-
isters and two elders. The recommendations
of the report were next adopted seriatim.

IN BEHALF OF PEACE.

Rev. Joseph B. Cogswell of Austin pre-
gented the following resolution, prepared by
Rowland B. Howard of Boston, secretary of
the American Peace society, which was re-
ferred:

Resolved, That in view of the enormous
and increasing evils of war, we would hereby
declare our earnest conviction that Christian
nations, at least, ought to establish speedily a
permanent international court of arbitration,
with competent powers and jurisdiction, to
which should be referred for settlement such
disputes as cannot be settled by negotiation.

Resolved, That, as prelimnary and pre-
paratory to this, we welcome the bill recently
reported to the house of representatives in
Washington by the cowmitiee on foreign
affaivs, which provides for a convention of
American states to take measures to estab-
lish such & court of arbitration for this conti-
nent, s

Resolved, That we appoint a committe of
three 1o be known as ‘‘the committee on ar-
bitration,”” whose duty shall be to investigate
this subject, correspond with the American
Peace society and other organizations formed
to promote the objects contemplated in these
resolutions, and to report to the next general
assembly what further action, if any, we
ought to take to hasten the time ‘‘when na-
tions shall learn war no more.”

The assembly adjourned until 2;30,

IN THE AFTERNOON.

Dr. A. T. Pierson, Dr. Joseph Beggsand
Dr. J. E. Wright were appointed as trus-
tees, and Rev. W. B. Noble of N orristown,
Pa.; Rev. John Dixon of Trenton, Rey.
Barker Gummere of Trenton and Revs.
Charles McLudkens, Enoch Tavylor, George
N. Simons and Andrew Blair, all of Phila-
delphia, to fill vacancies on the finance com-
mittee as recommended.

Dr. McLeod offered a resolution instruct-
ing the stated clerk to forward to the com-
missioners copies of the reports of the va-
rious boards previous to the convening of
theassembly. The objection was raised
that several boards do not close their fiscal
years in sufficient time. An amendment
was offered by Dr. Roberts to the effect that
the reports should be bound together and
forwardedin advance to place of meeting.
The report of the board of church erec-
tion was next taken up. The board began
the year with a balance of $5,113.66 in the
treasury. The gross receipts during the
year were $116,578.24. Grants have been
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made to 144 churches, chapels and parson-
ages, amounting to $59,672.66. Special aid
has been given to 89 other churches., etc.
There was a falling off of 57 in the number
of churches aided and of $41,195.98 in
amount. The board has insured all churches
completed and paid for. Rev. Henry R.
Wilson, Jr., was retired from the office of
treasurer of the board because of the dis-
covery of irregularities of management in
the office. Grants unauthorized by the
board had been made to churches, some of
which have since returned the amounts.
Dr. McLeod read the report of the stand-
ing committee on

CHURCH ERECTION,

in which the work of the board was com-
mented upon in a general way. He laid
especial stress upon the importance of the
work, as a phase of the home wmission.
During the year of the 6,005 chuiches,
2,084 had failed to take up collections for
the cause. At least $200,000 should be
given for the purposes of church erection.
Dr. McLeod also alluded in a delicate way
to the change in the otlice of treasurer
necessitated by the discoveries of irrerular-
ities and management of the ofiice which
made it expedient to remove the treasurer,
Rev. Henry R. Wilson, Jr., the son of H.
R. Wilson, the corresponding secretary.
Without going into details he stated that
the heart-broken father had made
good every penny of his son’s
defaleation. Dr. E. R. Craven, in behalf
of H. R. Wilson, Sr., made an affecting
statement of the embarassing circum-
stance, explaining that none of the funds
in the care of the board had been in the
least imperiled, He then went on to make
for the secretary an explicit statement as to
the finances of the board.

Dr. DPierson intimated that he hoped
some further explanation would be made as
to what steps had been taken to prevent
any similar occurronce.

A FAITHLESS OFFICER.

Dr. John Gillespie, a former member of
the board of church erection, made a state-
ment of his knowledge of the matter. It
was a very peculiar case, the de-
faulter having seemingly expended
much of the misappropriated funds
in giving aid to different churchés not en-
titled to the assistance. His aged father,
Dr. Wilson, was almost overwhelmed with
shame and sorrow, and had promptly made
good every farthing taken by his son; that
as great care had been taken as was pos-
sible, and that the church had been amply
secured from any loss.

The report of the committee was adopted.

Dr. MecLeod’s resolution to send an
overture down to the persbyteries upon the
question of so amending the constitution as
to permit the election of an elder as
moderator, was then taken up and passed.
It was announyced that ecarriages would
be provided for'such commissioners as want
to witness the ceremonies of laying the cor-
ner stone of the exposition on Saturday
afternoon, also that an excursion to Minne-
tonka lake had been offered. The moder-
ator cautioned the commissioners against
going out of the city while the assembly is
in session. Adjournment was then taken.

A Labeor of Love.

The annual meeting of the Woman’s Foreign
Missionary board in connection with the gen-
eral assembly of the Presbyterian church,
was held yesterday in the audience room of
Plymouth Congregational church. The day
before the ladies had been flitting in and out,
putting on decorative touches here and there
and adding ferns, potted and cut flowers.
The large auditorium with the galleries were
well filled to listen to the joint meeting of the
five missionary boards. The devotional ex-
ercises were led by Mrs. C. O. Van Cleve.
Mrs. Judge E. S. Williams had charge of the
program, and opened the exercises by stating
in a brief, forcible manner the Organization
of General Meeting. After a hymn the ad-
dress of welcome was beautifully and sincerely
extended to the visiting delegates. E., E.
Swift of Allegheny responded and reviewed
the work of the past.

They sang, “To the Work,” and the presi-
dent introduced Miss Hartwell of Bangkok,
Siam. She said to any one who has labored
in Siam there is inspiration enough to cause
one to respond to a call to speak ata mo-
ment’s notice. She described the temples-
the grounds and surroundings, told of the re,
ligion which consisted entirely of idoltry,and
thought Edwin Arnold had prostituted the
gift God had given him by writing: The
Light of Asia When Asia was Still in Dark-
ness. Miss Hartwell has charge of the first
boarding school for girls ever started in Bang-
kok, Siam. Tt was organized with four mem-
ggrs and in two weeks had twenty-five mem-

The newly-elected president, Mrs. R. Doug-
lass of Chicago, was introduced, and in a
clear, strong voice spoke of the work and
strongly admonished the women to make a
coming year an unprecedent one for work and
gave many instances why this work should
be carried on and now Mrs. Dr, Swift read
the report for Mrs. Moorhead, of Pittsburg.
They bad head $1,198.18 and closed the treas-
ury with $1.97;in the treasury, 1213 mission
bonds, 27 nuxl'llnries; support 124 missiona-
ries, have sent out seven during the past
year.

Mrs. W. S. Knight, of Carthage, M., read
the report for Mrs. Allen, for the Womans
board of missions for the Northesst, they had
had their 9th anniversary and had 300 auxili-
aries and raised $157.50 last year and support
14 missionaries and 25 scholarships.

Mrs. James Mairs, of Schenectady, N. Y.,
read a report for Northern New York; they
raised $9,327.80 last year.

Mrs. Dr. Swift then said: One year ago I vis-
ited your city and saw how you loved Sarah
Archibald, God too loved Sarah Archibald
Mateer and called her home, on the 8th of
Avril after a sudden and short illness. Rev.
Mateer and wife lived in North China at
Wel Hun, 150 miles southeast from Tungchon.
A collection of $65.94 was taken, and the
morning session was closed by singing, *‘I
Love to Tell a Story” and prayer. The ladies
then adjourned to the parlors to partake of
an elegant lunch, served by Dorner, whose
services were secured by the ladies of the
city, the cake being furnished by the Central
choir of St. Paul.

The first subject for discussion was, “Our

Magazines.”” Mrs, J. 8. Oliver of Huron,
Dak., spoke of the Women's Work for
Women. This magazine and Our Missions had
been consolidated and represented five dif-
ferent mission flelds, and I8 & neat magazine
of twenty-four pages.

Mrs. Dugdale of Baltimore spoke for the
Children's Work for Children, a small paper
of fifteen pages. After the singing of
“Ohrist for the World We Sing,” the following
committee on resolutions was appointed:

York; Mrs, Lewis, St. Paul; Mrs. Lyn,Detroit.
Mrs. A. J. Ruliffson of New York reported
for the missionary society of Northern New
York. They had received and expended dur-
ing the past year $44,100.58.

Mrs. H. Perry of Chi corr d
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secretary of the board of foreign missions

| of the Northwest, reported 16,000s0cieties and

bands had received £60,000 last year and sus-
taived sixty-one missionaries in ten different
countries; nine were sent out last year.
Mrs. J. M. Humphrey of Chicago also re-
ported for the Northwest.

Mrs. Hunter Corbett of Che Foo, China, sat
on the platform, not being strong, and gave &
beautiful report, spoke of how they lived,
and gave her experience of working among
the people. Under her charge she has two
Bible women teacbing, and two schools, both
boys and girls, the boys go to college and
graduate with great honor in a scientific
course. A paper written by Mrs. P.D.Brown of
Oakland, Cal., on Systematic Giving was read
by Miss Grace Willlams, daughter of the
chairman of the meeting.

Miss Mabel Elliott was introduced as a
missionary who would be ready to go into
the work in the rall.

Mrs. M. H. Shaw, a missionary from Tung
Chow, Ching, in a native costume, brought
little girl with her vepresenting a school girl,
with bangs straight. She suid the Ameri-
cans became crinkled by crossing the Atlantic
or over the kitchen fire. Mrs. Shaw is a very
interesting speaker. She had many curviosit-
ies, and with miniature wagouns showed the
mode of travel. She closed by an earnest
plea for the women to give toward mission-
ary work libarally. The American “women
expend 325,000,000 annually for kid gloves,
The committee on resolutions read their re-
port. A collection of $7) was taken. Mrs.
P. C. Ogden of Africa spoke very earnestly of
the dark continent.

The session here adjourned until evening,
when brief addresses were made by Rev. John
Gillespie, secretary of the board of foreign
missions: Rev. John Wherry, missionary in
China; Rev. S. G. Wilson, missionary in
Persin, und Rev. W. F. Johnson, D. D., mis-
sionary in India.

Presbyterian Africans.

The African people are well represented in
the assembly. There are eleven men and
two women, all of them being of a superior
class, and 1n talking with them one in-
stinctively feels that they are in the pres-
ence of a well-educated class of people.
Some of them came from the college that has
always been the friend of the negro. Solo-
mon P. Hood of Buford, S. C., is a graduate
of Lincoln university, Pennsylvania, and is
principal of & school and pastor of achurchin
Buford, and is considered a good speaker.
Rev. E. W. Williams is a graduate of How-
ard university, Washington, D. C., and is
pastor of a church at Abbeville, S. C. His
wife, Mrs. Williams, is also a graduate of the
above university, and is principal of a paro-
chial school of ninety scholars, boys and girls;
she is aiso president of the Woman's Syn-
odical Missionary society of the synod of
Atlanta. These people are very humble peo-
ple and are thoroughly consecrated to their
life work, that of helping their own race.
Rev. Henry C. Mabry of Chadburn, N. C.,
graduated at Lincoln university.
is pastor of a large congregation and prin-
cipal of a parochiul school, there are forty-
six scholars, boys and girls, twenty-three in
teachor’'s department, two teachers are
furnished, and ove he pays himself. Rev.
Alfred G. Davis of Du West, S. C.,is a
graduate of Lincoln university, pastor of a
church, and a parochial school house, 46x28,
is in course of erection, and seventy-
five scholars waiting for its completion.
Davis is young and a man of great energy.
Rev. Charles B. Ward of Boonville, N. C., isa
pastor and principal of purocrial school, He

roduated  at Howard  university. Rev.
Adolphus D. Waugh graduated at Biddle uni-
versity is principal of an academy at Mat-
thews, N. C., with 200 students. Rev. M. G.
Jonnson attended school at Howsrd univer-
sity, and is sent by the Fairfleid Presbytery.
Rev. Allen A. Jones of the Preshytery of
Knox, was a student at Maryville college,
East Tennessee. Miss Lucy C. Lancey of
Augusta, Ga., attended college at Oberlin, O.,
and has charze of an industrinl school in
Augusta. There are 115 gir.s who are tuught
all kinds of sewing and work and the school
is graded, the girls doing ail the work of the
hoarding school. They commenced with eight.
The material for sewing Is seiected by the
friends of the White school. The elders
are H. B. Thomas, Orangeburgz, S. C.: Jessey
Ratley, Philip F. Toland, Maxwell C. Steele.

Assembly Notews.

This morning the subjects of theological
seminaries and benevolence will be discussed.
Rev. Dr. Saumuel Studdiford will speak on the
former, Dr. F. A. Harlan on the latter topic.
In the atternoon the repart of the board of
temperance will be the regular order.

Rev. J. G. Monfort, the venerable editor of
the Herald and Presbyter of Cincinnati, who
is in attendance at the general assembly
writes back to his paper concerning Minne-
apolis: *“The changes here in fifteen years
are amazing. In 1871 this city was as small
as was Chicago in 1856 when I first saw it.
This city is outgrowing its name, and may in
afew years be called Whaleapolis.’”

For Heathen Lands.

The House of Hope church was completely
filled last evening on the occasion of the
meeting in the interests of the foreign mis-
sion work of the Presbyterian church. The
meeting was presided over by Dr. Howard
Crosby- of New York who made a few
brief remarks on opening, saying that the
piety of the church at home was
increased and strengthened by the demands
and wurk of the missions, Short addresses
were made by Rev. W. H. Robinson late of
Africa, Rev. Hunter Corbett of China,
and Rev. Augustus Broadhead
of India, each touching on the
importance of the work, the lack of laborers
and financial aid, the difficulties encountered
and the ‘progress made in their respective
fields. Rev. Arthur Mitchell, D. D., secre-
tary of the board of foreign missions, spoke
briefly on the work of the board. Last year
$750,000 had been contributed to this
work by the churches of Amer-
ica, and each year 100,000,000
pages of literature were sentout. Twenty-
five thousand pupils daily gathered in the
schoo,s supported by the board and medical
missions had been established in all parts of
the world, where hospitals were never known
before, in which millions had been treated.
The meeting to-night will be in the interests
of ministerial relief and a number of promi-
nent speakers will be present.

Berorr, Wis., May 27.—On the petition of
Fredrick Welss, W. H. Morrissey, Thomas
Mooney, James McBride, J. C. Burns and
John Corbett, an alternate writ of mandamus
was issued yesterday by order of the circuit
court at Janesville, directed to the district
board of school district Nor 8,in the eity of
Edgerton, requiring said board to discon-
tinue the reading of the Bible and other reli-
gious and devotional services practiced in this
school, or that they show cause to the con-
trary, before the court on the 5th day of
June next.

W. D. Hoard, presi-
dent of the Northwestern Dairymen’s
association, delivered a most instructive
address on the various kinds of cattle and
the purposes for which was best adapted.
This evening Miss Sandford of the state
university lectured at the M. E. church.
The attendance has been large, and through-
out the interest has been marked. To-
morrow will be the last day, and an inter-
esting program will be given.

only to the lands which had been certified
to the state prior to the passage of the act
of July 7%, 1868, and not to lands which
were unselected and uncertified, and which
were not coterminus with the road between
