Hill’s Vigorous Views.

NEW York, May 31.—The New York
Herald this morning publishes a four-
column interview with Gov. Hill. In the
course of the interview the governor spoke
in regard to the confirming power of sen-
senates, both state and national, asfollows:

I have thought long and deeply on the
whole question. 1 have considered it apart
from any collision between myself and the
senate of the state, but not without consider-
ation of the p usions of the federal senate
in the action a 1st Mr. Cleveland and other
presidents. The time has come for a
THOROUGH, SWEEPING AND RADICAL REFORM.
The oligarchy and aristocracy in our national
system are represented by the senate of the
United States. The obstacle to homogenous
and responsible administration of our stite
system is the senate of each state. In both
the cause of intolerable senatorial pretension
resides in the confirming power. The remedy
isthe immediate and total abolition of the
confirming power. The substitute for it
should be direct executive appointments, with
full right in the executive to remove cause at

7ill those whom he appoints. The senate,
national or state, has never becn an inter-
vener except with bad resuits.”

A REBUKE TO HIS REJECTORS.

Half a decadeago the final result of the
wlay of violent passions between the senate
ard the president on the latter's selections of
his own agents, was the assassination of the
chief magistrate. The confirmming power has
been used always only to be abused. Itdoes
not reject bad men. It rejects good men to
keep bad men in. It does not work as & help
or enlightenment of the president or gov-
ernor. It works as a ball and chain on
both. It makes in the federal senate
& series of as many presidents in petto as
there are representatives of states in that
body. It makes senators office brokers and
executives the bondmen of such office brokers.
The duty of executives is administrative.
They should have the right to appoint and
remove their agenis in administratioa. The
business of senates is participation in legis-

lation. They should be free to attend to it.
Now they claim in effect to be assistant
preside and assistant governors, and seek
to make elecied presidents and elected
governors subject to them. Presidents
are chosen by the people indirectly
but really. Feaeral senators are chosen by

subsidiary elections in state legislatures.
Senators are not amenable to public opinion,
for it cannot reach them. They use the con-
firming power to abuse it, to strengthen and
at times to enrich themselves in that satire
on all free wni responsible government
known as secret sessions—a menace and an
abomination to decency and liberty. On the
ruins of the courtesy of the senate let us
build the rights of the people and crown
them with the principle of the freedom and
responsibility of the executive whom they
elect to do their will, and who should have
the power to do it through agentsof their
number selected by himself. Itrust this will
be made an issue by the Demoeratic party in
its next national platform.

NORTHWESTERN NEWS.

A Farmer Killed.

LUVERNE, Minn.,, May 31.—Pat Gart-
land, a farmer living twelve miles south-
west of Luverne, was instantly killed Sat-
urday afternoon. Returning from Beaver
Creek village witha load of lumber his
wagon tongue broke in going down a hill
and he was thrown trom the load. A herd-
boy who witnessed the accident hastened
to the spot and found Mr. Gartland dead.
The back part of his skull was crushed in
such a manner as to indicate that a wheel
of the wagon had run onto but not over
his head. The lad atonce reported the
accident and friends conveyed the remains
to his home. Mr. Gartland was 40 years of
age. He was an old settler and a respected
citizen of Rock county, having located
here in 1877. He leaves a wife and three
children, the voungest being but five weeks
old. The remains were taken to Rochester,
Minn., to-day.

Yesterday at Split Rock, in the Western
part of this county, Garrison Jayecox, son
of A. Jaycox, a prominent citizen of
Luverne. caught his foot between two
rocks, fell, and broke his leg.

Killed By the Cars.

CriNTON, ILL., May 31.—The midland
passenger train running from Anamosa this
morning, ran over three young Germans,
who had been to a dance at Goose Lake last
night and had become drunk and laid down
on the track to sleep. They were farm
hands, shortly arrived from the old ecoun-
try. One died soon after.. Another will
die, and the third is slightly bruised.

Killed by a Hay Press.

CRESCO, Ia., May 31.—Grant Barker, son of
E. 1. Barker, hardware merchant of this
city, was seriously injured in a hay-pressing
establishment Lere this morning, and, died at
2 o'clock. Young Barker was standing by the
side of the tread-power which runs the ma-
chinery, when the belt communicating with
the machinery broke and threw the full force
of the weizht of the horse into the heavy
belt wheel of the power. This put
the wheel under such terrible motion
that iv was almost instantly torn to pieces,
fragments flying with terrific force in every
direction. A piece of the heavy oaken rim
struck him on the right side of the chest, pro-
ducing terrible injuries. A flying piece of
iron was hurled through the roof and carried
a distance of two or three blocks before
striking the ground.

YANKTON, Dak., May 31.— The Scotland
extension of the Chicago Milwaukee and
St. Paul railway, is rapidly approaching
completion. The contract for grading em-
braces fifty-five miles in a northwesterly di-
rection from Scotland. Nearly one-half
the grading is finished, and the track lay-
ers will begin work next week. New
towns are being started along the line, and
a general stampede thither will occur
within two weeks.

Ofticers of the Chicago & Northwest-
ern Railway company have,during the past
few days, been prospecting for a line from
Centerville to Scotland, a distance of twen-
ty-five miles, and it appears now that the
main line of their road, which terminates
at Yankton, will be continued across the
Missouri river and through Northern Ne-
braska.

BISMARCK'S ARSON CASE.

The Accused Makes a Good Showing
on the Stand.

A Water Works Project--Sulcide at
Fargo.

BisMARCK, Dak., May 81.—The exam-
ination In the Carson case was continued
to-day. George Rode, a clerk in Frisby's
drug store, swore that Carson had told him
that the bottle® which was found in the
vault of the water closet at the Sheridan,
where the fire originated and was traced to
defendant, had been taken to the hotel
with kerosena in it by a party he knew, but
he, the defendant, was not going to tell
who it was at present. In the afternoon
the defendant testified on his own behalf.
He said the piece of trunk found
at the scene of the fire had
been thrown out from his office some days
before. The bottle had been given to a pa-
tient of his some time ago. He stood a
severe cross-examination without flinching.
Further witnesses for the defense will be
called to-morrow. It is now generally be-
lieved the defendant is innocent.
