Fareivell to New York.
New Yokk,Juno 1.?It was late when

Miss Folsom arose this morning and break-
fasted with her mother. Two handsome
bouquets were sent in to her by Mrs.
Whitney and Mrs. Endicott. Wilson L.
Bissell of Buffalo, President Cleveland's
former law partner, called upon Miss
Folsom at the liilsey house at noon to-day
and spent half an hour in conversation
with nor. He said he should accompany
Miss Folsom and her mother to Washing-
ton this evening, lie saiil President Cleve-
land and his bride would soon take a trip
to Europe. The date of their departure,
however, he could not say. Itwas his in-
tention, he said, to accompany them abroad.
The trip will probably be made,

he added, just after congress adjourns.
Mr. Bisse.ll and Mr. Benjamin Folsom
left the hotel about 12:30 o'clock. Miss
Folsom spent the forenoon quietly at the
hotel. At 1o'clock she was alone with
her mother, and busy withher correspond-
ence. Since her arrival in the city she has
received a heavy mail, and not a few letters
from '?cranks." This morning's mail
brought her a letter from a man in Cleve-
land, 0.. signing himself "J. J. Martin, a
friend of the laboring class/ lie wanted
to know if she would tea;-h her husband to
study the amelioration of the sufferings of the
laboring class.

Mrs. Folsom and Mrs. Secretary
Whitney drove out this afternoon. Miss
Folsom and her mother devoted the spare
time of the afternoon to packing of trunks
and other preparations for the tripto Wash-
ington. Mr. Folsom this afternoon ordered
carriages for 8 o'clock p. in. 3iiss Folsoui
took dinner withher mother and cousin.
They sat down at 5:30 p. m. and did not
arise until about T. The trip to Washing-
ton and the incidental circumstances were
the principal topics talked about during the
meal. Shortly after 7 o'clock the hotel por-
teis came to the private parlor of the Fol-
som suite to talcs charge of the baggage.
Mast of Miss Folsoin's trunks were in the
baggage room below, but live large Sara-
togas remained to be removed down
stairs. Altogether eleven large trunks
\u25a0were piled on the express wagon that was
waiting at the hotel steps, to go to Wash-
ington, and three others were addressed to
No. 394 Main street. Buffalo, N. Y. By
7:30 Miss Folsom had completed her prep-
arttions for her journey. She was then
dressed in a close-fitting black silk dress
and wore a peaked chip hat with a high
white feather resting upon itthat inno way
covered her face. The design of her white
cuffs and collar included narrow stripes of
black. As she emerged from her parlor
she carried, a, black shawl over her arm and
inher' left hand was a bouquet. The other
hand had an umbrella of a bright red shade
that was purchased inLondon before her
grandfather's death. As Miss Foisom
came down stairs itwas evident she

as it was not in keeping with her mourn
ing costume. Miss Folsom, Mrs. Folsom
and Mr. Benjamin Folsom came down the
main stairway of the hotel. They crossed
the lobby and reached a closed carriage at
the ladies ? entrance. Mr.John B. liiston,
proprietor of the Gilsey house, assisted the
ladies into the carriage and Mr. Folsom
followed, carrying two hand satchels. The
balcony above the entrance was filled with
ladies, who enthusiastically waved their
handkerchiefs at the bride-elect as she was
driven away. This was at 7:50 p. in.
The bay and gray team were started at a
lively rate to the ferry. The route was
toward Firth avenue and thence down past
Washington square, and transversely over
the same route that the president hurried
along only a few nights before to meet his
chosen bride. The same ferryboat that
Mr. Cleveland [crossed on was in waiting.

Having arrived, the station entrance was
6ought and the party alighted and ascended
the stairway leading to the reception room.
From there they found their way to the
platform. Here it was found that the pri-
vate car that had been intended to convey
the party to Washington was not on the
track. The surprise was overcome by the
quickly-made decision to enter a regular
parlor car. Car No. 383 was chosen. Miss
and Mrs. Folsom seated themselves in the
drawing-room and Mr.Folsom went to at-
tend to the baggage. An attache of the
hotel handed the bride-elect a bouquet that
had been intrusted to him by a guest of the
hotel. Miss Folsom expressed her thanks,
Baying that she felt much gtatitude for the
kindness shown to her during her brief stay
inNew York. At8:45 p. in. the private
car that had been apportioned to the party
was backed up on the track and the ladies
were conducted to it. Allthe curtains in
the car were drawn. The car was then
hitched on the train and at 0:30 was hauled
out of the station. The Chinese minister,
Chang YenUeon, and his suite left on the
game train. Secretaries Endicott, Whitney
and Yilas with their wives returned to
Washington by the 3:30 p. m. train. Col.
W. S. Bissell left at midnight.

Bissell, \u25a0 the president's }law partner ,of
Buffalo,' and Miss Nelson ofAlbany, who is
at present a guest at the White house, will

On the side of the cake is a tracing of scroll
work. On the top of the cake,- and in;the

!center, is the monogram "C-F."
jThe letters are composed of elaborate orna-
mental scroll work; and on each letter is a
leaf. Inaddition to the bridal cake other

cakes have been made by Pinard. These
have been cut and placed in each one of
150 boxes. Every guest at the \u25a0wedding
will be presented with one of the
boxes as a souvenir. Each box is
six inches long, and about two inches
wide and about two inches deep, withsatin
cushions at the bottom and an inside cover
on the box; Apiece of the wedding cake
in the box was first wrapped in wax paper,
which in turn was covered

Over this was spread a piece of'fine white
lace.

inPortland.

A Great Home-Uulc Ifleetinsf.
Poutlaxd, Me., June 1.- -The home-rule

meeting in the city hall to-night attracted
an Immense throng and many ladies occu-
pied seats in the galleries. Among those
on the platform were W. 11. Looney,
president of Portland branch of the Irish
national league. Mayor Chapman, Collector
Anderson, lion. George VV. Woodman,

Hon. George F. Emory, Postmaster Palmer,
Hon. 11. V. Jose, Hon. W. F. Milli-
ken, Col. D. H.Dow, aud many prominent
citizens, Irish-Americans and business men
of Portland. The mayor then introduced
Gov. ltobie, as chairman of the meeting.
The governor spoke briefly, concluding by
introducing the llev. P. A. McKenna of
Malboro, Mass. At the close of the latter' s
remarks, Hon. J. (r. Blame appeared upon
the platform, accompanied by President
Looney. Mr. Blame was greeted with
tremenduous applause. Gov. Kobie intro-
duced the distinguished gentleman, who
spoke as follows;

Your Excellency: Directly after the pub-
lication of tho call for this meeting, Ire-
ceived aletter froma venerable citizeuiu an ad-
jacent county asking me toexplain, ifIcould,
just what the Irish question is. Iappreciate
the question, or rather Iappreciate his re-
quest, foran explanation of a question that
calls forth so much sympathy and sentiment
ou the part of the world at large, and makes
so muc'a opposition among those who ax-e di-
rectly interested.

There maybe danger ofnot givingattention
enough to the simple elemeutary iacts of tho
case. Now, what ia home rule? Why. it is
\u25a0what every State and Territory of the United
States enjoys [applause], and is what Ireland
does not enjoy. Ina parliament of658 mem-
bers, Great Britain has 553 and Ireland has
105, and except with the consent of that Par-
liament Ireland cannot organize a gas com-
pany [laughter] or a horse railroad com-
pany, or a ferry over a stream [laughter],
or do the slightest thing that implies
legislative power. Kow supposo wo bring
that homo, and tho state of Maine should be
linked with the state of New York relatively
iftrlarge with tbo state ofMaine as England
with Ireland, aud your beautiful city hero
could not take a step for its own improve-
ment, nor the state of Maine organize an
association of any kind, or charter a com-
pany of any kind unless the overwhelming
galaxy of the New York legislature gave her
consent, how long ao you think tho people
of Maine would stand it? [Applause.]
That ia

THE SIMPLE QUESTION
between England and Ireland, except that
there is great fact in addition?which would
not apply to New York and
Maine?that there are centuries of wrong
which have built up monuments of hatred
on the part of those who aro tbe
subjects 'of oppression, and which have
aggravated tho question between Ire-
laud end Great Britain far beyond
the limits that wouldbe found between Now
York and Maine. Isuppose if the question
were left to the United States to decide we
should say adopt the federal system, have
your legislature for Ireland, your legislature
for England, your legislature for Wales, your
legislature for Scotland and your imperial
parliament for the British empire. Let ques-
tions that are Irish be settled by Irishmen,
questions that are English be settled by En-
glishmen, questious that aro Welsh be settled
by Welshmen, cud questions tbat aro Scotch

be settled byScotchmen. [Applause.] Let
questions that effect the whole empire of
Great Britain be settled by a parliament in
which the four great constitutional elements
shall be impartiallyrepresented. [Applause.]
1do not stand here simply to say that Mr.
Gladstone's is a perfect measure. Idonot
stand herb to say that Icould ever give you
the exact details of that measure. Idonot
say thatIever took tho time to examine them,
butIsay thatIaui

IX FAVOR OF ANYBILL
that shall take the first step toward righting
the wrong and of handing over the govern-
ment to Ireland. Lord Salisbury says ifthe
Irish do not wish to bo governed by the Brit-
ish they should leave. But the Irish have
beeu inIreland quite as long as Lord Salis-
bury's ancestors have been in Euglaud.
[Laughter.] And very likely, for aught I
know, for 1have never examined his lord-
ship's linfiage inBurkes peerage, very likely
his ancestors were Danish pirates or peas-
ants of Normandy, who came over with Will-
iam the Conquerer centuries after tho Irish
people were known in Ireland.

Therefore, wo need not be surprised, we
who remember Salisbury's course in the civil
war, therefore we have to say that LordSalis-
bury may be called impudent. Wo would not
transgress courtesy if wocall him insolent.
We would not transgress truth if wecalled
him brutal. We knew him in this country.
Ho was tho bitterest foe that the government
of the United States had in the British parlia-
ment during tho civil war. He has trans-
ferred to Ireland all the hatred which hissed
forth in the parliament of Great Britain dur-
ing our struggles. Another objection comes;
it comes from a source upon whichIam
anxious to comment. An objection comes
from

appealing to the Presbyterians of tho United
States agaiust granting this bill. Iwas edu-
cated under Presbyterian influences
and Ihave connections with that
church by kiuured blood and affinity that
begins with mylifeand shall not ceaso until
my life is ended, and Iwould be ashamed of
the Presbyterian church of America ifitre-
sponded to an appeal of that kind, which asks
that 5,000,000 ofIrish people shall be kept
from free government because of tho remote
danger, as they fancy, that a Dublin parlia-
ment would interfere with their liberties as
Presbyterians.

there never was an association of men since

[Applause.] AndIknow that the Catholics
of Ireland and the Presbyterians of Ireland
can live and do just as the Catholics of tho
United States and the Presbyterians of the
United States live[applause], citizens ofono
country, each givingto the other perfect right
of conscience, each declining to interfere
inany manner with the perfect liberty of the
other. [Applause.] Mr. Gladstone in hispolicyproposes another bill. He proposes to
do something to relieve the Irish from the in-
tolerable oppression of the landlords. Let
me pass to a practical examination, somewhat
minute if you will pardon it, of tho land
question, not inany abstract way, but ina
perfectly practicable and farmer-like way.
1wanted to test what Lord Macaulay said
about tho extraordinary fertilityof this land,
andItook the latest British authority upon
which Icould lay my bands forstatistics.

you the result of my examination for thatyear and for some years that preceded it. In
tbo year 3880 Ireland produced 4,000,000
bushels of wheat. But wheat isnot the crop
of Ireland. She produced 8,000,000 bushels
of barley, but barley is not one of the great
crops of Ireland. Now wo begin to strike in
tho uextitem, something for which she is es-
pecially adapted. She produced 70,000,000
bushels of. oats. Tho next itemIthink every
one willrecognize, as itis peculiarly adapted
toIreland.

She produced 110,000,000 bushels [ap-
plause], within 60,000.000 of the wholoproduct of tho United States. She produced
turnips aud mangolds, put together, 185,000,-
--000 bushels. She produced or flux 60,000,000
pounds. She produced of cabbage 850,000.-
--000 pounds. She produced of bay 3,800,000
tons. She had on her thousand hills and In
her valleys over 4,000,000 head ofcattle. Inthe
6ame pasturago she had 3,500,000 head of
cheep. She had 56,000 horses and 210,000
asses and mules. During the year 1880
she exported to England over 700,-
--000 head of caitlo, over 700,000 sheep

and nearly 500,000 swine, ami now in that
territory not so large, (is the state of Maine
and out or this magnificent abundance the
llkoof which has scarcely, boon known' since
the richness of Goshen. thero are men in
want of food who appeal '\u25a0 to tho 'charity of
Strangers. Why should this bo ina laud that
can produce so very abundantly? Why
should any ono want? Ido not think itis
ditllcult to finda. reason.

$66,000,000 per annum, and then they pay an
imperial tax of$35,000,000, and local tax of
$15,000,000 more.

flesh and tho spirit of the Irish peasant
and no wonder he lies crushed and down-trod-
den.

From the experience of Ireland's past it is
not wise tobo too sanguine -of a speedy re-
sult. I,therefore, forone, shall not be dis-
appointed to see Mr. Gladstone's billdefeated
in this parliament. Tho English members can
do it, but there is one thin* that tho English
members cannot- do. They s cannot defeat
tho public opinion' of tho civilized
world.

THE SACHEM SLEEPS.
Death at New York Yesterday Afternoon

of John Kelly,the Noted Demo-
cratic Politician.

Tammany's Ohieftain forMany Years Suc-
cumbs After aProtracted Illness of

Seven Months.

Hla Demise Thought to Have Been
Hastened, by the Hecelpt of

Threatening Letters.

Sketch of IliaRemarkable Public and
Private Career- -HisUnostenta-

tious Charities.

John KellyDead.
New York, June I.?Mr. Kelly has

been illfor some months. During the last
few weeks he seemed to be comparatively
well,but on Sunday last at 8 p. m. he was
taken with an attack of fainting, and be-
came weaker afterwards. Monday he was
worse, but this morning an improvement
was apparent. Atnoon, however, he began
to sink, aud the approach of the end was
realized. He died at 3:20. Mr.Kelly's
death was painless, though he was con-
scious to the last. Only Mrs. Kelly and
her two children were present when the
patient passed away. Mrs. Kelly was
prostrated by the blow, and is too illto see
anybody. Xo funeral arrangements have
as yet been made.
Itwas not for several hours after Mr.

Kelly's death that the fact was generally
known throughout the city. In fact,
prominent leaders of Tammany hall were
not aware of ituntil they were informed by
reporters. At 8:30 p. in. Police Justice
Gorman, treasurer of Tammany hall, and
one of Mr.Kelly's oldest and closest per-
sonal and political friends, who lives only
two blocks from the late chieftain's
residence, did not know that Mr.
Kelly was dead. When the confirmed
news spread throughout the city, itwas too
late for Tammany hall, or any of the dis-
trict associations, except that of the Fourth
ward, to meet and pass resolutions of re-
gret. During the early evening there were
few visitors at the house of Manning.
Among those who did call were Grand Sa-
chem and Ex-Congressman P. Henry Du-
gro. Police Justices Duffyand Gorman and

for the family. The sexton of the Fifth
Avenue Koman Catholic cathedral took
charge of the body. Mrs. Kellyand Mr.
Kelly's sisters had been in careful attend-
ance upon the sick man fora long time aud
Mrs. Kelly was thoroughly prostrated by
the final event. Late this evening Mr.
Brennan announced that the funeral would
take place on Saturday at the cathedral. A
solemn requiem mass willbe celebrated
over the remains. Archbishop Corri-
gan, who called at the house
during the evening, will probably
officiate. From Mrs. Kelly Commissioner
Brennan learned the incidents marking Mr.
Kelly's closing hours. He knew that he
was about to die, and was perfectly re-
signed. "Ihave always tried to live"as a
good Catholic," he said, "and 1 wish to
die a good Catholic. 1wish for the services
of the chur2h whenIam dead, butIwant
no demonstration, no display. Iwant my
funeral tobe plain and simple." Undertaker
Hart willembalm the remains and they
willbe buried in Calvary cemetery in the
plot where lie the remains of Mr". Kelly's
first wife and the children of whom she
was the mother. Dr.Edward Keyes, who
attended Mr. Kelly throughout his illness,
said tb-uight that his patient had been in
failinghealth for two years. The nerve
forces were impaired and all the functions
were deranged in consequence. He made
strong efforts to regain his health, but they
were all futile. He finally acknowledged
that it was useless to hope for recovery
and for six or eight months past he had
confessed he was dying. At times he was
much depressed inspirits, but at no time
was his intelligence impaired. He retained
that throughout.

John Kelly was born in New York city,
and was the son of poor, hardworking Irish
parents. The poverty of his surroundings
prevented the boy from receiving more than
a brief term at the public schools, which
formed the basis of his later greatness. He
drifted about the city and learned to "put
up his hands" in the matter of boxing.
Afterward lie learned the trade of a grate
setter, and made a good deal of money in
legitimate business. When Tweed was at
the culmination of his criminal career
Kelly was traveling in Europe, where he
spent a year or two and learned French and
German with his wife as teacher: and he
came home in time to find an honest leader
wanted. He completed the rout of the ring
and wheeled Tammany hall into line with
the reform element. In 1576 he became
comptroller and reduced the city's debt for
the first time in its history. From 1860 to
1876 the debt of New York steadily in-
creased till it had reached the enormous
sum of 5112,000,000. Kelly increased
revenues and reduced expenses, and during
his four years' term he actually diminished
the debt of the city no less than $12,000,-
--000. His lecture on the Catholic missions
has brought in ?100,000 to charities. He
was a frank, straightforward, downright
speaker, and his earnestness always inter-
ested his audience. The first office Kelly
held was that of alderman, and he was
elected as a "reformer." Then he beat the
notorious MikeWalsh forcongress, serving
one term. Then he served two terms as
sheriff. He was worthat least SI,000, 000
and received more applications for private
charity than any other New Yorker. The
greater portion of his possessions consisted
in up-town real estate in New York. Mr.
Kelly was a close and studious reader. One
of his oft-quoted sayings was uttered in a
speech to Tammany: "Study the charac-
ter and methods of Thomas Jefferson, and
pay less attention toPat Kooney,"

John Kelly was not unlike Gen. Grant.
Like Grant he had a square face, a square
chin, a square, broad head, square shoul-
ders, and cropped close his hair and beard
like Grant. His manner of speech, slow
and deliberate, also was strikingly like that
ofthe dead general. Mr. Kelly, as a
newspaper man, was very little known ex-
cept by his most intimate friends, and yet
the New York Star was the organ of Tam-
many hall and one of the greatest political
machineries ever known to history. Ifhe
had not been a born politician he would
have been a great editor. Allthe time he
could spare from his political duties
in guiding his party in New York
was devoted to his paper. Mr. Kelly was
bitterly opposed to Cleveland onpurely per-
sonal grounds, and the columns of the Star
reflected his opinions. Though the Tam-
many organization was supporting Cleve-
land for the presidency, itwas not untilthe
last week of the campaign that the paper
hadnything save abuse of the Democratic
canddate. Kelly's friends frequently re-
monstrated with him for this and he al-
ways replied that the paper belonged to
him and he would do as he pleased withIt.
The evening that Cleveland was nominated
Sanderson was in a state of mind bordering
on distraction. Kelly was in Chicago and
he did not know what to say about the
nomination. He knew that
THE PAPER OUGIIT TO SAT SOMETIUNG
and he waited in vain to hear from Kelly.
Finally in despair he telegraphed to him:
"What shall we say in the morning?" The
answer was characteristic of the man.
"Say nothing." The leading editorial in
the morning was a sober article on The
Concord School of Philosophy, that had
been lying around the office for months.
That was the policy pursued by the paper
for over a week, while the country waited
forKelly to say something. He did say
something one morning, and the Democracy

began to fear that itcould not elect Cleve-
land. During this campaign Kellyreceived
about 500 letters of a threatening character.
He was told that he could not possibly hope
to live ifCleveland were defeated. He was
to be held responsible forit, and the man-
ner of his death was graphically described.
These letters had more to do withKelly's
final breaking down than most people are
willing to admit. They played upon his
mind to such an extent that he could not
sleep, and the last week of his campaign he
switched his paper to Cleveland, and gave
orders to Tammany hall followers that they
must under all circumstances vote and
work for the Democratic nominee.

BigFire at Pcus^cola.

When
the case was called Alback stated that he
was outside the saloon when Allie went in
to get his drink. He saw him commence to
talk to his wifeand noticed that he became
very familiar to her. Ina short time he
put his arm around her waist and was about
to embrace her when the dog put a stop to
the proceedings by fastening his teeth in
the man's legs. The witnesses all swore to
the same thing. At this point the court
announced that the dog would not have to
be killed, as the statute on the subject re-
ferred only to cases where there was not
any trespassing on another man's property,
while in this case trespass was cleaily
shown.

The Czar WillNot Much Lonecr De-lay His Plans of Territorial

The Homo Rule Debate.
Loxdox,June I.?Debate on the home

rule billin the house of commons was re-
sumed this afternoon by Joseph Chamber-
lain. When he rose he was greeted withderisive cheers and howls from the Irishmembers. He denied the assertion madeb> Edward Gray that he (Chamberlain)was the author of articles on the nationalcouncils published in the Fortnightly Re-view. Gray knew very well who theauthor was and that the details of the arti-cle were from Irish sources. "Imyselfpossess," said he, "incontrovertible andincontestable proof that eminent Na-tionalist leaders approved the prin-
ciple of natianal councils." Here theParnellites uttered loud howls andcried out "Names, names," and the Con-
servatives and Whigs cheered Chamberlain.The denunciation and the cheering quickly
became an uproar which lasted severalminutes. Chamberlain calmly folded hisarms and smilingly waited for the tumultto subside, but refused to mention thenames called for. Eesuming, Chamberlain
at great iength explained why he deemed
Gladstone's concessions inadequate. Thosewho oppose the home rule measure believeitwould prove most mischieveous in its ef-tect on Ireland aud postpone for a lonetime

ASATISFACTORY SETTLEMENT
of the Irish question. [Cries of hear,
Hear.] The speaker did not believe Glad-
stone would accept a vote ou the second
reading, understanding itwould be receivedonly as an approval of the abstract resolu-tion that Ireland ought tohave a parliament
of her own. Had the government sub-mitted a mere resolution affirming the prin-
ciple oflegislative autonomy for Ireland he(Chamberlain) could have voted for it,be-cause itwould have been consistent eitherwith the creation of a chamberlike the Grattan parliament or the estab-lishment of a legislative council such as
the speaker suggested and which ere now
had received the support of the National-'
ists. (Cries from the Parnellites "Names,
names.") The government proposal, how-ever, had a stronger meaning than that ofmere abstract revolution, as it pledged the
house to the support of the principle of thehome rule bill, from which Gladstone said hewould never depart. What they wanted
was to prevent the Irish members from be-
coming omnipotent either at Westminster
orDublin. (Cheers and counter cheers.)

AS TO ULSTER,
that was a veryimportant matter. (Par-
nellite laughter. ) He was convinced the
Protestants of Ulster had just cause to fear
attempts by Irish Catholics to secure
the predominance of the Cath-
olic church. (Cries "Oh, oh.")
Members fromIreland say no. Here is a
pamphlet written by a prime minister oa
Vaticanism [laughter] in- which he says:
'To secure civil rights has been the aim of
Christian civilization, while to destroy
them and re-establish resistless domineering
action as a central power is the aim of
Roman policy.' The time has come when
the government aught to say whether there
is in Ulster orin a portion ofUlster [hear,
hear,] such predominating sentiment as de-serves seperate consideration and whether
they will devise a scheme togive the posi-
tion of Ulster such consideration. [Cheers.]
He challenged the Irishsupporters of the
billtoget up in Ireland and say they
favored the continued existence of the real
supremacy of the imperial parliament [Par-
nellite cheers] as itexists at present. [Par-
nellite cries, no, no.] "Oh, now the house
sees the view of its Nationalist members.
They want to weaken that supremacy."

Sexton. The debate didnot close for the
session untildaylight

The Coming Conflict.

Londox, June I.?A dispatch fromSt.
Petersburg states that the czar has ordered
a meeting of the imperial council tobe held
at the palace in St. Petersburg one week
from to-day. The reason forgiving such a
long notice is that many of the generals who
form part of the council are on duty at re-
mote points of the empire inEurope and
Asia, and need time to reach the capital.
There is great curiosity in all diplomatic
circles to know the cause of this summons
of all the czar's most prominent councillors,
and various theories are afloat. Itis known,
that the czar is quite ready to fight for ter-
ritorial advantages at the expense
of Turkey, if he only can find a
casus belli. He has watchedthe Turco-
Grecian entanglement withanxious interest,
hoping to find some place where he could
plausably interfere in favor of Greece, but
there was no point at which he could have
struck a blow for Greece which would not
equally hitall the powers which were co-
ercing her. Ifhe could have found some
valid reason for involving Bulgaria, he
wouldmost effectually have struck Turkey,
aud at the same time have aided Greece. It
is said that the czar returned from the
Crimea ,

A BITTERLY DISAPPOINTED MAIf.
When he went there he expected to find

everything in Eastern Roumelia ripe for
revolution. His agents had made him over-
sanguine by their exaggerated reports of
the dissatisfaction of the people and the
growth of the Russophile party. This being
the case, he proposed that his sergeants
should foment risings in two or three cen-
ters of population, when tbe czar would
make a landing at Varna, and, under the
pretense of pacifying the country, he
would assume a protectorate. Of course,
by this time Turkey would have been drawn
into war and Russia would fly at the
throat of her ancient enemy. But the czar
met with bitter disappointment. It is
possible that the next great movement of
Russian troops will be against India, as
there are already reports ofserious difficul-
ties between the English and Russian
officers on the international boundary com-
mission. The representatives of each
country have for several weeks been sur-
veying on different lines. When theyreach
the Oxus river, which is at the end of their
task, the two willprobablo be found to be
many miles apart. This would usually be
a matter for settlement by the diplomats
and a technical commission, but the czar
may choose tosettle it with the sword.
