, He la Not aCandidate for Governor

of Pennsylvania.

Some Vigorous Language "Used lie-
Carding Ills Opponents.

Cleveland, June 2.? Knights, of
Labor are in a high degree of excitement
to-night. To-day three assistants to the
executive board were elected. To-morrow
the remaining three will be? put through.
The three men elected to-day were: Jere-
miah S. Quinn, bookbinder, of New York,
W. 11. Mullen, printer, from

'Richmond,
Va., and Hugh Kavanaugh. a shoemaker of
Cincinnati. The "Home club," so called,
of Xew York are credited with tho electio n
of Quiiin. Tho delegates to-night !made
serious charges against some of the officials
of the order, and declared that General
Master Workman Powderly was scheming
for politicallienors. They said that Pow-
derly wanted to be governor of Pennsyl-
vania, and that he was conducting the order
on Roman Catholic principles. Mr.Pow-
derly at 10 o'clock to-night gave tho fol-
lowing'statement to the press:
Iknow nothing about the "Home club,"

nor do Iknow anything concerning its
aims ormethods. Ihave heard that its pur-
pose was to create a fund tobuild a homo for
aged members of the order. Not being a
ineinter of it,Icannot say whether it inspired
any opposition to me. ThatIhave been op-
posed as general master workman by those
who aro said to bo . members of
it is true, but that was years ago,
aud their opposition was not a
secret to me. They told mo plainlyand em-
phatically that they would oppose me. If
such an institution existed itmust have been
exposed by amember of the club. Ifit was
oath-bound to secrecy, the man who exposed
itis a perjurer. Itis not exerting any influ-
ence in this convention, and tho columns of
trash that have been published concerning It
are false. 1was not opposed byany mem-
ber, clique, ring or club when Iwas
elected general master workman for the sev-
enth time. The same men who were in at-
tendance at Hamilton are in attendance at
this special session. Ifthey wero aiming atPowderly's defeat whydid they did not at-
tempt it there? Ibelieve this whole thing is
an attempt on the part of the enemies of tho
labor movement to create distrust and
discord.
