Dees Park, Bid., June 3.? ln a snug

ten-room cottage, 500 yards fromDeer Park
station, and 131 miles from Washington,

President Cleveland and his bride are en-

joying the first hours of their wedded life.
A more picturesque spot could not be im-
agined. On either side of the glades, as the
country for miles around is called, are seen
the peaks or the Allegheny mountains, ris-
ingin some places 3,000 feet above the sea.
The country around Deer Park is a se-
ries of graceful slopes, and it is one of
them, to the east of the railway, that the
executive cottage stands at the rear of a
bunch of cottages halfhidden by the trees.
The cottage which the president occupies
is of the Queen Anne order with peaked
roof, and is situated on a knoll, com-
manding a sweeping view of the
country below. The ten rooms of
the house are divided into three floors,

their being four rooms on the first and
second and twoin the attic. A spacious
piazza runs half around the cottage, and
tall trees hide the upper windows. There
was

when, at 4 o'clock, the train of three cars
halted, after an easy and comfortable jour-
ney* at the platform and the two carriages

sent here on Tuesday by Wash Naylor of
Washington waiting at the depot." The
trip was without incident aud the president
aud Mrs. Cleveland sat up until Washing-
ton junction was reached, talking withJ.
W. Davis, the assistant to President Gar-
rett. The party then retired and
were not aroused till Piedmont was
reached. The president remarked, on
alighting, that he had a pleasant trip. The
president and Mrs. Cleveland entered one
of the carriages, and St Clair, the presi-
dent's valet, two colored servants, and Mrs.
Cleveland's French maid entered the other.
Upon arriving at the cottage, a blazing tire
was found burning in the sitting room and
the house was comfortably warm. The
furnishing of the house are of simple yet
convenient pattern, and there is no display.
It was not until noon that the president
and Mrs. Cleveland

MADE THEIR APPEARANCE
on the piazza. Just before they came out,
two ladies in a phaeton drove slowly past
and acted as though they were on a neigh-
borhood visit. They didnot stop, however,
and the president will decline to receive
any visitors. He willnot even see a news-
paper or open letters, and intends to have
a quiet rest, which he will not allow tobe
broken. Between 12 and 1o'clock Mr.

; Davis went over to the cottage and
'. joined the president and Mrs.

'
Cleve-

land, sitting on the piazza. Luncheon
was served at 1o'clock and at 2:40 the
landau, drawn by four horses drew up in
front, and the president and his wife

;entered and were driven toward Oakland,
returning by the way of Mountain Lake
and Deer Park village. Mrs. Cleveland
wore a cloth suit of lightbrown and a walk-
ing hat. After returning to the house the
president "and Mrs. Cleveland sat on the
piazza on the low rocking chairs and looked
at the beautiful landscape stretched out be-
fore them. Mr. Davis returned
to Baltimore to-night, but the special'
train will be left at the'
disposal of the president so that he may

*\u25a0leave at any moment he desires. He and
Mrs. Cleveland willcertainly remain until
Saturday and probably until Monday. A
ridiculous story reached here by telegraph,
coupled with an inquiry if the president
had been hurt. The president was seen
and laughed at it when told. During the
day

OVER FIFTY TELEGRAMS
addressed to Mrs. Grover Cleveland were
received at the telegraph office and sent up
to the cottage. They were receipted forby
St. Clair, who laid each as it came in a
wicker work-basket. Before long the*
basket was completely filled. None of the
telegrams were opened until 5 o'clock, when

?'the president and Mrs. Cleveland took seats
:on the little piazza, at the frontof the cot-

? tage, and the president opened the tele-
grams and read them aloud. They
proved to be from prominent society
people all over the country. All the
members of the cabinet sent hearty con-
gratulations, and the head ofone of the
up-town departments addressed his mes-
sage to "Mrs. Grover Cleveland, Executive
Mansion, Deer Park." No mail was sent
up to the house, and, in fact, none was re-
ceived at the station. Shortly after din-
ner, which was served at o'clock, the pres-
ident and Mrs. Cleveland started out for a
stroll. The president carried a heavy
cane. and this he swung, knocked
pebbles out of . the way with
it. and earned it across his
shoulders. Mrs. Cleveland was attired in a
mixed gray suit, with flowingpanels and a

? snug-fitting jacket of the same material and
a gray felt Scotch cap, walked with a
;.springy step and seemed inexcellent spirits.

*?_ he stopped to pick flowers occasionally,
;and the president and she stopped several
''times while the former pointed out some
|especial place of interest. In their walk

they passed the telegraph station, where
?half a dozen correspondents and telegraph
ioperators were at work. The president

when they reached the cottage again, and
the only life to be seen at Deer Park after
8 p. in. was that carried out by the cor-
respondents. The cottage occupied by the.president and his bride is.No. 2, President
Garrett's being No. 1. On the other side of
the house is the chapel, and about 100
yards away is the hotel where the caterer

:is stationed. No cooking is done at the
house. The meats are prepared at the
hotel and brought in. The approaches
to the cottages are guarded by a
dozen muscular detectives commissioned
by Gen. Lloyd of Maryland, and all at-

tempts to go within sight of the cottage are,met by these officers, who politely inform
< allcoiners that itis against the rules to al-
low anyone to proceed further. These
men have been instructed to know nothing,
but this precaution is hardly necessary.
-The seven correspondents, who arrived a
half hour after the president, have

all day watching them. The president had
hoped that he would not be followed and
was greatly surprised to find that the lead-
ing papers of the country had their repre-
sentatives here almost as , soon as he ar-
rived. No one is allowed to linger on the

price. "

"You must keep moving, gentle-
men," is what the detectives say and there
isno appeal. The only persons occupying
cottages here are ex-Senator Davis,
wife, and two daughters; five child-
ren of Hon. Stephen B. Elkins; J. W.
Williams of Philadelphia, with his wife
and two daughters, and Mrs. Hulenbeck of
Philadelphia and two daughters. The cot-
tages, which will be occupied in a few
days, are those of Secretary Cowan of the
Baltimore &Ohio, Harrison Garrett, Miss
Mary Garrett, "Vice President Spencer, Ex-
Mayor Latrobe of Baltimore, and Capt A.
Bergher of Cincinnati. The baggage
of the president and wife consists of six

The Oleomargarine Bill. _ :
Washington. May 3.? The oleomar-

garine bill as it passed to-day contains
the following features: Butter is de-
fined as a food product made exclusively
frommilk or cream, or both, with or with-
out additional coloring matter. Oleomar-
garine is defined as: All substances made
of oleomargarine, oleo, oleomargarine oil,
butterine, lardine, suine and neutral, all
mixtures and compounds of oleomargarine,
oleo, oleomargarine oil, butterine, >lardine,
suine and neutral, all lard extracts and tal-
low extracts, and all mixtures and com-
!pounds of tallow, beef tat, suet, lard, lard
oil, vegetable oil, annatto and other col-
oring matter, Intestinal fat and offal fat
made in imitation or semblance of butter,
or when so made, calculated- on or
intended tobe sold as butter or for butter.
Special taxes are imposed as follows: On
manufacturers, 8600; ou wholesale dealers,
S4SO; on retail dealers, SIS. The existing
internal revenue laws, so far as .applicable,
are made to apply to these special, taxes.
Penalties are imposed on any :person ? who
shall deal in oleomargarine without )paying
the special tax. Provisions are.made -for
the proper stamping and labelling of every
package of oleomargarine. A tax of 5 cents
a pound is imposed on all oleomargarine
manufactured and sold, and a penalty is

| prescribed for the purchase or reception for
sale of oleomargarine not branded or
stamped according to law. A number of
sections of the bill are devoted to providing

The Knights' Labors Ended.
Cleveland, 0., June 3.? The Knights.

of Labor convention is over. The general
assembly at 5 o'clock this evening, after a
ten days' session, adjourned sine die. The
convention was called for the purpose of
considering fivesubjects? the Southwestern
troubles, the regulation of strikes and boy-
cotts, the relation of the order with trades
unions, the rapidly increasing memberships
and labor legislation. .The general assem-
bly has given to the world no token that
ithas touched upon the Southwest question.
Itis said that something has been done to
shut off indiscriminate striking and boy-
cotting, but the methods to be used have
not been divulged. The assembly has regu-
lated the reception of new members by re-
calling the commissions /of its
600 organizers. In legislation, it
has petitioned congress to give
American land to American citizens, to ap-
propriate non-resident aliens' property, and
has also asked congress, to regulate the
banking system by establishing loan offices
in every county. The crowning act was
the reply to the circular of the trades
unions, which it was hoped would restore
harmony between the orders engaged in la-
bor reform. The last session was a verit-
able love feast, and every member who had
said any thing as.aiust.anv other member
extended the hand of fellowship. The
home club department of the Knights of
Labor were, itis said, a trifle more liberal
to-day, and after securing seven members
of.the enlarged executive board allowed
two of their opponents to become members.
Barry is opposed to the club, and Powderly
is uncertain. On Wednesday afternoon a
nomination ballot was taken for the fourth
associate member of the board aud David
R. Gilson of Hamilton, Ont., a home club
man, said tobe antagonistic to the trades'
unions, was in the lead. On the second
and final ballot this morning he was elected.
The fifthmember put through was Joseph R.
Buchanan ofDenver, the editor of the Labor
Enquirer, and a strong opponent of the
home club. The sixth man was Ira Bay-
lesworth of Baltimore, a member of the
Carpenters' and Joiners' brotherhood and
a strong trade unionist. At12 o'clock the
convention took its noon recess, reassem-
bling at 1:30 o'clock. The first business
taken up was the report of the committee
on the state of the order, aud with but lit-
tle discussion
THE FOLLOWING ADDRESS WAS ADOPTED.

Brothers in the Cause of
'

Labor? "We. theKnights of Labor in general assembly con-
vened, extend our heartiest greetings to all
branches ofhonorable toil, welcoming them
to the most friendly alliance iva common
work. This organization embraces in its folds
all branches ofhonorable toil and conditions
of men without respect to trade, occupation,
creed, color or nationality. We seek 10 raise
the level of wages and reduce the hours of
labor to protect men and women in their oc-
cupations, in their lives and limbs and
in their rights as citizens. .We seek also
to secure such legislation as shall tend to
prevent the unjust accumulation of wealth;
to restrict the powers of monopolists and cor-
porations, and to enact such wise and bene-
ficiallegislation as shall promote equity and
justice, looking forward to the day when co-
operation shall supersede the wage system,
and the castes and classes that new divide
men shall be forever abolished. We recognize
the service rendered to humanity and the
cause of labor by trade organizations, but be-
lieve the time has come, or is fast approach-
ing, when all who earn their bread by the
sweat of their brow shall be enrolled under
one general head, as we are controlled byone
common law?the law ofour necessities?
we willgladly welcome to our ranks, or to
the protection of our banner, any organiza-
tion requesting admission, and such or-
ganizations as believe thoir craftsmen
are better protected under their
present form of government, .wepledge ourselves as members of the great
army of labor to co-ope with them in
every honorable effort to achieve the success
which weare unitedly organized to obtain,
aud to this end we have appointed a special
committee to confer with a likecommittee of
any national or' international trades' union

'
which shall desire to confer with us on the Jsettlement of any difficultythat may occur;
betweon the members of the several organ-
izations. We have, received a communica-
tion froma committee of the national officers
of some of the- national and international
trades unions requesting.certain specific legis-
lation at our hands, but as we believe that
the object sought and stated in the preamble
to the communication above referred to can
best be accomplished bya conference between
a committee of tbe association and a com-
mittee of any other organization, and
as the propositions contained therein are
inconsistent without our duty to our mem-
bers, we therefore defer action upon .aid
propositions until a conference of commit-
tees can be hold. The bases upon which we
believe au agreement can be reached would
necessarily include the adoption of some plan
by which all labor organizations could be pro-
tected from unfair men, men expelled, sus-
pended under fine or guiltyof taking the
places of union men or Knights of Labor
while on a strike, or while locked out from
work, and that, as far as possible, auniform
standard of hours of labor should be adopted
so that men of any trade enrolled inone or-
der and members of trades unions may not
come in conflict because of the difference in
wages or hours oflabor. We also believe
that a system of exchanging working cards
should be adopted so that members of any
craft belonging to different organizations
could work in harmony together: the card
of any member of this order ad-mitting to work \u25a0in any unionshop and the card of any union man admit-
tinghim to work in any Knights of Labor
shop. We further believe that upon a de-
mand for increase of wages or shorter hours
oflabor made by either organization a con-
ference should be held with the organized la-
borers employed inthe establishment. When
the demand lor the increase of wages or re-
duction of hours is contemplated, action upon
a proposed reduction of wages or other diffi-culty should be agreed upon in like manner,
and in the settlement of any difficulties be-
tween employers and employes the organiza-
tions represented in the establishment shall
be parties to the terms of settlement. Trust-
ingthat the method proposed heroin will
meet with your approval, and that organized
labor willmove .forward and in harmony of
effort and of Interest, we arc, Yours fra-
ternally.

TEE TORIES' TACTICS.
How the Conservatives Coquetted "With the-

Parnell:tes Before theLast
Election.

.Mr.O'Connor Makes Some Interesting Dis-
closures inLast Night's House of

Commons Debate.

Monday Fixed by Gladstone as tbe
Date forDivision on the Home

Rule Bill.

Mr. John Morley Pays His Respects
to tbe Coalition Which Opposes

the Government.

The Home Rule Bill.
London, June 3.? lt is probable that

the Conservatives will to-morrow move in
the house of commons that cloture be ap-
plied to the home rule debate, in order to
secure a division on the second reading be-
fore Whitsuntide. It is not likely the
government willoppose the motion.

Inthe house of commons this afternoon
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, Conservative,
pressed Mr. Gladstone to fix a date

'
for a

division on the second reading of the home
rule bill. Mr. Harry Laboucher, Radical,
protested against the fixing of an early
date, announcing that twenty-seven sup-
porters of the measure desired to speak be-
fore the vote. Mr.Charles Bradlaugh, Radi-
cal, supported Mr. Labourer's protest.
Mr.Gladstone fixed Monday for the division.
The debate was resumed by Mr.^O'Connor.
He said he thought that he was 'justified in
saying that the argument of separation had
vanished from the minds of all reasonable
politicians. :[Cries of dissent.] He con-
tended that there was no country in the
world where history taught so eloquent a
lesson against establishments and endow-
ments of religions as Ireland. He called
attention to Mr. Bright's advice in his letter
to the recent Chamberlain meeting, and
held that members who voted against the
bill would incur a serious responsibility,
and would run the risk of not being re
turned. Mr. O'Connor protested against-
iraputations on Mr..Gladstone, contending
that Mr. Chamberlain had insinuated
that Mr. Gladstone was capable
of cheating the house, and asserted
that so long as the five conditions laid down
by Mr.Gladstone for carrying out the main
principle of the bill were observed the
house and government would be free to ac-
cept any other plan. If the present bill
were defeated a weak Tory government,
being revolutionary, would submit another
home rule billimmediately. Mr.O'Connor
quoted statements made by Tories to the
effect that another election would result in
favor of the Nationalists. He held that
the principles and

TRADITIONS OP LIBERALISM
required Liberals to support Mr.Gladstone,
who had the opinion of the whole world on
his side, that those who brought forward
the seperatists argument overlooked the
fact that a peasant proprietary was
a great obstacle to revolution. There
was not a single section of Catholics that
would for a moment tolerate the endow-
ment of a state church in Ireland. Mr.
Bright's letter to Mr. Chamberlain ought to
be published in order that the people might
know whether he advised a vote calculated
to precipitate a dissolution. In the last
election he (O'Connor) tried to return a
weak Conservative government. If the
Conservatives had been successful a home
rule billwould have been introduced on the
day the house met. During that election
every branch of the National league in
England was a Tory committee room? The
Conservative agents '\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0 at Bolton paid for
printing and circulating the Parnell mani-
festo. (Mr. Bridgeman, Conservative mem-
ber for Bolton, interposing said he knew
nothing about it.] Mr. O'Connor replied
that Mr. Bridgeman was responsible for
the acts of his agents, with whom he still
had an account to settle. [Cries of "Oh."]
Continuing, Mr. O'Connor said that hon-
orable consideration restrained him, other-
wise he could startle the house by revela-
tions concerning the Chamberwell election
with reference to Mr. Blunt, the personal
friend of Lord Randolph Churchill. Lord
Randolph Churchill interposing said he
would take it as a tavor ifMr. O'Connor
relieved himself from restraint. [Conserv-
ative cheers.] Mr. O'Connor replied that
he would require Mr. Bluut's permission
before complying with Lord Randolph's re-
quest. Mr.Charles Bradlaugh supported
the bill. He said that the objectors to the
details of the measure if they voted for a
second reading would have fullopportunity
to discuss the details in committee. The
choice lay between Gladstone and coercion.

Mr.Morley, retelling toSir Julian Gold-
smith's proposal that an understanding be
arrived at on a basis similar tothat adopted
in the case of the seats bill, said he would
not object to the adoption of such a course
ifconditions favorable to a consensus of
opinion were firstnecessary. Did Sir Julian
think a modus Vivendi possible with the op-
position advocating twenty years of coer-
cion? [Cheers and cries of "no, no, with-
draw.] Iwill withdraw," responded
Morley, "ifa single member on the op-
posite bench shall disavow Lord Salisbury's
speech." Regarding the talk of ostracism
Morley thought the supporters of tho gov-
ernment had the most right to complain of
threats in .that direction after what had
been said lately about the long
purses with which they were to
be fought at the next election.
Members told the house they would will-
ingly affirmthe principle of home rule and
yet they decided to oppose the bill, thus de-
feating their own object

THE CRISIS WAS A GRATE ONE.

The case to-day was different from that
of O'Counell to which LordHarrington had
referred' -

A great transformation .had oc-
curred. There was no longer an alien
church in the ascendancy. The landlords
no longer had the absolute power they
formerly had. The people have been en-
franchised and were no longer serfs.
[Cheers.] There had been much talk of
dismemberment. The disperson of the
Irish across the seas for many years was
the real dismemberment, Iv regard to
local government which many members
were disposed to grant, Lord Salisbury,
speaking at Newport in 18S5, argued
it was impossible to ignore the ad-
vantage of a large central authority
over merely local ones. Moreover in Ire-
land they had a pretty large experience of
the action of localauthority. He instanced
trial by jury and asked how members could
talk as they did ofgoverning Ireland, when
the people were against them and how Lord
Hartington 's proposed reform of the Irish
administration would be brought about.
Regarding the suggestion that neither Par-
nell nor any of his colleagues would accept
office he said if they did they would soon
lose their whole influence with the existing
state of things. (Irish cheers.) What was
wanted was to get hold of those having au
interest inthe system and desirous to carry
on a regular orderly method of government.
His opinion was that had the country spent
half the money and attention bestowed on
Egypt and other foreign countries Ireland
would have been a support instead of a
taunt to us. We taught Ireland to be a
mendicant, instead of self-reliant, by . al-
ternative bribes and subsidies and by bol-
stering up the wost land system in the
world. .Itwas absurd to compare Ireland
with. Scotland. The government had
chosen to proceed with the home rule bill,
instead of the resolution affirming the prin-
ciple, because it felt itough to be prepared
witha plan. t Itnever expected to succeed
by one blow, or to carry the scheme by a
rush. -Itwas anxious and willing to con-
sider any proposal which did not interfere
with the principle of the bill, nor substan-
tially with the power itintended toconfer
on the new Irish legislature. To vote for
the second reading of the bill was to vote for
the principle of autonomous legislation for

Ireland, The government denied that the
vote could mean more or less, because the
billto be produced in the autumn might
contain modifications of certain general pro-

The Business of the Bouse "Not in
Promising Shape.

"Washington, June 3.? There willsoon be

a conference of the chairmen of the commit-
tees of tbe house for the purpose of consid-
ering the state oflegislation, and determining
what ought to be done. The business of the
house is in an almost hopeless tangle.
There is great danger,*!"** as those
who are anxious for __ a general
legislation put it, that nothing can be accom-
plished except to pass the appropriation
bills. It has been suggested that chairmen
of committees may be able to agree on\hree
bills, which shall be presented to each com-
mittee when it shall "in turn be called, and
that by agreeing in advance upon the billthe
time which otherwise will invariablybe con-
sumed infruitless wrangles for the floor and
for precedence, willbe saved for legislation.
The greatest obstacle to this program willbe
to secure an agreement of the chairman, and
ifthat shall bo obtained, to secure the con-
sent of the committees and of the majority
of the house to decision of the chairman. The
majorityof the committees may not be agreed
as to the three bills whichthe chairman ought
to select forconsideration and the Republican
minoritymay not consent toany such regu-
lation of tho control of legislation to the
caucus dictation of the chairman of the
houso, and at this stage of the session the
Republican minority is a very important
factor inthe legislation of the house. The
Republican minority,ifit should unite upon
a policy,might prevent the Democratic ma-
jorityfromexecuting a contrary policy.
