TRADES AND LAEOR ASSEMBLY.

The Exposition Likely to be Boy~
cotted Other Matters.

The most important matter before the
Trades and Labor assembly last evening
was the presentation of resolutions con-
demning the action of the building commit-
tee of the exposition directors in refusing
to concede to the demands of the union
bricklayers, and asking that the exposition
be boycotted by all labor organizations.

The resolutions denouneed the exposition
as a “‘monument to be erected to secab la-
bor,” and called on all labor organizations
throughout the United States and Canada

contemplate placing their goods upon exhi-
bition in the building should be duly noti-
fied of the boycott and why it had been
ordered. The resolutions were laid on the
table for the time being and a committee
was appointed to make a thorough  investi-
gation of the complaints made and advise
the assembly in the vremises.

The committee appointed to make an ex-
amination of the building of Barnes, Hen-
gerer & Co., reported that they had found
the plumbing in bad shape and not done in
compliance with the ordinance; noxious
gas was found to isSue from a workroom
on the fourth floor that was thought sufli-
cient to create sickness.

THE WATER BOARD APPOINTMENT.

1t was reported that the following reso-
lutions had been signed by about four
thousand citizens, including not only
organized workingmen, but many promi-
nent business men, and a speeial commit-
tee was appointed {0 present them to the
mauyor and eity council:

the work done in this city.

A resolution from the switchmen’s union
was received, which asked that the assembly
should undertake to induce all railroad
companies to place steps on the front and
rear of their engines, and that no engine,
unless so equipped be used for switching
purposes. It was stated that the death of
J. E. Anderson on the Milwankee road was
due to a want of this precaution.

A motion was carried to indorse the ef-
fort of the barbers’ brotherhood in moving
to close theirshops on Sunday, and the
moral support of the assembly was pledged.
It was reported that an employment
agency, located at 117 Washington avenue
south, was sending men out to Dakota
upon the assurance of getting work, which
had not been furnished according to
promises.

By the request of the stonecutters’ union
the boycott upon Westphal’s brewery was
raised.

HAD ST. VITUS’ DANCE,

Which Destroyed His Nerves and
Erought Him to Suicide.

The body of Ferdinand Schultz was
fiished up vesterday morning from the deep
waters of Fish lake, near Osseo. Coroner
Hill went up there in the afternoon and de-
cided it a clear case of suicide, so certifying
without the necessity of an inquest.
Schultz was the wealthiest farmer of the
neighborhood and was worth at least $50,-
000, but his case proves that health is better
than wealth. He was subject to the nerv-
ous disease known as St. Vitns’ dance, and
had been unsuccessfully treated for it until
his nervous system was a complete wreek.
He was utterly unhappy and made his large
family miserable by his fidgity complaints.
Last Sunday he went to church at Osseo,
paid his pew rent, settled his church dues,
and apparently made himself square with
the world. Bt it failed to relieve his mind,
and his affliction preyed upon him him
constantly. He accused the children of
eating too much butter and drinking too
much coffee and complained of grss grofy-
ing in the corn. Next morning he started
out with a son to work out -his. road . tax,
directing the boy to go around the ‘luke
while he crossed in a boat. The last Seen
of him he was rowing irresolutely about on
the water. That night the drifting boat
was found, and it was evident Schultz was
drowned. Andrew Ralke aud Mathias
Meyer dragged the lake and found the body,
which was buried yesterday afternoon.

Mrs. Harriet G. Walker, secretary of the
Sisterhood of Bethany, said Ilast evening:
This new order of things is certainly a very
unkind cut, and will Jeave the home prac-
tically—yes, totally—without means of sup-
port. I cannot understand why it gbquld be
done. Nearly one-half of the inmates of the
house are regular city cases,  and in
case we did not teke them in the ‘poor
house would be obliged to. No, I know of no
action the house will take in regard to the
matter. The way we shall support it is by
private subscription, I suppose, until some-
thing can be done. The manner in which we
came 10 get part of that money taken in by
fines was this: Some years ago we put in a
petition to the common council asking that
we might gev ashare of itto support the
house, which offered shelter to the class, in
many instances, from which the money was
collected. The council could do nothing,
there being no law on the sub-
ject.

Mayor Awes created a breeze in council
last evening by vetoing the recent ordinance
extending the patrol line limits. The mes-
sage is characteristic of the man, and is
given in full as follows:

To the Honorable City Council; Gentle-
men: I herewith return to you with-
out my approval a certain ordinance passed
May 21, 1886, and entitled *‘an ordinance to
amend an ordinance entitled an ordinance to
license and regulate all persons vending, deal-
ing in or disposing of spiritous, vinous, fer-
mented or malt lguows, as the same now
reads as amended, which ordinance was
ims::r‘d April 26, 1854, and approved April 28,

884.”

I am opposed to the drawing of an imagi-
nary line of rights in any munieipaiity. and
especiaily in the cosmopolitan eity of Minne-
apclis, as my Democratic prejudices do
not coincide with those entertained
by a portion of the political judiciary, There
is, in my opinion, no good reason why a dom-
inant party should give one portion of a city
rights which they deny another portion, nor
should they force upon the people living in
one locality an alleged evil which they en-
deavor to shield those living in another loeal-
ity from. T'he seiling of liquor is either right
or wrong, and if wrong it should be pro-
hibited in all localities alike. While I ac-
knowledge the *‘dead line” as drawn by a
former administration as one of the legal
moustrosities of this age of fanaticism and
bypocrisy, and entitled to be treated by the
executive as an alleged law,still I recommend
to your honorable body an early repeal of the
same aud the enactment in its stead of
reasonable restraints against an evil which
cunnot be blotted out, but which should be
placed under control and where it will do the
least possible harm. Tae people in the re-
cent municipal election pronounced in no un-
certain voice against a further continuance
of sham and deceit, and I hope your honora-
ble body may be able to see the matter in the
same light your constituents saw it a few
short weeks ago when their voices came
tnrough the ballot boxes. Very respectfully
your obedient servant.

A QUARTER’S BUILDING.
The Inspector’s Report Shows a
Healthy Increase Over Last Year.,

Building Inspector Pardee last night sub-
mitted to the council his report of the
building permits taken out for the quarter
ending June 1, 1886. The report is sum-
marized by wards and amounts as follows:

These totals are compared in wards, with
the amounts for the same time last year
and a healthy increase of $320,289 is shown.

About sixty-one
gas lamps were ordered in the First ward,
and though Ald. Haugan raised an alarm
that the estimate was being over-drawn,
Ald. Sly made a speech in which he said
Minneapolis was the worst lighted city in
theunion, and the lights were ordered.
An ordinance was adopted forbidding
piling lumber in the main residence district
of the East side. It meets a crying want
in that portion of the city.

The report of the committee on salaries
was taken up, and as the list included
several officers whose

salaries were
fixed last year, they were stricken
from the list. A motion to take
up the list. seriatem was defeated. The

following change was made, beyond which
the list stood as printed in the GLoBE last
week: Street commissioners $1,000. At
this point the ery, **The Nicollet house is
on fire,” rang through the chamber, and
the council adjourned till 2 o’clock to-day.
