Next Saturday, With but Small
Hopes of Passage.

McManima Forsakes the Ship and
Retuins Home--McClure Says
He Was Misquoted.

Day Reported to be Disgusted With
Politics--Maratta’s Confirma-
tion Doubtful.

Ina Comatose Condition,
Bpecial to the Globe.

WasmINGTON, June 4.—In conversation
with several friends, a prominent Dakotian,
who refuses to be quoted by name, said:

“The bill for the opening of the Sioux reser-
vation is not dead. It is comatose, I will ad-
mit, but it isnot dead. We are to have the
12th and 15th of June for its consideration
by the house, and it may go through. We
are satistied that if we are not prevented
from baving a hearing, the bill will yet pass.
All reasonable contingencies had been
guarded against, but who could have fore-
seen the oleomargarine bill?  Who could have
laid pipes to curry off the garbage of an unseen
whirl such as the House has been suffering
with? We had no idea that the genuine inter-
est of a people could have been interfered
with by bozus butter. We had the promise
of Mr. Randall and of Mr. Morrison that they
would not stand in our way. We had the as-
surances of men who most obstruct legisla-
tion that they would not only permit us to
have a hearin but several of them had
promised to assist us. Iam willing to con-
fess that the outlook, at present, is unfavor-
able, but I am not willing to acknowledge that |
we are without hope. All we want is & hear-
ing before the house, and I believe that we
may yet obtain it. The bill is now sand-
wiched between the appropriation bills and
the tariff measure, and a thousand other im-
portant public matters. At the cluse of the
session we may be either ground to powder
between the millstones of legislation, or we
may be jammed out of place by bigger grains,
but we are in the hopper and there we will
stay as long as the congressional mill con-
tinues to grind its grist.”

ASSURANCES OF AID.

“But have you any assurances of aid from
your friends in the house, for the days set
apart, this month?” was asked by cne of his
irterlocutors.

*Yes, we have. T cannot say that I feel as
certain of the fulfillment of the promises |
made as I did a week ago. Nor do I feel that |
we have aright to expect the gentlemen to
neglect ti:e matters which most concern them
and their constituents. But I have no doubt
of their sincerity in promising us their aid.
They have been in earnest until now, ana
they are honest in their sympathetic assur-
ances of aid; although I feel that allowances
must be made for their duty to their districts,
and of the preferances which they will and
ought to give to their own immediate affairs.
Nevertheless, I believe that we have sufficient
friends in the house to carry us through yet,
if we can only get the time to be heard.”

“*We are pleased with your expressions of
confidence in your friends, but upon what do
you most base your hopes of success at this
late day?”

“*Well, the order for June 15 isa continu-
ing order. That is, if we are crowded out by
unforeseen business we will get the first day,
afterwards, unprovided for. Moreover, the
business of our committee must be attended
to before the house can adjourn. So, you see,
taere is reason for the hope that we have of
ultimate success.”

**How came this oleomargarine bill to get
in your way?"’

HOW 1T HAPPENED.

&I thought that everyone knew all about
that. You see, Mr. Hatch, of Missouri, from
the committee on agriculture presented the
bill, and said that it was of such nature that
it could be passed in two hours, and be set-
tled. But when it came up for discussion,
there was such opposition developed that it
has lasted twoweeks. Our bill is not the only
one which has suffered. There is the naval
appropriation bill, and several other bills
from that committee. There is the shipping
bill, the Morrison tariff bill, and several thous-
and special’'pension bills. The house has 2,000
bills on the calendar to be considered; but
all of them had to be give away to this bogus-
butter nonsense.”

*“*How do your people feel about the mat-
ter?”’

*Oh, they are reading everything about the
action of congress, and they probably under-
stand the position of affairs. They know that
we have done all that we could do and they
are satisfled. There are some of our business
men so anxious about the matter that they
a. e disposed to findgfauit, but they are few
and far between.”

**Will not the return of Mr. McManima crip-
ple your work?”

*‘Yes, a great deal. McManima is a splen-
did worker. But, there is one thing that Tam
reconciled to, in his departure. He had

VERMILLION.

A Pretty and Enterprising City of
Dakota.
Special to the Globe.

VERMILLION, Dak., June 4.—Situated on
the Dukota side of the swift-running Mis-
souri, in the midst of one of the most pro-
ductive regions in the West, is Vermtllion,
the shire town of Clay county. In the spring
of 1851 this place was swept away by high
water, and a deserted church high up the
bluff furnished a place of safety and shelter
to those made homeless by the angry waters.
Undaunted by this great calamity, the plucky
inhabitants who had built their stores and
dwellings close to the treacherous banks, laid
out & new town oh the plain far above the level
of the river, and now to-day we find one of the
prettiest rural villages in the land. The busi-
ness houses are modern and the dwellings
neat, attractive and quite a number are ele-
gant in architecture and surroundings. A
new city hall has just been completed on
Main street at a cost of $7,500, which is an
ornament to the city. The public school
building cost $13,000, and is a. very handsome
and substantial structure. The University of
Dakota, one mile east of the business part of
town, is one of the finest educational institu-
tions in the West. Itis built of Sioux Falls stone
and trimmed with sand stone, three stories
in height, with basement, and situated in the
center of very handsome grounds. The
laboratory of this institution is well equipped
with chemical and philosophical apparatus,
and also a fine geological cabinet.

THE LIBRARY

is not large, but is composed of the very best
selections. The average attendance is about
seventy-five....Messrs. Stanley & Miller
have just begun operating a creamery, with
a capacity of 1,000 pounds of butter per day
-...Seven churches furnish a place of worship
for the pious people of the community. All
are prosperous and doing good work. It is
also worthy of remark that Vermillion is one
of the best shipping points in South Dakota.
Over two hundred thousand bushels of corn
have been shipped from here during the past
year, and over two million bushels of that
cereal was produced in Clay county last
season. The soil is exceedingly rich and pro-
duces corn equal to that raised in the great
corn belt of Illinois and Iowa., Tobacco can
also be raised here successfully and profit-
ably.

The subject of this sketch is a gentleman
who is frequently spoken of as the next
governor for Dakota. S
Mr. Ward was born
in New Hawmshire.
In 1860 his father
was farming at War-
rensville, 1ll., and at
the first sound of
war his father and
older brother enlisted
in the Union army.
James was left a lad
of 14 as the support
and proteetion of his
mother, a duty he
has faithfully dis-
charged to this day.
While working the
farm he did work

at the Warren Institute for his
tuition. In 1863 he enlisted in
the same company with his brother
of that noted regiment—the Eighth

Illinois cavalry. His brother was killed at
his side in a cavalry charge, and soon after
his father was killed in an engagement in
Missouri.

Young Ward served as a private to the

close of the war. Returning home, he con-
tinued his farming and schooling. Soon
after he located in Iowa. and while work-
ing in the grocery business, continued his
studies and graduated from the law
department of the state university.
In 1877 Mr. Ward located at Yankton,
Dak, and entered into law practice with
the Hon. Bartletv Tripp, now chief justice
of the territory, In 1880 he gave up the
law business, went to Pierre and there en-
gaged in the commission and forwarding
business. Upon the organization of Hughes
county he was appointed a commissioner,
and in 1882 engaged in the wholesale gro-
cery trade. Heis a member of the terri-
torial Demoeratic central committee and
has been an efficient active worker for his
party. He posesses excellent judg-
ment and force of character
He is 40 years of age, prosperous, independ-
ent, and in every sense of the term a self-
made man. Some of the most prominent
Demoerats of the territory are now urging
his appointment as governor. He is well
qualified, a good political organizer, and
keenly alive to the interests of Dakota.
- If Dakota is to remain a territory, even
Republicans of that section would prefer
Ward for governor to an Eastern man, who
would not be identified with the territory,
and could not comprehend the wants and
conditions of this rapidly-growing new
Northwestern empire.

Col. C, H. Forman.

Col. C. H. Forman .of Forman, Sargei#t
County, Dak., was bornin the city of St.
John, province of  New Brunswick, in
1828. His parents removed with him to
the city of Hamilton, Upper Canada (now
Ontario) when he was only six years old,
where he was raised. He commenced his
early business life as a merchant in part-
nership with B. Hagaman, Esq., (now of
Fargo, D. T.) in the town of Milton, Ham-
ilton county, Ontario, in 1851; was in busi-
ness in Detroit, Mich., two or three years,
was afterwards in business fifteen years at
Kelvin, near Brantford, Brant county, Ont.,
from which place
in 1871 he remov-
ed to Forman,
(named for him)
Lake county,
Michigan, and
went into lumber-
ing, sawmilling,
mer chandising,
etc. In the spring
of 1883 he came to
Sargent county,
Dak., opened up a
good sized farm
and founded the
town of Forman
in the center of
that county, which
is now a prosper-

N> ; ous town with

> ing and extensive
business transactions. Among mathemati-
cians, no name is more familiar than
President Ialley, he having contrib-
uted to all of the leading mathemat-
ical - journals and enjoyed extensive cor-
respondence with the leading mathe-
maticians of this and foreign countries,
among whom he is considered high author-
ity. In 1889, Washington and Jefferson
College gave him the honorary degree of
master of arts. A man having such a vari-
ety of qualifications together with a knowl-
edge of the practical affairs of the world and
the peculiar calling of practical agriculture
is especially qualified to be president of an
agricultural college. His educational and
business qualifications pre-eminently fit
him for this high calling. In appearance he
is above the medium stature, polished-in
his manners, and by his quiet and unas-
suming nature makes friends wherever he
goes, Heisa most excellent instructor,
being able to make the student become in-
tensely interested in his work.

CoLrax, Dak., June 8.—The immigra-
tion that is coming to this part of the terri-
tory this spring is very significant, notwith-
standing our political muddles, cross-firing
and the attempt by some of our confused
and disappointed Southern brethren to
break into the Union, seemingly at all
hazards, leaving some Central counties and
and all of Northern Dakota out in the cold.
More than even the level-headed people of
Dakota realize, that if there had been a
united effort on the part of North or South,
East or West Dakota to admit this North-
western empire as one state it could have

been accomplished months ago. But
the Sioux Falls convention, with

all of its resolutions, constitutions, elections,
revised additions and editions, and tail-end
attachments, has been so managed that the
disgust of congress and the people, many
of them at least, has been so significant that
there is but little hopes of our getting inside
the Union—according to law, until the
present congress dies a mnatural death by
constitutional limitation. We will state
right here that if the present congress would
agree now to the admission of Dakota as a
whole, and President Cleveland favor the
sanie, we believe it would be one of the
grandest moves that could be made, and
one, too, that would be exceedingly popular
among the masses, especially those who
have to foot the bills. In the admission
bill let there be a proviso that at the end of
five years the inhabitants of the territory
shall have the privilege of voting upon the
question at a general election, whether the
state shall continue to be one, or cut n
twain on the 7th standard parallel. If
congress and the president wouid agree to
this arrangement, a law could be passed for
a constitutional convention that could con-
vene and do their work before the time for
the general  election this coming
November. Why mnot 1rub out all
the figures and state hieroglyphics on the
old Sioux Falls convention state and all
other srates that are broken in the middle
on east and west lines as well as the Mis-
souri river water line, and begin anew on
the unity and not fractional plan? Such an
event might dash the hopes of some
ASPIRING POLITICIAN

to the ground and pull them down from
their high anticipated seats. Nevertheless
it would be a patriotic movement of such
manifest unselfishness and statesmanlike
practicability that the people as a whole
would rejoice with exceedingly great joy.
1t is very evident that to fight it out on the
old battle lines means defeat, no division
and no division as a whoie realized for a
long time. Thereare now airy telegrams
afloat respecting the candidates for dele-
gates to congress at the coming election,
but they are seen yet merely as trees walk-
ing. but the personal materialization is not
very distant. Important questions are
being asked, quizzing committees are at
work, political wires are being uncoiled for
use, corner, street and office buttonholing
is being carefully performed, all of which,
iu due time, will be brought to a more
manifest focus. Really the index finger
points occasionally to Gen. Harrison Allen
of Fargo as a prominent candidate for the
office of delegate to congress, a gentleman
of fine attainments and very popular in this
territory, where he has discharged the duties
of territorial marshal very satisfactorily,
since the outgoing of the late Hon, John B.
Raymond, county politics and aspiring can-
didates began to be pretty well understood
by those who take any pains to view signifi-
cant facts. Courting favors in many ways,
just under the surface, is beginning to be
more, and still more, apparent, and it will
not be many moons before the political sea
will be alive with those who will be very
anxious to reach the desired haven.
