THE BELFAST RIOTS.

The Belfast Orangemen are doing the
SLADSTONE party a great deal of good
just at this time. The most effective argu-
ment that has been used in England and
Eeotland against GLADSTONE'S measure for
home rule in Ireland was that it would
place the Irish Protestants at the mercy of
the Irishh Catholies.

BUTTE’S REFORM.

It has not been many months since Butte
City possessed the unique and ,unenviable
reputation of being the wickedest city in
the Northwest, if not in the entire territory
“west of the Mississippi. This condition of
things was perhaps natural. The output of
the mines was, and is, very large, the num-
ber of men employed equally large and
:ﬁ!e weekly pay roll something enormous.
inan ah abiormally large male population
enjoying a large and steady income, it was
a matter of course that gambling and
kindred evils should flourish. And flourish
they did. Every day in the week the rattle
of chips could be heard sounding out from
almost - every second doorway. ith
scarcely any cessation the strident music of
the dance haHs rang out upon the air. On
every side was to be seen the more or less
riotous relaxation of well-paid and wearied
labor. Scenes of extravagance were
more prevalents than scenes of sobriety.
All this has been changed. But two
gambling houses are now reported to be
running in the entire city. The churches
are well filled, and their membership is
constantly growing. In the schools a sat-
isfactory increase has been noted, and a no
less satisfactory decreasc has been marked
in the records of the police and criminal
courts. In casting around for the reason of
appears. For the last few wvears there
this reformation but one explanation at once
has been a deciped addition almost weekly
to the number of Butte's fair inhabitants.
The proportion between the sexes has been
not equalized, but rendered less divergent.
In consequence, with the gallantry natural
to the far West, as women became less of
a rarity in the city, there was a toning
down of the discordant elements to suit
more refined dispositions and in a short
time Butte became what she now is—the
model of an enterprising Western city.

LOCATING THE PENITENTIARY.

On Tuesday next the commissioners will
meet at the capitol to discuss the location
of the additional penitentiary. This com-
mission was formed by an act of the legis-
lature approved March 9, 1885, and its de-
cision regarding the location of the second
state prison will be final. Naturally vari-
ous towns within the state have
advanced their claims to consideration.
While all will be doubtless accorded
careful examination, it would seem that
none has made out a stronger case than
Sauk Rapids and certainly nolocation could
be selected which would be more fit. In
the neizhborhood is to be found stone in
abundance of a quality perfectly suitable
for building purposes, and lying in such a
manner as to be readily quarried. Although
the act contemplates the employment of con-
viet labor in quarrying tire stone, it also de-
clares the intention to employ {free
artisan labor in dressing the material and
erecting the building. No other town
stands in greater need of encouragement
than Sauk Rapids. Its recent terrible ey-
clone experience has well nigh paral yzed
its various industries. The location of the
prison there would be a distinet encour-
agement to the struggling community. - As
all other advantages are equal, the commis-
sioners would not make an injudicious selee-
tion should they allow Sauk Rapids’ neces-
sities to be the deciding argument in the
matter of location.

The Democrats Have Control of
Oregon==Other Noies.

PORTLAND, Or., June 10.—The election
summarized is as follows: The Republicans
re-elect Hermann to congress by 1,000 plural-
ity. The Democrats elect the gdvernor,
treasurer, supreme judge. The Republicans
elect the secretary of state, superintendent of
public  instruction and  printer. As
ithe governor, secretary of state and treasurer
constitute the bourd for the management of
all state institutions the Democrats will
have control of the state for tne next four
years.

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS.

Two Men Killed and Otkhers Badly
Injured.
Special to the Globe.

OmanA, Neb., June 10 ~—Two accidents oc-
curred on the Union Pacific to-day within
twelve hours of each other. The first was on
the Republican branch near Vaipariso. A
freight train ran off the track, destroying
three cars of live stock and twelve
cars of dead freight. brakeman
Simmons and 2 man named Arnold of Fort
Madison, Ta.,, had their legs broken. The
second accident occurred near Elkhorn, where
the truck of a freight train broke down and
threw the whole train in a ditch. None of the
freight hands were injureéd. One of them
chanced to walk to the rear of the wreck and
heard groans. There he discovered that
gsome men stealing a ride on the car were hurt,
On one end of the carwas Cornellus Buckley
and Michael Donohue, of Omaba, and on the
other end James Smith, of Salt Lake City and
Kitteringham, whose home is not known.
Donehue and Smith were killed instantly.
Buckley was badly injured, and Kitteringham
escaped unhurt. The dead were brought to

Omahba to-night.

AN tTNCROWNED KING.

Ludwig, the Music-Mad Monarch of Ba-
varia, Has Been Formally De-
clared Insane.

Continnation of the Riots at Belfast and
Lurgan—Troops and Police
in Possession.

Gladstone Promises to Dissolve Par-
liament Sometime During the
Present Month.

A Triple Trageay Attendant on the
Recent Marriageofthe Duke
of Braganza.

The Mad Monarch.

Muxicn, June 10.—The physicians ap-
pointed to examine the mental condition of
King Ludwig have reported that his malady
incapacitates him from governing properly.
In consequence of this, Prince Luitpold,
uncle to the king, hasissued a proclamation
countersigned by the ministers, in which
he assumes the regency and sumrmons the
Bavarian diet to meet on the 15th inst.
Count Holstein, who was instructed by the
ministry to wait upon the king and ask himn
to authorize the appointment of a regency
council, was arrested by order of the king
when he entered the castle of Hohensch-
wangan. The king also gave orders that a
guard of gensdarmes be placed around the
castle. The issue of an order by the regent
to release Count Holstein and to surresder
the castle to the state commission is hourly
expected.

THE ORANGE RIOTS.

Belfast Still the Scene of Turbue
lence and Outbreaks.

BeLrasT, June 10.—The people here
have been wrought to a state of great ex-
citement by the riotous demonstrations of
Orangemen during the past two days. All
work is stopped, stores are closed and
many residences are being closely barri-
caded. At midnight a mob of Orangemen
raided a public house, kept by a Catholic
named O’Hara, and after sacking it set it
on fire. The police charged the rioters a
dozen times with bayonets, but each time
were forced back by volleys of stones. The
police were finally forced to take refuge in
the barracks, where they fired upon the
mob from the second story windows. The
mob, however, held their ground twenty
nmenutes longer, although the firing of the
police was heavy and incessant. Scores
of the rioters were wounded, - and it
is known positively that six men
and two woren were killed.
Four of the Orioters, who were wounded
by the police in yesterday’s riots, died to-
day, and four more are dying. The
Orangemen are making

LARGE PURCHASES OF ARMS
and are declaring that they will have re-
venge on the police for firing into the ranks.
At a meeting of Protestants living on the
Shankhill road resolutions were adopted
denouncing the action of the police from
outlying districts coming to Belfast and at-
tacking peaceful citizens, and demanding
their withdrawal. The city was compara-
tively quiet this forenoon. Seven hundred
extra policemen are now in town. Six
hundred Loyalists drilled near the city of
Armagh last night. An eye witness of the
riots on Wednesday gives the foilowing de-
seription of the scenes attending the mob’s
attacks on the Bewers Hill police station:

Women with pokers pried up paving stones
and broke them into suitable sizes for the use
of the rioters when they ran short of missiles.
Women and young girls desperately entreated
the men to continue the fighting whenever
they flagged, offering them aprons full of
fresh stones, and when entreaty failed, the
women and girls drove the men on by savage
threats. The police station is a moderate
sized dwelling house. When the mob attacked
the building the police responded with a vol-
ley fired from the doorway. But the rioters
soon drove the officers in, and they retreated
up stairs and thence

MATNTAINED THE FIGHT
on their side by shooting from the windows
of the front room on thg second floor. They
held their position for a half hour, during
which the battle was hot and sauage on both
sides, when they were reinforced by the ar-
rival of seventy fresh officers. The increased
energy of the police warfare served but te
aggravate the = mob, and they Dpe-
came ferocious. They were maddened
by the sight of their comrades shot down,
writhing and howling with agony in the
street. I have since heard officers say that
they never knew a mob to show greater
viciousness, violence, pluck and determina-
tion. Despite their desperation, the rioters
hurled their missiles with regularity and
precision, as if they hud been drilled in stone
throwing. When the men in front had ex-
hausted the ammunition they would retire to
the rear to receive fresh armfuls from the
women, and thus make way for their com-
rades with new supplies. Some of the stone
throwing was quite extraordinary. Oneman
threw a stone with such vigor that it crashed
through a window, struck a rear wal aund re-
bounded with such force that it struck and
hurt & policeman. The better armed of the
rioters carried what we call here ‘“Belfast
kidneys.”” These are stones about five and
one-half inches 1ong, three and one-half
inches broad and weigh on an average about
one and one-half pounds. There were many
boys amongé® the rioters, and they were
as desperate and plucky as the men. The
battle only ceased when 250 goldiers came to
the aid of the police. The soldiers were from
the Highlanders and the Fusileers, and they
soon drove the mob away. A waitress be-
longing to a tavern near the Bowers Hill police
station was shot through the brain. A youth
standing in a bar in a tavern opposite the
station wasshot. A girl named Minnie Mc-
Allister, who was out to buy a pair of shoes,
was shot in the cheek. A boy named Kale
was shot in the breast. A barmaid named
Kelly was shot through thehead. The people
living in the neighborhood where the rioting
began say it was
CAUSED BY THE POLICE,

under a mistaken iimpression, belaboring and
cudgelling some orderly workmen leaving a
foundry. According to this story the pepu-
lace got angry at the police for their cruel
and unjustifiable conduct and attempted to
make them desist. When a conflict became
imminent, so the story goes, the mob offered
to behave if the police were withdrawn, but
not otherwise,

The people of the Shank hill road meet-
ing to-day attacked the police. The mili-
tary were summoned and the crowd was
dispersed. It is now stated that the meet-
ing was summoned to ‘*denounce the
police, and also all other persons, for at-
tacking the houses and property of peaces
able people, and to urge upon the people
their duty to do the utmost in their power
to bring the disturbers of the peace to jus-
tice, irrespective of creed or party.”

PARLIAMENT.

It Will be Dissolved Sometime This
Month.

LoxNpox, June 10.—In the house of com-
mons this afternoon Mr. Gladstone, who
was loudly cheered on rising, said that in
consequence of the rejection by the house of
the home rule bill he had advised her
majesty to dissolve parliamment without de-
lay. ‘Her majésty had graciously assented

to this, and he would therefore ask the

house to wind up the business of the session
at the quickest practicable momeut. The
premier’s statement was received with
cheers. Mr. Gladstone added that he
would move every day that the government
finaneial business have precedence and that
to-morrow he would ask the house to ad-
journ until the following Wednesday, and
to drop all bills the eonsideration of whicl
would be likely to eause eontentions.
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach (Conservative)
moved the adjournment of the house. In
supporting his motion, he said that on
account of the remarkable omission by
the premier of a date for the dissolution it
remained unfixed, and urged that parlia-
ment be dissolved as soon as possible.
There was nothing, he added, to satisfy
the opposition but an assurance that the
dissolution would take place at as early a
date as possible, and that the new parlia-
ment would meet without delay. Mr.
Gladstone replied that he was unable to
positively inform the house at what date
parliament would be dissolved, but it
would doubless be before the end of the
present month. Respecting the govern-
ment of Ireland the premier said he thought
that the state of affairs in that country was
such that the new parliament ought to
meet as early as possible. The country
ought not to remain in uncertainty after
the general election regarding the policy to
be pursued respecting Ireland. Sir Michael
declared that Mr. Gladstone’s statement
was satisfactory, and he withdrew his
motion,

A MOTHER'S BRUTAL DEED,

She Throws Her Child Under A
Wagon’s Wheels and Kills It.

A Heavy Postoffice Robbery at Blair,
Neb.--An Actress’ Losses.

An Unnatural Mother.

Port Hurox, Mich., June 10.—Mrs.
Flora Ralph was arrested this morning for
causing the death of her three-year-old
child on Tuesday of this week. Mrs. Ralph
had separated from her husband, the chil-
dren being divided between them. It is
said since the separation two years ago the
woman has been living with another man.
Becoming tired of her child she determined
to hand it over to her husband. With this
purpose she drove in a buggy to where he
was hauling gravel and put the boy on the
loaded wagon. Ralph returned it immedi-
ately to the buggy. In the altercation that
ensued Mrs. Ralph gave her child a beating
with the buggy whip. The noise frightened
the horses and they started suddenly. The
child either fell out or was thrown out and
the heavy wagon wheels ran over its head,
crushing it like an egg shell. Investigation
by the proper authorities resulted in this
arrest and others will probably follow.

By the investigation following the child’s
death it was discovered that the mother de-
liberately threw the child under the wheels
of the moving wagon and afterwards threw
the mangled remains on top of the wagon,
brutally telling her husband to take care of
it. The parents refused to take charge of
the body and it was buried at the expense
of the county.

Heavy Postoffice Robbery.

Brair, Neb., June 10.—The postoffice
here was entered last night by burglars,
who rifled the safe, securing 8150 in money,
$800 in stamps, and a large number of regis-
tered packages containing 2,000 or more.

Delegates to the General Convention
==The Council Adjourns.

The second day’s session of the Episcopal
council was cslled to order at Getbesemane
church Minneapolfs yesterday morning, after
services by the bishop, Revs. Foster, Booth
and Crumb. The committee having in charge
the advisibility of elceting an assistant bishop
reported that of the $12,000 necessary to in-
augurate that officer the following amounts

ST. PAUL RATES CUT.

You Can Now Go to Chicago for
$4.25.

CHICAGO, June 10.—Up to the present in the
progress of the passenger war in the North-
west, the east-bLound rates from St. Paul,
Minneapolis and other Northwestern points to
Chicago have not been largely disturbed and
nominaily all lines have adhered to the first-
class rate of $11 and second-class of 88. Itis
now understood that the Rock Island has de-
cided to take the aggressive in this direction,
and has requested General Passenger Agent
Boyd of the Minneapolis & St. Louis road,
to put in force a first-cluss raia
from 8t. Paul to Chicago of §423
This will be put in effect on these lines, the
same rate both ways. It seems probable that
the St. Paul and the Northwestern roads will
take the same action as on west-bound busi-
ness, adopting the $4.25 as their second clasg
rate, but in pursuance of the St. Paul’s estab-
lished policy it will make $4.25 the first class
rate from Council Bluffs to Chicago. In the
other direction, Chicago to St. Paul, the Chi=
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul company has de=-
cided to lower its first class rate limited from
$10 to the same as by the Albert Lea route,
$4.25, and in the same proportion to all points
in the Southwest. It also reduces rates to
Rock Island from $3.40 to §3. TIhere is ap-
parently a fair prospeet that other reductions
will be made as occasion arises.

A Question of ‘‘Established Rates.?”

CHICAGO, June 10.—A board of arbitration
to settie & serious dispute between the Atchi~
son, Topeka & Santa Fe railroad and the
Southern Pacific met here to-dav. E. B.
Thomas of the Richmond & Danville, Hugh
Riddle, ex-President of the Rock Island, and
E. P. Vining, commissioner of the Western
Trunk Line association, compose the board.
The dispute hinges upon the interpretation of
the phrase ‘‘established rates” in an agree-
ment made between the lines regarding the
haul over the Southern Pacific from Mojaris
to San Franecisco. The Atchison and Atlaniio
& Pacific agreed to pay a ceriain pro-
portion of the through established
rates, both on passenger and {reight
traffic to the | Southern Pacific for
the use of the latier’s track between the two
cities referred to. When the war on Califor-
nia business broke out the Atchison insisted
that any war rate made by all of the lhinea
was an ‘‘established rate.”” To this the Southe
ern Pacific objected as forcing it to haul
{reight for the most active competitors it had
at figures that were in some instances less
than the transfer charges across San Frane
cisco bay. In reply the Atchison claimed
that to abide by the old tariff wonld be equiv-
alent to allowing the Southern Pacific to make
what rates it pleased and take all of the busi«
ness. Represengatives of the two roads werq
present to-day, for the purpose of verbally
adding such information as the arbitrators
might require.
