Washington Terriiory Artesians.
WASHINGTON, June 10.—When the agricul-
tural biil came up in the senate Mr. Doiph
% moved an amendment reported from the com-
mittee on public lands appropriating £5,000 to
gid in the reclamation ot the arid region in
Washington Territory, by the sinking of ar-
wesian wells.  Mr. Beck said no good had ever
tome from experiments in sinking artesian
wells. He opposed the amendment. My,
Dolph said the territorial legislature of Wash-
igton had appropriated 36,000 to aid in bor-
ing an artesian weil in the arid region to see
whether water could be got there. This
amendment was intended, he said, as a con-
tribution by the United States to that appro-
priation. Private individuals would aiso con-
tribute to it. Mr. Teller advocated the
amendment. He spocke of the great
advantuges to accrue from the discovery
that water might be got in the arid region by
artesian wells. The lands were absolutely
worthless without water, Mr. Chase thought
the amendment should be called *an amend-
ment authorizing men to bore into the
treasury of the United States.” Mr. Mitchell
said it was an error to suppose there was
any *‘job” inthe proposed appropriation.
He advocuted the amendment as of great im-
portance to the territory of Washington. Mr.
George, while favoring the amendment, was
struck by the objection of Mr. Beck and Mr.
Chase, and therefore moved an amendment
providing that the well ghould be sunk on
guvernment land, and that such land shall
be redeemed from sale untii further pro-
vided vy law.

From what can be learned from the
moves of the surveyors in the last week it is
plain that a new projected line will run
northwest from here, striking a point on
cither tbe Manitoba or Northern Pacific
roads. General opinion points to Fergus
Falls, Minn., as the destination. Eastern
people are interested to some extent in the
road’s success, but the greater part of the
stock will be held bere.

The Treasurer of the Reformed
Church $25,000 Short.

NEwW BRUNSWICK, N.J., June 10.—A sen-
sation was developed in the session of the,
reformed church synod to-day. A special
committee to investigate the affairs of the
board of domestic missions reported that the
former treasurer, John R. Smith, was short
in his accounts to the amount of $25,000. The
report said the board was occasionally forced
to borrow money to meet its engagements;
that it haa authorized Treasurer Smith to
give notes for such purposes, binding the
board, and that, taking advantage of this au-
thority, he bad borrowed and converted to
his own use the sum named. The committee
could see no way in which the money to make

good the amount could Dbe raised,
but recommended the payment of in-
terest on the indebtedness thus

During the debate the question was asked
several times as to what assurance the synod
had that there was not the same financial
looseness in all other boards.
