A HEARTLESS HUSBAND.

An East Side Brute for Whom the
Law is Waiting.

Residents of Fourth street northeast,
near the corner of Third avenue, were
treated to a scene yesterday not often wit-
nessed in a civilized community, and onq
which should cail forth the vengeance of
the law upon the brute perpetrating the
decd. A family named Greves, residing on
that street, have been at swords points for
some time past, and the quarrels between
husband and witfe have at times been so
fierce and terrible that that neighbors have
interfered to prevent the wife from injury.
Yesterday morning, shortly before noon,
the husband and wife came out of the house
together and walked toward the gate, talk-
ing earnestly. When at the gate
the man turned upon the woman
and struck her twice in the
face, felling her to the ground, where she
lay in a dead faint. The human brute,
after casting a glance at the prostrate
woman, turned and walked down the street.
Two young men who saw the terrible act
came up and carried the unconseious woman
into the house, where she was cared for and
her wounds dressed. Some claim that the
woman is largely to blame in the matter,
but be that as it may the neighborhood is
in a high state of feeling toward the man,
who deliberately knocked down a defense-
less woman, and she his \\'i&*.

SPORTING FANCIES,

A Few Random Thoughts of Perti~
pent Minneapolis Subjects.

The universal sentiment of Minneapoli-
tans who attended the Mitchell-Cardiff
fight on Friday was in favor of something
decisive. For some time pasit the entire
sity has been compelled to back Cardiff up,
wnd it then looked for vindication. ‘‘Car-
1iff must do something to vindicate our
support or he must be so thoroughly
whipped that he will be settled forever.”
[t was this sentiment that prompted the
wild applause when the giant did good
work or the hisses when he seemed weak.
[t was natural that Cardiff should seem
rxautious and prudent before Mitehell, for it
nust be remembered the latter has a world-
wide reputation and the former had never
yet faced a really first-class man. His tac-
jics, therefore, were correct, and some of
she disapprobation ill-timed. Indiscreet
sxposure might have resulted in an early
wmockout.
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Cardiff is sadly lacking in the main artof
boxing. Everything else he has, but all he
has is nearly worthless in the absence of
ihe great essential. None could but notice
the difference between the direct, straight
shoulder blows of Mitchell and the swinging,
tull arm, rather clumsy strikes of Cardiff.
The former went to their mark like a rifle
ball and they must be stopped or avoided;
the latter were wild, though strong and
heavy. Mitched and Dempsey strike in
very similar style and every blow is given
with all the nerve and force possible, the
striker recovering his guard with lightning
rapidity. A blow from Cardiff, delivered
in the same way and with proportionate
skill, would do terrible execution. Cardiff
should take a thorough course in sparring,
after which, with his brute strength and
power of endurance, he would be a cham-
pion with whom few would care to cope.
A little generalship in fighting would fol-
low and certainly Cardiff needs it.
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After the numerous bloodless battles
Cardiff and Wilson have been fighting in
the columns of the GLOBE, it is refreshing
to know they are actually to meet at St.
Paul next Friday evening. A huge Cardiff
eontingent will go over from here to witness
the affray. Wilson was at the match on
Friday evening and at the close expressed
bimself unqualifiedly that Cardiff had the
worst of the fight and must inevitably have
sueccumbed in another round or two. Billy
must remember he has a great deal to make
good next Friday night, for he has been ex-
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ceedingly free with his tongue, and the

public has no use for & pugilist who fights

better with his mouth than with his hands.

After dint of hard struggling, Minne-
apolis has succeeded in landing at the tail
end of the Northwestern league, from
which position she looks bravely forward
to the number of games to be played. All
of the teams are so close, not even excepf—
ing Duluth, that very few games will
change the relative positions qecui.e_dly.
Minneapolis has every opportunity, ifgthe
boys will only seize it. One of last wetk’s
games was lost by playing Whiteomb at
short, which was an error. Eddie is b1.'11-
liant. but altogether too erratie for that im-
portant position. and the same may be
said of his batting. It may also
be sad that Minneapolis’ pitchers
give too many bases on balls. A good in-
field is there and if the pitcher cannot mis-
lead batsmen into striking out, he should
make them hit the ball ana give the fielders
a chance. A majority of Scores made
against Minneapolis were made b}" base
runners sent to tirst on balls.  Pitchers
know an error is charged for every base
given on balls, and the fewer such errors
are, the better. Minneapolis should re-
member these points and better games will
result. As it is. the club is now playing
such ball as will justify larger attend-
ance.

LABOR'S WORST ENEMY.

Dr. Talmage Makes “Strong Drink the
Worst Foe of Labor,” the Sub-
ject of His Sermon.

What the Money Workingmen Have Spent
for Rum in Thirty Years Would
Purchase in Comforts.

He Urges That a Strike Against
Strong Drink Would be the
Salvation of the Nation.

How the Drunkard Loses His Soul
==A Prayer for Another
Woman’s Crusade.

Vr. Talmage’s Sermon.
Special to the Globe.

BROOKLYN, June 13.—Rev. T. DeWitt
Talmage, D. D., preached to-day in the
Brookiyn Tabernacle the fifth of his ser-
mons on “*The Labor Question.” His sub-
jeet was *‘Strong Drink the Worst Foe of
Labor.”  After explaining appropriate
passages of Seripture. Dr. Talmage took his
text from Hageai i., 6: **He that earneth
wages, earneth wages to put it into a bag
with holes.” Dr. Talmage said: *‘In Per-
sia, under the reign of Darius Hystaspes,
the people did not prosper. They made
money but did not keep it. They were
like people who have asack in which to
put money, not knowing that the
sack is torn or eaten of moths, or in
some way made incapable of holding valu-
ables. As fast as the coin was put in one

L end of the sack it dvopped out at the other.

It made no difference how much wages
they got, for they lost them. *‘He that
earneth wages, earneth wages to put it into
a bag with holes.” What has become of
the billions and Dbillions of dollars in this
country paid to the working classes? Some
of these moneys have gone for house rent
or the purchase of homesteads, or ward-
robe. or family expenses, or the necessities
of life, or to provide comforts in old age.
What has become of other biliions?
Wasted in toolish outlay. Wasted at the
gaming table. Wasted in intoxicants. Put
into a bag with a hundred holes. Gather
up the money that the working classes
have spent for rum during
THE LAST THIRTY YEARS
and I will build for every workingman a
house, and lay out for him a garden, and
clothe his son in broadeloth and his daugh-
ters in silks, and stand at his front door a
prancing span of sorrels or bays, and secure
him a policy of life insurance so that the
present home may be well maintained after
heis dead. The most persistent, most over-
powering enemy of the working classes is
intoxicating liquor. Itis the anarchist of
the centuries, and has boycotted and is now
boycotting the body and mind and soul of
American labor. Itis to it a worse foe
than monopoly, and worse than associated
capital. 1t annually swindles industry out
of a large percentage of its earnings.
It holds out its blasting solici-
tations to the mechanic or operative
on his way to work, and at the noon-speil,
and on his way home at eventide; or Satur-
day, when the wages are paid, it snatches
a part of the money that might come tothe
family and sacrifices itto the saloonkeep-
ers. Within 800 yards of Sand Street
Methodist church, Brooklyn, it has fifty-
four saloons and is plotting now for
another. Stand the saloons in this country
side by side and it is carefully estimated
that they would reach from New York to
Chicago. Forward, march, says the rum
power, and take possession of the Ameri-
can nation. The rum business is pouring
its vitriolic and damnable liquids down the
throats of hundreds of thousands of labor-
ers, and while the ordinary
STRIKES ARE RUIN OUS
both to employers and employes, I pro-
claim a universal strike against strong
drink. which if kept up will be the relief
of the working classes and the salvation
of the nation. I will undertake to say
that there is not a healthy laborer in the
United States who, within the next ten
years, if he will refuse¥all intoxicating
beverages and be saving, may not become
v capitalist on a small scale. Our country
in a year spends one billion, five hundred
million and fifty thousand dollars for rum.
Of course the working classes do a great
deal of this expenditure. Careful statisties
show that the wage-earning classes of Great
Britain expend in liquors, one hundred
million  pounds, or five hundred
million dollars a year. Sit  down
and  calculate, O  working man,
how much you have expended in these di-
rections. Add it all up. Add up what
your neighbors have expended, and realize
that instead of answering the beck of other
people you might have been your own capi-
talist. When you deplete a workman's
physical energy you deplete his capital.
The stimulated workman gives out before
the unstimulated workman. Again, the
inebriate suffers through the loss of his
home. I do not care how much he loves
his wife and children; if this passion for
strong drink has mastered him, he will do
the most outrageous things, and if he could
not get drink in any other way, he would
sell his family into eternal bondage. IHow
many
HOMES HAVE BEEN BROKEN UP
in that way no one but God knows. Oh, is
there anything that will so destroy a man
for this life and damn him for the life that
is to come? I hate that strong drink. With
all the concentrated energies of my soul 1
hate it. Do not tell me that a man can be
happy when he knows that he is breaking
his wife’s heart and clothing his children
with rags. Why, there are on the roads
and streets of this land to-day little chil-
dren, barefooted, uncombed and unkempt—
want on every patch of their faded dress
and on every wrinkle of their prematurely
old countenances, who would have been in
churcies to-day and as well clad
as you are, but for the fact
that rum destroyed their parents
and drove them into the grave., 0O rumni,
thou foe of God, thou despoiler of homes,
thou recruiting ofiicer of the pit, I hate
thee! DBut my subjeet takes a deeper tone,
and that is, that the unfortunate of whom
I speak suffers from the loss of the soul,
The Bible intimates that in the future
world. if we are unforgiven here, our bad
p ssions and  appetites, unrestrained, will
- along with us and make our torment
tirere. So that, Isuppose, when an inebri-
ate wakes up in the last world, he will feel
an infinite thirst eclawing on him. Now,
down in the world, although he may have
been very poor. he could beg or he could
steal 5 cents with which to get that which
would slake his thirst for a little while: but
IN ETERNITY

where is the rum to come from? Dives
could not get one drop of water. From
what chalice of fire will the hot lips of the
drunkard drain his draught? No one to
brew it. No one to mixit. No one to
pour it No one to fetch it. Millions of
worlds then for the dregs which the young
man just now slung on the sawdusted floor
of the restaurant. Millions of worlds now
for the rind thrown out from the punch
bowl of an earthly banquet. Dives cried
for water. The inebriate eries for rum.
Oh, the deep, exhausting, exasperating,
everlasting thirst of the drunkard in hell!
Why, if a fiend came up to earth for some

infernal work in a grog-shop and
should go back, taking on its wi ng
just ome drop of that for which

the inebriate in the lost world longs, what
excitement would it make there! Put that
one drop from off the fiend’s wing on the
tip of the tongue of the destroyed inebri-
ate; let the liquid brightness just touch it;
let the drop be very small, if it only have
in it the smack of alcoholic drink; let that
drop just touch the lost inebriate in the
lost world and he would spring to his feet
and ery: “That is rum, aha! That is
um!”  And it would wake up the echoes
of the damned: *‘Give me rum! Give me
rum! Give me rum!” In the future world
I do not believe that it will be the absence
of God that will make the drunkard’s sor-
row. Idonot believe that it will be the
absence of light. 1do mnot believe thag it
will be the absence of holiness. I think it
will be the
ABSENCE OF RUM.

Oh, “‘look not upon the wine when it is
red, when it moveth itself aright in the
cup, for at the last it biteth like a serpent,
and it stingeth like an adder.” It is about
time that we have another woman’s crusade
like that which swept through Ohio ten or

twelve years ago. With prayer and song.‘
the women went into the groggeries, and
whole neighborhoods, towns and cities
were redeemed by their Christian heroies.
Thirty women surcharged of the Holy
Ghost could renovate a town of a thousand,
three thousand consecrated women, re-
solved to give themselves no peace until
this crime was extirpated from this city,
could in six months eclear out three-
fourths of the grog-shops of Brooklyn. If
there be three thousand women now in this
city who will put their hand and their
hearts to the worl, L will take the contract
fordriving out all these moral nuisances
from the city—at any rate three-fourths of
them—in three months. If, when that
host of three thousand consecrated women
is marshaled, there be no one to lead them,
then, as a minister of the Most High God,
1 will offer to take my position at the front
of the host, and I will ery to them: “Come
on, ye women of Christ, with your songs
and your prayers! Some of you take the
enemy’s right wing and some the left wing.
Forward!
THE LORD OF HOSTS

is with us: the God of Jacob is our refuge!
Down with the dram shops!” But not
waiting for those mouths of hell to close,
let me advise the working and the business
classes, and all classes, to stop strong
drink, While I declared some time ago
that there was a point beyond which a man
could not stop, I want to tell you that while
a man can not stop in his own strength, the
Lord God by His grace can help him to
stop at any time. I was in a room in New
York where there were many meun who had
been reclaimed from drunkenness. 1 heard
their testimony, and for the first time in
my life there flashed out a trath I never
understood. They said: ““We were vie-
tims of strong drink. We tried to give it
up but always failed; but some how since
we gave our hearts to Christ, he has taken

care of us.” I believe that the
time will soon come when the
grace of God will show its power

not only to saves man’s soul, but his body,
and reconstruet, purify, elevate and redeem
it. I verily believe that, although you feel
grappling at the roots of your tongues an
almost omnipotent thirst, if you will give
your heart to God. He will help you by His
grace to conquer. Tryit. It is your last
chance. I have looked off upon the deso-
lation. Sitting in our religious assemblages
there are a good many people in awiul
peril; and judging from ordinary ecircum-
stances, there is not one chanece in five
thousand that they will get clear of it.
There are men in my congregation from
Sabbath to Sabbath of whom I must make
the remark, that if they do not change their
course, within ten years they will, as to
their bodies, lie down
QIN DRUNKARD'S GRAVES;

and as to their souls, lie down in a drunk-
ard’s perdition. I know that is an awful
thing to say, but I cannot help saying it.
Oh, beware! you have not been eaptured.
Beware! whether the beverage be poured
in golden chalice or pewter mug, in the
foam at the top, in white letters, let there
be spelled out to your souls: ‘‘Beware.”
When the books of judgment are open and
ten million drunkards come up to get their
doom, I want you to bear witness that I,
this morning, in the fear of God aund in
the love for your soul, told you, with all
affection and with all kindness, to beware
of that which has already exerted its influ-
ence upon your family, blowing out some=
of his lights—a premonition of the black-
ness of darkness forever. Oh, if you
could only hear this morning, intemper-
ance with drunkards’ bones drumming on
the head of the liquor cask the dead march
of immortal souls, methinks the very glance
of a wine cup would make you shudder;
and the color of the liquor would make you
think of the blood of the soul, and the
foam on the top of the cup would remind
youof the froth on the maniac’s lip; and
you would go home from this service and
kneel down and pray God that, rather than
your children should become captives of
this evil habit, you would like to carry them
out some bright spring day to the cemetery,
and put them away to the last sleep, until
at the call of the south wind the flowers
would come up all over the grave—sweet
prophecies of the resurrectional God has a
balm for such a wound; but what flower of
comfort ever grow on the blasted breath of
a drunkard’s sepulchre?
