TWENTY TOWNS WANT IT.

Applicants for the St. Cloud Prison
Before the Commission.

The commission appointed by the last
legislature to fix the location of the second
state prison met at the capitol yesterday
inaccordance withthe provisions of the act.
But three were present in the forenoon and
an adjournment was taken until 3 o'clock.
There were present: John S. Pillsbury,
Minneapolis, president; William Crooks,
St. Paul, secretary; Alexander McCrea,
Ferham, and Henry Poehler, Henderson.

ji The session was mainly devoted to heariug
arguments in favor ot different localities,
some of which were presented in writing
and some by representatives of
the localities. A gentleman from
Dresbach, presented specimens of a sand-
stone from that place \u25a0 which was adapted
for grindstones and agreed that the manu-
facture of grindstones would not bring the

; convict labor of the state into competition
with the free artisan labor of the North-
west, there being no competition in
that line west of Ohio. Secretary
Phelps of the chamber of commerce
spoke in favor of the Drisboch grindstone
plan, saying that its material was the best
in the world. A committee from the

; St. Paul Trades Assembly was present, but
i on learning that the commission was bound
k by the law to locate the prison at, or near,'

a stone quarry, the committee retired with
Ithe suggestion that a choice in the
i location might lessen the competition
i with honest labor. H. H. Hart
I secretary of the board of corrections and
I charities, suggested that as farming to a
Ilimited extent would be an advisable and
Improbable feature of the institution at some
Ifuture time, more than forty acres should

be secured. The location should be witha
view to the diversity of industries,
which has heretofore lesseued the
evils of contract prison labor
in this state. The commission went into
executive session to hear the report of
John T. Young of St. Paul, who has
visited many localities in the state as an
expert sent out by the commission. An
adjournment was then taken to meet at the
rail of the president not later than Sept.
10. when the commission willproceed in a
body to the principal localities proposed.
The following are the localities proposed
and the principal stone belonging to each:

St. Cloud. East St. Cloud, Rockvillc, Sauk
Rapids, Watab, St. Marysville and Little
Falls, granite of various kinds; Hastings, RedWing, Frontenac. Hokah, Sprinpr Valley,
Mantorville, Maukato and Kascta, limestone;
Dresbacb, blue and bluff sandstone; Luverne
and Pipestone, jasper, etc.; Kettle River,
sandstone; Duluth, Granite, darK trap and
sandstone.

He WillProbably Not Return From

the East for Two Weeks.
Itisnot known when the Hon. Michael

.^Doran will return from his Eastern trip,
but his son said yesterday that he would
probably be back in two weeks. He didn't
expect him sooner. He said when his
father lefthome' he remarked that if Kelly
went to Europe he might go with him, but
he changed his mind after leaving St. Paul.

A Globe reporter asked Mr. Doran if
there was any truth in the assertion that
there was trouble between his father and
P. H. Kelly and he replied that there
was none to his knowledge, but
itwas possible that they might have dif-
fered regarding the Minneapolis postoflice.
Itwas his opinion that the fact that his
father did not go to Europe withMr. Kelly
was no indication that they had had
trouble, as his father crossed the water last
year and did not care to visit that country
again so soon, besides he had business in-
terests in the East that demanded his per-
sonal attention and could not be neglected.

Mr. Kelly' landed in Queenstown last.
Saturday morning, and telegraphed his con-
fidential clerk that he would wriet him in a
few days from London, when it is just
possible that he willgive some expression
to his feelings regarding the action that has
been taken by his opponents during his
absence.

ON THE WING.

People Who Are at the Hotels and
Their Views.

Ex-Congressman Henry Poehler of Hen-
derson was at the Merchants yesterday.
He is a leading Democrat of the southern
portion of the state and before the present
apportionment of congressional districts
represented the old Second district in con-
gress, defeating H. B. Strait, the Republi-
can nominee, who subsequently defeated
him and has remained in congress ever
since. Mr. Poehler is a member of the com-
mission appointed by Gov. Hubbard to lo-
cate the second prison. His presence in
St. Paul at this time is 10 attend a meeting
of that convention.

Referring to political affairs he said that
there was little or nointerest manifested in
congressional matters in the Second dis-
trict, now represented by Wakefield. In-
asmuch as the district contained nineteen
counties, with two of them Democratic and
seventeen: giving

"
Republican majorities,

he said that the Democrats were not car-
ried away with the prospects ot success.
He believed that if the Democrats wished
to carry the state, which was not as hope-
less, they wouldhave to dwell together in
harmony. He admitted that there might
be little differences, but the disagreeing
members should adjust their differences in
the convention, aud not outside of it, and
after a settlement was effected they should
all pull together for the good of the party.

Ex-Senator McCrea of Otter Tail county
was among yesterday's arrivals.' He rep-
resented the Northern district many times
ineach branch of the state legislature, and
is a political power up that way at the
present time. He said that the chances
were that the Republicans could
not count on their old-time ma-
jority in this state at the coming election,
as the Democratic voters had increased, and
the election bids fair to be hotly contested.
This fact, he said, was a good thing for
each of the political organizations, as it
would impel them to put their best possible
men in nomination for office. He thought
there was no doubt about the renomination
ana re-election ofKnute Nelson as his own
successor in congress. The Farmers' alli-
ance, he said, was very strong inOtter Tail
county. The organization was repre-
sented as being of a non-political character.
Itwas his impression that itwould figure
quite largely in the election of mem-
bers of the legislature, as the farmers
could not understand why it took as much
money to ship grain from the Red River
valley to Duluth as from the latter port to
New York, or the seaboard, although the
lattter distance was many times greater
than between the first-named points. The
Scandinavian farmers, he said, were unable
to comprehend such inequalities., and en-
tertained the belief that some legislation
was necessary to reduce the charges of the
short haul.

Ex-Marshal Denny is a candidate for
congress in the Third district. Ho refuses
to affirm or deny his candidacy, but takes
good care to leave the impression in the
minds of his \u25a0 auditors- that he and H. B.
Strait, the" present", congressmen, who has
refused to enter the race for"a renoinina-
tion, are the best of friends, and the dis-
trict would not be .misrepresented by send-
ing the ex-United.
