X Democrat Gives His Views of the
Secret Meeting-.

He certainly
had the best recommendation not only by the
Democrats throughout the state but also by
the Republicans. His recommendations were
far better than those of the other applicants,
and hence his appointment.**

United States Marshal Campbell's casewas very much the 'same way. His recom-
mendations were the very best from men
high in authority, Democrats and Republi-
cans alike, and could not be overlooked ifa
good man was desired. Kellyand Doran in-'
dorsed their applications and their appoint-
ments followed, as inother cases. Kellyand
Doran are simply acting for. the state cen-
tral committee and the latter represents the
last state convention.
