STUCK PINS IN HIM

To Show He Was Paralyzed-=Mrs.
Plurphy Loses Eer Suit.

The arguments were heard in the suit
brought by John C. Walker against the St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba Railway
company vesterday morning before Judge
Young., 'The case went to the jury at 10
o'clock. Six hours later a verdict award-
ing the plaintiff $12,000 damages was re-
turned. The amount of damages asked
was 220,000, the plaintiff’s claim being that
while erossing the railroad on Fourth street
southeast the vehicle in which he was
riding was struck by a switch engine,
which gave no warning of approach. He
was thrown out and received injuries to his
spine resulting in paralysis of his left side.
A practical test of the paralysis was made
by physicians in the court room by the ap-
plication of hot water, electricity, ete., one
doctor sticking needles into the defendant’s
palsied leg to determine the genuineness of
Liis application.

MES. MURPHY’S CASE.

The suit of Anna Murphy against Smith
O’Brien was tried. O’Brien caused the
plaintifi®s arrest July 1, for the larceny of
$135, elaiming that Mrs. Murphy came to
his saloon at 1,900 First street north, and
catching up his vest containing the money,
ran home with it. The woman was tried
on an indictment of the grand jury, and
being acquitted commenced the suit that
was tried yesterday to recover £5,000 dam-
aces for false arrest and imprisonment.

SUNDAY GATES.

Ald. PwyerIntreduces an Ordinance
Prohibiting Them.

Ald. Dwyer is opposed to Sunday ball
playing, wrestling matches and other
sports. His intention to introduce an or-
dinance prohibiting these sports inside the
city limits became known several days ago,
and excited no small amount of alarm
among the lovers of the sports.  This has

been particularly trne of the base
ball manager, who had counted
on a goodly amount of shekels

from Sunday games. The ordinance was
introduced in the council last night under a
suspension of the rules, and was referred
without reading to the committee on or-
dinance. Afterwards the committee re-
ported it back with a recommendation that
it be passed. It was then placed on its
reading. The ordinance places the fine for
violating the ordinance at from $10 to $100,

or an imprisonment of not to exceed
ten days or both a fine and
imprisonment. TWhen the ordinance
came up for amendment Ald.
Stoft moved to strike out ‘‘base

ball” wherever it ocecurs in the ordinance,
and explained that laboring men are fond
of witnessing the sport. and they cannot do
so on a week day, for the reason that they
cannot afford the loss of time. Ald. Sly
moved to lay the amendment on the table,
but it was lost as was also the amendment.
Ald. Mills moved to amend so that where-
ever the word Sunday occurs “‘and Satur-
day” shail be inserted. He thought if the
council was to be so scrupulous-and con-
scientious, it should recognize the mauy
citizens who hold Saturday as the holy day.
Ald. Sly seconded the amendment, but it
failed. The ordinance was unanimously
passed, those who did not believe in the ad-
visability of it voting in the affirmative.

POLICE APPOINTMENTS.

Three Cfficers Dismissdd for Drunk=
enness=-The Vacancies Filled.

At last night’s meeting of the city coun-
=il Mayor Ames made three police appoint-
ments, which were confirmed. John Duffy
was discharged some days ago for drunk-
enness and making an indecent assault on 2
colored woman at her home on Western
avenue. In his stead was appointed James
Grattan, an old officer who failed to get an
appointment at the bezinning of the year,
with the other baich of officers. Mr. Grattan
proved a capable ofiicer before, and there is
no doubt that he will do good service under
Mayor Ames. Ofiicer Bouchier was found
intoxicated on Thursday night after the
Turner parade. He assaulted a citizen and
threatened to shoot, but was easily over-
rowered by the citizen, who quickly di-
vested him of his revolver, star, whistle and
keys. In his stead the mayor chose J. H.
Colwell, a well-known young athlete of
this city. Peter Maitinsu, an old officer of
the Third precinct, was appointed to the
place made vacant by the dismissal of J.
Harry Mochelle, removed for incompe-
tency.

BETHANY HOME.,
Miayor Ames Proposes 1o Jiake lit a
City Jicospital.

Yerterday the committee on Bethany
Homnie met at the city hall with the direc-
tors and officers of that institution to solve
the problem of aid from the city in pro-
viding shelter and care for fallen women.
The ladies of the Home explained their
methods of conducting the institution and

begged of the city one-half of all
moneys paid by demi-monde house-
keepers into the city  treasury.

They gave a financial statement to show
that the bome is doinz a noble work in re-
forming women,and Mayor Ames explained
that he did not think it advisable for the
city to attempt to establish at its expense a
reiormatory institution. He felt anxious
to aid the institutlon and believed that it
would be doune. His plan was to send unfor-
tunates to the home and pay regular hospital
rates for careand treatinent,and stated that
at the mnext meeting he would ask
the board of supervisors of the poor
to take action. The matter was discussed
for two hours in an off-hand way, but no
definite conclusion was arrived at. After
the meeting adjourned the committee and
mayor had a consultation in secret, but did
not make public their action. At last
aight’s meeting of the city council Ald.
_awrence introduced a resolution asthe
mayor recommended. Ald.. Lawrence
jtated that the plan had been approved by
sll concerned. The resolution was adopted.

THE WO00D PROBLEM.

A Vigorous Protest Against the New
Ordinance.

The question of piling wood and lnmber
In the city is agitating the city to no little
extent. The city council recently passed
an ordinance prohibiting the piling of wood
in certain localities, and also preseribing the
locality in which the stuff may be piled.
T'he movement was such as to bring the
lumbermen up in arms to fight the
scheme. Last night, a protest ex-
lensively signed by the  lumber-
men and fuel dealers was presented to the
souncil. It was alleged that the ordinance
would work unwarranted hardship to deal-
ers, inasmuch as it would be impossible to

et the lumber and wood removed to the
focations selected in the ninety days pre-
scribed in the ordinance. Ald. Johnson
moved that the protest be referred to the
aldermen of the First and Second wards.

The Routine Grind of Last Night's
Session.

The city council last night considered
considerable routine business. Ald. Sly
introduced an ordinance, under suspension
of the rules, establishing and controlling
the work hours, which was  re-
ferred to the committee on ordi-
nances. Ald. Phelps presented an ord:-
ance prohibiting herding cattle in the Sixth,
Seventh and Eighth wards. Referred.
Ald. Clark presented an ordinance amend-
ing the butchers’ ordinance, in order to
Also referred. Proposals
were opened for building a wooden bridge
across Bassett’s ereek on Western avenue.
Charles Filteau was the lowest bidder.
The city comptroller reporied his first
quarterly, showing total payments $128,-
(98.48, total receipts $180,258.98, taxes
still due, $288,101.06; estimated disburse-
ments on account of general fund, reported
to council Sept. 2, 1885, $592.725. Re-
ferred to the committee on ways and
means. Ald. Haugan introduced a resolu-
tion authorizing the proper oflicials to issue
city bonds with interest at 4’4 per cent. in
the sum of $115,000. Refered to the commit-
tee on ways and means. It was moved that
the committee on public grounds and build-
ings be authorized to make certain changes
in the boilers and the boiler-room of the
city hall, and it obtained. The committee
on streets, grades and additions reported
recommendations to adopt the following
plats of additions to the city of Minneapo-
lis: Pleasant Place addition; J. L. Par-
ker's addition, and Parker & Jermain’s ad-
dition, and the report was adopted.
The chief of the fire depariment was
authorized to make an arrangement for an
exchange of the use of four steam fire en-
gines and as many hose trucks with St,
Paul in case of a serious confiagration. The
St. Paul & Northern Pacific presented an

ordinance granting certain rights of
way in South  Minneapolis. Re-
ferred to the committee on railroads.

The committee on water works recom-
mended that the sum of $2,053.25 b_e pgud
to Robinson & Mead for street sprinkling
in the month of May. There have been
numerons complaints regarding the inade-
quacy of the sprinkling, and the above sum
of money had been held out by the com-
mittee on claims, but the committee on
water works, in making an investigation,
found that there had not been
provided the number of hydrants
arranged for, and there was cause for com-
plaint on both sides. Ald. Pratt, Swenson,
Eichhorn, Clark and others testified that
the sprinkling had been most shabbily done,
and they had their votes changed so that
the motion to draw a warrant was lost. A
contract was ordered executed with Charles
Filteau for constructing the Western avenue
bridge across Basseit’'s creek. The pro-
ceedings in the matter of opening, widen-
ing and extending Franklin avenue were
abandoned. It is now proposed to extend
the avenue without widening. An ordi-
nance establishing Twenty-fourth avenue
south and other streets in the Sixth ward
was given its first reading. An ordinance
amending the ordinance regulating licenses
was also reported. It strikes out the word
*‘and” and inserts the word ‘‘or,” so as to
read *‘meat or game.” It was read and
went over under the rules. Ald. Sly’s
workhouse ordinance was next placed on
its first reading.

The committee on workhouse reported
that the cells and interior of the workhouse
had been inspected and found satisfactory.
Supplies and furniture were ordered pur-
chased for the house. The aldermen of
the Third and Fourth wards reported a
recommendation that the sum of $1,500 be

set apart for improving and extending [

Sixth avenue north to Keegzan’s lake and
bridging Bassett’s creek, provided the Sixth
Avenue North Improvement association

accept the amount in full of
all expenditures made by it.
Adopted. Ald. L’Herault brought up

the old city hall repairs iob, and wanted to
know what the committee on claims had
done with the $786.22 paid to Boynton,
old foreman. A motion was made that a
warrant for $2,500 be drawn in favor of
Robinson, and made in payment for street
sprinkling. The aldermen from each ward
were directed to instruct all street com-
missioners not to work their men after 5
o'clock Saturday afternoons, and not to
deduct any time.

Three Plumbers Charged With Vio=
Jating the Plumbing Ordinance.
At yesterday’s meeting of the water

board. an invitation was received from the

American Water Works association to at-

tend the sixth annuai convention, to be held

in Denver, Col., on June 23-25, and it was
accepted, and it was voted that the board
be represented there by the superintendent
of the board at an expense not to exceed
$50, and also that the association be invited
to hold its next annual meeting in Minne-
apolis. A number of petitions were re-
ceived and given reference. The commit-

tee on extensions reported a large
number of mains to be Ilaid, and

it was reported that Jergens & Klietzen,
John Fitzgibbons and Henry L. Peterson,
plumbers, had violated the plumbing ordi-
nance. They were instructed to appear
before the board at the meeting next
Thursday. 7The engineer reported an esti-
mate of $2.666 due on the pipe-laying con-
tract to McRitehie & Nichol of Chicago.

FIERCE, FIERY FLAMBEAUX,

The Goodnow Sawmill Burned Last
Night to a Total Loss.

Narrow Escape From Disaster--1.0ss
$70,000, Insurance $45,000.

The sawmill of Col. James Goodrow, on
the Mississippi river at the foot of Fourth
avenue north, burned to the ground Ilast
night about 9 o’clock. A fire alarm from
the nearest box, followed by a general
alarm, brought out the entire department,
and after a fierce, but brief battle, the
flames were confined to the mill proper and
a terribie holocaust averted. The blaze be-
gan in the mill cellar, in some unknown
way, and rapidly enveloped the building,
shooting up with a heat that was intense
and casting a lurid glare for miles around.
The water facilities were limited and the
fire fighters eramped and hemmed in. So
intense was the heat that it became
necessary to use one stream playing con-
stantly on the firemen, to enable them to
direet the hose upon the blaze. The miil
steod in the center of a large lumber yard.
and only the rain of the evening prevented
a disastrous conflagration. Huge torches
were fluug out from the roaring fire and
alighted on the Iumber and the surrounding
buildings, but watehful care prevented any
further fire, and the damp surfaces did not
readily ignite. By persistent work, the
flames were confined to the mill, where
after a fierce resistance, and when the mill
was totally destroyed, the fire was subdued.

THE GOODNOW MILL

was built about five years ago, on the site
of a smaller one destroyed by fire. It was
owned by Col. James Goodnow, who re-
sides at 375 T'welfth street south. Its ca-
pacity was 150,000 feet per day, with lath
and shingles in proportion, and its equip-
ment was a circular mill, 10-gang saw,
with lath and shingle mills to mateh, all
constructed on the latest plans, equipped
with the best machinery. Itstarted up last
week and was yesterday working fall
force. The fire was discovered in the plat-
form, but is supposed to have worked its
way up from below. When a miil has
been in use for a few years it
becomes filled with a light dust as inflam-
mable as tinder, and fire. goes over it with
a tremendous rush. The loss includes the
machinery and a small lot of sawed lumber
in the mill. Col. Goodnow had secured
about 7,000,000 feet of logs and was nego-
tiating for the purchase of enough to fill
out the season, but it is now doubtful
whether the mill will be rebuilt. The loss will
approximate $70,000, upon which was
$45.000 insurance. Gale & Co. wrote
$18,500, W. A. Barnes & Co. $5,000, and
the remaining $21,500 was largely in mu-
tual companies, placed recently.

The woodyard in connection with the
mill was run by John Goodnow, son of the
proprietor, and the lumber piles adjacent
were the property of Smith, Pillsbury and
others, Their escapz, under the circum-
stances, was little less than miraculous.

NATIONAL GERMAN AIRS

Now and
then the room would echo and re-echo with
laughter as one of the young men, with
chest thrown out and an earnest look in his
face, grasped the spear and threw it, but
instead of hitting the target would causc a
stampede off to one side. No accidents
resulted, however, and all passed cff pleas-
antly. Some fine club-swinging was done
by different members, and the running
would have made a professional sprinter
give up in despair and confess he knew
nothing of the art. Wrestling was also in-
dulged in, and considerable science, in ad-
dition to strength, demonstrated. The
non-active memnbers, or scholars, followed
with an exhibition, and showed that when
they arrived at the proper age for joining
some society, 18, they would reflect great
credit on their teachers. The ages of the
scholars range from 14 to 18 years. When
they reach the latier figure they join a class
and become active members.

He referred to the origin
of turning schools and said that they were
one of the best things ever put into opera-
tion. He was glad to see such an interest
being taken by the ladies, and felt syre that
the coming generation would not neglect
this branch of edueation. The exercises
to-morrow will be upon horizoutal bars and
side and rear horses. The active turners
will give way to the younger members in
the afternoon. There willbea ball and
supper in the evening.

Delegates of Turners arrived last evening
from Milwaukee and Green Bay, Wis. They
were well pleased with the way the conven-
tion was carried on.

August Fuhrberg, who made the highest
jump yesterday, took seventh prize on ap-
paratus-performing at the national conven-
tion in Newark last year. There were about
350 contestants.
