A St.Joseph Editor Assassinated-*
The Murderer's Attempted Suicide.;
St. Joseph, Mo., June ? 18.? 11

o'clock this morning, as Col. J. W. Strong,
manager of the Herald, was sitting in the
counting room with his back to the door,
Dr. S. R. Richmond entered, and drawing
a revolver fired, the ball striking his victim
in the left side of the neck. Col. Strong
jumped and staggered toward the back of
the office. Richmond fired two more shots
and Strong fell. Richmond then turned,
walked outside, and some twenty feet from
the door placed the revolver to his temple,
fired, and dropped instantly to the side-
walk. Atthe time of the shooting Col.
Strong was engaged in conversa-
tion, and was totally uncon-
scious of the approach of an enemy.
Richmond drove up to the front of the
office inhis carriage. He is said to have
alighted coolly and walked to the Herald
office without exhibiting any signs of ex-
citement. When he came back after shoot-
ing Col. Strong he found that the carriage
had been driven away, and it was then that
he shot himself. Col. Strong fell, struck by
two bullets, one of which struck him in the
neck, ranging upward into the brain, the
other struck inhis back and is believed to
have pKjUf

PENETRATED HIS HEART.
He died liveminutes after the first shot

was fired. iRichmond's bullet took effect
in the left temple. Itis believed that he
willnot recover. The trouble is solely of
Richmond's own making. He ? has long
been known-as the discoverer of "Samar-
itan Nervine," and has been an extensive
advertiser. Five months ago he disap-
peared from the community and left a
lotof papers, evidently the work of either a
fool or hopeless lunatic. He charged Col.
Strong and other prominent attorneys of
this city withhaving ruined him, and indi-
cated tnat he had ended his career in the
river. Atthat time opinions differed as to
his condition, some regarding him insane
and others believing him simply working a
ruse to obtain ?85,000 insurance on his life.
Since then he had become hopelessly in-
sane. Col. Strong leaves a family consist-
ing of a wife and three sons, the eldest .of
whom is John P. Strong, editor-in-chief of
the Herald. The colonel was 61 years old,
a lawyer byprofession, and a man who has
been very prominent in the Republican
party of Northwest Missouri for nearly
thirty years. His home originally was
Jacksonville, where he has a large number
of friends and relatives.

mittee on legislation recommended to re-
quest the legislature to enact a law making
itobligatory upon every person who desires
to practice medicine in Minnesota to pass
an examination before the state board of
medical examiners. Dr. J. H. Murphy of
St. Paul, bluntly said this was nonsense
and they could not shut out practitioners
who bore the diplomas of reputable col-
leges. The resolution was amended and
adopted and now asks the legislature to
pass a law requiring persons who desire to
practice medicine in the state to pass an ex-
amination before a state examining board,
consisting of members not attached to any
teaching school or college, provided that
any graduate of a college recognized by said
examining board who has been reputably
inpractice in another state or country for a
period of fiveor more years and produces
properly authenticated vouchers from tlie
state or provincial medical society repre-
senting the profession shall be granted li-
cense to practice without undergoing tech-
nical examination; also that three sessions
ofsix months each be required for gradua-
tion from state medical schools.

THE NATIONAL,BOARD OF HEALTH.
