Numerous Indictments Found"Two
Men Plead Quilty.

William Clark and George Currens,

charged with robbing W. W. Ustick some
time ago, pleaded not guiltyto the two in-
dictments found against them.

GATHERING IXLAMBS.

The Ausrustana Lutheran Synod

Discusses Educational WorK.

At the Augustana synod yesterday morn-

ing a reply was read from the Swedish

Lutheran synod in session at Easkm, Pa.
President Hasselquest of Rock Island col-
lege submitted his report, in which he re-
peated the statement made in previous
vear.s, that quite a number ofstudents have
refused to take religious instruction, al-
though religious instruction is obligatory in
the institution. The students must present
themselves at the recitations, but it is nev-
ertheless very doubtful if they profit by
them. The report also called attention to
the fact that" several students have objected
to instruction in gymnastics and music.
However, great progress has been made in
music, and a conservatory of music has
been established during the year. One
difficulty at the college is what might
be called the "'linguistic dualism."'
It is necessary to conduct the
instruction in two languages—Eng-
lish and Swedish. These revelations
created no little surprise and a lengthy dis-
cussion ensued, at the close of which the
report was referred back to the president
for more specific statements. The report
of the educational committee, referring
mainly to the beneficiaries of the college,
was next received. Areduction has been
made during the past year from 41 to 36
per cent, on the number of the students re-,
ceiving aid. The committee recommended,
first a vote of thanks to President Carlsson
for his carefulness and indefatigable atten-
tion. Second, that inasmuch as complaint
is heard again this year with refererence to
the instruction of the youth, and that many
of the youth after they have attended their
first communion forsake the churches, the
synod admonishes the conferences to see to
itthat all of the congregations be officially
visited in order to ascertain the causes for
this state of affairs and to find some remedy
for this lamentable evil among pastors, in
Sunday schools, and young people's associa-
tions, and to report at the next meeting.

This latter suggestion provoked a spirited
discussion, some thinking that its adoption
would lead to episcopacy, others that the
proposed inspection would be found unnec-
essary, as each pastor is required to report
annually upon these several points. It
was also urged that there was no fear of
individual power in the form of a bishop.
The resolution was finally adopted, as was
another resolution urging attention to Pres-
ident Hasselquest's recommendations con-
cerning congregational and Sunday
school work. A discussion as to
the appointment of a committee
on Sunday schools followed until
adjournment. Inthe evening, Rev. L. A.
Johnston of Dcs Moines preached upon
"The Open and Free Character of True
Christianity."

To-day willbe observed as Midsummer,
or St. John the Baptist, day. Rev. J.
Tileen of San Francisco preaches in the
morning. followed by addresses tobe made by
Bey. E. M.Eriksonon "Foreign Missions,"
liev. J. Wilkastrand of Utah on "Home
Missions," Rev. J. H. Krantz, L. G. Abra-
hamson and perhaps others.

the: TEX'JTED GROVE.

Seventh-Hay Advcntist Camp meet"
ing- at Lake Harriet.

Yesterday a Globe reporter visited the
Adventists encamped in the grove at Lake
Harriet. They have about 150 tents pitched
on the grounds, and although the ground is
uneven, everything is arranged in the neat-
est manner, the tents all in line and with
:streets invarious directions. The firsttent
near the entrance is used for a dining hall,
in connection with aprovision stand a short
distance away. Alarge tent is used for a
book-stand, where a supply of religious and
denominational books is kept for sale. One
large tent is used for devotional exercises in
the Scandinavian language, as well as for
the Germans. Meetings are held daily for
the children, ina tent for them. Ina con-
venient place is a reception tent for
the . accommodation of those attend-
ing the meeting from without.
Atthe front part of the grounds is located
the large pavilion for general services, 80x
120 feet. The tent is placed on the side of
the hill, and the seats rise from the pulpit
in ainphitheatrical form towards the upper
side. Alarge motto is arranged in the
form of an arch over the pulpit, "Hear ye
the word of the Lord." There are other
appropriate mottoes in different parts of
the grounds and in the tents used for meet-
ings. Allthe exercises of the meeting are
conducted with the greatest order. At
6 o'clock in the morning the bell, rings, for.. rising, and at 5:30 is held a social vmeeting
in the great tent. This meeting yesterday
morning was conducted by. Elder D. M.
Canright. Everyone seemed deeply inearn-
est, and the time was taken up by the people
in bearing .testimonies. In,;the iforenoon
Elder George I. Butler of Battle Creek,

Mich., president of their general conier-
ence, and the leading man in the denomin-
ation, arrived upon the ground; also Elder
S. N. Haskell fromSouth Lancaster. Mass.,

president of the International Tract society
and theii missionary to Australia and the
Islands of the Pacific. There are also
several other ministers from abroad inat-
tendance, Elder L. M'Coy of Sigourney,
la., and Elder A. G. Daniels from Dcs
Moiues, la., and others from Minnesota.
At10:30 in the morning was held the first
session of the state conference. The time
was taken up in organizing and appointing
committees. This was followed by a meet-
ing of the State Sabbath School association,

Elder W. B. White, president, in the chair.
The reports showed sixty-eight schools and
a membership of1,810. After the business
of the meeting, a short time was j
spent in a discussion of the
Sabbath school work in general; the
best methods, aids in work, teachers' meet-
ings, etc. We learn that the Seventh-day
Adventists regard the Sabbath school as a
very important part of their work. They
all take an active part in this branch, old
and young attending the school, and all
learning the same lessons the world over.
There ate, in this country, twenty-eight
organized state associations, embracing
nearly every state and territory. They
have also a general association which com-
prises all the smaller associations through-
out the world. Last year the reports
showed TIG schools, with '20,000 members,

and their collections were $7,000. The
principal paper of this organization is the
Youth's Instructor. Battle Creek, Michigan.

In the evening a fine audience gathered
and listened with deep attention to Eider
Butler, as he spoke for an hour with great
earnestness and strong arguments from
Zeph. 3:1-3. This text, he said,
brought to view the great and terrible day
of the Lord, the day connected with the
coining of Christ in the clouds of heaven,
lt was a message to gather a people, not in
localities, but in faith and obedience; a
people "not desired," that is, an unpopular
people, just such as the people of God
always had been. A decree is about to go
forth, which he thought was the solemn
decree of judgment that should settle
every man's case. It is just before the
fierce anger of the Lord comes. The text
calls for a reform at that time. It is not
only the purely wicked, but even the
righteous. They must humble themselves
and seek the Lord inorder to be hid in the
day of his fierce anger. Elder Butler be-
lieved that this day was now nigh at hand;

that something more than a popular, easy
religion was necessary; that there must be
a return to the old paths of piety, earnest-
ness, separation from the world, brokenness
of heart and purity of life as set forth in
the Bible. His remarks evidently made a
deep impression upon the audience.

PLYMOITHAVESIE.

The ImbroglioOver the Proposal to
Stra.ig'iiteii It.

Thfi council committee yesterday consid-
ered the proposed straightening ofPlymouth
avenue. Some of the property owners are
favorable, while others protest vigorously
against the movement. Itis claimed by the
opposition that Plymouth avenue was origi-
nally a regularly-laid- out county road, and
that it was accepted in due form by the city
as so laid out. This is denied by those in
favor of the proposed change, who say that
the jog at Thirteenth street is a great agid
needless inconvenience. Freeman P. Lane
appeared yesterday for the oppposition,
while Eugene M. Wilson was the counselor
for those in favor of the project. Mr. Wil-
son briefly recounted the history of the
case, and alleged that itwas only a question
of legality and assessment of damages.
lie held that the name of the street is im-
material, and that the desideratum is to get
itstraightened. Mr. Lane did not want to
put his clients to unnecessary expense, but
claimed that the proceedings had thus far
were irregular and that they should be set
aside, lie wanted the appraisers of dam-
ages to do the work again and to do it in a
regular way. The report simply says that
the damages are equal to the assessments
for benefits, making it a sort of a stand off.
He thought itpertinent to firstascertaiu the
damages and the benefits.

JOHN O'BRIEN'S BIG HAUL.

Jay Gould Gave Him $50,000 With
Which to Help Blame Out.

AndJohnny Has Been LivingLike v
Prince Ever Since.

Ever since the

campaign of 1884 hints, both wide and
broad, have been thrown out that a large
sum of money contributed for the adyance-
ment of Mr. Blame's canvass in the city of
New York was improperly distributed, not
to say deliberately stolen. The campaign
managers have been extremely reticent
when asked about this matter. Within
four or five days the subject has been sen-
sationally paraded in a way that has
brought out some of the particulars. Col.
George Bliss, the noted lawyer, started the
ball inmotion inan interview, in which he
declared that on the day before the elec-
tion Jay Gould had given John J. O'Brien,
the successor of Gen. Arthur as chairman
of the Republican county committee, and
Bob McCord, one of O'Brien's lieutenants,
something like $75,000 or SIOO.OOO foruse,
for which there had never been any appre-
cijible return. Coi. Bliss insisted that most
of this money remained in the pockets of
O'Brien and his coterie. There has been
no attempt to dispute the fact that Mr.
Gould contributed a large sum for the pur-
pose as stated. Mr. O'Brien's only reply
to his accuser has been that they might as
well accuse him of appropriating $250,000
as £50,000.
