BCSE VEXTHDAYAUVENTISTS.

ASermon Delivered at Their Meet-
iisir Yesterday.

Yesterday morning the social meeting of
the Seventh-Day Adventists was again led
by Elder Butler. Great interest was mani-
fested, several being on their feet at the
same time waiting for an opportunity to
tell their experience inreligious life. At8
o'clock the whole camp engaged inmorning
devotions. Achildren's meeting was held
at 9 o'clock. This was conducted by two
sisters, who tried to interest the little ones
for a short time. The second meeting of
the State Missionary society convened and
conducted its usual business. Resolutions
were discussed and adopted, and many in-
teresting experiences of different ones were
related in the missionary work. Elder S.
N.Haskell gave them many stirring facts
coucernine. the work inthis direction. The
meeting was continued through the time for
preaching, and lasted until 12 o'clock. The
report of the secretary in this state showed
sixty organized missionary societies. 747
membership, with about seventy-five work-
ers employed. These during the year had
made 4,305 missionary visits, written 1,927
letters, obtained 1.009 subscriptions for
their periodicals, had distributed 1,239,000
pages of religious reading matter, 24,400
periodicals, had 12,500 Bible readings in
private families. The receipts of the society
for the year were $22,359. The valuation
of their property is 57,124, and they sold
during the year 35.225 worth of books. We
learned that the missionary work is a lead-
ing feature in the operations of the Seventh-
Day Adventists, and that the society is well
organized. They have church societies,
which unite and form district so-
cieties. These, in turn, unite and form
state organizations, presided overby a sec
retary and president. All these combine
to form the International Missionary
society, which embraces the whole world.
Alltheir people engage in this work, from
old to young. Each minister is a mission-
ary. Their publications are sent to all
parts of the globe, and the transportation
on railroads and vessels is generally free.
They have established city missions in
nearly all the great cities of the United
States, and in many of the principal cities
of Europe. Their work also, extends to
Australia and to the islands of the Pacific.
Inconnection with the city missions they
have training schools where their mission-
aries are taught in their methods of labor.
Persons are kept constantly employed in
placing reading: matter on the great steam-
ers and vessels leaving the seaport cities of
the world, and hundreds of lines are thus
supplied. In the principal hotels and
depots of our great cities they also place
racks for periodicals and tracts. These are
regularly supplied with new matter. The
reports for last >ear showed the member-
ship of the international society to be 10,-
--543; pages of reading matter distributed,
15,463,205, besides 1,160,796 periodicals
given away; 39,370 letters written; 102,182
missionary visits made, and 40,747 sub-
scriptions obtained for periodicals. At
2:30 Eld. S. N. Haskell preached on
"Faith." His remarks were very earnest,
and delivered in a clear, decisive manner.

THE SERMON. ... '\u25a0'\u25a0''''
Last evening Eld. D. M. Canright

preached to a great congregation.
His text . was Revelations xiv., 6-IG.

"Nearly all evangelical people," said he
"believe that Christ willcome some time.
So we believe. Neaily all believe that he
willcome literally and personally, just as
we believe. But many argue that he may
come at any moment, without any warn-
ing. We often hear men remark that the
Lord may come . to-night, or it may be a
thousand years before he comes. From
this view we most decidedly dissent.

The Bible plainly teaches that just be-
fore Jesus comes there willbe signs given
to indicate when that event is near, and
that there willbe a solemn warning to the
earth, lasting about one generation, to pre-
pare the people for that event. As there
was a warning before the flood, before the
fallof Sodom, before the first advent of
Christ, so there willbe signs and a warn-
ingin the last days. The fact is plainly
brought out inmy text, that just before the
coming of Christ in the clouds of heaven
there is to be not only a warning, but a
three-fold warning to the world inregard
to it. Let us read the last part of my text,
verses 14-16. Every candid person will
admit that this plainly refers to the second
advent of Christ. He saw a white cloud,
he saw the Son of Man seated on that
;cloud crowned as king, with a sickle in his
hand, and itwas said to him that he should
thrust in his sickle and reap for the

.harvest of the earth was ripe, and
;that itis said that he did reap the earth.
We know, without doubt, that this is a
description of the second advent. All will
admit it. Itis too plain to be denied. Now
the question is, what immediately

PRECEDES THE SECOND ADVEXT?
Isthere to be a warning, or is there not?

This chapter willsettle that question plainly
and definitely. Begining back a few verses

''\u25a0 in my text John says that he saw an angel
flyingin the midst of heaven, having a
solemn message to preach to every nation,
saying with a loud voice: "Fear God and
give glory to Him. for the hour of His judg-
ment is come,"

—
verse 7. Here is a world-

wide warning. Itis represented by an an-
gel flyingin the midst of heaven. And
then the eighth verse says that there fol-
lowed another angel saying: "Babylon is
fallen, is fallen," and the next verse says
that the third angel followed them with a
warning about worshiping the beast, and
about the wrath of God, which is ,soon to
come on the earth, and closes by saying:
"Here is the patience of the saints; here
are they that keep the commandments of
God and the faith of Jesus," and this is im-
mediately followed by the description of
Christ's coming,

—
verses, 14-16. Here then

is the Scripture declaration that just pre-
vious to the second advent of Christ there

r are to be three solemn, warning messages
to the inhabitants of the earth. Now, my
friends, Idid not write that chapter, i
am not responsible for it. Ihave no right
to fixit over to suit myself or to please I
you. ,The Lord wrote v it that
way just as he wanted it. My business is
to take itas he has given it. What does it
teach? Very plainly that just before the
advent of Christ, there must be these warn-
ings to the last generation of men. Now,
we ask, how can a man consistently say
that he believes that the Lordmay come to-
night, when he does not believe that these
warnings have been given? Such a posi-
tion is nnscriptural; for here it is plainly
laiddown right in the word of God, which
everybody believes, that there .is such a
warning. Seventh-day Adventists just be-
lieve this; and here is where they differ
from other denominations. :. They not only
believe that Christ will come literally, but
more, just what is here laid down, namely:
that there will be a warning to the earth
previous to the coming of Christ Now,
let us see

WHAT THESE MESSAGES 'ABE TO BE.
The first, inverse 7,' says distinctly: "Fear
God and give glory to Him, for the hour of
His -judgment is come." -This \u25a0 message
God has put in his holybook, and the world
must certainly hear itat the.proper time.
What does it say? It relates to the judg-
ment, and says that the time has come for
that judgment. Hence all can see at a

:glance that itis a last, day message. .The
\u25a0judgment did not come at the first advent,
nor in Luther's time, but itwillcome in
the last generation. Then this message
must be given in the last generation, for it
is a warning that ;the judgment has come... Can

Christ then come before ': this

'

is'- preached? Certainly not. This proves that
'.there willbe a warning •.*in•'• the;last days.
1read on. Inverse 8 the announcement is

made that[Babylon is fallen.' :;
'
Now what

does this mean? From Revelations xvii.,
8-6, we learn that v:Babylon represents a
great ecclesiastical body, or church; and in
chapter xviii.,1-4, we learn;. that the fall of
Babylon is a moral fall. Itbecomes spirit-
ually corrupt, worldly and; formal. From
many other Scriptures wo learn that in the
last days there is to be just such \u25a0 an apos-
tacy among the professed- churches of
Christ. See Luke, . viii. 8;.2d Timothy,
iii., 1-5. There the apostle says that in
the last days many will depart *from God,
having only a form ofgodliness. ; This sec-
ond message, then, in Revelations, xiv.,
announces that as an accomplished fact.

In verses 9-12 of my text is a statement
of the third and last message of warning.
Itthreatens the. unmingled wrath of God
upon every one ,who shall worship the
beast, the papal power, and shall not keep
the commandments of God. There will be
then, at that time, a warning some way
about the commandments. Right follow-
ing this, the text says that Jesus comes in
the clouds of heaven. ,

Now, ifwe believe the word of God, we
must expect that in the last generation a
three-fold warning will go to the world, to
prepare the people for the -. coming of the
Lord.

We have shown in other sermons that we
are down in the last clays, just where we
should expect such a warning. Now, the
question is, has the warning been given?
Has the world heard of it? Does anybody
know anything about it? Oh, yes, indeed. <

The whole world knows that during the"
last half century the Adventists have given
a warning in the very words of this chap-
ter, announcing that the advent of Christ is
near. In1544 was heard the proclamation
that the hour of his'judgment is come. For
live years the world was mightily stirred by
this message. Tens of thousands were con-
verted, and it was preached in all the
world. Everybody heard it.

. ... THE JUDGMENT
is a worK that takes place in heaven before
Christ comes to the earth, for when he
comes every man's case is settled and de-
cided, and the Lord merely comes to meet
the saints; the award is already decided
upon. So we believe the work of judging
the world began in 1544, as was proclaimed
by the Adventist people. Right following
this was a proclamation given by this peo-
ple, in the very words of the text, 'Babylon
is fallen, is fallen.' They took the position
that the religious bodies who' had rejected
and opposed the doctrine of the coming of
the Lordhad opposed the truth of God, and
that inconsequence they would go into the
dark, and the Lord did not bless them as
he previously had. This announcement
was made openly and loudly to the world.
Now, look at the facts. Does not every
man know that there has come a wonderful
change over the churches of the land within
the last fiftyyears. Many of them have
become as proud and popular, stylish and
worldly as the world itself. Jewelry,
finery, fashion, is seen in the church about
as much as anywhere. The power of
God that used to be, is wanting in many
cases. The modern revivals are different
affairs from those of old times. They are
largely produced now by singing, loud talk-
ing and wild harangue. The old fashioned,
plain preaching, pleading with God. broken-
ness of heart, has dropped out. Very little
change of life attends most of the conver-
sions, and very generally a few months
ends their career. We are afraid of these
things, and Ibelieve they are not the genu-
ine gospel of the Bible. Evidently, then,
this message is true, for facts sadly corrob-
orate it.

The third and last message was to be
about the commandments of God. V. 12:
"Here are they that

-
keep the command-

ments of God." Where? Why, right
here; just before Jesus comes. So then
there willbe brought out at this time a pe-
culiar people, keeping the commandments
of God, as others do not keep them, and as
they have not been kept before. Now, itis
a fact that Seventh-day Adventists are do-
ing just this thing. Forty years ago they
began. to preach about the commandments
of God, the ten commandments, and to
keep them as ,the Lord gave them from
heaven. Of course they had to.keep the
seventh day Sabbath, and they have
preached this with vigor all around the
world. The whole earth has heard it. "To-
day they are numbered by tens of thous-
ands, and they have institutions, missions,
printing and publishing houses encircling
the globe.

„AMISUNDERSTANDING

Which Occasions an Erroneous Re-
port Concerning- the Police.

Thursday evening the place kept by Car-
rie Moore at 119 Second street north was
closed by the mayor in response :to a peti-
tion signed by seventy-two citizens.

Further that if
they were refused admission to the house it
was because the patrolmen did not know
they were in authority, or did not under-
stand their duty. The police authorities
state that they willgladly assist the sheriff
.whenever requested to do so.

THE MOCK. AUCTIONS.

The Police Keeping: a Wary Eye on
Many Sharpers.

The police have been keeping a sharp
watch at the so-called mock auction stores,
where the rural . sucker is induced by the
"capper" system to give up his money
either through the medium of mining stock
sales, bogus jewelry or sundry other fakes.
The two places on Washington avenue
south, between Second and Third avenues,
have given the greatest trouble. One of
them, run by Levi, was recently closed up
by the police. Yesterday a Chicago" party
named Abrahams threw open the doors of
the place again and was, it is alleged, pre-
paring to open up the same kind of a busi-
ness. Col. Chase visited him
and gave /, strict orders that he
should not venture outside the
limits of legitimate business. Itis reported
thf>t several persons have been swindled at
these places, but as the dupes do not com-
plain, fearing exposure of their foolishness,
the police cannot do more than to exercise
a strict guard to prevent the ranks of suck-
er? from swelling too rapidly with fresh re-
cruits. •

George R. Tanner pleaded not
guilty to the charge, and gave bonds of
1,000 for his appearance Monday, when
when the case will be tried. He is also
under bonds to appear at the next general
term and answer to a similar charge.? Mary
E. Prentiss was arrested under the name
of Jennie Whitcomb. She will.plead this
morning to the charge of keeping an
assignation house. Her bond was fixed at
$500. A motion was made that
the. case against her be dis-
missed on a technicality, but Judge Young
would not have itthat way, and. up the
defendant must come.
