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AFTER THE STORM

The Sun Shines Brightly and the
Crickets Sing.

Like the singing of the crickets after the
storm has passed were the words that the
leaders in Thursday’s anti-boss conference
uttered yesterday morning. Most of those
who took part in the conference had gone
the night before, but a few rem_amed, an.d
as they walked about the corridors @helr
faces were festooned in smiles and tnere
was about them the air of men who have
gotten in their work.

“To see so many counties represented was
a surprise to me,” €aid H. H. Fuller. “It
was cacouraging. I talked with many of the
suen and the sentiment is stronger than I had
anticipated. Theve will be nothing further done
1 expeet until the convention, except to look
out that the proper persouns are sentio the
gtate convention. We propose to stand or
fall by the convention. The action of the
conference will be laid before the state gath-
ering, and if it is indorsed then we have
carried our point. 1f the convention fails to
fndorse us then the moyvement is at an end,
but the convention will not fail to indorse our
action. 1 teelconfident of that.”

In the count of those who were in Thurs-
day’s conference the forty Ramsey county
delegates were unintentionally uumt_ed
from the whole number present. With
these added the mumber who were there as
participants and spectators was about 190.
Among Republicans there was a tendency
to belittle the convention. They said it was
not only useless but unealled for.

“1f there are 1o be b¢ s,”” remarked H. A.
Castle last night, **and as there are no Demo-
cratic congressmen it seems RNECessary that
there should be some central power in dis-
posing of the federal patronage, why it
fe s to wne thut the puarty is fortunaute in
having such men as Kclly and Doran.  Nei-
theirof themn want office, or has apparently
used their influence to promaote their own
interests. Of no man in the conference yes-
terday could the same be szid, I believe. I
don’t believe the resuits of yesterdey's con-
ference will be very perceptibie.”

SHE SAVED HER BABY.

An Indian Woman Who Killed a
Rival Tried for Murder.

The trial of the Indian woman Pin-
dig-ay-o-ray-quay for murder was begun be
fore Judee Nelson in the United States cir-
cuit court yesterday, District Attorney
Baxter for the prosecution, and E. 8.
Thompson and O. G. Clay for the defense,
the court having assigned these attorneys
to eonduct the defendant’s case. The mur-
dered individual was Num-a-quay, who
was the wifefof Mis-quon-ah-gquod. they hav-
been married twelve years. Defendant in
this case was also the wife of Mis-quon-ah-
quod, hayving lived with him about two
years, the Indians being allowed the prac-
tice of polygamy under their old tribal
customs. The murder oceurred in March
last on the White Earth reservation, all the
Indians concerned being Chippewas. The
killing was the result of a quarrel over the
infant son of Pin-dig-ay-o-ray-quay, her
husband and the now deceased wife being
desirous of keeping the babe and getting rid

" of the mother by driving her from home.

In her indignation at such treatment, de-
fendant caught up an axe and dealt her
jealous partner of her husband’s lodge a
Many of the
Chippewas have expressed indignation be-
cause they were not allowed to try the case
according to the ancient laws of the tribe,
and that the woman and babe were taken
away from the reservation and imprisoned
by the government.

INDIAN AGENT SHEHAN
testified to having seen the dead woman
and described the nature of her wound.
Dr. J. S. Woodward, the ageney physician,
also testified to the character of deceased’s
wound. Apart from these witnesses, the
only testimony taken was that of Mis-quon-
ah-quod, which was given in the Chippewa
language and interpreted by J. C. Morrison,
captain of the Indian police. The witness
not only talked long and loud, but is also
a bad stutterer, though at first this was
thought to be only a peculiarity of the lan-
guage. The next iinportant witness for the
government is an Indian boy, son of tHe
murdered woman, who saw the .whole
fracas. Pin-dig-ay-o-vay-quay sat in.court
all day fondling her boy, who is but a few
wonths old. She hLas a little white biood
in her veins and wore a blue ecalico dress,
with sowe pretense at trimming. A yellow
handkerchief was tied about her head, and
during tke whole day ber Lhead was bent
forward. Not once did she lift her eyes
from her babe. to preserve which she prob-
ably forfeited forever her right to liberty,
although general sympathy is with her in
maintaining ber right to her own child.

THE RARE JUNE DAYS.

Cold Facts and Figures on the Bud-
" ding Summer REonth,

In his summary of the weather for June,
Observer Lyons says:

The month just ended was slightly cooler
than the average. The deficiency in rainfall
was still more decided than that in tempera-
ture. The mean temperature of the month
was 65.9°. The average of the last fiftecn
corresponding months is 67.1°. Last month
was warmer than that of 1875, 1877 and 1883,
but cooler than any of the rest since 1871
until now. The warmest June since then was
in 1873, and the coolest in 1875, the monthly
means being 73.0° and 63.6° respectively.
Higher June maxima and lower minima have
been frequently had heretofore.

The tatal rainfall was 3.3 inches. The
June average for fifteen years is 4.54 inches.
The month in question was wetter than June
of 1876, 1879, 1881 and 1882; but dryer than
anv of the others gince 1871 up to now. The
dryest June was in 1879, and the wettestin
1874, the rainfall being 1.76 and 11.67 inches
respectively. The mean height of the ba-
rometer, corrected to **sea level and standard
gravity.”

There were seven thunder storms during
the month, and a faint aurora, on the night
of the 29th.

SEWERS AND LIGHTNING.

Impeoertant Maitters Considered by
the Sixihh Ward Citizens.

At the meeting of the Sixth Ward union
last evening the first business taken up was
the matter of supplying that ward with
sewers, and Capt. Starkey was called upon
to explain the situation and give such in-
formation as he might have upon the sub-
ject. He stated he had no special informa-
tion. In his opinion the engineering de-
partment of the city should make a complete
and thorough survey of the whole ward,
and prepare and adopt a system. Mr.
Boston said that a sewer was about to be
built on Starkey starkey street. He thought
that if a general system was to be adopted
such an independent sewer would be un-
necessary. To build it would be throwing
away money. Messrs. Lawton and others
favored a general system and did not want
any piecemeal business. Mr. Starkey, the
assistant engineer, said the proposition now
before the council for a sewer would
be sufticient for all time. By this
it was propesed to drain the ward
by a big sewer emptying into the river be-
low the eity, Ile also stated that the whole
of the ward except the east part had been
surveyed with a view to fixing upon a
sewer system, He referred to the law on
sewer bonds and said that only $200,000
could be used in one year and that there
was a chanee that this sum would be used
up soon and that if West St. Paul wanted
to get her share she should look out in
time. The matter was referred to Messrs.
Campbell, Capt. Starkey and Dr. M¢Nam-
mee.

ELECTRIC LIGHTS.

Messrs. Prescottand Lawton reported on
electric lights. The substanee of their re-
pori is that thev found that the people
who were trying to sell them poles and the
eleetric light eompany were attempting to
swindle them; that the men with the poles
and the gaslight company had a monopoly
of the matter and were endeavoring to rob
the people. Mr. Prescott was in favor of
marching over to the city council in a body
and trying to stop it. Another electric
light company hLad agreed to fur-
nish the light for a great deal
less than the present ecowmpany does.
and appear to be willing to do the faw
thing, but when the committee was ready
for business the new company had disap-
peared. It had been bought off and could
not be found. He insisted upon the five-
year contract not being signed until the
matter should be investigated. A resolu-
tion was adopted to the effect that better
lights can be furnished by other companies;
that the present light is not good, or what
it ought to be; that the city has to furnish
the poles at an exorbitant price, and that
under such circumstances the union request
the council to see that the gas companies’
contracts are not extended bevond their
present time. The meeting then adjourned.

Death Rate for June.

Health Officer Jones’ report for June shows
8 death rate of 10.40, the number of deaths
being 115—69 males and 46 females. Of these
15 were married, 3 widows, 1 widower and 96
single. There were 30 natives of St. Paul and
56 from other parts of the United States.
Causes of death were: Zymotic diseases, 44;
constitutional, 14 local, 41: development, 11.
The birtbs for the month were 189, of which
90 were males and 99 females. Marriages
numbered 60, Contagious diseases reported
during the month were 50 (2 decrease of 9
from May), as follows: Scarlet fever 20,
diphtheria 80; deaths from scarlet fever 6,
from diphtheria 5.

The stock inspector reports that there were
10,934 head of cattle sold at Minnesata
Transfer, of which 4,271 head were for St.
Paul markets.
