John Bright’s Reply to the Premier--
Inguiry Into the Bloody Riot
at Dublin.

The English Elections,

Loxpox, July 6.—The Right Hon. J.
Goschen, one of Mr. Gladstone’s bitterest
Unionist opponents, has been defeated in
the east division of Edinburg by Mr. Wal-
lace, the Gladstonian candidate, by a major-
ity of 1,339 in a total poll of 5,937. In the
last election Mr. Goschen was elected as a
Liberal by a majority of 2,405, in a total
vote of 6,266. Then Mr. Goschen received
4,337 votes. This time he polled but 2,249.
Mr. J. Wilson, Unionist, has been de-
feated in the central division of Edinburgh.
Mr. Gladstone has telegraphed to the Liber-
als of Edinburgh congratulating them upon
having wrested the seat belonging to the
central division from J. Wilson, Unionist,
end that belonging to the east division from
Mr. Goschen. The premier’s telegram
reads:

I rejoice that the capitaljof dear old Scot-
land has shaken off the chains and once more
spoken with a voice whose sound will ring
throughout the land in behalf of justice and
peace for Ireland.

There were

THREE COUNTS IN LONDONDERRY,

The second made the election a tie, the
third gave Mr, Lewis a majority of three.
Mr. Justin McCarthy has given notice that
he will demand a serutiny of the poll, and
if necessary a recontest of the district.
Mr. T. Sutherland, Unionist, has been re-
elected from Greenock by a diminished ma-
jority. Mr. H. C. Childers, home secretary,
has been elected by a vote of 3,778 against
2,191, over Mr. Purvis, for the South-
ern division of Edinburgh. Mr. John
Morley, chief  secretary for Ire-
land, has been re-elected from New-
castle-upon-Tyne, by a vote of 10,861, an
increase of 552 in his vote, Mr. James
Craig has been elected as a Gladstonian to
succeed Mr. Joseph Cowen (who has re-
tired from public life) for Newcastle-near-
Tyne, by a vote of 10,172, which is317 [ess
than the vote given Mr. Cowen in the last
election. Sir W. G. Armstrong and Sir
Matthew White Ridley, the Conservative
candidates who opposed Mr. Morley and
Mr. Craig, received respectively 9,757 and
9,580 votes.

THE TORIES CONTINUE TO GAIN.

Their victories to-day include Chester,
East Bradford, Cleysham, Mile End, East
Islington, Sonth Islington and Bow and
Bromley. The Gladstonians gained Wol-
verhampton. The net Conservative gain
at midnight to-night is twenty-one. Messrs.
Barry and O’Shea, Parnellites, have been
returned without opposition in Wexford
and Donegal, respectively. InNewryJ. H.
MecCarthy, Parnellite, received 1,183 and
his opponent, Mr. Saunders, 716. Messrs.
Ashmead Bartlett and Howard Vincent,
Conservatives, and A. J. Mundella, Glad-
stonian, retain their seats for Sheffield,
and Messrs. Illingsworth and Shaw Le-

fevere, Gladstonians, for Bradford.
R. Chamberlain, Unionist, a brother
of J. Chamberlain, retains his seat

for Islington by 1,200 majority. P. J.
Foley, Parnellite, has been elected for the
West or Connemara division of Galway,
and J. D. Pyne. Parnellite, for the west
division of Waterford. J. Stock, Parnell-
ite, has been elected for the north division
of Kerry, J. Jordan, Parnellite, for the
west division of Clare, James Leahy, Par-
nellite, for the southern division of Kil-
dare, E. D. Gray, Parnellite, for the St.
Stephen Green division of Dublin. Mr.
Gray received 5,008 votes while his com-
petitor, Mr. Sullivan, received only 2,568.
Among the other candidates returned to-
day are Capt. James McCulmont, Consery-
ative, for Antrim, John Dillon, Parnellite,
for the east division of Mayo, . M.
Ilarum, Parnellite, for the north division of
Kilkenny. They we all unopposed. Messrs.
. Sheehy, Parnellite, for the south divis-
on of Galway; Thomas Mayne, Parnellite'ﬁ
for the middle division of Tipperary; Col.
Nolan, Parnellite, for the north division of
Galway, have also been elected. The Tory
candidate for Dudley, Worcestershire, Mr.
Robinson, carried the district by a majority
of 2,000. In the last campaign the Lib-
erals carried the district by a majority of
1,166 in a total vote of 11,588. The case
affords an instance of
THE GREATEST POLITICAL CHANGE

in so short a time in any recent election
in England. The Pall Mall Gazette (Lib-
eral) commenting on the results of the
election, says:

We are beaten. The total of the votes
polled gives a clear majority against the
ministry. The only question remaining is
whether the Marquis of Salisbury will not
sweep the country.

The tide of Unionist success is unabated.
The London divisions are going wholly
Unionist.  All four seats in Islington,
hitherto a Radical stronghold, have re-
turned Unionists. In the working class
districts of Tewer hamlets five Unionists
and two Gladstonians have been returned.
Elections were held to-day in twenty-four
county seats. The results of most of thefe
contests will be known to-morrow. The
active stumping of the Unionists is

SAPPING THE STRENGTH
of the Gladstonian vote in the farming dis-
tricts. The Pall Mall Gazette says:

““The outlook in the counties is becoming
worse on the Gladstonian side. The minis-
terial party can have little hope of holding
its own, yet it must win many seats in order
to escape a disastrous defeat.”’

Mr. Goschen’s defeat is attributed to the
local popularity of his opponent, Mr. Wal-
lace. The latter has been a professor in an
Edinburgh college, a minister at Grey
Friars and editor of the Scotsman. He is
now a barrister. Mr. Goschen will con-
test Leith if Mr. Gladstone elects to sit
for Midlothian. The Liberals are alarmed
lest the Conservatives obtain an independ-
ent working majority. The Conservatives
have gained Portsmouth and Monmouth
and the Gladstonians have gained Wednes-
bury. The totals now are: Conservatives
910, Unionists 43, Gladstonians 99, Par-
nellites 43. Joseph Chamberlain to-day ad-
dressed 5,000 electors at Llanellv, Wales.
He implored them to refuse to submittoa
rupture of the Union, to buckle to sedition
or to surrender to assassination and outrage
mongers, to whom the Liberal govern-
ment had submitted. e likened the land
purchase scheme to the Emma Mine and
the Honduras bond schemes. He said that
Gladstone had become

springing concealed designs and shattering
his party. He urged the electors not to
consent to be ruled from America. Lord
Salisbury has contributed to the Quarterly
teview an unsigned article which has been
eagerly awaited as his final manifesto. The
author does not, however, state the Irish
poliey of the Conservatives. He indicts
Mr. Gladstore as a ‘‘persistent political
apostle, discarding by wholesale doectrines
solemnly advocated and adopting totally
new doctrines whenever the  shifting wind
of popular favor seems to call for them.
He states that he once heard Cornwall
Lewis say that if Mr. Gladstone should ever
become premier he would lead the Liberal
party to perdition. Referring to Mr. Cham-
lain, the author declares it childish to think
that the Conservatives and Radicals will con-
tinue to act together except in union against
separation. In conclusion he says:
Whether Mr. Gladstone succeeds or fails in

his present enterprise he will still leave a
legacy of woe to the country. If his plans be
carried civil war will be certain, as surely as
an explosion follows the application of the
torch to tbe magazine. A foreign war is also
pessible. If his plans be rejected we shall
forthwith pass into the most critical stage of
Irish and English history.

THE DUBLIN RIOT.

Three Victims Dying and a Score
TMiore Wounded.

DuBLIN, July 6.—The riot at the Con-
servative workmen’s club house here last
evening was provoked by the men in the
club, and they committed nearly all the
breaches of order. A Catholic procession
passed the club house, which was crowded
with men at the time. They attacked the
procession with bottles. This attack was
answered with threats and some stones.
The club people then literally showered bot-
tles at the procession, and also fired a numn-
ber of shots into it from revolvers. The
police surrounded the house, getting
control of the premises, and finally ar-
rested seventy of the inmates. It has not
yet been ascertained how many of the pro-
cessionists were hurt, but three of the in-
jured Cathclicswere in a dying condition
this morning, and twenty others were lying
helpless in hospitals, all suffering from
wounds inflicted by bottles or bullets,
There is a general

FEELING OF INDIGNATION
against the Orangemen of the club on aec-
count of the atfack. Joseph Hyland, one
of the injured men, was seen by an Asso-
ciated Press reporter in the hospital to-day
and asked for a history of ihe riot as he
saw it. Mr. Hyland said:

I was waiking quietly aluong in the proces-
sion down York street when suddenly, and
without the slightest provocation, & lot of
bottles crashed down upon us from the club
window. This attack with bottles was kept
up continuously for a long time, until the po-
lice formed a cordon arounu the club house
and got the upper hand of the inmates. The
club men did not stop at vottles: they shot
revolvers at us also. The people on the
street retorted as well as they could with
such stones and other missiles as they could
find, and in this way smashed the club house
windows. A bottle struck me in the rizs and
then a bullet pierced my thigh. I fell to the
ground. This was just as the police stormed
the building. I was afterwards carried to
the hospital.

The lord mayor hasissued a proclama-
tion entreating the people to preserve or-
der. Crowds are gathering on the streets
to-night, and

THE EXCITEMENT IS INTENSE.

William and Robert Long, brothers, and
Archibald Crookshanks, member of the
Dublin Conservative Workingman’s club,
have been remanded on charges of firing
upon and wounding Catholic processionists
yesterday. The other prisoners were dis-
charged.

Campaign Riots.

DuBLIN, July 8.—A riot followed the
first announcement of the result of the con-
test between Mr. Lewis and Mr. Justin
McCarty at Londonderry to-day. The
cause of the disturbance was the discovery,
after the election had been dectared in fa-
vor of Mr. Lewis, of a ballot box, the con-
tents of which had not been counted.
A recount followed which almost made the
election a tie, giviug it to Mr. Lewis by a
majority of only three. The police inter-
fered and attacked the Loyalists, who had
assembled in front of the hotel where Mr.
Lewis was standing and were having a
demonstration in celebration of this victora.
A large number of persons were injured.
There was much excitement in the city
over the affair.

LoxNDoN, July 6.—A mob of unionists
to-day tore down a green home-rule flag
which was hanging from the window of a
priests house at Brigg Lincolnshiie. The
flag was cut into hundreds of pieces, which
were strewn about the street. The priest
subsequently displayed fresh banners and
hired a guard 1o protect them.

He Replies to the Recent Inquiries

Nade by Gladstone.

LoNDoN, July 6.—John Bright has re-
pliep to Mr. Gladstone as follows:

“I am sorry that my speech irritated you.
It has been as great a grief to me to speak as
I have spoken as it can have been to you to
listen or read.” Mr. Bright then argues that
Mr. Giadstone’s asking last November for a
majority to enable him to be independent of
Parnell was, by the country as well as by the
Liverals, understood to mean a majority to
resist Parnell, and not to make a complete
surrender to him. Referring to Mr. Glad-
stone’s objection to his quotation of the
phrase describing the Parnellites as **march-
ing through rapine to the disruption of the
empire,” Mr. Bright says that he
believes that . the Irish movement is
now such a conspiracy, and that it
is expecting and seeking its fur-
ther success through Mr. Gladstone’s
measures. Concerning the Irish land pur-
chase bill, Mr. Bright thinks that both Mr.
Gladstone's friends and enemies throughout
the country have a right to know the prem-
ier’s intentions concerning his future action
on the measure, and adds: ‘‘Your language
seems to me rather a puzzie than explana-
tion, and the language of your colleagues is
contradictory, though a little clearer.”

In conclusion Mr. Bright says; I have
urged no man, in or out of parliament, to
vote against you. I abstained from speaking
until I wasin the face of my electors. I ad-
here to what I said. Ishall be surprised if
the new parliament be more fayorable to your
Irish measures than the one you thought nec-
essary to dissolve. Though 1 thus differ
with you now on the question, do not imagine
that I can ever cease to admire your great
qualities, or to value the great services you
have rendered to the country.

Aid From America.

DeTROIT, Mich.,, July 6.—Rev. Dr.
O’Reilly, treasurer of the National league,
to-day cabled £3,000 additional to the trus-
tees of the parliamentary fund in London.
This makes £20,000, or $100,000 remitted
by the league within the last ten days.
Prof. Charles M. Gayley of the Michigan
university is to stump Ireland for the Na-
tionalists. Prof. Gayley is an Irishman,
the son of a Presbyterian minister now res-
ident in the west of lreland. He left here
two weeks ago and is now in London.

Trying the Nordenfelit Gun.

LoxpoN, July 6.—The trials of the new
Nordenfelt gun and carriage to-day at
Dartford, in Kent, were entirely successful.
The weather was clear and bright. The
trials were witnessed by a small but bril-
liant assemblage, numbering 200 all told,
and including the Duke of Cambridge, com-
mander-in-chief, and Gen. Lord Wolseley.
A number of prominent Americans were
present, including ¥rench E. Chadrick,
naval attache of the American legation at
London.

The Cholera.

RoME, July 6.—The cholera returns to-
day are as follows: Brindisi, 11 new cases
7 deaths; Francavillaand Fontana. 82 cases,
35 deaths; Latiano, 58 cases, 26 deatns.
One case is reported at Venice. The
Popolo Romano asserts that the official
figures are lower than the actual figures.

¥Fatally Weunded.
Special to the Globe.

BAvTtivMorg, July 6,—Hampton Me-
Robie shot and fatal'y wounded Robert
Jackson, at Altamont, Garrett county, Md.,
yesterday. There had been an ill feeling
between them for some time, growing out
of an alleged too intimate friendship be-
tween Jackson and McRobie’s witfe. Jack-
son is in the employof the Baltimore &
Obio Railroad company. The trequent
visits of Jackson to McRobie’'s house
aroused the latter’s suspicions, and he
warned Jackson that if he didn’t keep
away he would kill him. Yesterday Jack-
son went to Piedmont, and McRobie, learn-
ing upon what train he would return,
armed himself with a rifle and waited a
short distance from the railroad. Mr.
Jackson got off the train at the station and
came whistling along by the road. Me-
Robie, without any warning, fired upon
him, the ball entering Jackson’s right side.
McRobie was arrested.

WASHINGTON, July 6.—The ways and
means committee to-day ordered an adverse
report to be made on the Randall tariif bill.
Mr. Kelley moved to strike out all but the
administrative features of the bill (the
Hewitt provisions), but this motion was
lost, although Mr. Hewitt voted with the
Republicans, Messrs. Reed and Hiscock
were absent. A motion was then made to
report the entire bill adversely and, upon
the roll being called. all of the Democrats
voted in the aflirmative, carrying the mo-
tion. The Republican members abstained
from voting on the ground thatthe bill con-
tained meritorious features along with ob-
Jjectionable provisions, which could not be
disassociated. Under motion, Mr. Morri-
son will prepare the adverse report on the
bill, while the Republicans will not make a
report. Thecommittee alsoauthorized Mr.
Breckenridgze of Kentucky to report ad-
versely Mr. Findlay’s resolution declining
it to be the sense of the house that the rev-
enue tax on tobacco should be removed.
A favorable report was ordered on the res-
olution granting free entry to articles im-
ported for the exhibition at the Bottlers’
Protective association meeting in Boston
next fall.

A SENATE SQUABBLE

Over the item for the Purchase of
the Sturgeon Bay Canal.

WASHINGTON, July 6.—A very large
number of petitions were presented by vari-
ous senators praying for the passage of the
bills forfeiting railroad land grants. The
petitions are all uniform, and are those
that have been got up and signed through
the exertions of the Knights of Labor. Mr.
Ingalls, at the request of the Social Purity
Alliance of the District of Columbia, in-
troduced three bills for the protection of
women and children in the District of Col-
umbia. Referred. The senate took up
the bill to secure the Cherokee freedmen
and others their proportion of certain pro-
ceeds of lands. Mr. Ingalls, from the com-
mittee on Indian affairs, reported a substi-
tute for this bill. It appropriates $75,000
for the purpose, and directs how the amount
shall be distributed. The substitute was
agreed to and the bill passed. The senate
then proceeded to consider the amendment
to the river and harbor bill. The first
amendment that was questioned was an
item appropriating $150,000 for the pur-
chase of the Sturgeon Bay and Lake Michi-
gan ship canal and harbor of refuge.

Mr. Ingalls made the peint of order that
the paragraph was new legislation. This was
not a bill to buy canals. The item was gen-
eral legislation not connected with the bill.
The chair overruled the point of oyder, hold-
ing chat as the amendment was reported by a
standing committee (the committee on com-
merce), and in pursuance of an estimate of
the head of the war department, it was in
order. Mr. Edmunds made a new point, that
this commercial transaction (the buying of a
lot of private property) had nothing to do
with the general scope of this bill, which was
for improving rivers and harbors. It was,
therefore, irrelevant. The chair submitted
the question of relevancy to the senate, and
the amendment was decided to be relevant
and in order; yeas 31, nays 9. Mr. Edmunds
opposed the amendment. He said that at
least 200,000 acres of land in that region (and
he did not know how much more) had been
granted to the state of Wisconsin to build
this canal, and now the government was

ASKED TO BUY THE PROPERTY
which it had already paid for, for the reason
(as he supposed), first, that it would be a
refuge to mariners, and, second, a refuge to
the stockholders. He putitin that way so
as to be polite. Mr. Ingalls characterized
the amendment as shameless private specu-
lation. It was an old customer and an an-
cient and venerable corner. But he had no
doubt that by means of combinations that
had been formed this gratuity and donation
of $150,000 would be given to this company
for a work in which the company said it
had no further pecuniary interest. Mr. Mc-
Millan advocated the amendment, illustrat-
ing the way in which opinions in regard to
the river and harbor bill were formed. The
amendments had been reported, not at the re-
questof the land company, but in the interest
of the commerce of the country, and to re-
lieve the vessels engaged in this waterway
of thetolls, which they now had to pay. Mr.
Butier asked whether he was to under-
stand that the company did not de-
sire to sell. Mr. MecMilian replied that
so far as the committee on commerce
knew that was so. Mr. Butler did not think
it should be taken from the company against
its will. Mr. McMillan suggestsd that private
property is constantly taken for public use.
That was being done now for a library in
Washington. Mr. Sawyer stated in reference
to the remarks of Mr. Ingalls that he did not
own any interest in canals. Mr. Ingalls
analyzed the report and accounts of the
canal company in order toshow that as the
matter now stood the property was paid for,
and paid for by the United States, except as
to the sum of $61,000, being the amount
actually paid in on stock, and on account of
that the company had cash on hand $22,000.
At least that was the condition of things four
years ago, when the last report of the com-
pany was printed. Mr. Ingalls showed for
the company’s report that the directors had
voted to themselves $45,000 of stock for ser-
vices rendered and expenses incurred prior
to the time when the canal was commenced.
There was
NO PUBLIC RECORD

of what the company had realized from the
200,000 acres of valuable pine lands granted
by the United States, aithough the act of
congress required an account to be rendered
of the proceeds of these lands. The company
had presented a stimulated and fabricated
account of $202,796 for moneys paid to its
own directors and officers. Mr. Conger re-
plied to the speeches of Mr. Edmunds and
Mr. Ingpalls and complained that the latter
senator had held up to the country the com-
mittee on commerce as not only untrue to its
trusts but also as remarkably ignorant. He
ihought it a pity that the senator from Kan-
sas could not get away from his arduous du-
ties on the District of Columbia committee
and give the committee on commerce the
benefit of his vast erudition. As to the vote
of stock to the divectors Mr. Conger declared
that the stock never was worth and never
could be worth the snap of a finger. He was
not & special advocate of the amendment, ex-
cept as it was for the general interest of the
people along the whole chain of lakes.
This was the only harbor of refuge for an
extent of probably 150 miles of the west coast
on LakeMichigan, The appropriation for a
harbor of refuge at Burlington, Vt., could be
doubled in this bill. Storms might get up on
Lake Champlain. Boys with bellows and
dog carts could start them at any time, but
God makes the storms on Lake Michigan and
men trembled, and yet it was the item for
this harbor of refuge that was attacked, not
the other. Without feer of contradiction
from senators or from the press he asserted
that there was no committee in the senate
which came to the performance of its duties
with more painstaking care or more con-
scientiousness than the committee on com-
merce. Mr. Miller also

DEFENDED THE COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE.

for its action in reporting the amendment.
He had never been indicted for a heinous
crime, but when he listened to the “speeches
of the senators from Vermont and Kansas he
felt as if he and all the other members of the
committee on commerce might find themselves
in prison before night. There was no more
important work in the country (considering
its cost) than this canal and it was of great
importance t0 make it free to all the com-
merce of the lakes. He denied that there was
a charge in the company’s accounts that was
not legitimate. He believad it to be a wise
policy for the government to become the

owner of these canals. It had doneso n
several cases, notably in the case of the canal
at Louisville around the falls of the Ohio
river. The government had built at the head
of St. Mary’s river the greatest ship lock in
the world atv a cost of between $1,000,000 and
$2,000,000 and an additional lock was now
being demanded in the interest of the com-
merce of Lake Superior. The government had
entered on a career of taking the shackels off
everything that, floated on the water. No
matter how much casualists might cry out
against it, no matter how much the great
railroad companies cried it down or tried to
prevent the passage of riyer and harbor bilis,
these great works would go on to completion
and woe to the public man who stood in their
way. Mr. Ingalls, taking up again the ques-
tion of the company’s accounts, which he had
already analyzed, characterized them as
CROOKED AND BOGUS,
pretty thoroughly crooked, well done and not
rare at all. He read from these accounts to
prove that his original statement, as to the
directors allowing themselves compound in-
terest on moneys advanced (and which had
been denied by Mr. Conger), was strictly ac-
curate. Mr. Miller denied that the company
had made up any account against the govern-
ment. The government had inquired of the
company as to the cost of the canal
and the company had made its statement,
that was all. It had presented no account
against the United States. Mr. Ingalls ex-
plained that the boards of engineers had
called on the company to make up a state-
ment in order to ascertain what the company
would expect to derive in case the govern-
ment should decide to take control of the
work, and the company had made this state-
ment showing a cost of $178,000. The state-
ment was
FABRICATED, STIMULATED AND FICTITIOUS.
It was made up almost wholly of estimates
that was formed after the proposition was
made to buy the carcal. It consisted of in-
terest compounded, of stock thatnever was
sold, of salaries that never were paid, but it
did mnot state the amount that
was received for the land. Mr.
Miller remarked that the company
might have declined to present any account,
and might have required the government (if
it desired to take possession of the canal) to
pay the value of it. This great water-way,
this gate to to the great commerce of the
lakes, ought to be owned and held by the gov-
ernment, so that no tolls should be levied on
that commerce. When the government asked
to be infcrmed what the canal had cost, the
company had very properly put in the cost
for the services of its officers. This was per-
fectly legitimate. Their services were fixed
at very moderate figures—$1,000 a year for
the president and $1,000 a year for the secre-
tary and treasurer. That was all there was
in the question. After an executive session
the senate adjourned.

ARMY AFFAIRS.

Fitz John Porter Neminated for Col=
onel==Capt. Schwan Promoted.

WasHINGTON, July 6.—The president
has nominated Fitz John Porter, late col-
onel Fifteenth Infantry, to be colenel in
the army of the United States. In making
the above nomination the president says:

“In accordance with the provisions of an
act of congress approved July 1, 1886, I nom-
inate the person herein named for appoint-
ment in the army of the United States, Fitz
John Porter, late colonel of the Fifteenth In-
fantry, to be colonel in the army of the
United States, to rank as such from May 14,
1861, that being the grade in rank held by him
at the time of his dismissal from the army.”

The president also nominated

CAPT. THEODORE SCHWAN,

Eleventh infantry, to be assistant adjutant
general with the rank of major. Capt.
Schwan entered the military service as an
eulisted man in 1857. He passed through
all the grades from private to non-com-
missioned staff officer and was appointed
second lieutenant in 1863, He served in
the field during the entire war of the re-
bellion and in 1864 was brevetted captain
for gallant services in the battle of Chapel
House, Va., and at the close of the war re-
ceived the brevet of major ior gallant and
moritorious services during the war. He
has rendered valuable and important duties
onthe staff and in connection with the
Indian office, and so satisfactorily in the
latter duties as to call for a very handsome
letter of thanks from the secretary of the
Interior. Except when taken away from
it to discharge some more important duty,
he has almost constantly been with his
company, and except for a short tour in re-
cruiting his service has been constantly in
the West.

THE DIPLOMATIC SERVICE.

Amendments to ithe General De=
ficiency Bill for Its Benefit.

WASHINGTON, July 6.—The morning
hour having been dispensed with the house
went into committee of the whole (Mr.
Hammond of Georgia in the chair) on the
general deficiency appropriation bill.

Mr. Butterworth of Ohio offered an amend-
ment making appropriations to meet the
claims of certain insurance companies of
Cincinnati, but it was ruled out upon a point
of order. The end of the bill having been
reached the committee, in accordance with a
previous arrangement, reverted to the para-
graphs relative to the state department. Mr.
Cannon of Illimois criticised the bill for its
sins of omission, which, he declared, were
extraordinary. It omitted to appropriate for
salaries of ministers and charge d'affairs for
1885 and 1886, the deficiency being $36,858,and
for deficiencies amounting to $54,000 for the
contingent expenses of consuiates. This made
an aggregate of $90,000, and other minor
items would increase the omission to $100,-
000. He inveighed against the practice of
making meager appropriations for the con-
tingent expenses of consulates, and pointed
out the disrepute into which the United
States fell among commercial nations by
reason of drafts drawn by consuls upon the
United States government being returned
protested and dishonored on account of there
being no fund from which to pay them. Mr.
Belmont of New York called attention to
the fact that the diplomatic and consular ap-
proprisation bill ealled for an appropriation of
$150,000 for contingent expenses of consu-
lates, as against $110,000 made in the bill of
last year. Mr. Burnes of Maine said that the
commitiee on appropriations had doubts as
to the legality of the expenditures which had
given rise to the deficiency. The fault was
not the fault of the secretary of state, but of

under which the department had been oper-
ated for twenty-five years or more. There
never ought to be a defteiency in the contin-
gent expenses. This unbridled department
of the governmeut felt that it was not in ac-
cordance with the dignity of the republic to
live on $110,000 for the consular service, and
therefore, regardless of the appropriations,
it spent $150,000. He would have every de-
dartment of the government live within the
moneys provided for its suvport by the con-
gress of the United Staies. Mr. Cannon
offered an amendment appropriating $87,608
to meet deficiencies in the galaries of
ministers and charges d’affairs. Agreed to.
Oun motion of Mr. Belmont of New York the
appropriation to supply deficiencies in the
contingent exp=nses of consulates for the
year 1886 was increased from $22,000 to $40,-
000, and for the years 1884 and 1885 from
$49,200 to $371,450. On motion of Mr. Bel-
mont amendments were adopted appropriat-
ing various smeall sums to meet special de-
ficiencies in the consular service. The com-
mittee then rose and reported the bill to the
bouse. The first vote was taken on
the amendment for the payment of the Qiid
Colony and Pacific Mail Steamship compsn-
ies for transportation of marines to Aspin-
wallin 1885. Tt was agreed to—yeas 111,
nays 93. Pending further action the house
adjourned.

Col. Corkhill Dead.

WAsSHINGTON, July 6.—Private dis-
patches received in this ecity to-night an-
nounce the death, at Mt. Pleasant, 1a., ot
Col. George B. Corkhill, ex-district at-
torney of this district. Col. Corkhilil served
in the union army through the war and at
the close was made district attorney for
one of the judicial districts of Iowa. Sub-
sequently President Hayes appointed him
United States attorney for the District of
Columbia, which position he held until near
the close of President Arthur’s term. Since
that time he has been engaged in the prae-
tice of law in this city. He became widely
known as the successful prosecutor of the
assassin, Guiteau. He left here last Thurs-
day in good health and the news of his
death causes a great shock to his friends in
this city. He was 52 years old and one of
the best known and most popular men in
the district.

A TIEND HUNTED DOWN

Henry R. Beasant of Frederick, Md., Shot
in the Shoulder by Dr. Webb
of Baltimore.

The Wounded Man Had Betrayed ths
Physician's Pretty Cousin and
Then Abandoned Her,

Her Innocent Child Died Among
Strangers and She Became a
Raving Maniac.

A Chicago Colored Girl Tells &
Strange Story of Her Treat=
ment on a Tug.

A Betrayer Shot.
Special to the Globe.

BArLTIMORE, Md., July 6.—Social circles
in this city and in Frederick, the thriving
county town of Frederick county, and the
home of Whittier’s ‘*Barbara Fritchie,”
were startled by the news of the shooting
in Frederick of Mr. Harry R. Beasant, a
well-known society man of that place, by
Dr. Joseph S. Webb, a prominent dentist
of this city. The cause of the shooting
was the betrayal by Beasant of Miss
Sears, a cousin of Webb, to whom
he was much attached. Dr. Webb
formerly resided in Frederick, having been
taken care of after his mother’s death by
Mrs. Sears, the mother of the young lady
whose seduction he avenged, and who is
now confined at Mount Hope insane asylum,
having been driven mad by her misfortunes,
The betrayal occurred somewhat more than
a year ago. When the young laay’s con-
dition became such that she could no
longer hide her disgrace, she was brought
by Beasant to a lying-in home in
Baltimore, where a child was born
which Beasant sent to an orphan
asylum. On the recovery of Miss Sears
she returned to Frederick without then
knowing that her child had died. Beasant
after some time informed her of its death,
and feelings of remorse, inasmuch as she
regarded her inatttention to its wants as the
cause of its death, together with the refusal
of Beasant to fulfill the promise of mar-
riage, by means of which he had effected
her ruin, dethroned her reason. She wan-
dered to Baltimore where she would tell
all the acquaintances she met, the story of
her ruin and of her child’s death in a found-
ling asylum, She finally

BECAME A RAVING MANIAQ

and had to be put in confinement. This
came to the ears of Dr. Webb, from whom
it had been studiously kept by his relatives.
Yesterday afternoon he went to Frederick
and requested his sister, who resides there,
to tell him the circumstances of the affair.
She refused to give him any information,
and Dr. Webb then left and hunted for
Beasant. He finally succeeded in having
the latter pointed out to him, when he at
once began firing at him with a revolver. The
only shot which took effect was in the
shoulder, making a horrible wound. The
surgeon who attended the wounded man
probed for the ball, but was unable to find
it. When Dr. Webb was taken before a
magistrate he appeared caim and collected,
and expressed regret only that he had not
accomplished his intended work. Though
Beasant’s wound is dangerous Webb was
released on bail, and returned to Baltimora
to-night.

A QUEER STORY

Told by Negro Girls Regarding

Their Treatment on & Tug, }

CHICAGO, July 6.—Two ecolored girl:

giving the names of Lizzie Cole and Lizzie
Lancaster, appeared before Special Agent
Crowley to-day and lodged a serious com-
plaint against the captain of a tug boat.
They stated that they had gone out to the
government pier early in the morning, in-
tending to return by 9 o'clock, at which
hour they were to commence their day’s
work. A tug was lying alongside the pier,
and a man who was supposed to be tha
captain invited them aboard to get
a glass of ice water. They ac-
cepted the invitation, but as soon
as they were aboard the boat pulled away
from the pier and steamed out into the
lake. The girls protested but were jeered
at by the captain and several other men
who were on the deck. After placing a
safe distance between them and the pier,
the captain

MADE AN INDECENT ASSAULT
upon Lizzie Cole. She says she screamed
and struggled to escape but in vain. She
appealed to the other men to help her but
they only laughed and treated the matter
as a joke. The Lancester girl was not
molested. Both were afterward landed on
the pier at a point where there were no
people. The girls made inquiries to
find out the name of the tug and the
captain, and somebody told them the boat
was the Welcome of Milwaukee, run by
Jack MecCarthy., This information wasg
evidently given to mislead them, as the
captain of the Welcome is Charles Moody,
who is said to be an honest and upright
man. The description given by the girls of
the man and the boat convinced the in-
spector that they bad been purposely misin-
formed. The Cole girl described her assailant
as a large, heavy-set man in a check shirt,
and said she noticed that the number of the
license conspicuously displayed in the boat
was six. Special Inspector Whalen was
detailed to investigate the matter and ex-
pects to bring the brutal captain to justice.
The girls say they are domestics living at
No. 49 Taylor street.

Shot Two Girls.

PRroOVIDENCE, R. 1., July 6.—Last even-
ing while Agnes Lynn and Kate Kiernan,
both aged 17 years, were sitting in a vacant
lot in the northern part of the city, they
were approached by an acquaintance
named Joseph E. Nolan, aged 18 years,
who deliberately pownted a single-barreled
shotgun = at them. They, becoming
alarmed, sprang to their feet, erying:
“Don’t shoot!” Nolan pulled the trigger,
discharging a heavy load of bird shot into
the faces of the girls, They fell bathed in
blood, and Nolan, dropping his gun, ran
away. The girls were conveyed to theip
homes. Agnes Lynn was found to be ser-
iously injured and will probably lese both
eyes. The Kiernan girl, although suffering
great pain, was not dangerously hurt.
Nolan was found hiding in the old horse
burying ground. When locked up he pro-
tested his innocence, claiming that the
shoofing was accidental, but there is a be-
lief that jealousy of one of the girls caused
him to ccmmit the deed.

A Murderer Escapeses.

ALBANY, Or., July 6.—W. W. Saun-
ders, under indictment for killing Charles
Campbell last November, was convicted
last night of murder in the first degree.
The judge announced that he would sen-
tence the prisoner on Wednesday. This
morning the discovery was made that he
had efiected an escape from the county
jail. During his confinement, being given
the liberty of the corridor, he had sawed off
the rivets from the bolis of the lock of his
ceil. and replaced them with dark wooden
ones, which were such close imitations that
the jailer did not suspect the substitution.
