The sun had come up from its bath in
White Bear lake and been looking for near-
lyhalf an hour at the tents wherein were
sleeping some four hundred odd of the best
built young men in Minnesota, when
reveille was sounded at Camp Kuger yes-
terday morning. It was just 5 o'clock.
The dew drops sparkled on the grass,
and would have glistened on
the corselet of tlie sentinel
inreeular army style, only that individual
had been up inseason to catch the earliest

rays of the sun and at
the particular time al-
luded to, the dew drops
bad dried off. But the
sentiment was there just
the same. A few min-
utes after the reveille the
camp was up and ap-
parently in good condi-
tion, few men being on
the sick list and the
guard house empty. It
"was a beautiful morn-
ing for the first bat-
talion drill and the clay
gave promise of being
perfect. Drill lasted
nearly two hours with
an interval of rest about
fifteen minutes after the
first hour. There are
varying opinions as to
the merits of the first
battalion drill. Lieut.
liice said it was very
good and Coi. Bacon
was heard to remarkOX GUARD.

that he was surprised on the exhi-
bition, Capt. Osgood of Company I

AtS o'clock the first of the regular target
practice began, lasting untilnoon. The in-
terest was unusually noticeable and the re-
sults of a corresponding nature. There
were targets for each of the companies, and
one for the field and staff and band. An
almost continuous volly was kept up for
four hours. Lieut. Skinner, inspector of
rifle practice, expressed himself as well sat-
isiied with the first day ou the range.

A BIT OF IJAIX.
Atnoon the sky began to grow hazy and

gradually this thickened to clouds, and by
2:oO itbegan to sprinkle. The guards put
ou their overcoats.

Those
who had no call outside sat in their tents
and prepared for a rainy day. But after a
half hour, the rain stopped, the sky par-
tiallycleared and at times during the day
the sun shone. At 4 o'clock inspection of
tents was made by Assistant Surgeon F. C.
Clarke and Capt. Pierce, officer of the day.
Itis the general verdict that the commis-
sary part of the camp is inbetter condition
than has been noted at any previous en-
campment of the First. Extra care is taken
to keep xhe raw material and cooked food
in healthy condition, and there had
been comparatively few cases for the
Burgeons. There is. too, more of a sol-
dierly appearance about the camp. Little
of the usual noise is to be heard at night
and the guard house had been of no earthly
use except to look at up to date. The

presence of Col.
Bacon from Fort
Totten is generally
thought to have a
good effect on the
camp. Some of the
officers, from colo-
nel down, are con-
stantly in conver-

sation with him,
and he is con-
stantly giving in-
formation on the
thousand and one
details of military

life, with which he is familiar. There is,
too, a general feeling pervading the camp
that the First regiment must inno particu-
lar fall below the Second at the New Ulra
camp, and not only at the target, where
the marksmanship is tested, but at at the
tents, this is shown.

NO SHAM BATTLE.
There -will be no sham battle, neither

this year nor any other, while the present
officers have command of the regiment, so
Col. Bend says. Inreference to an inquiry
yesterday on this point, Col. Bend said to a
Globe man that he considered them simply
a useless waste of a large quantity of pow-
der, accompanied with considerable danger
of somebody getting hurt. He did not be-
lieve they were useful in teaching the men
the arts of war, and while he was in com-
mand there , would be none. Capt. Bean

ter and both coincided with his views.

readable anecdotes of the camp. For in-
stance, yesterday itwas reported that there
was a strike incompany D's mess tent. The
cooks were getting $3 per day and the
waiters ?1.50. The latter wanted an in-
crease/It was thought best to arbitrate
Hie matter which Capt. Bean did by re-
marking: "Let them strike. They get
their regular wages. We can stand it as
long as the cooks don't go back on us."
The men were still bringing around the
regular rations at last accounts.

Several reviews of the regiment will be
had this year. Inaddition to the review
by Col. Bacon, the St. Paul city govern-
ment willreview the men to-night, and on
Saturday the officers from Fort Snelling.
Monday the commander-in-chief and staff
ivillbe present and the men will put on
their best appearance.
