BOUNDTO HAVE BAIT.
Halifax, X. S., July10.? The Glouces-

ter schooner Ocean Kingput into Prospect,
Halifax county, Thursday evening, gave
an assumed name and began purchasing
bait. Yesterday morning several fisher-
man sold bait to her, but others refused to
do so. One man, after some of his em
ployes had sold part of their morning's
catch to Ocean King, went on board the
vessel and demanded the fish back. The
captain, after considerable talk, complied
with the demand. Several American ves-
sels have baited at Whitehead, Guysboro
county, within the past few days.

PAYING THEIR FINES.
Halifax, July 10.? The Portland

jchoouer City Point, which was seized at
phelburne, has been ordered released by
me authorities at Ottawa, United States
Consul General Phelan having to-day de-
posited the amount of fine imposed, S4OO,
pith Collector of Customs Ross. The C
B. Harrington and George W. dishing, th
>ther vessels arrested at Shelburue, are ex
pected to be released also at once under
jimilarconditions, The agreement is that
!he sum deposited shall be refunded if the
owners of the vessels can establish that the
detentions were not legally effected.

THE HOUSE AT WORK.

Passage of the (Heneral Deficiency

Bill? Way* and Means measures.
Washington, July 10.?The house re-

sumed the consideration of the general de-
ficiency bill, the pending question being on
the amendment refunding to certain rail-
road companies taxes illegally collected.
The amendment was rejected. Yeas 104,
nays 108.

Mr.Reagan of Texas took the floor to em
phasize his opposition to the amendment
adopted yesterday granting a month's extra
pay to the houso aud senate employes. This
amendment, he said, was calculated to take
from the treasury at least $200,000 extorted
from the taxpayers, to bo given as a pure
gratuity to men who were already receiving
high salaries. :Mr. Price of Wisconsin se-
verely criticised the bill, declaring that it was
marked and scarred all over with frauds upon
the people. Alter considerable debate, Mr.
Reagan of Texas moved to recommit the bill,
with instructions to the committee on appro-
priations to report it back with an amend-
ment striking out the extra pay clause.
Agreed to; yeas 150, nays 67. Mr. Burn
from the committee on appropriations, re-
ported back the general deficiency bill,
amended in accordance with instructions.
Mr.Browne of Indiana moved to recommit
the bill, with instructions to report it back
with an amendment striking out the clause
appropriating $10,000 gor the payment of a
claim tor the occupation by the United States
of wharf property at Galveston, Tex., imme-
diately after the war. Lost; yeas 99, nays
112. The amendment strikingout the extra
pay clause was agreed to, 73 to 31. The bill
was then passed; yeas 103, nays 57. M
Morrison of Illinois, from tho committee on
rules, reported

THE followingresolution:
Resolved, That Tuesday, July 13, be set

apart lor the consideration of such business
as may be presented by the committee on
ways and ways, not toinclude any billraising
revenue, and ifany billshall be under con-
sideration and not disposed of when the
houso adjourns on said day the consideration
of said bill shall be continued from day to
day until disposed of."

Mr,Hewitt of New Fork made the pointof
order that it was not competent for the com
mittee on rules toreport in the nature of a
rule a resolution to set apart a day for tho-
consideration of the measures of a single
committee. This resolution had never been
considered by the committee on ways and
means, aud he had never heard of ituntil to-
day. This proceeding was entirely contrary
to every rule of order and to the practice of
the house. Mr.Morrison said this motion had
been referred, ina resolution offered by him
(Mr.Morrison), to the committee on rules.

THE MAIN B.JEC-
of the resolution was to allow the house to
reach the joint solution reported from the
committee on ways and means requiring the
payment of some money, called tho surplus,
out of tho treasury.

Mr.McElnley ofOhio? it the purpose to
consider bills relating to the treaties?

Mr.Morrison?Itis not. The treaties affect
the revenue question.

Mr.RaudaU (Pa.) favored the resolution
the object of which was toreach the consid-
eration of the measure proposing to pay out
of the treasury the sum of about $70,000,000,
and thus save $21,000,000 annually to the tax
payers of the United States. Mr.Hewitt
again urged his point of order. Amajority
of the committee on rules were members of
the committee on ways aud means, and the
ways and means committee could control the
committee on rules. It was running the
committee on rules. He objected to any one
committee controling the committee on rule
thus having the inside track and "havingthe
bulge" over the committees of the hous
Tho speaker pro tempore (Mr. Crisp of Ga.
said that the resolution had been referred to
the committee on rules, and itwas competent
for tho committee to report itback. He
therefore overruled the point of order. Mr.
Morrison thought that he ought tosay injus-
tice to the coim_itte3 on ways aud means
and the committee on rules, ifeither commit-
tee required any justification, that the sur-
plus resolution had been considered by the
former committee and reported to the house,
and those of its members who favored the
measure wanted it to be considered. Th
resolution was adopted? yeas 184, nays 34.

THE HEN.XEPIN CANAL.

ALivelyDebate for and Against the
Appropriation.

"Washington, July 10.?In the senate
the river and harbor bill was taken up and
Mr. Milleraddressed the senate insupport
of the Hennepin canal appropriation,

He read the resolutions of the New York
legislature of Jan. 29, 1885, in favor of tne
measure and gave it as his opinion that the
best judgment of the commercial bodies and
commercial meu of New York favored it. Ho
dented that canals were not active factors in
transportation and asserted that tho Erie
canal regulated railroad tells all oven tho
country and he believed that the time would
come when the state of New York would ask
the general government to make an appro-
priation for tho maintenance of the Erie
canal and for its enlargement and ,Improve-
ment. Mr.Millerdeclared that the construc-
tion of the Hennepin ca_al would save (year
by year) to the grain producers of the West
more than its entire cost and that itwould be
a very Important 6top 'in maintaining the
ability of the United States to compete
with India and Russia in the
wheat market of the . world. Mr.
Palmer proclaimed his belief in river and
harbor bills and '

deemed them the most de-
fensible of measures that came before con-
fess, Ifithad not been forriver and harbor

bills In the past he believed that corn to-day
would be used as fuel in Kansas and Ne-
braska and that cattle would be killed for
tholr hides and horns, as they could not be
transported to the seaboard. Men could not
comprehend the immense saving in water
transportation. It could be figured out
mathematically that the saving was $100,000,-
COO a year. The solving of the problem of
transporting grain and coal to the seaboard
was to come by rivalrybetween railroads and
water communications, and it was absolutely
essential that.the government should .

TAKE HOLD OF THE WATER ROUTES
and improve them so as to give the people a
chance for fair competition. Mr.Chase de-
clared himself heartily infavor of the Hen
nepin canal project. Mr. Ingalls said that
every dollar appropriated for an east an(

west water way was a dollar expended
In violation of the laws of :nature
and against the best interest of
the West. Tbe Mississippi valley had its own
waterway. Tho reason for the opposition by
the press was that these river and harbor bills
had come to be regarded as illustrations of
the most rapacious venality. Inthis there
were appropriations to the amount of $5,000,-
--000, which could be characterized by no other
term than that of "boodle;" $5,000,000 that
would be filched from the treasury forth
purpose of making men '"strong" in their
districts at homo. The neople whom he rep
resented would spurn him if he were to say
that the money should not bo appropriated
by great national objects ?for the great har-
bors on tho Atlantic and Pacific, for -the
Ohio, the Mississippi and other great natural
waterways, not such appropriationsrways. lt was not such appropriation
that the country complained of,or which the
press assailed. What was objected to were
the appropriations that were put inthe bill
for the purpose of advancing political for-
tunes. He commented upon the fact that out
of $2,800,000 increase inthis bill,as reported
by the committee on commerce, nearly
$2,000,000 was for . the states

- whichI

That, he said, could not be a coincidence. By
fine and subtle purposes tho bill had been
builtup to it3 present proportion. Coming
down to the pending amendment ho criti-
cized the position o" the state of Illinoisin
this matter, his remarks givingoffense to Mr
Logan, who said that such an argument
ought not to be used by a gentleman who is a
statesman, whichIwill admit. To this Mr.
Ingalls replied that he did not pretend to be
a statesman. The senator from Illinois,Mr.
Logan, had ?./,:-.

A MONOPOLY OP STATESMANSHIP.
He (Ingalls) did not therefore feel any

humiliation at the criticism that the remark
which he had made should not emanate from
any statesman. He pretended to be nothing
moro than a cheap sort of a legislator and
was not an aspirant for any higher position,
and ofcourse he must presume to act from
motives different from those that influence
tho senator from Illinois. If the stories
about the engineeeing difficultiesof this Hen-
nepin canal were not fictions like those of th
Arabian Nights he didnot wonder that the state
of Illinois was willingforthe government to
take it off its hands. The government was
asked tocommit itself to the expenditure of
between $10,000,000 and $25,000,000 to tax th
commerce of the Northwest step by step up
to a gigantic water stairway of 208 feet up to
the Mississippi river and then let it down
again step by step (and up again 140 feet
more) to Chicago. It was one of the most
marvelous schemes that had ever entered into
the mind ofman to conceive. The ascent of
of 208 feet was almost as perpendicular as
tho Washington monument. The locks (as
shown inthe profile) were as consecutive as
stairs on a staircase. Mr.Logan replied to
the remarks of Mr.Ingalls touching the con-
nection of tho state of Illinois with this pro-
ject. Hodefended his state in that matter
and ridiculed the engineer pretensions ofMr.
Installs who made no distinction between tha
horizontal and perpendicular profiles, one of
which was on the scale of an inch to nine
miles and the other ou the scale of an inch to
150 foet. Ho had no fight with railroads or
with the friends of railroads, but he asked
them to keep their hands off propositions that
were for the

engineers had reported the project to be not
only feasible, but that its cost would not ex-
ceed $7,000,000. The remarks of the senator
from Kansas would go to show that the en-
gineers were crazy. Of course the engineers
would not nay the same of the senator, biit
they would certainly say that ho was mis-
taken. This proposition seemed tohave been
selected by certain senators to mako a raid
on the whole bill. Ifthe project were carried
out it would furnish the cheapest route from
the West and the Missouri river to the At-
lantic ocean. Itwould bo a benefit to all the

THE BLOW FALLS.

Mr.Morrison Gets liven With Ran-
dall of Pennsylvania.

"Washington. July 10. In tho house
Mr. Morrison of Illinois, from the com-
mittee on ways and means, reported back
adversely the Randall tariff bill, and itwas
referred to the committee of the whole.
The report says:

Tho billproposes to remove all taxes on to-
bacco, stuff and cigars, amounting on tho
basis of last year's receipts, to $28,000,000; on
apple, peach and grape brandy to SI,-400,000;
on spirits for use in tha arts, variously esti-
mated at from $7,000,000 to $15,000,000, and
believed to be at least 510,000.000, making in
the aggregate of internal revenue taxes tobe
removed $39,400,000. Inthe appendix of es-
timates, submitted with the bill as part of it,
the reduction of revenue from customs on
tariff to be effected by it is estimated at
$8,570,576, making the aggregate of proposed
reductions $48,000,000. The bill to so reduce
excessive revenues, and tho statement that
thero wero no excessive revenues to be re-
duced, wero submitted to the house tho

aggregate of internal rovenuo taxes to be
joyed $39,400,000. Inthe appendix of es-
ate?i, submitted with the bill as part of it,

Homes for
homeless millions are to be had for the taking
Favored withplentifulharvests, blessed wit
health, the only plague which afflicts us i
idleness. What we need isprofitable employ-
ment. There is an apparent puny effort in
the bill, through an increase of taxation, to
shut out goods from abroad that they may be
made at home. Ifthis effort was so success-
ful as to prevent the importation of all man-
ufactures, we would have direct taxation and
three-quarters of a million men yot unem-
ployed.

OFFERED AN AKIKYPOST.

Chicago Anxious for Troops to be
Quartered at That Town.

Washington, July 10.? The chair laid
before the senate a communication from the
secretary of war with the report of the
board of army officers on the subject of a
site on Lake Michigan, near Chicago, tend
ered by the Commercial club of that city as
a site for military purposes, and requesting
legislation authorizing the government to
accept the same. Referred.

THE CHICAGO TALE.
Chicago, July 10. The prospect that

Chicago is to have a regular army post is
now thought to be assured. The secretary
of war has transmitted to congress the
proposition of the Commercial club
of Chicago to donate land on the
shores of Lake Michigan for the pur-
pose. Secretary Endicott's action is in
accordance with Gen. Sheridan's, report,
and an effort willbe made to secure action
by congress this season. The proposition
referred to was made to the secretary by a
number of prominent and wealthy citizens
of Chicago, who had obtained options on
various tracts of land in the vicinity of the
south and north shores and elsewhere, and
a military commission was appointed con
sisting of Gen. P. H. Sheridan. Gen. A
11. Terry and Col. J. G. C. Lee, to examine
the various sites which were included in
the proposition. They made a careful sur-
vey of the different points and finally con-
cluded to recommend Highwood, on the
Milwaukee division of the Chicago &
Northwestern railroad. Attention was first
directed to these grounds by officers of the
Illinois state troops, and the governor was
urged to obtain them as a permanent camp
for the Illinois national guards. For some
reason the state camp was located in the
vicinity of Springfield. The tract of laud
selected consists of 400 acres, having a
frontage on the lake shore aud standing
about 200 feet above the level of Lake
Michigan. The surroundings are charming,
the drainage perfect, the air pure and in-
vigorating and on the whole no more de-
sirable spot could have been chosen for the
purpose. There are mineral wells ou the
tract and the ground is cut here and there
into picturesque ravines which make the
spot singularly attractive. The plans for
the post have been prepared under tha di-
rection of the chief quartermaster of this
division. The buildings constituting the
military post will be substantial brick
structures and willcomprise the usual bar-
racks and quarters for officers, a commis-
sary store house, hospital magazine, guard
house, etc. The details of the plans will
not be known until congress acts upon the
secretary's recommendation aud makes tho
necessary appropriation. There would be
ten companies of infantry stationed at the
post and one section (two companies) of
light artillery. This would be over1,100
men beside officers. The post wouldbe
under command ofa colonel.

GENERAL, SENATE DOINGS.
The Vetoed Pension Bills?Riddle-

berger Still Wrothy.
Washington, July 10.?In the senate,

Mr. Blair from the committee on pensions,
submitted a report on twenty-three pen-
sion bills, vetoed by the president, and rec-
ommending that the bills be passed not-
withstanding the president's objection.

Inreply to a question by Mr.Kenna. Mr.
Blair stated that the veto messages had been
(by an order of the committee), referred to
the members who had originallyreported the
bills. la accordance with tbatordor ho mado
this report. Mr.Camden read a paper signed
by himself, Mr. Colquitt,Mr. Wilson (Ind.),
and Mr. Wbitethorne (Democratic members
of the committee on pensions), denying any
knowledge of Mr.Blair's report or of the or-
der referred 10. The report did not present
the views of the committee oh these vetoed
bills, but only tho views ofHenry W. Blair.

THEREASON' ASSIGNED
bythe president! nvetoing each of these bills
separately did not call tor gross critioism or
for the censure of tha senate. Mr. Blair
asked Mr.Camden whether any of the sena-
tors who had signed that paper had examined
any of tho bills either before or after the
veto, and ho answered the question himself
by asserting that they had not. Mr. Kenna
moved that tbe report, views of the minority
and all the papors be recommitted to the
committee on pensions for consideration by
that committee. Adopted. Mr. McMillan,
from the committee on commerce, reported
back the house billauthorizing tha Chicago.
Burlington &Northern Railroad company to
erect a railroad bridge across the Mississippi
river near Dubuque, la. Passed. Mr.
Hoar's resolution of yesterday, callingon the
president for information as to the seizure or
detention of American vessels in foreign
ports, was taken up and adopted. The senate
then resumed consideration of the calendar.
Mr. Kiddleberge's resolution offered April
11, in relation to the consideration of execu-
tive business Inopen session, was objected
to and went over. (He making a passionate
protest against that course, and appealing
against the decision of the chair.) AlterMr.
Riddleberger concluded his remarks ho with-
drew his appeal from the decision of the
chair and his resolution went over.

Within were several Ions: tables,
on which were placed as many
huge beer tanks, each attended by half a
dozen waiters. It was announced that
Scoville &Berman had bought the license
which Mabry held, and intended to sell
beer, whisky and cocktails by the quart un-
tilthe end of October. Inthe rear end of
the room were several hundred white
pitchers which would be filled on request.
Adoor led into an adjoining suit of rooms
where stood about- a dozen waiters with
tables laden with glasses. As the glasses
wouldbe used the waiters would wash and
place them on tables again. When the
townboys caught on to the ? which
was to secure a pitcher, get it filled and
then retire to another ? they gathered
around the hotel by hundreds.

BEER KEGS "WERE EMPTIED
faster than they could be rolled to the hotel,
drafts were made on the wholesale houses,
and a scene of hilarity never before wit-
nessed in Atlanta was presented. Until
midnight the square in front of the im-
provised saloon was filledby men of all de-
grees anxious to drink and taxing the utmost
powers of the waiters. Meantime con-
sternation reigned in the prohibition camp.
Hurried meeting were here held and the
officers were called upon. Itwas decided
that the business should be broken up at all
hazards. Prominent business men as well
as boys crowded the rooms. While this
was going on the crowd was growing furi-j
ous. .They were maddened by the interfer-
ence of the police with private business. j
When at last a large posse of police werw
marched around .and stationed at all th*'
doors, the indignatiou became deep. Calls !
were made for the authority upon which
this seizure ofproperty was made.

Curses were freely uttered against the/

officers, and especially against Policeman
Jumbo Hunter, who had made himself par-
ticularly obnoxious by his disposition. At
noon the prohibition leaders, the mayor,
the police commission, and .the chief of,
police, decided that steps should at once be
taken. The ground of action' was that,
while the license was good, itcould not be
legally transferred, and that, therefore, the
sales of liquor in the Kimball house was
without license. Police Commissioner
Martin and Chief of Police Connolly en-
tered the barroom amid a howlingcrowd of
over 500 drinkers. The proprietors were
notified to cease their sales. This they
refused to do. The police then proceeded
to arrest the waiters one byone as they held
out liquor. Their places were as rapidly
filledby the proprietors. Messrs. Bermen
&Scoville in the meantime hastily appeared
before Judge Richard H. Clark and secured
from him an injunction against the city of-
ficers returnable on tne 17th, restraining
them from inany mauuer interfering with,
the business of the Kimball house. As the
news was announced to the crowd and the
policemen filed away a shout of triumph,
went up, followed by a rush upon the
pitchers. The prohibitionists are bitterly
