Government Detectives Join in the
Hunt tor the Burglars.

Yesterday passed without bringing any
information bearing upon the postoffice
burglary, though tlie air was filled with
rumors of a more or less sensational char-
acter. United States Inspectors Kidder
and Barrett of Chicago, accompanied by
two government detectsves, arrived yester-
day and were put inpossession of all the
facts in the case, after which they went to
work upon it. They rejected at once the
idea that the burglars were the men seen by
Goodwin and Steam, holding the work to
have been professional and the alleged dis-
play of tools and weapons to have been
highly unprofessional. Itwas believed yes-
terday that the boodle has been
planted in Minneapolis and the delivery
horse and wagon sent to St. Paul asa blind,

because a teamster met the horse, which
was driven by a boy who afterward turned
the animal loose. The detectives are work-
ing up straws, after which they willcom-
pare notes and agree upon a plan of action.
Mr. Laraway takes the loss veryphiloso-
phically, believing the government will
never expect him to make it good under
the circa instances. His bondsmen are W.
D. Washburn, 11. G. Sidle and J. 11.
Thompson, and his bona about SCO, OOO, so

According to what is learned by the St.
Paul police, two men, one answering the
description ofone of the burglars, called at j
the livery stable of J. \V. Bates. St. Paul,
on Fifth street between Minnesota and
Robert, at 5 o'clock Friday morning, and
hired a horse and a red wagon with the ad.
of the "Boston One Price Clothing House"
upon it. Representing that they wanted to
take some provisions to Bass lake, they
paid S3 and drove off, They drove to
Robert street and up that street, after which
they were never seen, although the
rig was returned at the livery
stable at 6 o'clock. Mr. Bates says itre-
quires three hours to drive to Bass lake.
Brady Lewis, who hitched up the horse,
thinks he could identify the man who paid
him the money. Itis supposed that these
were the burglars and that they drove
around to the depot and took the "flying
dutchman" on the Milwaukee road. Post-
office Inspectors Kidder and Bassett, who
were in St. Paul yesterday afternoon, say
the work of opening the safe was similar to
that in the Mt. Pleasant, la., robbery, aud
they believe the parties to be the same.

The only additional clue that the detect-
ives have obtained, as far as known, is the
finding yesterday afternoon by Dectectiva
John Hoy of the tools with which the safe
was entered. The kit is entirely new and
consists of a number ofdiamond drills, etc.
Over a pound of powder in a flask was also
with the outfit, which shows that the safe
was to have been blown open if the tools
did not suffice to give an entrance. Tho
detectives refuse to say where the 'plant"
was found.

THE JURY StISAGB-E-.

Out ThirtyHours and Failed to Get
a Verdict.

The jury in the Tanner case had up to
9 o'clock yesterday morning been out
twenty-nine hours, and reached no con-
clusion. Just before the' special calendar
was called yesterday, the jury came in aud
the foreman reported that six were for con-
viction and six foracquittal, and that there
was no possible chance for any agreement.
Judge Lochren looked the men over care-
fully, and said they had better retire once
more. "Another jury would be no better
oft," said he, "andIthink if you discuss
the matter calmly and cooly, and consider
well all the evidence, you can find a ver-
dict." The jury once more retired. One
of the jurymen stated, when speaking with
Judge Lochren, that he wished the men
who didnot want to convict would discard
certain outside statements. It is not
known precisely what is meant, but there
is a rumor that J. \V. Day
and others held a conversation with some
of the jurymen while they were out to
supper Friday night. Deputy Sheriff Shep-
ley, who had charge of the men, denies the
statement. An outsider, whom it is said
desires to see Tanner convicted in order to
be revenged on him for testimony given
during the late police investigation, said
yesterday: "That jury would not have
been out half so long had they not been
tampered with, that is sure, and when they
are discharged there is going to be some
music."

About 5:80 the jury again came in and
announced to the judge that they could not
agree upon a verdict. After a short talk,
the judge discharged them. This closes
the general term.

BRIDGING THE TRACKS.

Railroad and City Authorities Con-
erring: on the Subject.

The council committee on railroads and
representatives of the various railroad lines
held another conference yesterday inrela-
tion to the proposition for bridging the
tracks on Washington avenue north and
adjoining streets, Allthe railway corpora-
tions interested were represented by their
officials or attorneys. in an informal talk
which took place before the meeting was
called to order the Manitoba officials
took the ground that they were un-
der no legal obligations to widen the
the bridge at Western avenue, as ordered
by the council Friday evening. Later on
the proposed lowering of the grades was dis-
cussed at length. President Hill of the
Manitoba road favoring the plan of the
committee, and the other conferees whohad
anything to say urging various objections
against the proposed grade lowering. Vice-
President Truesdale of the Minneapolis &
St. Louis objected strenuously to the plan
for 'owering the Minneapolis & St. Louis
yard, but after a good deal had been said
upon the subject by himself and the mem-
bers of tho committee, finally expressed a
willingness to adopt the plan of the
committee and proceed with the construc-
tion of bridges on Washington avenue and
on Fifthstreet, provided the city will com-
plete the approaches and indemnify the
railroad company for the expense of cut-
ting down their yard. Alderman Johnson
suggested that the council might advance
F-~5.000 to the Minneapolis &St Louis for
building the bridge approaches, with the
understanding that the sum shall be re-
turned to the city _ in.case .the courts de-
cide that the company must be held finally
responsible for the expenditure. Mr.
Tuesdale asked for a definite proposition
from the committee, and after further dis-
cussion the committee adjourned to _
o'clock Thursday afternoon, when it is un-
derstood they will have some sort of a
proposition ready to submit to the Minne-
apolis and St. Louis people.

PKETT. H_V| BANCROFT.
The mother Sue* tbe Father to Re-

grain Possession of the Child.
Before Judge Lochren yesterday after-

noon was partially tried a somewhat pecu-
liar case and one wherein the father and
mother are struggling to gain possession of
a little girl6 years old. The complainant
is Mrs. Abbie E. Bancroft and the defend-
ant Edward C. Bancroft, and the child in
question is as dainty and handsome as any-
one could -wish. Mr. and Mrs. Baucroft

sat near each other in the court-room, Mr.
Baucroft holding in his arms the child.
Once itjumped down and ran over to the
mother, who clasped it tenderly to her
heart and tears tilled her eyes. She alleges
that she obtained a divorce from Mr. Ban-
croft in the' Rutland county, Vermont,
court, and that the court in granting the
divorce gave her the care and custody of the
child, Maud L.Bancroft, during its minor-
ity. The mother says that after
the court had granted the divorce
and given her the custody of
the child, the father stole it away from her
and . fled from Vermont. She searched
many weary months for her husband and
the little one, and first discovered their
whereabouts some ten days ago. She im-
mediately left her home and came to this
city to get possession of her child. The
father admits her allegations except that
be says when she applied for the divorce
he had no notice that she was intending to
ask for the custody of the child; and that
custody was given her without any notice
or knowledge on his part. He further de-
nies the jurisdiction of the court to make
the order. It was discovered, when the
case came up for hearing -

that the papers
which the mother had brought with her
from Vermont were not sufficient to show
a proper judgment of the Vermont court,
and Judge Lochren adjourned the case to
June 19, in order to procure from that
place a proper record of the proceedings
had in that court.

He told
how Mr.Fickett had beeu caught ina de-
cidedly compromising position with a
woman not his wife, and how he had de-
serted his wife and failed to provide for
her.

James Benson told a,peculiar story of
married, woe. It was to the effect that
within two days after he was married his

?wife left him and fled to lowa in company
withher first husband, from wham she had
never secured a divorce.

Andrew Ovask, a Bohemian, said,
through an interpreter, that in June, 1884,
his wife had taken $300 of his money and
left. Just whore she had gone he didnot
know, but thought she had gone with John
Dauko, who disappeared at the same time.

The _iero_as_j' police, which have been
found a very useful and effective adjunot to
the regular department, especially in the
way of watching property at night, are com-
pletely shorn of every vestige of power, be-
cause should they find a sneak thief lurking
inan allay orolsewnere, they havo no legal
right to interfere. Again, Itis often of more
than ordinary importance to have on oortain
special occasiec3, such as at times when ma-
unusual gatherings congregate intho city, to
appoint a number of speoial policemen to
serve at that speolfiod time or times. But
under the new code they cannot be appointed.
Itis quite probable that the next legislature
willbe asked to make a radical change inthe
present system.

Outfit for Summer Travelers.
A traveler's dressing-case, made of alli-

gator skin or gray canvas bound withbraid,
folds up into a compact package about four
inches in diameter, that is easily stored
away in the bottom of a hand-satchel, or
corner of the trunk tray, lt opens out
into a flat sheet over half a yard long, on
the inner surface of which are stitched In-
numerable pockets, shaped so as to receive
anything necessary to the toilet, from the
brush and comb and small tinbox contain-
ing soap, to the cut-glass, silver-stopped
bottles holding the tooth and nail brushes
and tooth powder, and the tiny nail shears
and knife.

With a little ingenuity such a traveling
case is easily made at home, gray or ecru
canvas being the material employed, the
edges and pockets bound with brown or
red worsted braid. ?P__Bi_P_P

A double strip of canvas, twelve Inches
wide by five-eighths of a yard long, pointed
or rounded at ?>ne end, with the pockets
stitched on the inner side, is the manner of
;making. A button and loop or a strap of
Icanvas serves to close it.

A useful thing when traveling is a recep-
tacle for a field glass, wornby a strap over
the shoulder. This may be of leather or of
embroidered canvas. Forcarry ins on one's
correspondence when away from home, and
when the convenience of desk or table is
frequently unattainable, lap tables of
leather, containing paper, envelopes, ink,
pens and stamps willbe found very vseful.
