THE GROWING CROPS.

The Reports Indicate Improvement
Along the Northern Pacific.

The Northern Pacific railroad’s corres-
pondents for the week ending the 1Cth
show a slight improvement since the early
drouths. Some three or four weeks ago
along the St. Paul divisions, extending to
Brainerd, the weather has been quite favor-
able, enongh rain having fallen to counter-
act the efiects of the hot weather, and the
prospects are that the yield will l{e much
nearer a fair average than was at first an-
ticipated. This will apply also to the Little
Falis and Dakota branches. Along the
main line from Brainerd to Fargo the wheat
seems to be in very good condition, heading
out well. Last week’s weather was quite
favorable, showers having occurred in time
to prevent injury from the heat. On
the Fergus Falls braneh the reports are not
quite so favorable as the above, but asa
rule they show the condition to be f;}u’ly
good, the rains having come just in time.
“‘West of Fargo our reports vary considera-
bly. In some localities the condition of all
wheat is good, wheveas, in other localities
early wheat seems to be doing well and late
wheat iooks badly. As the Missouri river
js reached and west of it the reports are of
a discouraging tenor, the showers have
been light and followed by hot winds. In
some places hail storms have been exper-
jenced, which have caused considerable
damace. Altogether it is to be feared that
the yield from this particular region will be
smali and unsatisfactory.

DISCUSSIRG ©

The Chamber of Conmimerce Con=
siders thhe Commitiee Report.

The board of directors of the chamber of
commerce at their meeting yesterday morn-
ing received and accepted from Col. Bend
an invitation to visit the military camp at
White Bear. The report of the committee
in regard to enlarging Central park was
taken up and considerable talk occurred in
regard to it. Mr. Oppenheim was opposed
to the chamber going arcund trying to raise
money for the purpose of buying ground
for a park. Mr. Fairchild was in favor of
buying the proposed ground providing it
could be bought for a reasonable sum. Ile
was opposed to paying an extortion_ate
price. Capt. Berkey opposed the location
of the park where it now is. That prop-
erty, he claimed, would be wanted for
business purposes. Our parks ought to be
located further out where people live and
where the ladies and their nurses can go
with the children. We want parks, he
said, in the Fourth, Fifth and Sixth wards.
We do not want them right in the center
of the business part of the city. The report
of the committee was finally adopted, and
by a resolution offered by Mr. Stevens the
gpecial committee on enlarging Central
yark was instructed to receive subscriptions
and confer wifh the common council, with
reference to securing

for the desired purpose. Gen. Sanborn, O.
O. Cullen and A. S. Tallmadge were ap-
pointed to raise the necessary funds with
which to defray the expenses of the enter-
tainment of the National Conference of
Corrections and Charities. A resolution,
offered by Dr. Day, that the city council be
requested to pass an ordinance, with the
proper penalties, to effectually prevent the
gale of jce in the city limits taken from the
Mississippi river or any of jtslakes, sloughs
or bayous, was laid over, as was a resolu-
tion offered by Mr. Noyes asking the gov-
ernment to issue bills of a denomination
less than $5. The report of the committee
on nominations, to the effect that the resig-
nations of E. F. Drake, J. J. McCardy and
A. Manvel be accepted, and that Messrs.
R. R. Dorr, Lucien Warner and E. W.
Peet be appointed to fill the vacancies was
adopted. The committee on the location of
the stockyards made a preliminary verbal
report and was given further time.

SONS OF VETERANS

Entertain at a Camp-Fire Their
Commander-in=-Chief.

St. Paul Camp No. 1, Sons of Veterans,
enjoyed the honor last evening of enter-
taining Gen. Walter S. Payne of Fostoria,
O., commander-in-chief of the Sous of Vet-
erans of the United States. In honor of
the event a large number of visiting mem-
bers of the order were present, including
the three Minneapolis camps—>Minneapolis
No. 9, Levi Butler and George N. Morgan
—who came with a delegation of seventy-
five men and a band. 'There were also
present delegations frowm Stillwater and
Hutehinson camps, while a large number
of Grand Army representatives from
Acker, Winthrop, Garfield, Ord and Bircher
posts were also in  attendance.
After the regular meeting the doors were
thrown open and a camp-fire celebrated, the
company being angmented by several ladies.
The whole party was refreshed with lem-
onade, while an exhibition drill was given
by St. Paul Camp No. 1 under Capt. Mil-
ham. The mieeting was then ecalled to or-
der and Gen. Payne made a short speech,
complimenting the camp highly in profi-
ciency and intimating that the national en-
campment of 1887 would be held in Minne-
sota. Gen. Payne isnow on his way to
attend the G. A. R. national encampment
at San TFrancisco. Ilon. Albert Scheffer
was then introduced and made a very en-
tertaining speech, at the close of which the
camp-fire closed, asit was necessary for the
visitors to leave to catch their trains. This
evening the Sons of Veterans have a moon-
light excursion on the river.

THEY COME AND GO.

Visitors Who Lingered Retween
Trains in the Capital City.

Senator C. B. Buckman, Sauk Rapids,
was an arrival at the Merchants yesterday.
He said that there was every reason for
him to believe that he would be his own
successor as the senator from the Thirty-
ninth district, as the convention in Crow
Wing county had instructed the delegates
to the legislative convention for him, whieh
gave him a good working majority with
those from his own and adjoming counties.
He was nct exercised, he said, over the
matter, as the manifestations in his favor
throughout the district had been such that
it looked as though the people felt most
kindly disposed toward him and would in-
sist on his renomination.

Referring to the gubernatorial contest he
said that Lieut.-Gov. Gilman would un-
doubtedly secure the delegations to the Re-
publican convention from Stearns and ad-
joining eounties, in fact, no opposition
would be experienced, as everybody was of
the opinion that local pride demanded that
Gov. Gilman should receive the solid dele-
gation from hLis home and adjoining eoun-
try. A strong Gilman delegation, he said,

would be sent from the Fifth
Congressional distriet, which would not

be unanimwously for Gilman, as |he,
like the rest of mortals, had enemies who
would do their level best to get an adverse
delegation, but the Gilman men would be a
large majority, and would come preity near
controlling the delegation.

Gen., Harrison Allen, Fargo, was a vis-
itor. He is still working very hard and in-
dustriously to secure the nowination of the
Eepublican party ef Dakota for delegate io
congress, and entertains the helief that
there is zood prospeets of ultimate sueccess.
He formerly ofiiciated as United States
marshal of the territory, and stepped down
and oui on the incoming of the present ad-
ministration 101 room for Capt. Mar-
yatia, the present incunbent, whose appoint-
ent has not been conlinmed by the senate.

# vesudent of Pennsyivauia, whele hie heid
~&ice und acted an cue of Lie licutenants of
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the Cameron political armmy. The non-con-
firmation of his Democratic successor is
said by many of the Washington corrés-
pondents to be the work of Senatvor Cam-
eron who, without any objection to Mar-
atta, opposed his econfirmation because it
left Allen out of employment.

A. F. Nordin, commissioner of statistics,
has returned from a ten days’ trip through
the western part of the state, where he has
been looking after his fences. Hesays that
the only settled feeling on the governorship
that he found was in Grant county, where
Gilman has a strong support.

FOR FIRE fROTECTION.

Numerous NMeasures Passed en by

. the Board Last Night.

The artesian well at Engine House No.
6, afforded a subject for a lengthy discus-
sion by tHe fire commissioners last night.
The discussion started upon the bill of W,
N. Cary & Sons for §340 for boring eighty-
five feet over the 1,018 feet previously
paved for. President Delano hardly knew
whether 1t would pay to continue boring or
not. Eventually, however, the board decided
to pay the tontractors in full and stop
the work, making a recommendation to the
council to have the boring continued until
water is struck, even if it should be nec-
essary to go down 4,000 or 5,000 feet. The
object of this is to get large enough appro-
priation to cover the expenses of the work.
The matter of connecting a hydrant with
the well at Martin Buzgeman’s brewery
was left with the special committee.

An eight-inch gong fire alarm was ordered
to be put into the Press Club rooms.

Fire alarm boxes were ordered at Cher-
okee and Ohio streets, and York and
Arcade streets. The building committee
reported that the frame building on the
engine house lot at Maple and Conway
streets had been sold to Terrence Kenny
for $250. Chief Black reported Capt.
‘Buckley’s resignation, the promotions of
Messrs. Meehan, Burnell -and Myler, and
the appointment of Alfred Devine. On the
report of Supt. Jenking of fire-alarm tele-
graph, he was dairected to put in three
fifteen-inch gongs in the new engine-
house and provide telephones; also to secure
from 125 to 150 telegraph poles to extend
the lines and connect with the new houses.
Estimates on new buildings were submitted
as follows: No. 5 addition, $1,980; Henne-
pin and Vietoria, $1,811; Payne and York,
$915; ‘Maple and Conway, $437: total
$5,143, less amount reserved, $4,372.55,
which was allowed to the contractors.
Bills amounting to $2,029 were allowed.
Chief Black reported that he had con-
demned 650 feet of hose (Akron and White
test) variating in time of service since from
1877 to 1882. On his recommendation it
was ordered that 150 feet of three and a
half inch Eureka cotton hose be purchased
to be placed next to the largest engine to
facilitate the forcing of water and heighten
its power.

A rather uninteresting meeting was held
by the board of public works yesterday
afternoon. Objections were received from
Commodore William F. Davidson and A.
R. Capehart against the assessment for
opening an alley through block 17, St. Paul
proper: A. J. Isherwood against the assess-
ment for grading Virginia avenue, and J.
F. McQuillan, George Cole. Anna Kelly,
Katharine Hughes, Anton Kessler and M.
Hushan against the opening of Broadway,
from Grove to Thirteenth streets. The ob-
jections were laid over.

The bids for the Ninth street, Westmin-
ster street and Wacouta street sewers were
all laid over, the two latter being referred
to the city engineer.

Objections were received from Harriet
A. Prescott and others against the reassess-
ment for grading of Dakota avenue to a
partial grade of sixty-six teet wide from
the Wabasha street bridge to Goffe street,
and filed. Ier attorneys, Warren, Ste-
vens & Lawrence, contend that the city
council never had any authority to order
the improvement or the board of public
works to make the assessment. They also
claim that the reassessment is made to reim-
burse the city for losses ocecasioned by the
trespass upon the Prescott property.

As the eyes of the children
look up half erying, this family in distress
becomes a sight most pitiable. Nichols has
good recommendations from his former em-
pleyers for industry and sobriety.

That Coliapsed Ruilding.

An inspecticn of the remaining walls of
the collapsed building of Andrew Marks,
at Rice and University, was taken yester-
day by Building Inspector Johnson. He
says some of the side walls must be taken
down.

“LES MISERABLES.”

Criminals and Paupers Whom the
Publiic Must Care For.

Growth of Prison Reform in This
County=--1T"he Conference.

The coming gathering cf those interested
in corrective and charitable work has cre-
ated an unusual interest in topies relative
to reform in prisouns and the proper care of
unfertunates who must depend upon the
cold world’s charity. In connection with
this topie, Rev. Dt. Dana says:

Few people realize how recent are the re-
forms which have #hed such luster upon the
presentage. Slow and dificult has been the
progress of the race. Barbarities we hardly
deem possible were but a comparatively brief
period since, perpetrated with the sanction of
law, The criminal tode of less than a century
ago was brutal in the extreme, Two hundred
and twenty-three erimes were punished with
death. Nor were taese the legaey in the main
of the dark ages, for 156 of them bore no re-
moter date than the reign of the Georges. *1If
a wan injured Waestminster bridge; or ap-
peared disguised on the public road: or cut
down young trees: or shot rabbits; or stole

" aught from a bleach fleld: or wrote a threat-

ening letter to extort money:; orreturned pre-
maturely from transportation,” the penalty
was hanging. Edimound Burke said he could
obtain the assent of the house of commons to
any bill imposing the punishment of death.

PRIBON REFORM
dates from John JMoward's efforts began in
1773. 1ua his day jailers received no compen-
sation and often had to pay a considerable
annual sum for the situation he filled. He
remunerated himself in turn by the fees he
exacted, often by brutal violence, from the
unfortunates who fell into his hands.
He sold them all the food they had, the very
stand on whieh they slept, and even when ac-
quitted, the prisoner could not regain his
liberty until he bad paid certain imposead
fees. After an interim, which ensued upon
the death of Howard, Mrs, Fry took up the
work in 1817, and from that date on constant
progress was made. Between 1749 and 1771,
or twenty-two yeurs, 1,121 persous were con-
demned to death in London slone. Among
these was a young woman with 2 bake at her
breast. She was rendered destitute by the
carrying off to sea by the press-gang of her
husband, and for stegling a piece of cloth of
the value ot 5 shillings, she was hanged. She
stole to keep herself’ and child frow starva-
tiou and the country that had stolen her hus-
band and bread-wiuner executed her for this
crime. Cruikshank, the noted carieaturist,
waged battle in behalt of the poor wretches
who were swung upon the gallows for pass-
ing forged notes on the Bank of England.
He represented a large gallows from which
dangled eleven erimmals, three of whom were
women. In the upper coruer was Britania
represented surrounded by starving, wailing
creatures, surrounded by a hideous death's
head, ete. Juries sometimes Tfailed tc con-
vict even when the evidence of guilt was con-
clusive, so reluetant were some of them to
execute this Draconian code,

THE INSANE,

were treated till 1815 on the supposition that
they were possessed of devils. They were
chained in darkoess, beaten, starved, exhib-
ited for money to a cruel, jeering rabble,

Not till twenty-five years later were the
mechanicallrestraints abolished and a humane
treatment &opted. The barbarous applian-
ces of chains and straight waistcoats and
ehairs of restraint were abalished and gentle
and reasonable methods prevailed,

The growth of modern charities begins with
this ceatuary. Associations with philan-
thropic purpeses sprang into existence and
rapidly multiplied. The temper of society
was ameliorated und forbearance and tolera-
tion grew apace. Lord Cockburn writing at
the close of the last century of Edinburg,
said the frightful thing ‘‘was the personal
bitterness. The decent appearance of mu-
tual toleration was dispised, and extermina-
tion seemed a duty.” Christian missions
generated a spirit of devotion and heroism
which affected the church, sud gave a new
vitality to personal religion, and & new zg-
gressiveness to the Christain faith.

Paul the successors of Howard,
the devotees of the untortunate and depend-
ent. In it are found sweet charity’s krights
and consecrated servants, The noble women
who have won such a proud place in modern
philanthropic uudertakings. The specialists
who have given themselves to the study and
care of the infune, a class numbering 91,959,
Hither come those who with Jan-devotion,
have made the idiots and defectives their
charge; of the former there are 76.805
of the latter, such as the deat and dumb and
blind, there are §2,508. Here, t00, in this con-
ference, will be met those engaged in doing
for juvenile delinquents in reformatory insti-
tutions who count in all 11,468, and largely,
too, will be found the wardens and trustees of
penitentiaries, workhouses, housges of carrec-
tion, ete., within which are confined more
than 58,609 persons. Then come the repre-
gentatives of the more recent domains oeccu-
pied by the charitably inclined, such as pre-
ventive work in behalf of children, and the
systomatized efforts for the wise dealing with
the dependent poor. What spachronsin of
modern times—at once a nuisancs ana & non-

hearty. for the members of this conference
were from every state in the Union, at their
own charges, for no holiday or on no junket-
ing tour, but te meet and exchange views
and opinions. To note the progress made
and scan the ever-broadening field, philan-
throphy must occupy and report the newest
methods that promise better resalts and to
discuss and devise what more can be done to
reduce crime and beggary and to mitigate
misery and improve the condition of the un-
fortunate.

The state has an interest in the economies
of the guestions discussed, and society in
their right solution. The science of penol-
ogy is by this body developed, and the grave
matters connected with crime and vice need
to be publicly ventilated, as they are on the
floor of this conference. Every common-
wealth is proud of its public institutions;
they attest at onee its munificence and the
breadth and intelligence of its sympathy.
But with their growing cost, entailing aug-
menting taxation, they require to be closely
watched, their metheds scrutinized and ail
that is possible be discovered how to make
them subserve the ends for which estab-
lished.

The educational influence of the confer-
ence is steadily increasing and each yearly
session adds to its public value. Into this
section of the country it comes for the first
time, and if its deliberations are noted and its
reports and doings studied, it can largely fix
the penal and charitable policy of the young
states in the Mississippi valley, and furnish
the light needed for wise legislation in com-
ing years. We have much to learn yet, and
from the plaiform of this convention will be
heard the veterans in the institutional man-
agement and reform now so important. It
is in this respect a sort of university of char-
ity, with the different departments of human
effort represented by able faculties.
