Governor’s Day.

Yesterday was governor’s day at Camp
Ruger. It was oppressively hot, but the
sweltering air did not keep the people from
the camp grounds, and dress parade was
witnessed by 3,000 spectators. At 2:17
o’ciock p. m., Gov. Hubbard and a portion
of his staffl arrived at camp and his presence
was heralded by the firing of a salute of
seventeen guns and the drooping of colors.
With the governor were the following
members of his staff:

Surgeon-Genersl Murphy, Inspector-Gen-
eral King, Quartermaster-General Wilson, As-
sistant «Quartermaster-General  Williams,
aides-de-camp, Col. Brant, Maj. Listo, Capt.
Bixoy, Capt. Steenerson and Sergt. Burger.

After the salute the governor, in com-
pany with Mayor Ames of Minneapolis,
went through the camp and Inspected
the commissiary department and expressed
himself as exceedingly well pleased at
the condition in which he found that 'de-
partment, especially. The greater portion
of the afternoon he spent at Col. Bengi’s
headquarters, discussing camp topies with
the various officers and his staff. A large
number of ladies called during the after-
noon and paid their respects to the execu-

tive, and the evening train
brought hundreds more from St.
Paul, Minneapolis and Stillwater.

During dress parade Governor Hubbard got
a horse in the western side of the parade
ground near his staff, and watched the drill
with apparent interest.
