InSpite ofNews of a Distinctly Bullish

Color the Market Fails to
Show Strength.

A.t Chicago the Cereal Declines on the
Curb and the Day Shows a Loss

Chicago. July ?Comparatively speaking
the leading markets were somewhat easier to-
day than yesterday, and as then they were in
marked contrast to the day before. Acom-
parison of to-day's values with those ruling

the latter part of the week makes a pleasing
showing for the bears and a proportionately
discouraging one for the bulls. Speaking of
the bulls, itis at the same time a noteworthy
and a singular fact that while the market not
only fails to show strength, but actually falls
back a little inprices, the news on the floor
and from out of town sources is quite
distinctly of a bullish color. From
the Northwest, where they are
still long on temperature and short
on rain, one hears that millinginterests and
traders in that locality think favorably of
wheat as a purchase. But this in view of
probable damage by reason of the drought is
not particularly to be wondered at. Itis
even mere surprising that here in Chicago,

where the makers of the market are located,
we should bear that Kent, Cadahu, Ream,

Jones and the "strong men" generally are
buying more or less wheat, and the prices
Stillkeep down, and the market runs alon g

Co smoothly, August wheat opened exactly
at curb prices, 81c, but this was %c under
lust night's officialclosing, there having been
a little break after rogulur trading yesterday.

CABLES WERE SLIGHTLYIMPROVED,

being %c higher and firm on wheat. For a
little while values kept up to 81c, but on very
general realizing by tho looal crowd, August
fell off to 80Kc, later picking up to 80%c,
again easing back to 80%c, and toward the
close going back to80%C. Allefferings were
absorbed without any trouble, and there was
no apparent inclination to crowd the market
either way, just allowing it to sail along with
tho conditions as nominal as possible under a
volumo of trade much lighter than usual.
Outsiders (country traders) had verylittl*to
do with the market. Tho close at 1 o'clock
vraa easy and alittle hoavy. A still weaker
tone prevailed just prior to 1 o'clock
and August fell back to 79%c,
under liberal local selling. Theo crowd
had bulled so long, and got so loaded up
without seeing any advance in prices that
there was a good deal of wheat for sale. The
hall was full of dispatches reporting damage
by drought to corn in lowa, Kansas and
Nebraska. This caused the advance noted.
More strength was shown in corn, notwith-
standing heavy receipts here and free ar-
rivals elsewhere. September was steady
early at 39%c, selling at 40%c, then back to

89%C, and around 12:30 sharply up to 40%c,
on a local call for it,but not keeping up to

outside prices. A moderate sized and
altogether featureless trade was done inhog
product, the laage being- within 10c, the
market being alternately easy and then
moderately easy.

WEEKLY REVIEW.
The volume ofbusiness In June is gener-

allyreferred to as satisfactory. It aggre-
gated considerably in excess of last year's
trade for the corresponding month. .The
present demand is not noticeably "heavy, but
a fair business is doing, and that is perfectly
satisfactory and the market is characterized
by a hopeiul feeling, based on satisfastory
reasons that the trade of the year willbe
satisfactory. With the exceptions of few
leading Hues, which are rather irregular,
prices generally are firm, with perhaps a
slight upward tendency. Rather less than the
usual umber of buyers are in the market
this seu'ou and the stock of goods inmanu-
facturers' hands is reported to be rather
smaller than usual at this time of the' year.
The trade throughout the country is gener-
ally regarded as having but limited
stocks. In dry goods trade dur-
ing the past week shows . some
improvement over that of the preceding one,
though it is still very quiet. The last few
days shows a marked improvement, as the
travelingmen have resumed their trips and
their missionary efforts are beginning to tell.
The demand is conlied principally to staples
and goods suitable for hot weather wear,
lawns, bantings, mosquito nets and other
thin fabrics receiving the most attention.
The demand for grain bags has also increased
noticeably and will steadily improve tillafter
harvest. Afew advance orders for fallgoods,
such as flannels, woolens, blankets, hosiery,
ets., have been taken, but this is not by any
means general, as merchants desire to act
conservatively till it can be deter-
mined how the crops will turn
out. Advices from Eastern markets are to
the effect that the largo export demand for
cottons, combined with the legitimate home
demand, has completely exhausted the pro-
ducts of the mills so that there is no accumu-
lation to meet the coming large inquiry to
supply the falldemand. Consequently it is
predicted, and generally recognized, that
there willbe a great scarcity of popular
makes of goods and a resulting. firmmarket
throughout the season. Woolen goods are
very active and the early advance of from 10
to 12% per cent, in flannels, tricots
and wool dress fabrics is firmly
maintained with indications of further ad-
vances when the fall activity starts in. This
firmness is the result of first, a limited supply,
and second, the "dvices from the London wool
sales, which show an average increase of
from 10 to 25 per cent, in medium and low
grades of wool. Tho drug market is active
and collections fair, while the volume of trade
is rapidlyincreasing. Window glass is scarce
and prices are growing firmer, as a largo
number of furnaces are out of blast. Two
thousand copies of Koyes Bros. & Cutler's
great illustrated catalogue, a 950 page book,
has just been sent out. Linseed oilhas de-
clined 2c. Alcohol is also lower. Seneca is
dull, and ginseng about 10c lower. Quick-
silver has advanced and is likelytogo higher.
Quinine has also declined. Trade in hard-
ware is active with satisfactory collections.
Files have advanced, fence wiredeclined, and
keg shot advanced. In groceries there is
considerable activity, as usual, even during
the dullest season. Raisins have declined.
