CALLEDFOR CONGRESS.

Dr.Denton of ITBinneapolis Named
by the Prohibitionists.

Itrequired just one hour for the dele-
gates to the Fourth district Prohibition
convention, twenty-eight in number, to as-
semble inHarrison hall yesterday and nom-
inate Dr. L. W. Denton of Minneapolis.
There are ten counties in the Fourth dis-
trict, but through a blunder claiming to
have been committed in the statute, the
counties of Pine, Knaabec and Sherbnrne
were omitted from the call and only Anoka,
Chisago, Hennepin, Isanti, Ramsey, Wash-
ington and Wright were included. Only
four counties were represented when Chair-
man J. T. James rapped for order. Dr. J.
N. Henry of Hennopin and George F.
Wells of Ramsey were respectively chosen
for chairman and secretary and this organ-
ization was made permanent. The repre-
sentation bycounties, with the number to
which each is entitled, was as follows:

Aspirited discussion took place over the
propriety of allowing those present to cast
the full vote and a negative decision was
reached. Delegates were as excited and
sarnest over the matter as though rival can-
didates were bitterly pushing their claims.
A.new central committee was appointed,
each county having its member, as follows:

Anoka, George A. Clarke; Chisago, blank;
Hennepin, J. F.James; Isanti, blank; Kana-
bec, blank; Pine, blank; Ramsey, Willis M.
Hatch; Sherburne, Rev. M.H. Tarbox; Wash-
ington, T. S. Nash; Wright, Dr. M. H.
Knowles.

The committee was athorized to fill the
vacancies and instructed to begin a vigor-
ous campaign.

Calls for nominations for a candidate for
congress from the Fourth district were made
and without oral nominations an informal
ballot was taken, with the followingresult:
Whole number of votes cast. 28; of which
W. P. Chase and J. T. James received 1
each, A. S. Whetstone 2, C. E. Hatch 3
and L. W. Deuton 21. On M.D. Cone's
motion the informal ballot was made for-
mal and Dr. Denton was made the unani-
mous choice of the convention and its can-
didate for congress. Called out to make a
speech, Dr. Denton said the choice was not
a fortunate one, as he had less time in
which to make the canvass than others:
however, he accepted the honor with thanks
and thought it came from the.backbone of
the Fourth district. He was satisfied the
greatest question before congress was that
of labor. Strikes and boycotts afforded no
permanent relief and only legislation could
bring about abiding satisfaction. He rec-
ommended the limitingof imported labor;
increasing the army and navy to give em-
ployment to idle labor; increasing the
amount of public works and improvement,
for the same purposes, taxing the rich for
the money, abandon the contract-labor sys-
tem, letting the money go out to honest la-
bor Instead of a few sharks, and finally, a
consistent financial policy. He declared
the Prohibition party was the party of la-
bor, and if labor knew where its interests
lie itwould turn out a tI elect the nomiuee
of this convention. His remarks were
jreeted withapplause, and at their conclu-
sion the convention adjourned.

The new central committee held an in-
formal meeting and adjourned until July
21, when it willmeet and name the full
jommittee.

ANOTHER WANDERER BACK.
After a Long Trip, Mrs. Renthaw

Returns Voluntarily.
Yesterday there was great rejoicing at

the residence of Mr. S. B. Williams, 307
Eighth street south. From this house the
morning of July 5 Mrs. Fannie llenshaw.
wife of Rev. Mr. Renshaw of Plainview,
and a niece of Mr. Williams, disappeared
while laboring under a mental depression.
No trace of her could be obtained, and as
the lady had acted in a somewhat peculiar
manner for several days previous, it was
thought that she had destroyed herself.
The matter was placed in the bands of the
police and notices were sent in every
direction.

Yesterday morning the door opened and
in walked Mrs. Henshaw. pale and worn
and but a ghost of her former self. She
was cared for immediately, and last
night was in a comfortable con-
dition. Her mind is almost a blank, and
she remembers nothing further than that
she has been up in the Lake Superior
region, and has traveled from one town to
another m an aimless manner. Three or
four days ago, she says, an intense longing
came over her to be athome once more, and
for Minneapolis she started, arriving here
early in tne morning. It appears that she
had a considerable amount of money in her
pocketbook when she disappeared, and with
this aid she found no difficulty in going
from place to place, as her fancy dictated.
Mr. Kenshaw was seen last evening and
stated that he was looking now for an im-
provement in his wife's condition. \u25a0

THE WATER BOARD.

The Eight-Hour and Anti-Cataract
Resolutions Defeated.

Atthe water board meeting, last even-
ing, after routine business was over, bids
were received for buildingan addition of
one story to the pumping station. The
mayor suggested that the city does the
work itself, but Commissioner Andrews
disapproved of the scheme, and favored
advertising for more bias and moved to
that end. Commissioner Glenn thought
the fact inasmuch as the committee on con-
struction had been authorized to act in the
premises and had so obtained bids from lo-
cal mechanics, it would hardly be the cor-
rect thing for the board to refer them back
to the bidders unopened and Jadvertise for
new proposals. Commissioner Andrews
withdrew his motion and the bids were
opened. Both Commissioner Foote and
Famham esteemed the bids too high and
Commissioner Glenn moved that they be
rejected, and the motion prevailed, and the
secretary was instructed to advertise
for proposals to be reported at
the meeting next Thursday night.
The superintendent reported that there is
now due on account of money advanced
for laying water mains the sum of 87,176.
Referred to the committee on claims and
accounts.

THE EIGHT-HOUR SYSTEM.
The special committee to whom had been

referred the resolution to tho effect that all
Improvements in charge of the department
hereafter be done by the day, \u25a0 aud not by
contract, and the wages be not less than
pi.50 per day, reported back the matter
without recommendation. Commissioner
Grlenn moved the adoption of the resolution.
Commissioner Foote disapproved of the
proposed eight-hour system and also of the
resolution. . Considering the brief occasion
In which toaccomplish the work, he doubted
if the water mains contemplated could be
laid. He furthermore stated that many of
tbe present employes of the board receive
$1.75 and $2.00 a day. Itcould be of no
benefit to these men to cut the hours down.

Commissioner Glenn come at once to the
rescue of the resolution. He said Commiss-

ioner Foote employed arguments used
years ago against reducing the hours down
to ten. The more a man is paid, as a rule,
the shorter the hours he has to work.v In
the offices of the city hall the employes
only work seven hours a day. No business
can be done in the city hall until 9 o'clock

?in the morning. Mr. Glenn would not re-
gret if every contractor laying water

'
pipe

should throw up the contracts, and the
work turned over to the engineer of the
board. The resolution was lost, Mayor
Ames and Commissioner Glenn alone vot-
ing ayes. ? Superintendent Henion reported
the result of his visit to the national water
works convention held in Denver and said
the next session is to be held in Minneapo-
lis.

OFFICIAL!,* NOTIFIED.

Postmaster inkeuy'i Bond? To In-
augurate Reforms.

Postmaster Ankeny yesterday received
from the postoffice department at Wash-
ington the official notification of his ap-
pointment and confirmation as postmaster
at Minneapolis. Accompanying was a
blank bond, ready for fillingin, on which
the words "shall attend personally to the
duties of the office" were underscored in
blue pencil. The bond is in the sum of
$70,000, of which 540,000 is for the postal
and $30,000 for the money order depart-
ment, anincrease, ivtotal, of $10,000; over
Mr. Laraway ? bond. The signature of
William L. Vilas. j postmaster- general, is
attached to the appointment, which dates
from July 3. When the bond is filed and
approved, the commission, signed by
President Cleveland, will be forwarded.
Mr. Ankeny willprobably have four bonds-
men, each of whom must be worth 535,000,
or double the sum for which he is individ-
ually bound. He willhave no difficulty in
securing them, as six of his friends, worth
in the aggregate $5,000,000, have already
volunteered to become his sureties.

Postmaster Aukeny will inaugurate sev-
eral needed reforms, and his earliest efforts
willbe directed insecuring an improvement
in the delivery and in the service between
here and St. Paul. Ineach of these he may
easily earn the thanks of the community.
Itwillbe ten days before he can take hold
of the office.

THE COUNCIL, COMMITTEES.

Property Owners Kicking?The

Railroad Crossing- Atrails.
A protest from certain Nicollet island

property owners against the laying of a
main inMaple street onthe island was con-
sidered by the council committee on water
yesterday. The main, iflaid in the street,
willnot be sufficiently handy to a series of
"outside" lots and the owners of the lots
desire to have its location changed. Acting
under the advice of the city engineer, who
states that the property through which the
main must pass, ifthe proposed change is
made, cannot be assessed, the committee
willfavor carrying out the work as ordered
by the council.

The railroad committee of the council in
secret session yesterday afternoon, dis-
cussed again the subject of lowering the ;
grades of streets leading to North Minneap-
olis which are covered by railroads. The
committee failed to formulate any new
proposition relative to the matter, and find-
ing the advice ofJ. J. Hillnecessary before
any definite action can be taken, appointed
a sub-committee to confer with that gentle-
man, There will be another joint com-
mittee conference on the underground con-
duit ordinance this morning at 10 o'clock.

HE HADHIS WAV.

How a Minneapolis Merchant Took
His Daughter Out fiSidiag-.

The trial of Max Segelbaum, the well-
known dry goods dealer, for assault, upon
the complaint of his wife, was held in the
municipal court yesterday morning and re-
sulted in the discharge of the defendant.
Mr. and Mrs. Segelbauin have lived very
unhappily together, and two years ago, it
willbe remembered, a divorce was applied
for by the wife, but was refused by the dis-
trict court. Since then they have lived to-
gether at 416 Fourth street southeast in sep-
arate apartments, having as little. to do
witheach other as possible. Affection for
their children is the tie that has held them
together. According to the testimony
given by the witnesses ] in .-court
yesterday, upon the evening -

the al-
leged assault occurred Mr. Segelbauni.de-
sired to take their little daughter out riding
and Mrs. Segelbaum at first . consented.
When he arrived with the carnage she
looked out of the window and said that an-
other littlegirl,a niece ofMr. Segelbaum's,
whom she disliked, was to go too, and so
retired to her apartments, taking the
daughter with her. The tolding doors
leading to the room were locked and fast-
ened witha chain. After being denied ad-
mittance and failing to gain it, Mr. Segel-
baum procured a flatiron and, knocking out
a panel, crawled through the opening. He
claims that Mrs. Segelbaum caught up the
panel and caressed him with it; that he
pushed her onto the bed with as little force
as possible, and then, taking his daughter,
went to ride. Mrs. Segelbaum denied
striking her husband, and claimed that he
attacked her with great violence. Four
witnesses, including the servant girl and
the children, however, corroborated Mr.
Segelbautn's version of the affair, and Judge
Mahoney dismissed the case.
WILL DIVIDE THE PROPERTY.
A Decision by Judge Rea Which

Makes One Woman Happy.
By a decision of Judge Rea, made yes-

terday, another familyfeud of long standing
was brought to an end, and a lady who has
long been denied her rights made happy.
The decision was made in the case ofMary
F. Quinu against Anna A. Gallagher to
have a certain deed made by Mrs. King,
Mary Quinn's mother, set aside, and was
to the effect that the deed be set aside and
that the two ladies receive an equal share
of the estate. Prior to Mrs. Kiug's death
Mary was the one who stayed at home and
made her last hours comfortable, while
Mrs. Gallagher married and went away to
live. The deed gave all the property to
Mrs. Gallagher, however, and to recover
some of it Miss Quinn brought suit. In
his findings Judge Rea decided that Mrs.
King had not authorized the deed in any
manner and that therefore itwas not legal.

SAVED FKOM SUICIDE.

AWandering Daughter ofGov.Young
Rescued, and Returned.

Recognized bya Globe Reporter She is
Restored to Her Mother.

The 9:10 train which left for Milwaukee
over the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
road last evening carried a strange party.
Itconsisted of two ladies and a gentleman.
The elder of the ladies was Mrs. William
Young cfMilwaukee, wife ofex-Gov.Young
of Wisconsin, and the younger woman was
Mrs. Arthur tjhlig of. Milwaukee. The
gentleman was a resident of this city, who
accompanied tho party to Milwaukee as a
sort of guard. Some six months ago Mrs.
Uhlig was living with her husband and
child ina handsome residence in the Cream
City. Domestic difficulties arose, and Mrs.
Uhlig left her home while laboring under
mental depression. She took with her no
clothing of any consequence, and up to
Wednesday an unsuccessful search for her
had been carried on by her agonized par-
ents. Wednesday evening she was met on
the street by a Globe reporter who had
known her in Milwaukee. Of him she
made a confidant, and related her story
since she had deserted her home. A tele-
gram was at once sent to Mr. Young in
Milwaukee, and some hours later Mrs.
Young arrived in the city. Late yesterday
afternoon Mrs.

'
Uhlig was found

roaming around the streets by the Globe
man. He tried to take her to her
waiting mother, but she drew a phial of
prussic acid from her pocket and swore she
wouldswallow the poison if he told any-
one where she was. The gentleman argued
the matter withher, and finally succeeded
in getting her to, a boarding house on
Fourth street, explaining to her that he
would hide her from he: mother. Here
Mrs. Uhlig remained supposing all the
time that she was safe from all discovery.
Her mother and two friends were sent for
and came in a hack. As Mrs. Young
entered the room Mrs. Uhlig gazed around
witha look of astonishment, and then lay
back in her chair and laughed hysterically.
Her mother fellon her knees and wildly
entreated Mrs. Uhligto speak to her. At
last she seemed to awaken from the leth-
argy into which she had fallen and in
a feeble voice consented to accompany
her mother back to Milwaukee. To one
of the gentleman present she manifested a
most unaccountable aversion and would not
move a step until he had left the room.
Then she accompanied her mother and the
Globe reporter to the train and soon was
speeding away in the night. She will
probably be placed insome private asylum,
as her mind has become somewhat unsettled
by exposure and fatigue.

Mrs. Uhlig said that after leaving Mil-
waukee she had gone to St. Paul, where
she had remained inseclusion up to about
ten days ago, when she became alarmed
and came to this city. Here she visited an
old schoolmate for a few days, but finally
left the house dressed very erratically. For
two or three days she. had neither eaten
nor slept, and when found was in a high
state of excitement and bordering upon
violent insanity. Suicide seemed upper-
most inher mind, and it was only by the
watchfulness of the friends who found her
that she was prevented from swallowing a
dose ofprussic acid. Abottle of laudanum
was also found in her pocket.

THE ST. LOUIS CASHIER.

Itis Sow Thought He Made Away
With 570,000.

St. Louis, Mo., July 15.?Mr. Charles
Greely, the largest stockholder of the Prov-
ident savings bank, which failed yesterday,
makes the following statement as to how
the event was brought about:

When the board of directors counted the
cashier's reserve fund two weeks ago, pre-
paratory to declaring their dividends, they
found ?40,000 in the bank vaults. The Bight
watchman informed me last evening that Mr.
Thompson enterod tho bank building;on Sat-

-1 urday evening at about 10:30 o'clock, and it
was undoubtedly then that tho cashier salted
$15,000 of the fund in his pocket and the
greatest surprise to me is that he did not ap-
propriate the rest of it. The first discovery
of the shortage was made last Friday by me,
and it came like this: Mr.Swain, the acting
president of the bank, on that day came to
my place of business and informed me that
the directors had just loaded Thompson
$8,000 on 100 shares of the Crystal Plate
Glass company's stock, which he
had deposited as a collateral.
Now,Iam a direotor of that corporation and
had assisted in the disbursements of divi-
dends, aud 1was in a position to know that
Thompson did not hold 100 shares of stock.
Going immediately to our treasurer, Mr.
Barnes, Ihad him furnish me a list or the
stockholders. Inthis list Ifound on Oct. 9,
1385, a certificate numbered 378, calling for
one share of the capital

'
stock, had been is-

sued to Almond B. Thompson. Icalled tho
attention of the board of directors to this,
but Thompson explained that the other nine-
ty-nine shares had been transferred to him
and not yet delivered. He said if the board
demanded ithe would return the

'
amount of

the loan on Monday. When he did not show
up on Monday my fears received a substan-
tial acknowledgment of his crookeduc.is. I
went to the bauk and 'by means of a micro-
scope detected veryplainly that the certifi-
cate had been raised from one share to 100,
and that the date had also been altered.
Further examination of his books showed
that his rascality had been goiug on siuce
1883. Since that time he has carried a fraud-
ulent entry on the foreign exchange account/
invol7iuff $20,000. His total shortage will
doubtless amount to $70,000. Iagree witn
the receiver, . however, that the depositors
willbe paid in full, even at the expense of
the stockholders. The bank willnever resume
operations.

The Lost is Found.
June 2d Miss Annie L.Keogh suddenly

disappeared from the residence ofher uncle,
S. J. McCarthy, at 416 University avenue
northeast, sending back a note only to the
effect that she had discovered that she
could earn her living by writing for the
newspapers. The young lady was of a
retiring, thoughtful disposition, and
had always avoided society, having
few acquaintances outside of the family.
Her father, a railroad contractor, was . ab-
sent in the West, and she had been left
with her aunt to obtain her education.
Nearly six weeks passed and she was not
heard from. Itwas found that she had not
been attending the high school for the past
four months, as it was supposed, and had
passed most of her time at the public li-
brary. Here all trace stopped. Her lela-
tlvea were greatly alarmed and dis-

Itwas firmly
believed that Miss Keogh was in St Paul,
and itwas known that she had, under a dis-
guise, applied for employment at various
newspaper offices, her chief desire being to;
do literary work. Mrs. McCarthy called at!
the Globe in St. Paul. A Globe reporter
suggested that the best way to get a clue

THE ST. PAUL POSTOFFICE.
This fortunate hint was at once acted upon

for Mrs. McCarthy, presuming that a letter
from the Brainerd friendmight be awaiting
Miss Keogh's call, went and stationed her-
self at the postoffice. Ithad been ascer-
tained by a Globe reporter that a letter
was at the postoffice directed to Miss Keogh
who wouldcall about 3 or 3:30 p. m. After
Mrs. McCarthy had waited patiently several
hours, she engaged John Heiman,
a young . police alarm telegraph
operator to take her place. He stood guard
until 3:10, when he observed a veiled
young lady enter. He recognized the dress
from a description given. Going up to her,
he said, "Hello, Annie!" She said, "Why,
you don't know me." He assured her with
this: "Oh, yes, Ido; this is Miss Keogh."
"Idon't know you," she retorted.

"Why, you certainly must know me,"
he. gracefully and positively assured her.
"Don't you recollect when Idrove a gro-
cery wagon on University avenue, She was
nonplused.

"Come along withme," he pleaded, "for
I've something very important to tell you.
Don't you know that the papers have been !

"WRITINGYOUUP.
Come up street and I'llshow yon the
papers in a drug store." At McMaster's
drug store he showed her a Globe with
her portrait published. She yielded at once,
and went with him without a niunner, not
without once attempting a pretty little
stratagem to escape. Passing by a store
she told him that she "had to go inhere
just for a minute," but Mr. Heiinan would
not listen, quietly taking her down Waba-
sha until he met her aunt. She and her
aunt left St. Paul for this cityon the 4
o'clock Milwaukee train.
