MINNEAPOLIS EVENTS.

The Oity Council Passes the Sunday
Ordinance Over the Mayor's
Veto.

Mrs, Kimball's Thrilling Experience
With a Burglar—Trouble Over
a Colored Church.

A BPBrilliant Plan for Illuminating
Nicollet Avenue During the
Expoesition Season.

A Decision by Judge Rea of Interest
1o North Minneapolis--Coming
Norwegian Visitors.

A LIVELY SESSION.

Passed Over the Mayor’s Veto-=-Gen=
ernl Council Doings.

At last night’s meeting of the city coun-
cil, the committee which has had the matter
in hand for some time reported in favor of
purchasing a site for a supplementary
pumping station on the East side, between
Twentieth and Twenty-first avenues north,
and Plumb street and the river. The mat-
ter was referred to the committee on water
works. After the consideration of a large
budget of petitions aud communications of

a2 miscellaneous character, Ald. Dwyer
moved to suspend the regular
order of Dbusiness and take up

the mayor’s veto message. The motion pre-
vailed and the Sunday ordinance, which is
perfectly familiar to the readers of the
GLOBE, was before the saze body. The
vote was put and when Ald. Sly’s name
was reached he rose to explain his vote.
While Mayor Ames was not his choice for
congress, for governor or for presi-
dent of the United States, he
thought the mayor’s head was about
level in vetoing the ordinance. Mr.
Sly disapproved of the policy of allowing
CRANKS AND FANATICS
to run the city at this interesting juncture,
Ald. Babb sprang excitedly to his feet to
raise a point of order. He did not state it,
but insisted that Ald. Sly was out of order.
The latter gentleman, without waiting for
a ruling on the guestion voied no, and took
his seat. The ordinance was passed over
the mayor’s head on a vote of 17 to 3, show-
ing quite conclusively when taken
together with the action on other
veto messages; that the Democratic alder-
men are far from being in sympathy with the
mayor, who is outspoken and positive in his
opposition to class legislation of every char-
acter. 'The Democrats voting with the Re-
publicans were Cloutier, Eichhorn, Dwyer,
Morse and Phillips, and Ald. Sly voting
with the *‘faithful four.” Had the Demo-
crats voted as they had been expected by
the mayor the veto would have been sus-

tained. When the vote was an-
nounced Ald. Dwyer was exuberant
and clapped his hands vociferously.

The N. P. Clarke Lumber company alleged
that an error which did the petitioners a
flagrant injustice had been committed in
awarding the contract for furnishing the
city with sidewalk lnmber in the Firss dis-
trict. The communication went on to ex-
plain that the N. P. Cilarke company was
the lowest bidder, and asked a reconsidera-
tion of the action awarding the contract.
The matter was referred to the committee

on roads and bridges. This is the
second time this company has been
shut out in a like manner.

The budgetof bills was ordered paid and
a warrant was ordered paid over to Thomas
Milner for $25 in liguidation of a claim for
damages, the result of flooding his premises.
The committee on ways and means re-
ported adversely to the scheme of appro-
priating $10,000 for the purpose of improv-
ing Marshall avenue. A contract was au-
thorized awarded to John Mahoney for fill-
ing the approaches to the Tenth avenue
north bridge, and to Charles Fiitean for
driving the piles.
NEW CITY PLATS.

The city council has adopted plats of new
additions to the city, as follows;

Nelson's subdivision to lot i6 of Cornell’s
rearrangement of block i. Cornell’s addition; {
Hallowell's addition: Moffitt & Nind's addi-
tion; Slofter’s rearrangement of block 4,
Wright's addition: Dorsey’s addition; Jchn-
son’s addition; Belmont Park addition: Island
Park addition.

A water main was ordered
savenue north, from Fift
street.

Engineer Rinker reported that he had en-
countered serious difliculties in sinking the
shafts in facilitating the work in construct-
ing the North }Minneapolis sewer tunnel. The
shuft is flooded with water and the engineer
asked for an additional plant in order to care
for the water, to cost about $10,000.

NEW SEWERS.

Additional sewers were ordered constructed
as follows: 1In Fourth avenue south from
Twenty-fourth street to Twenty-fifth street;
in Eleventh avenue south from Seventeenth
street to Nineteenth street; Eleventh avenue
south from Fifteenth street. An ordinance
amending the street and sidewalk ordinunce
wus adopted. The ordinance prohibits any
one from permitting any dead animal, excre-
mental or other offal matter, to flow or run
into any of the public sewers. Curb and gut-
ter stones were ordered laid on Oak Grove
Place from Spruce place to the norta side of
J. S. Johnson s addition.

A contract was awarded to Andrew Dolan
for doing the street grading about the Expo-
gition building. An ordinance providing for

Streets were ordercd opened and extended
as follows: Bryantavenue, from West Second
to West Twenty-seventh streets; East Twenty-
seventh sireet, from Park avenue to Twelith
avenue south; Superior aveunue, from Free-
mont avenue to city limits.

Ald. Johnson moved that Mayor Ames be
requested to instruct the police to prevent
music and other noises aboat the city hall
during meetings of the council.

The city attorney was directed to cause the
arrest of Patrick Kyan and prosecution for
q.uiurryiuz. stone irom streets on the East
side.

« President Clough announced the following
committee on legisiation: Ald. Johnson,
Morse, Babb, Eichhorn and Clark.

The engineer was directed to take steps
tow wrd preventing the overflow of water on
the property bordering on Eighth avenue
southeast. A contract for grading certain
streets in Northeast Minneapolis was awarded
to Joseph W. Ellis, he to receive no furiher
compensation than the dirt he shall remove.

A warrant for §1,000 was ordered drawn in
favor of the Minneapolis Eqguitable Invest-
ment compuny for grading streets.

A WOMAXN’S PLUCK.
Mrs. C. R. Kimball’s Experience
With o Burglar.

The pluck of Minneapolis ladies is be-
coming proverbial. Thursday evening a
burglar entered the residence of C. R. Kim-
ball at 1300 Clinton avenue and was insti-
tuting a quiet search for such valuables as
he could easily carry off, when Mrs. Kim-
bail awcke. She sprang out of bed in-
stantly and made a bold dash for the thief.

He turned to run and Kkicked over
a chair over which she fell.
‘I'he plucky little lady jumped
up agam, and this time managed

to obtain a hold on the fellow’s coat {ails.
Finding he could not shake her off, the
burglar made a flying leap through the
window. taking the entire sash with him.
An examination aiterwards showed that he
had secured no booty. Mrs. Kimball was
somewhat bruised by the fall over the
chair, and after the fuss-was all over was
somewhat surprised at her own bravery,
but the burglar got nothing for his pains
but window panes.

THE WAR IN AFRICA.

Unexpected Treouble in Purchasing
the Colored Church.

For a long time past negotiations have
been pending between the Second A, M. E.
church and the German M. E. church for
the purchase of the latter's property on
Fifth street sonth. 'The colored congrega-
tion bave used the church for holding serv-
fces for some time past, with the under-
standing that they would purchase. The
German congregation desired to sell and
erect another church in another portion of
the city. The members of the eolored
church had not the money to put into the
property, and they were in a quandary as

to how they should obtain the chureh,
when Will E. Stele came to their aid and
agreed to furnish a large portion of the
$22,000 necessary to purchase it. He held
a conference with several of the prominent
church workers, and there the matter was
looked upon as settled. There was
great rejoicing among the colored church-
going people then, and the pros-
pect of having a church of their very own
was talked over and discussed a dozen times
a day. Time ran on and people began to
wonder  why the church was not turned
over to Mr. Plummer as pastor. A little
inquiry revealed a state of things which cast
a damper upon the ardent feelings of many
and caused them to think that they would
have no church,

When negotiations were pending, Mr.
Piumumer, it ischarged, went around among
some of the brethren, and in an vnmistak-
able manner let it be known that he was
going to stand at the head of the movement,
if there was going to be any head, and in
an offensive way gave out that he did not
think things were running in a straight
manner. This coming to the ears of Mr.
Steele he decided that he did not care to go
into the scheme if Mr. Plummer was going
to interfere. He has so stated in the pres-
ence of the pastor of the German M. E.
church, who is using all means in his power
to induce Mr. Steele to again take held of
the plan and carry it through. Mr. Stesle
is considering the matter and will give an
answer in a few days.

NICOLLET ILLUNMINATED.

A Novel Spectacie That Will Dazzie
the Public.

W. M. Regaw’s plan for illuminating
Nicollet avenue during the Exposition is
certain to be carried out. A meeting of
prominent merchanis of the avenue was
held at the Exposition rooms last evening,
and steps were taken to form a permanent
organization, to be kiown as the Nicollet
Avenue Illuminating association. W. M.
Regan presided and W. T, Williams was
chosen seeretary. Committees appointed
to canvass the avenue by blocks, from Sec-
ond street to Seventh street. reported that
over two-thirds of the merchants were in
favor of the scheme. which is to consist of
arches of eleven feet spans, upon which
there are twenty-four lights, to be placed
on either side of the street, and arches hav-
ing 455 lights extending across the street at
each corner. The following merchants have
signed an agreement to support the project
with the proviso that the cost shall not ex-
ceed $2 per foot; Regan Bros., John A.

It is necessary that
no time should be lost, as it will be at least
a month before the arches can be placed in
position.

ATITLE CLOUD REMOVED.

Case in Which the Names ¢f an Ad-
tion Was Transposed.

Judge Rea has filed a decision in the case
of Lucas Kells against Ferdinand Hellrich,
which will be of considerable interest to
residents of North Minneapolis, owing to
the fact that the addition referred to is a
large one and the decision quiets, within it,
many titles hitherto held to be cloudy.
Kells sued Helirich to obtain title to lots 1
and 2, in block 24 of Case and others’ sub-
division of blocks, in Case & Moore’s ad-
dition to Minneapolis. When the case was
called for trigl the plaintiff failed to appear.
The defendant proved his title to the prop-
erty, the testimony diseclosing that the land
in question lay in Case & Moore’s addition,
while the sherifi’s deed under execution
sale, under judgment of Young and others
against Moore, and under which defendant
held in his chain of title, described the land

as in Moore & Case’s addition.
It was, however, shown that
there never had been any such ad-

dition as **Moore & Case’s” addition; that
the land comprising “*Case & Moore’s” addi-
tion was at the time of making plat of the
same, owned by Emanuel Case, and the
judgment debtor in such execution sale,
Alexander Moore; that at the time of
docketing the judgment of Archibald Young
and others against the said Moore in Hen-
nepin county, said Moore owned the block
24, in Case & Moore’s addition, of which
said land was a part, and that such saie was
made under a lien existing at the time of
such docketing; that Alexander Moore
could have owned no other laud to which
such description could have applied, ex-
cepting the land in question; that reference
in conveyances of lands in Case & Moore's
addition had been frequently made to it as
if in Moore & Case’s addition; that the
evidence shows that the said sheriff’s
deed evidently intended to refer to
biock 24, in Case & Moore's addition.
was sufficient in its reference to convey
such land. 1t appears to the judge to bo a
case of latent ambiguity, when it is com-
petent to rise and explain such ambiguity
by extrinsic testimony, and iun his findings
the judge stated that the plaintiff has no
right, title or interest in or to the land, and
confirmed the ownership by Mr. Hellrich.
