A WILD RIDE.

AnInsane IVan Creates a Sensation
on Uenncpin Avenue.

? Frank Howard. 24 years old, a son of
W. W. Howard, residing at 1024 Heunepin
avenue, received a sunstroke seven years
ago, which shattered his mind. While he
has not been regarded as exactly insane, a
constant watch has been kept upon his
movements. Yesterday afternoon he
eluded the vigilance of the family and got
on the street. Seeing a horse and car-
riage belonging to a gentleman
named Weils, he climbed into the vehicle
and whipped the horse into a furious run.
The frightened animal ran up Heunepiu
with Howard gleefully hanging to the
lines. On BlaisdeU the carriage collided
with a wagon and was tipped ovor. The
young man was thrown out, and. striking
onhis head, was knocked insensible. He
was carried to 3100 Blaisdell avenue, where
itwas found that his injuries were quite
serious, he being badly cut. about the head
and severely bruised. The buggy in which
he took his wild ride was reduced to kind-
ling wood.

Since then it has
been ascertained that before leaving his
hoinehe had borrowed considerable money
from friends. Numerous letters have been
received here asking after him, but no one
can give any information concerning his
Whereabouts. He has a wife and several
children i Whittemore. He is described
as a small man, with a marked Jewish ac-
cent, and very horsey inhis talk.

She Is
a tall, handsome woman, very command-
ing in appearance, and her escapade has
occasioned a vast amount of talk among
her former friends. Mr. Brodie is now in
Chicago, and. is using every means in his
power to find his wife and induce her to
return.

A HOT FIKG

dicks Up a Cooper >hop aud a Cot-
ton mm.

Shortly before noon yesterday morning a
fire broke out in the carding room of the
Northwestern cotton mill, situated at the
comer of Fillmore and Winter streets
southeast. near . the East Minne-
apolis transfer. The flames spread
vapidly, the building and its inflam-
mable contents burning like so much
tinder. The fire department responded
promptly, but before the firemen arrived
the large frame building occupied by the
cooper shop of William Stevens and an
adjoining structure occupied by the East
Side Life printing office were also inflames.
Itwas found necessary to lay the hose
from Division street, a distance of two'
blocks, and by that time the task of
Bavins the building had become
a hopeless one. About fifty coopers are
employed in the Stevens shop, but all were
attending the picnic at Waconia and only
two or three men were in the building. As
aresult very little of the contents were
saved.

FIVE MF.X INJURED.
James Rinnan, livingon Broadway, near

the street car barns, and John McAuliff,
living at 703 Fifth street, both of whom
are employes of Church & Graves,
were in the second story of the cooper shop
trying to save the tools of the workmen,
when they found themselves headed off
from the stairway by the dense smoke.
Both jumped from windows. McAuliff in-
juring his back severely, and Kiunar break-
ing a leg. Ernest Cadwell of the Cataract
engine house had an artery in his right
arm cut by fallingglass. and bled profusely
and BillyMalone of Engine company No.
1had his right ankle badly sprained by a
falling wall. Charlie Brown of Cataract
engine had a thumb broken in handling
hose

THE LOSS
amounts to about #20.000, the buildings
being burned nearly to the ground. William
Stevens places the loss of his cooper shop
and its contents at ?8,000; insurance,
83.300. Alarge quantity of coopers stock,
belonging to Ilein, Syme & Co.,
was burned, which is valued
?5.000. Tin*, firm had also 6.000 barrels
stored in the yard, upon which the loss is
&2.400, the insurance being only 5i,500.
Fifty kits of tools, valued at $000, which
belonged to the workmen, were destroyed.
Long Bros. &Co., who owned the Cotton
mi 1, place their loss at $1,500, and A. E.
Ball, editor of the Life, places his loss at
Si,000. The building was owned by
William Stevens, who estimates the loss at
81. 000. One thousand ties belonging tothe
Northern Pacific railroad were also burned.

The fire was one of the hottest that ever
occurred in the city, and the fire depart-
ment was practically unable to cope with
it, owingto the great heat. Stevens an-
nounces that he will rebuild as early as
possible. About sixty men are thrown out
of employment for the present.

His Opinion Kegurdin? Flour mills
and Politics.

SDecial to the Globe.
Washington, July 17.? The New York

Tribune has the following to-day: Ex.-
Gov. W. D. Washburn, the great flourman-
ufacturer of Minneapolis, was in the city
several days last week. He made the state-
ment that he did not believe a single flour
millin the west had made a cent during the
past year. The present outlook, however,
is better for the milling interest, and he
looks to see some of the losses incurred by
the falling oilof the wheat market in the
last four months recovered. A rise of a
Tew cents on the market price of wheat
ivouldhelp the millers very much, in spite
jfthe fact that their stocks are not as large
as they were during the early part of
the year. Advices he had received
concerning the coming wheat crop are that
it will be short, especially in the spring
wheat belt. Itrequires a full crop in this
territory to keep the present milling
capacity running fully. The shortage in
spring wheat will require another spread
Into new fields. The chief political inter-
est in Minnesota is centered in the election
of the legislature, which will select a suc-
cessor to Senator McMillan. Ex-Gov.
Davis is already actively in the field as a
candidate a/rainst the senator. There are
a dozen men anxiously watching the contest

who, in the event of a doubtful issue,
would themselves enter the canvass as can-
didates. Gov. Washburn would not ven-
ture a prediction as to whether Senator Mc-
Millan would be his own successor or not,
but said he had no doubt the candidates
wouldbe as thick as blackberries.

LAKE CAtUOVIV. j
A Boulevard to skirt tbe Beautiful

Sucet of Water. ;j
The park board had a busy session yes-

terday. The first matter brought up was
the Lake Calhoun boulevard. The report
of the appraisers fixed the award at $11,-
--000. Commissioner Brackett moved a con-
firmation and Dorilius Morrison, as a sub-
stitute, moved to abandon all proceedings
on account of the exorbitant cost. The
president argued inopposition to the mo-
tion and extolled the virtues and advantages
afforded by a drive arouud the lake. , Com-
missioner Morrison succumbed for the time
being and withdrew his motion. The ob-
jection had been raised that the motor
would have a tendency to frighten horses.
The president proposed that the border be
banked with tre?s shielding the tracks from
the view of the drive. Commissioner
Wilson thought the experience of the board
in the parkway around Lake Harriet was
sufficient to induce the board to proceed
with the Calhoun drive. As a matter of
practical business operation he disapproved
of the proposition to interfere with the re-
port of the appraiser. Commissioner
Boardman favored changing the . mean
course of the boulevard, avoiding the com-
plication and special expense. His idea
was to digress from the lake shore at such
point as the motor line runs close to the
lake, .going circuitous around by the ceme-
tery.

"
The president persisted in favor of

confirmation of the appraisers as made.
Commissioner Oswald said that iffthe

plan is not changed a high stone wall will
have to be constructed, and even then he
deemed it an exceedingly dangerous drive.
Mr. Johnson favored acquiring the entire
lake

- shore, even though itcannot be im-
proved for a number of years. Ultimately
the board willbe so situated that itcan fill
in the lake a hundred feet at the point in
question. Commissioner Sutherland urged
the impracticability ot the plan, owingto
the motor line. Commissioner King thought
the point inquestion was the most desirable
and most beautiful slie of the entire boule-
vard as proposed, and cutting it
out would be like cutting out
one of the precious diamonds in
a rich setting. Mr. Lorlng said itis quite
necessary to carry out the plan inorder to
make a general connection with the entire
park system ot the city. Mr. Brackett
urged that itwas well worth the money for
a walk, if nothing more. Commissioner
Morrison intimated that there is a flaw in
the title to the law, but Judge Fish, the at-
torney of the board, was in doubt, although
he had spent some time in making an in-
vestigation. Aftera protracted discussion,
in which the attorneys of interested parties
took spirited part, the report was con-
firmed on a vote of 7 to 5,

The description of the property to be
acquired for the Lake of the Isles boule-
vard, and the motion to condemn, was
adopted and appraisers were appointed.

The president reported on the matter of
sprinkling Hennepin avenue.

'
The trouble

has been in the distance the sprinkling
carts have had to carry water. Robinson
Meade had made a proposition for doing
the work, which was considered more econ-
omical and practical than to lay pipes for
tho purpose. The sum of $300 was finally
appropriated for the purpose.

The petition asking that the grounds
uext the Exposition be condemned was re-
ported to the committee on designation.
After the transaction of more routine busi-
ness, and the passage upon bills; the board
adjourned. '. ,\u25a0:
