The Corner Stone of the Mission Taber-
nacle Laid—The Building to
Cost  $10,000.

LAID IN THE GLOAMING.

The Corner Stonre of the DNMission
Tabernacie Put in ®Place.

The iaying of the corner stone of the
pew Baptist Mission tabernacle, on the
corner of 'I'wenty-third avenue south and
Tenth street, took place last evening in the
presence of a large audience. 'The services
were under the direction of ex-Mayor
George A. Pilisbury. The exercises were
opened with singing by the mission choir.
The invocation was made by Rev. Mr.
Wells of the Franklin Avenue Presbyterian
church. Among those present were Rev.
Dr. Chase, J. 1. Hoblett, Rev. Mr. Field,
Rey. Mr. Kelly, Rev. Frank Peterson, Rev.
Mr. Wells, Rev. Frederick Gates and State
Superintendent Sunderlind. '_l‘he following
paper, touching upon the origiu of the mis-
sion, was read by Rev. Ween-Olson:

About the first of Octeber. 1884, without
any financial support or any deflnite plan in
view, 0. A. Ween-Olsen, city missionary, and
L. E. Clemens, a fellow worker, after earnest
prayer and consideration, took the ﬁr:t: step
which lead to the organization of the mission,
The first Sabbath school was held in the grove
where is now Riverside park, with about forty
children present. On the Monday 1‘0110\\:iug.
a roow was secured for holding the services,
and Rev. Dr. Cbase of the First Baptist
church has the credit of paying the first
month’s rent and Rev. H. C. Hobitt the sec-
ond month’s rent. On Wednesday an indus-
trial school for girls was permanently organ-
ized with H. J. Pitinan superintendent and L.
E. Clemeuns assistant superintendent and see-
retary. * * * Butlike Christ's work and
Paul's and all truly Christian work, this one
was subjected to the test of persecutions and
its early life was made an object of attacks
from individuals, the public press, and flually
in the house-to-house distribution of circu-
lars, warniog the people against the mis-
siopary and the mission work. During the
first two months the Baptist union of the city
was considering whether the work was of
God or of man, but finally decided that it was
the Lord’s work, and concluded that it was
their duty to support it. The Sabbath school
has now a mouthly enrollment of 447, the at-
tendance last Sunday being 275. The present
officers of the school are: F. L. Jackson, su-
perintendent; H. J. Pitnan, assistant super-
intendent; Arthur Andcerson, secretarys
Mrs. A. A. Camp, treasurer. Those who are
prominently engaged in the work are Mrs.
A. A. Camp, Mr. and Mrs. James Linton, Mrs.
Lewis, George Warner and S. A. Clemens,

Mr. Cook followed with a few apt and
well-chosen words, after which a number
of gentlemen connected with other churches
made short speeches, referring in main to
the good work of the mission and the value
of Mr. Ween-Olson as a Christian worker.
After these speeches the Hon. George A.
Pillsbury stepped forward and, with a few
choice words, placed the gilded tin-box in
the corner stone, which had been
placed in position. The box contained
religious papers, articles of incorporation.
addresses by D. L. Moody, photographs of
Hon. G. A. Pillsbury and wife, New Testa-
ment. a brief histery of the origin and work
of the mission tabernacle, photograph and
matters relating to the Exposition building,
copies of the various ecity papers, United
States coins and a photograph of the mis-
sion tabernacle and similar things.

As the last words had been said and the
corner-stone secureiy placed in the perma-
nent position, many a fervent amen arose,
and thankfulness was depicted c¢n hun-
dreds of faces as the thought that the
tabernacle was now an assured thing,
bringing out the secrets of the heart in a
wonderful manner. The tabernacle will be
of red brick, veneered, and will cost in the
neighborhood of $10.000.

FOURTE STREET CROSSING.

The Manitoba Willing to Do Any=-
thing That is IReasonable.

When the city counecil committee. accom-
panied by Engineer Rinker and City At-
torney Cross, visited J. .J. Hill for a con
ference concerning the proposed bridging of
Tenth avenue north, he surprised them by
saying, “I don’t want the city of Minne-
apolis to help us pay for bridges, lowering
tracks or anything else.” The committee
submitted three propositions to him. First,
that the Manitaba lower the tracks at its
own expense. Second, that the Manitoba
set over its main track immMediately adja-
cent to those of the St. Louis, and place
its yard tracks together on the opposite
side. Third, that the drive way to the
Manitoba tracks be not run down at the
side of the Washington avenue bridge near
the St. Louis track. Another proposi-
tion was  made to which the
Minneapolis & St. Louis road will probably
object strongly, viz: That the Minneapolis
& St. Louis should run over the Manitoba
80 as to obviate the necessity of laying so
many tracks. T'o the first and second prop-
ositions Mr. Hill made no objections. As
to the third he agreed to grade an approach
of 150 feet to the Manitoba vard and run
tracks for freight loading down from the
bridge. It is thought from this interview
that the difticulty about the crossing can be
adjusted amicably as far as the Manitoba is
concerned. There is some doubt, however,
as to the Minneapolis & St. Louis consent-
ing to lower its tracks without a sharp
legal fight.

POLITICAL ETCHINGS,

Gifilllan Expresses Himself -~ The
Democratic State Campaign.

Hennepin County Politics--Parceling
Out the Fat Offices.

Congressman. Gilfillan has written an
open letter, in which he defines his position.
He wants it distinctly understood he is not
seeking a ‘‘vindication,” but only an in-
dorsement. He feels no animosity to any
one, and would not open the sores of the
last convention. He says:

Whatever were the issues of that conven-
tion they were settled at the polls, and as
soon as the results of the election were known
I was assured on all sides that all parties to
the issues of that campaign were disposed to
let bygones be bygones and to unite upon a
common platform and policy for harmony in
the future. All the controversies of that
campaign were fully discussed on the stump
and in the newspapers and every phase was
thoroughly understood, and the voters re-
corded their verdict therein at the polls by a
decided majority. Butwhatever those issues
were, I think all will agree that it would be
the height of unwisdom to reopen them, and
it is simply ridiculous to say now that I de-
sire a vindication after that most significant
verdict of the people in my behalf. T do not
desire to reopen them, and it would be
folly to attempt to induce the people
to interest themselves in my personal
claims or pgrievances, if I had any.
They do not relish that kind of political con-
tention and no good possibly come of it. Qne
lesson we may all draw, wverhaps, from the
experiences of that campaign, and perhaps
profit by it, and it is a great misfortune that
I was not permitted to make a square party
fight. Such an experience, if repeated, could
end only in defeat, whoever the candidate may
be and such an experience is just what would
be inevitable. If we are now to have a re-
opening and a rehash of old controversies.
And that is just what you &nd I and all who
have the good of the cause at heart eught in
good faith to seek to avoid rather than to
provoke by an unfortunate and voluntary
resurrection of controversies once settled
and at rest. Rather let us have peace. It
has beeun customary to renominate faithful
members of congress as a recognition of their
service, and in recognition of the admitted
fact that the fisrt term of a member is
necessarily of comparatively little use to his
constituents. My present candidacy, so far
as it has been announced, is wholly on this
ground: If my record in congress is satisfac-
tory to my district, I would appreciate the
indorsements of their nomination and re-
election. If I have been neglectful, unfaith-
ful or ineflicient, I am not entitled to the re-
gard and continued confiderce of my district.
At present it is not my purpose to say more
than to remind my friends that my personal
claims to a renomination are of but little mo-
ment, and I shall not ask their support on
any such grounds unless compelled in self-
defeuse so to do. If it should be the judg-
ment of the convention, fairly expressed,
that I should not again be the standard-
bearer of the Republicans of the Fourth dis-
trict, I can lay aside the responsibility of
being their representative at the end of my
term with the conscientious assurance that I
discharged my duty to them and the country
with industry and fidelity, and that my course
towards all has been in accordance with my
purpose to promote party barmony and uni-
versal good will.

The Democratic Campaign.

The Democrats are looking forward to
the state campaign with a great deal of in-
terest, and, as far as Hennepin county is
concerned, are prepared to make a vigorous
and aggressive fight. It seems conceded
that Mayor Ames will be the candidate for
goveruor, and his friends expect to wipe
out the Hubbard majority in Hennepin
county alone. Hon. A. T. Ankeny, speak-
ing of the campaign, said yesterday:

Everytifing we hope for may result from a
proper campaign. The Minneapolis campaign
last spring may be taken fora model. It was
sharp, elear,close and aggressive,and kept the
enemy constantly on the defensive. That is
what we must do in the state. The Repub-
lican admiistration for the past twenty years
stands open to assault on the ground of in-
competency, and we must take advantage of
it. Then, too, much depends on cur plat{orm,
1t must speak to the people, and speak the

language of to-day. It must say to
the state that the Democratic party
is abreast of the times. No

twenty-year-old platitudes nor Andrew
Johnson resolutions will go, this time. The
outlook is exceedingly encouraging and all
ail the independent forces are with us.
Ames and Reform should again be our watch-
word and we will earry it to victory.

Fiatt Walsh for Treasury.

The most singular situation presented in
loeal polities is in the case of Matt Walsh,
county treasurer. Last spring, in the imn-
pulse of excitement, he wrote a letter re-
nouncing his Democracy and declining to
act with the party any longer. It was
done in the heat of disappoinment and
was probably regretted, but the Repubii-
caus have taken him at his word and pro-
pose to run him for a second term as treas-
urer. It is also said Mr. C. A. Pillsbury
favors this, as a reward for services in the
campaign, but this is doubtless a mistake,
as no special service was rendered. How-
ever, it is proposed to make him a Republien
candidate, in the hove of altering the Irish
vote and pulling a few votes to the general
county ticket. The Demoerats have not
expressed themselves on this matter, but it
is generally believed Matt Walsh is as good
a Democrat as ever. From one quarter
comes a proposition, in case this is done, to
have the Democrats indorse him. Another
plan is to have the Demoecrats indorse
Judge Rea for district judge and the Re-
publicans indorse the Democratic candidate
for probate judge, to ‘‘keep the judicial
ermine out of the mire of politics.”

How Gilman is Viewed.

In spite of what 1s said of the growing
prospects of McGill, it is generally believed
C. A. Gilman will knock the Republican
gubernatorial persimmon, though it is
agreed the longer the convention is held off
the less dazzling does his caudidacy become.
Hard work against him is progressing in
the Fifth district and his alleged firm hold
is shrinking daily. 71'wo Democrats, who
recently made a prospecting tour through
the western tier, said last night:

Noihing could be better for us than the
n ominaticn of Gilman. If he gets it, Dr
Ames will carry the state by 20,000. You have
no idea how intensely unpopular Gilman is
through the northwestern counties. A regu-
lar revolt will occur if he is nominated. But
keep it dark and say heis the strongest man
and all that until he is nominated.

It is held that the withdrawal of Scheffer
strengthens Gilman, but this is denied. The
St. Paul delegates to yesterday’s committee
meeting confirmed the withdrawal, but were
inelined to believe that McGill would be the
beneficiary.

Gencral Gossip.

It seems to be the opinion of many that if
Mayor Ames were e¢lected governor, D. M.
Clough, as president of the council would
succeed him as mayor. This is not true. If
it were, not 500 veters in the city would cast
their votes that way. If a mayor resiguns a
special election to fill the vacancy must be
called within twenty days.

There is only one picture of Loren Fletcher
extant and a copy of that appears in this
morning’s GLOBE. Since it was taken, how-
ever, Mr. Fletcher has grown chin whiskers
10 conceal the sinister, but entirely harmless
smile, that earned for him the name, *“Little
YVillian.”

John B. Gilfillan must not think, if he is
defeated, his constituents are dissatisfied. It
will only mean that Loren Fletcher is the
better organizer.

Leading Democrats are canvassing the
candidacy of John Ludwig of Winona for
lieutenant governor, and are inclined to view
it favorably.

Ed Davenport will not be & candidate for
re-election as clerk of the distriect court, but
will devote himself to his copper mining in-
terests.

Present indications ars that Win Brackett,
for sheriff, will be about the only county of-
ficeholder who will be reinstated.
