RELEASED FROM CUSTODY.

End of tlie Rather Noted Stone Ex-
, tradition Case.

Special to the Globe.
Baltimore, July 20.? The now famous

case of John Stone, charged with shooting
with intent to kill his niece, Maud Hodge,

inBeamsville, Canada, on Jan. 5 last, was
ended to-day. Itwillbe remembered that
Stone shot Miss Hodge and then fired a
bullet into his own head, from the effects of
whichhe is still suffering and willeventually
die?so his attending physician says. The
young lady recovered. Shortly after the
shooting, Stone came to Baltimore, and has
been here ever since under the surveillance
of detectives. The Canadian authorities
instituted proceedings for his extradition,

engaging Senator Voorhees as counsel.
During the hearing, deposition of a highly
sensational character of witnesses residing
as Beainsville were read, some of them
stating that Stone shot the girl
because she rejected improper proposals.
Maud Hodge, the girl who was shot,
and her mother were sworn. They de-
feuded the prisoner and claimed that he
was mad when he fired the shot. Affida-
vits ofphysicians in Texas and of United
States Attorney Bigger of the Lone Star
etate, where the accused owns a ranch,
were read, to the effect that Stone was of
unsound mind. After arguments by coun-
sei, Commissioner ltogers delivered his

? opinion, to the effect that Canada had no
case and ordered Stone's release.

KilledInSelf-Defense.

West Libertyville,111., July 20.?
Word is received here fromDiamond Lake,
four miles southwest, that William Skibbe
shot and instantly killed James Freeman at
11o'clock last night. Freeman is an old
man and had been to town, got drunk and
went home vowing tokillSkibbe on sight.
Meeting him at 7 o'clock he fired at him
and missed. Skibbe went to the house of
a neighbor named Duddes, borrowed a
double-barreled shotgun and waited till11
o'clock, hoping Freeman had gone home.
As he emerged from the door he saw Free-
man behind a tree witha leveled revolver.
He raised his gun and fired and Freeman's
face was half torn away by the load of
shot. He died instantly. Skibbe gave
himself up.. Coroner Thompson held an
inquest to-day' and the jury acquitted tne
prisoner on the ground of self-defense.
