FLETCHER'S FBNESSE.
He Says He Doesn't Care to Go to

Congress TillGilfillauServes An-
other Term.
Yesterday morning Loren Fletcher pro-

mulgated what has been called his "Tilden
letter ofdeclination." It is an expertly
worded piece of literature and created con-
siderable comment when heard. Itwas
upon the streets yesterday morning that,
with the nomination in his vest pocket, Mr.
Fletcher had coolly thrownitaway and de-
clined to be a candidate for congress from
the Fourth district. Following is

THE LETTER ITSELF:
Twoyears ago, as is well known. Iwas a

candidate for the congressional nomination,
and after a spirited and, on my part, per-
fectly fair and open contest, 1carried the dis-
trict by a clear majorityof all the delegates
to the convention. Itis also well known that
Iwas finally beaten out of the nomination at
the last moment by disreputable means and
through the scheming of political shysters.
While Ihave borne the wrong done me pa-
tiently, ithas always been my intention to
ask for a vindication at the next recurring
congressional election in the district. The
time has now come and this is my opportu-
nity.Ifind there is a general feeling through-
out the district that 1 was outrageously
treated two years ago, and this disposition to
make the matter as near right as may be by
givingme the nomination now is widespread.
Inshort, Icould get the nomination without
an effort. AllIhave to do practically is to
take it. But lam going to stand back and let
Mr.Gilfillan have his second term. Ithas
been charged that Iam over ambitious, and
that Iwould do almost anything to gratify an
ambition to go to congress. This is amistake.
There is nothing very fascinating to me in
the idea of sittingfor two years in a Demo-
cratic house of representatives, during a
Democratic administration. Ihave desi)ed
an expression of the party in the district on
my treatment two years ago. aud now that I
find the sentiment practically unanimous in
my behalf, 1am perfectly content to stand
back and see Mr. Giitllan take his second
term. Ithas grown to be a sort of custum to
give to a congressman who has done well a
second term, and Ido not care to have the
custom broken in my behalf. Mr. GilfilUn
has been a hard working member, and now,
instead of pushing him out at the end of his
first term. I.lor one. am willingto stand
back and let the usual custom prevail.
Therefore lam not a candidate. While lam
grateful exceedingly grateful for the very
general and generous support tendered me
\u25a0from nearly every county inthe district, and
especially from this county, where Ihave
lived for twenty-five years, 1have decided to
acquiesce in Mr.Gilfillan's renomination and '
re-election. 1shall therefore stay out of the
field this year, and bide my time. The har-
mony of the Republican party and its ulti-
mate success is far greater to me than the
gratification of my personal ambition.

TUEXIXG ON THE LIGHT.
Itrequires but one reading of this letter

to see that Mr. Fletcher throws himself
into the hands of the convention. He only
says he willnot oppose Mr. Gilfillan. but
fails to say that he willnot accept the nom-
ination if tendered him. Shrewdly sus-
pecting this to be the sentiment of the dis-
tinguished candidate, a Globe reporter
called upon him and was received with that
bland courtesy for which the "Little Yil-i
lian" is famous. He very freely and
frankly expressed himself as follows:
"Iwrote my letter withconsiderable care,"

said Mr.Fletcher, "and I|believe itexpresses
the positionIassume fully. It means sim-
plythat Ishall not oppose either Mr. Gilfil-
lan's nomination or election. Ihave been
actuated by a desire to preserve peace inthe
party, and besides do not covet a seat in a
Democratic congress with a Democratic pres-
ident at this time, after all committees have
been filled, appointments made and the policy
of the administration fully outlined. Iam
certain Icould secure the nomination ifI
desired it, and that is all the vin-
dication Iwish. No, Ido not say
that Iwould not accept the nomination
in any event. Ido not say that if it was
tendered me by a good majority of the con-
vention that Iwould refuse it. Neither do 1
say that Ishall withdraw if other candidates
besides Mr.Gilfillan seek the nomination. I
mean just what Isay in my letter that I
"have decided to acquiesce inMr. Gilnlian's
renomination and re-election."

Loren smiled and slowlylet the lidfallover
his soft left eve. "Wait lor the convention,
dear boy," was all he said. They agreed to
wait and resumed their good humor.

Itis Talked ofinSt. Paul.
The withdrawal of Loren Fletcher from

the congressional field in this district has
created no little stir and a world of con-
jecture among Republicans in St. Paul.
They unite in saying that the reason Mr.
Fletcher gives for his withdrawal, in the
card he published yesterday morning, is de-
cidedly transparent, and they are at a loss
to account for his action. Lieut. Gov. Gil-
man was at the Merchants yesterday, and
said that so far as he knew the action of
Mr. Fletcher had not been anticipated by
the members of his party in Henuepin or
Ramsey counties, and although he had not
seen Mr. Fletcher since the announcement
was made, lie could not conjecture the cause
of his backing out of the field. Muj. Wil-
son said:
,Itwhs a surprise tome. The firstIknew
of it was when Iwas told this morning that
there was a card published to that effect. It
must have been a sudden conclusion on his
part, as it had never been breathed to me
that he intended to make such a move. I
have been thinkingall day over the matter,
butIcan't conjecture why he should so sud-
denly decide to drop out. Idon't know
whether he and Giliillanhave entered into an
agreement or not. Itis all a mystery to me.

POLITICAL POSSIBILITIES.

The Democrats Figuring on Filling;
the County Offices--Gossip of Can- j
dldates and of Men In the Hands of
Tlielr Friends.
The Republicans of Hennepin county !

willopen the campaign with the same as-
surance that characterized the earlier days
of the spring hustings. In all the figuring |
now being done by them, a nomination is i
equivalent to an election, and it remains
for them to show just how far wrong their
confident calculations are. The papers
spoke of the election of Mayor Ames as
"allbosh," and contemptuously alluded to
his friends as the "lower strata," maintain-
ing this sneering confidence to the last. It
is more than probable ihat present calcula-
tions willbe as widely upset inOctober,

for the tide which carried the Democracy
so high inAprilis still flowing, and the last
Republican majorities were entirely too
slender to withstand it. Since the spring
election, the records of Republican mem-
bers of council and the water board have
been such as to confirm the alliance the
labor vote made with the Democracy and
the union willbe more firmly welded this
fall. The foreign vote of every description
willgo in the same wav, having gained a
momentum not easily checked or diverted.
Republican leaders are already making
desperate efforts to cajole the Scandinavian
vote into returning to their camp, but with-
out glittering success. The revolt begun in
Minneapolis has extended all over the
state, and Republicans are figuring with
manifest anxiety on the probable disposi-
tion of the large Scandinavian vote in the
state. The Democrats of Hennepin, rely-
ing onthorough organization of the party
and on the evideut drift of the tide, are
quite confident of handsomely turning over
the Republican majorities in the county
and carrying off the several offices.

The Prohibitionists.
The conference of the members of the

Prohibition state central committee was re-
sumed yesterday morning and continued
untilnoon. J. P. Pinkham, candidate for
iieutenant governor, made a report on a
plan of organization which embraces a com-
plete canvass of the state by counties and
townships. N. Lathrop, chairman of the
sub-committees on finance, recommended
the raising of $2,000 for campaign purposes
by a proportionate assessment on counties,
this to be in addition to the 53,000 in ar-
rears from last year. VV. Dennis reported
in favor of organizing a lecture bureau of
five speakers, together with the secretary
and treasurer of the central committee
aud the secretary of each county
committee as auxiliary members. This
plan was not received with approval, and a
substitute was adopted which instructed the
executive committee to procure volunteer
speakers. Aresolution was adopted urg-
ing the call of early conventions. Dr. Den-
ton unfolded a plan for a free distribution
club, to which he solicited membership at
$5 per capita. By the free distribution of
circulars he thought votes could be made
by the hundreds. As a further organiza-
tion ot the committee G. F. Getty was
made secretary and Miner Ball treasurer.
The office of superintendent of organizers

was created, and G. T. Wells appointed to
it. The following fivemembers at large of
the state central committee were created
the executive committee: J. T. James,
G. F. Getty, M. Bali, C. E. Holt and R. P.
Lupton. Allbills must receive an O. K.
from this committee.
